Jesus expanded the meaning of the golden rule, illustrating 
with the “blesseds” – those goalposts of holiness.  We come 
closest to the reign of God by being poor or hungry or by 
weeping.  When we are hated or insulted on account of the 
Son of Man, on that day can we rejoice and leap for joy!  
Acting as God acts toward us opens us to great reward 
through the Messiah, the Christ.

SOCIAL MINISTRY  
 

STUCK IN THE CRACKS  

What kinds of people most often come to us in search of 
help? In most cases they are ordinary people who up until 
recently, coped well with most things they encountered in life 
but then they’re thrown a “curve ball.” Something happens to 
upset the delicate balance of their life. They often find 
themselves alone, jobless and they or another dependant is 
often sick.  
In many cases they are people who were living a fairly 
comfortable life. Then, suddenly, they are in a struggle for 
survival. When they are reviewed by governmental agencies 
for help they are often disqualified from most things because 
they earned too much the previous tax year. It makes no 
difference that they are either in a new lower paying position 
or surviving on the charity of family and neighbors.  
For many the pain is short-lived and within a short time they 
are managing on their own, others take longer because they 
need to transition to a new way of life having to adapt to 
conditions. And, still others reflect the desperation of a 
drowning swimmer. They are often un-churched, little or no 
family and referred to us without hope when someone who 
was assisting them simply burns out, runs out of funds or 
gives up for some other reason. All these people are “stuck 
in the cracks” somewhere between their former station in life 
and life in the governmental agency jungle. They have no 
where to turn hence, after some struggles with pride, they 
knock on our door or we get a referral call from a “Good 
Samaritan” alerting us to the individual’s situation. 
Our response is short-term needs-based assistance and 
referral to individuals or agencies that can help in the long 
term if needed. 
One person we are currently working with is in need of a 
place to live. A small apartment, or cottage would suffice. 

She lives with, as she puts it, her “only companion and 
family” a fourteen year-old cat. If you have or know of a 
reasonably priced apartment please call Earl Robert s 
at the parish office or email – 
earlroberts@earthlink.net .

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FOOD PANTRY WEEKEND 

February 18 will be Food Pantry weekend. As we refill the 
pantry and prepare for Easter food deliveries we will try 
something new in order to prevent an overabundance of one 
item and shortage of another. Each month we will put out 
tags that represent our food pantry’s immediate needs. If you 
can help the food pantry that month please take a tag or tags 
and return those items. By the time we get to packing for a 
holiday food delivery our goal is to purchase only what we 
need in fresh food items. 
As always, please remember to check the expiration date of 
the item and be sure it extends past the scheduled delivery 
date. We will not knowingly distribute anything that is out of 
date. The same is true of dented cans. The inside of cans 
are spray coated with an compound that prevents the food 
contents from coming in contact with the metal and solder of 
the can itself. If a can is dented the coating can crack and the 
food can become contaminated.

W.C.C. CORE STATISTICS 

The Women’s Crisis Center of Hunterdon reported the 
following for 2005: 
1235 clients were provided services – 6084 calls were made 
to the 24 hour crisis hotline – 7460 individual and group 
counseling sessions took place – 115 children participated in 
the Advocacy Program – Close to 1500 child counseling 
sessions were offered – 63 women and 68 children entered 
the Safe House shelter, staying and average of 21 days – 78 
Sexual Assault survivors were served – 25 Batterers 
attended Compassion Therapy classes – less than 2% of 
clients served were welfare recipients – less than 1 in 25 
clients exhibited a history of substance abuse.

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EVANGELIZATION 
 

WE GIVE HIM THANKS AND PRAISE  

It is important to understand fully the words recited in the 
beginning of the Eucharistic Prayer at every Mass if we hope 
to live the kind of Christian life that leads others to Christ. 
“Lift up your hearts. We lift them up to the Lord. Let us give 
thanks to the Lord our God. It is right that we give Him thanks 
and praise.” How do we give thanks, show our appreciation 
to God our creator? We are not thanking someone for doing 
something like holding a door nor exchanging presents 
where someone gives us something and we reciprocate. 
What can we give to God that God does not already have? In 
this case the answer is not in the giving but in our receiving. 
The best way to give thanks is by receiving in gratitude the 
gift of salvation through Jesus with a thankful disposition of 
heart. It is the best that we can do as free-willed, created 
beings. This open heart then allows the power of the Holy 
Spirit to enter into and assist us to live, not our will, but 
God’s. We find the wisdom of this in Solomon’s prayers “O 
Lord you have given me life itself, what can I ask for except 
the wisdom and grace to be an influence for good in the lives 
of all I meet.”  
Praise is a whole new thing to many people because it is not 
the “at-a-boy/girl” we get from our boss, friends or family. 
Again, it is not a gift we are giving but a state of being in awe 
that we are achieving. Being in awe means an emotion 
variously combining dread, veneration, and wonder that are 
inspired in us by the sacredness of God. It is the original, 
“Truly Awesome!” 
Understanding the meaning and meaning what we say at the 
Eucharistic Prayer are the first steps of Evangelization.

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THE LITURGY OF THE HOURS – MORNING 
AND EVENING PRAYER 

In the Liturgy of the Hours, Morning and Evening Prayer are 
the two hours that are the hinges upon which the whole 
liturgy moves.  In the morning, the community gathers to 
commend the day to God, to ask God to bless it.  In the 
evening, the community again comes together to give God 
praise for blessings received throughout the day. 
The structure of both these hours is similar.  The Introductory 
Rites are followed by the singing of two psalms and a 
canticle from the New Testament.  The psalms are the heart 
of the Liturgy of the Hours. By placing these scriptural 
prayers of praise, thanksgiving, lament, and hope on our lips, 
the Liturgy of the Hours invites us into the prayer of God’s 
people through the ages. 
Next, a short passage of scripture is proclaimed and a 
response to the reading is recited.  All stand for the singing of 
the Gospel canticle, which is the proclamation of the Gospel 
in Morning and Evening Prayer. 

Both of the Gospel canticles are from the Gospel of Luke.  
In Morning Prayer, we sign the Canticle of Zechariah 
(Benedictus).  At the close of the day, in Evening Prayer, 
we sing the Canticle of Mary (Magnificat). 
Following the singing of the Gospel canticle, petitions are 
offered, followed the Lord’s Prayer, a Closing Prayer, a 
blessing, and the dismissal.  In Morning and Evening 
Prayer, the Church both praises God for the day and 
thanks him for her many blessings.  In this she participates 
in Christ’s eternal prayer of praise and thanksgiving to 
God.

Story :    The war in the ward 

 
In the new book The Soul of a Doctor: Harvard Medical 
Students Face Life and Death, a medical student recounts an 
incident he witnessed during his training: 
An oncologist and a palliative care doctor entered the room 
of the mother of two children who was being treated for 
cancer.  With her was her husband, a Marine Corps officer.  
After quick introductions, the oncologist began the 
explanation she had given much thought and time to 
prepare, but still sounded so inadequate as she spoke.  The 
husband focused his laser-beam stare on the two doctors as 
the oncologist explained that his wife’s kidneys were 
functioning at less than 25 percent and that chemotherapy 
was no longer a viable option. 
The husband’s silent anxiety then materialized into vocal 
anger.  How could this have happened?  Why had no one in 
the hospital noted my wife’s kidney status before it became 
too late?  Wasn’t this hospital supposedly one of the best in 
the country?  Why could they not cure her? 
The doctors responded the best they could.  Looking directly 
at the Marine, the doctor explained how they had done their 
best to monitor his wife’s kidneys but that sometimes the 
unexpected happens with cancer.  The most they could do 
now was to lay out the options so they could make the best 
informed and appropriate decisions about how to spend the 
time she had left. 
The patient herself then spoke.  With an eerie calm she said 
that she could not possibly be terminally ill because her 
husband was about to be deployed to Afghanistan.  
Someone had to be home to care for their children.  She had 
to get better.  That was the only option. 
That’s when the Marine Corps husband broke down.  Unable 
to contain his shock, distraught at his wife’s complete denial, 
agonizing over the care of his children, he cried like a lost 
child.  The two doctors quietly stood by with him; one found 
some tissues for him.  When he had composed himself, he 
politely told the doctors he needed some time to speak to his 
wife alone. 
Then this same husband, who minutes earlier had been 
consumed with rage and distraught with grief, thanked the 
doctors for doing their jobs well and for explaining his wife’s 
prognosis in a humane and honest way.  He was grateful for 
their clarity and compassion.  Giving bad news was one of 
the most difficult tasks he could imagine, and the doctors had 
done well. 

The doctors thanked the Marine for his own kindness, 
moved by such a profound gratitude from a man about to 
go to war in Afghanistan while facing the terminal illness of 
his beloved wife, the mother of his children. 
  
Both the doctors and the husband display the spirit of 
“blessedness” of today’s Gospel.  Moved by compassion, 
the doctors put aside their own need to justify their 
prognosis to let the poor man assault them with questions; 
when he breaks down, they provide a safe place and time 
for him to grieve.  The Marine then puts aside his own 
anger and hurt to recognize how hard this situation is for 
the doctors and expresses his gratitude for the compassion 
and support they had extended to him and his wife and 
would continue to provide.  To be among the “blessed” 
envisioned by Jesus means to put aside our own poverty 
and hunger in order to extend the care and compassion of 
Jesus to another; to provide, regardless of the cost, havens 
for the lost to return, for the grieving to mourn, for the 
wounded to heal.  Only in imitating the servanthood of 
Christ do we experience the true depth of our faith; only in 
embracing his compassion and humility in our lives do we 
enable the Spirit of God to renew and transform our world 
in God’s life and love.

SHARING GOD’S GIFTS 

Golden Rule stores 
James Cash Penny was the son of a Baptist 
minister and his wife who left their Missouri 

home to preach the faith in Kentucky.  After high school, the 
young man was apprenticed to a local storekeeper where he 
showed a flare for sales.  He next worked at a dry-goods 
chain.  When the company opened a new store, Penny was 
offered a partnership. 
He accepted, but wanted the business to be built on 
“Christian principles.”  His belief in the values of preparation, 
hard work, and treating people the way you’d want to be 
treated was why he called his new store Golden Rule.  His 
first Golden Rule store opened April 14, 1902, in Wyoming. 
Within 10 years, Penny owned a chain of 34 Golden Rule 
stores, with that number more than doubling in the next two 
years.  By 1919, the chain’s name was changed to JC 
Penny, in honor of its chairman. 
As his personal fortune grew, he donated significantly to 
charities.  Penny died in 1971 at the age of 95. 
 
Watson Scholarship 
In 1920, John Watson came to Saginaw, Mich. to open the 
first JC Penny store there.  Watson and his wife Rose were 
fiscally prudent, venturing into investments, such as Penny’s 
and Kresge’s stock.  Soon their net worth expanded.  In 
1953, they established a scholarship foundation to help 
diocesan Catholic high school graduates go to college, 
something the childless couple (neither of whom had finished 
high school) hadn’t been able to do. 
For more than 50 years, the Watson Scholarship has helped 
more than 700 students attend college. 
At her funeral Mass, the celebrant noted, “Rose Watson 
taught us how to handle the difficulty of being rich.” 
 

“Those who heard this said, ‘Then who can be saved?’ 
And he said, ‘What is impossible for human beings is 
possible for God.’” (Lk 18:26-27) 

 
Here we go again – back to the pivotal principle:  All good 
things come from God as a gift.  That includes salvation. 
So…those of us who are rich?  By God’s gift, even we can 
be very holy.  Even we, by God’s gift, can be saints.  Even 
we can be saved. 
But it’s not a cakewalk.  We can get stung by our 
possessions and we almost go into a trance.  For instance, 
ever notice at a social gathering how people talk about their 
investment strategies or their latest purchase?  There’s 
nothing wrong with that.  But it may give you a picture of their 
values.  
No matter what our investments, or our purchases, or our 
lifestyle, what it comes down to is this: 
All that exists comes from God, including my own existence.  
Because of this, I am not the real owner.  I am the steward of 
all God has placed in my hands.  This fundamental 
awareness brings a sense of freedom.  To make this more 
than theory, I consciously and up front and consistently give 
part of everything I have to God, because it belongs to God. 
Stewardship is very, very basic, closely related to our 
fundamental belief in God.  If you want to know what 
someone values, ask them what they do with their time, 
money and talent.  And maybe I should look at how I spend 
mine.
