Despite evil in the world that propels people
toward violence, suffering and death, our God steadfastly
gives new life through Jesus and now wishes to spread that
life through us (CCC #309-14).

SOCIAL MINISTRY

WHY'S THE CHURCH INVOLVED?

Many in and outside the Church ask why the Church gets
involved in the fight for justice. In short we are compelled to.
It is important to remember that we all are the Church and
that Jesus both told and demonstrated in his ministry the
need for justice.

In Pope Benedict XVI® encyclical, "Deus Caritas Est" ("God
Is Love"), the pope says the church "cannot and must not
remain on the sidelines in the fight for justice" and "charity
must animate the entire lives of the lay faithful and therefore
also their political activity, lived as ®ocial charity.©® The
Pope® message is that Catholics working for social justice
"are not inspired by ideologies" but are acting as "persons
moved by Christ® love. Faith shapes our politics. Jesus
made it absolutely clear that the measure of our society is its
treatment of the least among us.”

Why bother? Since Vatican I, a greater emphasis in Church
teaching has been placed on God’s love and mercy, but we
need to remember God’s perfect love and mercy is metered
by perfect justice. Those who think that Jesus paid the price
for all and they get a free pass need to reconsider. Jesus
carried the sins of all humanity and made it possible that
everyone can be saved but some will deny him and refuse
his love.

One of the ways we refuse his love is to constantly sin
without true repentance. The Church teaches that one of the
greatest sins is the presumption of God’'s mercy, living our
lives as we please. We have good cause for personal
concern if we sit ideally by while the unborn are murdered,
the poor are oppressed or laborers are defrauded of their
wages because these too, are among the greatest of sins
and we are told they cry out for God’s justice. We each need
to do our part, large and small, to reduce these occasions.

FOOD PANTRY WEEKEND
March 17 & 18

March 18 will be Food Pantry weekend. As we refill the
pantry and prepare for Easter food deliveries we will try
something new in order to prevent an overabundance of one
item and shortage of another. Each month we will put out
tags that represent our food pantry’s immediate needs. If you
can help the food pantry that month please take a tag or tags
and return those items. By the time we get to packing for a
holiday food delivery our goal is to purchase only what we
need in fresh food items.

As always, please remember to check the expiration date of
the item and be sure it extends past the scheduled delivery
date. We will not knowingly distribute anything that is out of
date. The same is true of dented cans. The inside of cans
are spray coated with an compound that prevents the food
contents from coming in contact with the metal and solder of
the can itself. If a can is dented the coating can crack and the
food can become contaminated.

Greg Wilson provided us the following update on Jake's
progress.

“Some exciting things have been happening in Zolokere
and its environs.

Jake reports that the school buildings are complete which
include a two classroom school building complete with
chalkboards and two offices. There was also a teacher®
house built at the school® site. Jake has also completed
the building slab for a second classroom building and
would like to get at least one more teacher® house
completed.

The Peace Corps has agreed to let him stay on a week-to-
week basis after the contract expires on May 30. Jake is
delighted with this since he wants to make certain that
students and more importantly teachers are in place prior
to his departure. He anticipates that July 1 should be close
to his departure date.

Jake has also asked us for some more help financially, and
the project he wishes to develop is minute compared to the
schoolhouse project. He would like to purchase new
uniforms for his Zolokere soccer team and construct metal
framed goals with nets. He needs approximately $700.00
to complete this and asks you to remember that the soccer
in and of itself is not the end, but the means to an end. He
feels comfortable leaving the area knowing that some of
his gardening projects may be sustained through the
teamwork developed within the football club.”

MEETING THE CHALLANGE

It seems that each year, especially during Advent and Lent,
we are faced with worldwide challenges to our faith. The
most recent being the supposed burial ossuaries
unearthed back in the ‘80’s but popularized as containing
the bones of Jesus this Lenten season, which is yet
another direct attack on the divinity of Jesus. It has
happened so often now that many with no religious
affiliation have started to speak out in defense of the
Church. Recent comments from some Catholics want to
know why the Pope and Bishops have not spoke out
against the claims or put together their own group of
archeologists and historians to refute the claims being
made.

It would be surprising if the Pope addressed the subject
directly because it can only serve to focus more media
attention on a small group of people bent on discrediting
the divinity of Jesus and his Church while seeking their
fortune. The reason for this is that the Church, our pope’s,
bishops’ and priests’ primary role is teaching and
ministering to its members, not to engage in debate in the
public arena. That's not to say some won't but it is through
teaching that its members and those considering making
the faith their own obtain the revealed truth upon which our
faith is based. It is only through personal study of those
truths, prayer and the grace and faith from God that we can
become an apologist (one who speaks, writes or acts in
defense) of the truth.

It has been said, “The devil made use of a tree to seduce
mankind, Jesus used a tree (the cross) to redeem
mankind; the devil took advantage of Eve to deceive,
Jesus with Mary’s fiat became man in order to save;
through sin mankind found itself in a world of death,
through Jesus’ death and resurrection he made it possible
for us to rise like him.” If there is anything that history has
taught us in this regard it is: the best way to counteract evil
attacks on the Church regardless of the source is to
emulate Christ. Opening our hearts, allowing Jesus to
enter and living a life as Christ-like as possible provides the
best defense of the Church. Just as the hate and deceit
soon become apparent in those who attack Christ and his
Church, our faith and love give testimony to the Truth
through our conversations and the work we do each day.
We should not get angry or upset when attacks are made
on Jesus and the Church. He told us they would come and
they have through the ages but he also told us what the
outcome will be.

For a thousand years
Europeans traveled to the Holy Land in order to walk the
path that Christ tread. The stations evolved from two
traditions: one that Our Lady walked the path Jesus originally
took to Calvary stopping to review those happening along the
way. The second has to do with the period from just prior to
the Crusades to the present day when it is dangerous for a
Christian to travel in and around Jerusalem.

Stations provide both contemplative as well as penitential
prayer opportunities.

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THE SCRUTINIES

Today, all over the world, the Church celebrates with those
who have been elected for the Easter Sacraments, the first of
the three Scrutinies.

Today, and on the next two Sundays as well, the elect will
come before God to carefully and seriously examine their
hearts, their souls, and their lives. They will be led through
these rites in which Christ, through the Gospels that are
proclaimed, gently yet powerfully reveals to them the areas
of their lives that need to be strengthened and healed.

Three powerful Gospels from Year A may be proclaimed: the
Johannine stories of the Samaritan woman at the well, the
man born blind, and the raising of Lazarus. Through each of
these Gospels, Christ reveals to the elect the areas of their
lives that are still in need of his saving presence and action.
Through these Gospels, the elect are led to “see” (be
illumined) the areas of their lives that are in need of Christ,
who is, for them, life-giving water, their light in darkness, life
in the face of death.

In the light that these Gospels cast, the Church then prays
over the elect, using ancient prayers of exorcism. These
prayers are meant to strengthen them in the midst of their
spiritual journey against the power of sin and evil as then
prepare to meet their Savior in the sacraments.

Although these rites are meant principally for the elect,
they serve also to assist the baptized in their Lenten
journey of baptismal renewal and recommitment to Christ.
On these three Sundays, the elect and the baptized are
together led by Christ to see anew how he is, indeed,
Savior and Redeemer: the way, the truth and the life.

FAST AND ABSTINENCE

Now that Lent is upon us and we don’t abstain from meat
on Fridays on a regular basis we have to remember what
all of this means.

FAST — BETWEEN AGES 18 — 59. To fast in the Catholic
tradition means to limit oneself to one full meal during the
day so as to experience hunger.

ABSTINENCE — ALL WHO HAVE REACHED THE AGE
OF 14. Abstinence in the Catholic tradition means to
abstain from meat and all meat products.

The days of fast and abstinence are Ash Wednesday and
Good Friday.

All other Fridays of Lent are days of abstinence.

From the Evening of the Lord's Supper on Holy
Thursday until the celebration of the Easter Vigil on the
evening of Holy Saturday, the Easter fast should be
observed so that, with uplifted and welcoming hearts, we
may be ready to celebrate the joys of the Resurrection.
This ancient tradition, intimately connected with the Rites
of Holy Week and the Order of Christian Initiation of Adults,
is encouraged, especially in those places baptizing
catechumens at the Easter Vigil.

A simple practice that is more demanding may be to eat in
a healthy way and not snack or fill up on junk food. Fast
and abstinence is not to lose weight but to save money on
food and give that money to the poor or put it in the mite
box.

Time, talent, treasure

Literature on stewardship traditionally uses three categories:
Time, Talent and Treasure. These sum up the gifts we have
been given by God, and which we — as stewards — are to
“manage” for God’s purposes.

These categories can seem somewhat artificial.  For
example, it's not always easy to distinguish between giving
our time, and giving our talent. Maybe more contemporary
terms would help. For some, it might be easier simply to
speak of “skills” and “money.”

Skills: We may or may not have highly specialized skills, but
we all have skills. If we listed them, we might surprise
ourselves. Many of the things on the list would seem simple
and normal. But the truth is, we all have many skills which
we use just to get through a day.

Money: Whereas “treasure” may evoke thoughts of riches,
“money” is something that is just plain part of life. We speak
of our wages as “earning a living.”

Stewardship poses the question: How do | make use of my
skills and my money? In other words, do | handle these gifts
as belonging to God, which | am meant to manage on God’s
behalf and for God's purposes? Or do | consider my skills
and my money as belonging to me — possessions which |
occasionally bestow on others?

That is the question, and how we answer the question makes
all the difference in the world. And the difference, by the
way, deals not so much with the effects upon others, but with
the effects upon me.

That is a key to stewardship. Not the needs of others to
receive. But my need to give.

Spend some quiet time with the Lord.
