SOCIAL MINISTRY  
 

THE CROSSROAD IN CHINA  

In February the Pope held a secret meeting in Vatican City 
to discuss the Church in China. At this “sub secreto” 
meeting key people for the Vatican Secretariat of state, the 
Congregation for the Evangelization of Peoples, as well as 
people involved in the mission toward China: Cardinal 
Joseph Zen, bishop of Hong Kong; Cardinal Paul Shan 
bishop emeritus of Kaohsiung (Taiwan); Monsignor Jose 
Lai Hung-seng, bishop of Macao; and, from the Hong Kong 
diocese, auxiliary bishop John Tong and Dr. Anthony Lam 
of the Holy Spirit Study Centre, the diocese’s institute of 
theology and documentation on China. The meeting was 
directed by Cardinal Tarcisio Bertone, the secretary of 
state.  
Pope Benedict XVI made clear his deep understanding of 
the China “dossier” prepared earlier, which outlined the 
current state of Church affairs in China. All that was 
officially released in a statement following the meeting was 
that “the Holy Father was fully informed of the proposals 
reached in the course of the meeting” and “has 
benevolently decided to address a letter to all Catholics in 
China.” The statement went on to say, that the meeting 
was called at the expressed wish of the Pope “in the desire 
to deepen his knowledge of the situation.”  
Sources reported that “almost” all the bishops and priests 
in China are united with the Holy See including many 
appointed by the Patriotic Association, China’s instrument 
of oppression designed to destroy the Catholic, Protestant, 
Buddhist, Taoist and Muslim churches and replace them 
with a national independent church(s). This would appear 
to indicate that the fifty-year effort has failed since those 
ordained and appointed by the Patriotic Association with 
God’s grace have “seen the light” and established ties to 
the Holy Father. 
According to officials of the “underground” Church, fully 
loyal to the Holy See, 17 underground bishops have 
disappeared, been arrested or are detained in isolation as 
well as 20 priests. The latest arrests taking place on 
December 27 in Hebei. Of the nine arrested there, five 
remain in prison; only four have been released.   
China wants to change its image, especially in light of the 
2008 Summer Olympics. They wish to be depicted as a 
“great nation,” modern and free. It can only help to 
encourage our elected representatives to make full 
religious freedom a major component of continued trade 
and United States support.  
The Church is at an important crossroad in China. The 
Pope, clergy, religious and 12 million plus laity need of our 
prayerful support. They walk a line requiring delicate 
balance so as not to fracture the Church in China and yet 
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overcome the oppression and destructive efforts of those 
who wish to replace faith Churches with a secular State 
Church.

GOD’S MERCY IS THERE FOR THE ASKING 

As we prepare to celebrate Easter we will once again hear 
and read about Jesus’ Passion, Death and Resurrection and 
in it how he was betrayed by Judas. As we listen to this part 
we might think about the availability of God’s merciful 
forgiveness. Matthew tells us that Jesus indicated that “it 
would be better if he had not been born,” which is an obvious 
reference to everlasting punishment.  
From all accounts, did he get what he deserved? Did the 
taking of his own life save the followers of Jesus from 
tracking him down later? Did he know he did something 
wrong? Was he sorry for what he did? Based on the 
accounts what do you think ultimately condemns him?  
Like the other Apostles, Jesus washed his feet; quite 
possibly the most unworthy of all men. Having witnessed all 
that had gone before, listened to all the teaching that Jesus 
presented, his heart hardened of his own doing to the point 
that he could receive no inspirations of grace. He receives an 
unworthy Communion and continues to indulge his ruling 
passion covetousness. After Jesus offers Judas the dipped 
bread (a final gesture of possible forgiveness), blinded by 
avarice he completely gives himself over to evil in a last effort 
to bring about an earthly Messias, selling his Lord and 
Master for a paltry sum. The sin is so great that it could not 
have been done by a human unaided.  
Almost immediately evil withdraws just enough for Judas to 
begin to see the enormity of his sins. Looking on from a 
distance he weeps when he hears Jesus condemned to 
death. Despairingly he runs back to the chief priest seeking 
to undue the deed or overturn the verdict. Failing at that he is 
condemned by his own hopeless and takes his own life. Was 
there ever a more pitiful human? Jesus offers his mercy to 
everyone, in this case he was here in person and still Judas 
would not accept what was offered. The more we tell people 
of God’s love and mercy and the fact that all that is required 
of us is to accept it, perhaps the more people will have hope 
and not follow the dark and hopeless path Judas chose.

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THE HOLIEST OF WEEKS 

After five weeks of a well-observed Lent, the Church enters 
the holiest and most solemn week of the year, the week in 
which we remember and commemorate the Passion and 
death of Christ.  This week is the Triduum: the three-day 
celebration of Christ’s Passover from death to life.  We 
celebrate this in our lives and in our parishes through the 
Baptism and Confirmation of the elect and their first 
reception of the Bread of Life and the Cup of Salvation. 
It is a week of contradiction because it marks both sorrow 
over the death of the Lord and joy in the face of the 
promised Resurrection, and we remember and 
commemorate the crucifixion and at the same time hail the 
coming of the day that sees Christ’s victory over death.  It 
is a week of contradiction as it begins with the reading of 
the Passion and ends with the story of the empty tomb. 
Through Holy Week we are reminded of our identity as 
people who have died with Christ and who have been 
raised with him in Baptism.  Through Holy Week we 
remember the sin of the world, our own sin and failure, and 
the mercy and love of God, who, through Christ, won life 
back from death! 
Inasmuch as we are able we mark this week as different, 
we enter and go through these days in a more reserved, 
reflective manner.  During these days, we set aside as 
much usual activity (business, preoccupation, hectic 
schedules) as much as possible.  We mark these days as 
our final spiritual preparation for the great feast of the 
resurrection of Christ, through whom our death has been 
destroyed forever.

FAST AND ABSTINENCE 

Now that Lent is upon us and we don’t abstain from meat 
on Fridays on a regular basis we have to remember what 
all of this means. 
FAST – BETWEEN AGES 18 – 59. To fast in the Catholic 
tradition means to limit oneself to one full meal during the 
day so as to experience hunger. 
ABSTINENCE – ALL WHO HAVE REACHED THE AGE 
OF 14. Abstinence in the Catholic tradition means to 
abstain from meat and all meat products. 
The days of fast and abstinence are Ash Wednesday and 
Good Friday. 
All other Fridays of Lent are days of abstinence. 
From the Evening of the Lord’s Supper on Holy 
Thursday until the celebration of the Easter Vigil on the 
evening of Holy Saturday, the Easter fast should be 
observed so that, with uplifted and welcoming hearts, we 
may be ready to celebrate the joys of the Resurrection. 
This ancient tradition, intimately connected with the Rites 
of Holy Week and the Order of Christian Initiation of Adults, 
is encouraged, especially in those places baptizing 
catechumens at the Easter Vigil. 
A simple practice that is more demanding may be to eat in 
a healthy way and not snack or fill up on junk food. Fast 
and abstinence is not to lose weight but to save money on 
food and give that money to the poor or put it in the mite 
box.

Story:    A ‘Pieta without the Christ’ 

 
“Whoever belongs to Christ must go the whole way with 
him…” 
Those are the words or a remarkable woman who did just 
that. 
Edith Stein was born into a German Jewish family in 1891.  A 
gifted student, she abandoned the faith of her family when 
she was a teenager.  She went on to become a brilliant 
scholar and professor of philosophy.  After serving as a 
nurse and seeing many of her closest colleagues killed 
during World War I, she began to rethink her casual 
dismissal of religion.  Her reading of the autobiography of 
Teresa of Avila, the 16th century mystic, was a conversion 
experience for her that led her to be baptized a Catholic in 
1921,  Even after her baptism, Edith continued to accompany 
her mother to synagogue, believing that in accepting Christ 
she had been reunited with her Jewish roots. 
Her academic career came to an abrupt end with the rise of 
the Nazis in 1932.  Edith Stein recognized before most the 
ultimate end of the Nazis’ campaign of hatred.  She wrote 
that it was Christ’s “cross that was now being laid upon the 
Jewish people, that few understood this had the 
responsibility of carrying it in the name of all, and that I 
myself was willing to do this, if only he would show me how.” 
“How” was the Carmelite convent in Cologne, where Edith 
entered in 1933.  She took the name Sister Teresa Benedicta 
of the Cross.  The name was prophetic. 
In 1938, during the Kristallnacht persecution of the Jews, 
Sister Benedicta, fearing that her presence endangered her 
sisters, fled to a Carmelite convent in Holland.  Despite her 
cloistered status, Sister Benedicta was required to wear the 
yellow Star of David on her habit.  In 1942, when the Catholic 
bishops of Holland publicly denounced the persecution of the 
Jews, the Nazis retaliated by arresting all Jewish-Christians, 
including members of religious orders.  Edith and her sister 
Rosa, who had also been baptized, were arrested.  She 
reassured her terrified sister, “Come, Rosa.  We’re going for 
our people.” 
Survivors remember Sister Benedicta’s courage and 
composure.  She occupied herself with prayer and caring for 
terrified children and consoling mothers separated from their 
husbands.  Someone described her as a “Pieta without the 
Christ.” 
Edith Stein died at Auschwitz on August 9, 1942, a week 
after her arrest.  She was canonized a saint in 1998 by Pope 
John Paul II.   

“Whoever belongs to Christ must go the whole way with 
him,” Edith Stein said.  “[He or she] must mature into 
adulthood: [he or she] must walk the way of the cross to 
Gethsemane and Golgotha.” 
 
St. Edith Stein walked the “whole way” with the Christ of 
Holy Week.  Our profession of faith requires us to do the 
same.  To belong to Christ is to take up our crosses and 
transform them into vehicles of resurrection.  In the events 
of this Holy Week, God transforms the cruel and unjust 
death of his Son into the ultimate vindication of good over 
evil, of light over darkness, of life over death.  Let Sister 
Teresa Benedicta be our guide and traveling companion 
this Holy Week, as we struggle to walk the way of the 
Crucified in the Gethsemanes and Golgothas of our own 
time and space.

He is 
presented as an exemplary rich person who has understood 
something of Jesus’ ministry and message and concern for 
the poor. 
To those whom much is given…much is expected. 
I wonder what is expected of me?

CHRISM MASS  

Monday, April 2, 7:30 p.m., St. Francis Cathedral, 
Metuchen 

On Monday, April 2, 2007, Bishop Paul G. 
Bootkoski will celebrate the Chrism Mass with 
the priests of the diocese.  At this Mass, the 
Bishop will bless the Holy Oils which each 
parish receives for the rites of anointing.  Saint 
Ambrose [340-397] began this custom – which 
we now call the Chrism Mass – in his Cathedral 
in Milan.  These Holy Oils, which are used to 
sanctify the Faithful, have been channels of 
holiness for centuries!  The Oils of 
Catechumens is used to anoint the chest of 
infants and hands of adults before their 

Baptism; the Oil of the sick is used on the forehead and 
hands of the infirm in the Sacrament of the Anointing of the 
Sick; and Sacred Chrism is used to anoint the head of the 
newly baptized, the foreheads of confirmandi, the hands of 
a priest at his ordination, the head of a bishop at his 
ordination, and the altar and walls of new churches.  These 
Oils are kept in an ambry; the latin word armarium means 
cupboard or chest.  At the Mass, all priests make a 
Renewal of Commitment to Priestly Service, 
recommitting themselves to their Bishop and to their 
ministry to God and His People; the Bishop and all Priests 
then ask the people for a pledge of their prayerful support.  
All are strongly encouraged to join in the ancient, grace-
filled Chrism Mass at the Cathedral of St. Francis of Assisi 
in Metuchen at 7:30 p.m.
