The apostles experience this tension between obedience to 
God or to human authorities as they carry out the mission 
Jesus gave them (CCC #1897-1904, 2234-46).   In the 
gospel, Peter the fisherman learns what it takes to be a 
shepherd of Christ’s flock (CCC #551-53, 880-96).  He also 
discovers that the condition for exercising any authority in 
the Church is love.   
 

FOLLOW ME – FISH FOR PEOPLE 
Peter the fisherman – and fisher of people 
– is put to a strange and difficult test 
today.  First, the Lord Jesus directs him 
and the others how and where to fish.  
They succeed greatly – a Messiah catch 

for a Messiah nourishment.  Then Simon Peter is asked 
three times “Do you love me?”  He answers wholeheartedly, 
and Jesus says, “Follow me!”  We, too, seek Messiah 
nourishment in the Messiah Eucharist.  With Peter, can we 
answer wholeheartedly to the “Follow me,” “Fish for people” 
of Christ Jesus?

A DETOUR TO REALITY  

We are blessed with, if not abundance, certainly sufficient 
food, shelter and clothing. It is hard to believe how a short 
drive can place you in an area where many do not. Take for 
instance the father who was preparing to take his family to 
an amusement park. Since his work took him out on the 
road all over the East Coast, he was familiar with quite a 
few off-interstate locations. So when one of his children 
laughed at a gentleman who was telling their father about a 
family that needed help putting in indoor plumbing, the 
father decided to detour the longer scenic route to the 
amusement park. The father and his friend had been 
discussing the Virginia legislature passing a bill requiring all 
homes to either be connected to a city sewer or a state 
inspected septic system. Only one small problem, they 
forgot that several thousand homes in their state did not 
have indoor running water let alone a waste system.  
The family started out as usual but it was not long before 
they were in South Philadelphia and some people were 
gathered around an old oil drum – now outdoor wood burner 
– keeping warm. There was an older gentleman with an 
equally old worn-torn topcoat and a middle-aged woman 
pushing a shopping cart. As the car stopped for a traffic light 
two of the more nimble looking characters hotfooted it to the 
driver’s side of the car and asked if they could “spare some 
loose change”? The mother suggested they lock their doors 
and the dad get them out of there quickly. The father gave 
them some change and drove off. The kids had seen their 
first street people and they spent the next two hours off and 
on talking about all that they observed.  
As lunchtime approached they continued south toward their 
amusement park goal. Just south of Parksley, Virginia the 
father turned off the state highway and they went through 
what might have been some sort of old “whistle stop” 
railroad town eighty years ago. The houses were run down 
and the father pointed to the fact that just about everyone’s 
house had an outhouse behind it. “Wow!” The son 
exclaimed as he pointed out the car window, “someone 
actually lives in that fallen down tar-paper house and it has 
an outhouse too.” The high school age children never saw 
such extreme poverty. The family stopped at an old style 
“Lunch Room” (soda fountain on one side, tables and 
jukebox on the other) and ate lunch. In two more hours they 
were at the amusement park. 
Now twelve years have passed and the memory of the 
family visit to the amusement park has long gone but the 
sights that the teens saw on the way, they still talk about 
today and they have never laughed at someone’s plight 
again. Too bad the fathers of the members of the state 
legislature did not take their families for a ride once and a 
while. They were so out of touch with reality that when they 
built their new state house they had to replace a sculptured 
seal that adorned it right before the dedication, it seems a 
map of Virginia they left off the two poorest counties where 
many of those houses were – Accomack and Northampton.

That 
new or returning Catholic, while responding to God’s grace 
and gift of faith, looks for and needs support, validation and 
a sense of community. In many cases they do not initially 
contact a priest rather they begin by speaking with a family 
member, friend or friendly parish member. The response to 
that all important initial contact is critical to a formative 
decision process that is going on in the heart and intellect of 
that person. Negative or indifferent responses can work 
against God’s grace so, we should be careful to always take 
the time to positively respond to such inquiries. No one has 
all the answers, so we should trust that God will help us give 
a good response and inspire us to point that individual in the 
right direction or better yet offer to accompany them to 
make introductions to others in the parish who may be 
better equipped to handle such inquiry.  
These queries present opportunities for us to act as “Miracle 
Grow” in these faith situations rather than weeds. Our 
response or lack of it must never choke off faith formation 
but rather be an enriching encounter, one that helps faith 
bloom and grow!

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UNPACKING EASTER – MYSTAGOGY  

Father in heaven, author of all truth, / a people once in 
darkness has listened to your Word / and followed your Son 
as he rose from the tomb. / Hear the prayer of this newborn 
people / and strengthen your Church to answer your call. / 
May we rise and come forth into the light of day / to stand in 
your presence until eternity dawns.

As an opening prayer, these words call to mind the heart of 
the great mysteries we are celebrating through the Easter 
season. 
The Easter season is the time for us to deeply and seriously 
reflect on the events that we have just celebrated, the 
sacraments through which Christ has once again met us 
and transformed us, just a bit more, as his disciples.  We 
reflect deeply upon these events because for us they are no 
less than experience of conversion and salvation. 
For the neophytes, those who have been fully initiated 
through the Easter sacraments, this aspect of reflecting 
deeply upon the mysteries they have experienced has its 
own name.  It’s called mystagogy, and it is the name given 
to this postbaptismal period of their initiation process.  The 

word comes from a Greek term referring to the mysteries in 
which they have participate: the mystery of God’s love and 
mercy, shown to us through Christ. 
Easter calls all of us – neophytes and baptized alike – to 
ponder anew the great mysteries through which we have 
known Christ and his life-giving death and Resurrection.

Child and pet care: 175 minutes 
Hobbies: 126 minutes 
Grocery shopping: 112 minutes 
Exercising: 110 minutes 
Worship: 105 minutes 

 
“Jesus proceeded on his journey to Jerusalem.  As he 
drew near to Bethpage and Bethany at the place called 
the Mount of Olives, he sent two of his disciples.  He 
said, ‘Go into the village opposite you, as you enter it 
you will find a tethered colt on which no one has ever 
sat.  Untie it and bring it here.’  So they went off and 
found everything as he had told them.”      (Lk 19:28-32) 

All four Gospels describe Jesus entering Jerusalem in a 
kind of procession that has some characteristics of the entry 
of the Messiah.  The details vary. (Only John has palm 
branches.) 
Luke’s long description of the journey of Jesus to Jerusalem 
(it began 10 chapters ago) is finally over.  He has come as a 
pilgrim, along with many other pilgrims to the Holy City for 
the feast. 
He is looking down on the city from the Mount of Olives.  It 
will be the city of his death. 
Although the Gospel authors, writing after the fact, added 
specific details to Jesus’ predictions of his death, he 
certainly knew that death at the hands of the authorities was 
very likely.  Still, when he enters the city, he will go straight 
to the temple. 
What was he thinking as he approached the site of his 
death?  He is as healthy as could be, yet in a matter of days 
he will be dead.  Everything probably seems different to him 
now.  When he prays, he is talking to the God he is about to 
meet face-to-face.  That can make one big difference. 
Try putting yourself in that situation. 

Spend some quiet time with the Lord.
