Even though Angel was under underweight, small for 
her age and described as a sad child when she first became 
a Christian Foundation For Children & Aging sponsor child, 
the latest report we received indicates that while she is still 
undersized she is strong and often can be found dancing 
and singing. It is also noted that she can be relied on to do 
household chores.  
Angel’s grandfather passed on at the end of last year and it 
has been hard on both the grandmother and Angel since the 
three were very close. Both still regularly attend Sunday 
Mass.  

The latest report received this week indicates that Angel is 
“becoming aware of God and acts as a good, loving and 
helpful daughter to her grandmother.”  According to Jun 
Tumamao, social welfare Officer II who sent us the report, 
with our help through C.F.C.A., she not only has a chance 
for a longer life but a better one.

ADULT FORMATION 
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SINGING OUR PRAYER  

An extremely important element of our Catholic worship is 
that of sung prayer.  There is an adage that speaks of the 
role of song in our liturgies; it talks of us singing the Mass, 
not just singing at Mass.  The revised General Instruction of 
the Roman Missal (GIRM) of 2002 reminds us of Paul’s 
instruction to the early Church “to sing together psalms, 
hymns and spiritual songs” (see Colossians 3:16), as well 
as citing Augustine’s wonderful assertion that “singing is for 
one who loves,” and the proverb “one who sings well prays 
twice” (GIRM, 39). 

Easter is a most appropriate season for singing God’s 
praises!  Alleluia is, first and foremost, a song of praise to 
the Lord. 
The refrain of Psalm 118, one of the seasonal psalms of 
Easter, reminds us that “This is the day that the Lord has 
made, let us rejoice and be glad!”  Our rejoicing, in the light 
of the Resurrection, is made most manifest when we raise 
our voices together in song.  On these Sundays of Easter, 
the celebration of the Eucharist calls us at various times to 
do just this!  In the Opening Song, in the Blessing and 
Sprinkling with Holy Water, in the singing of the Gloria, 
during the responsorial psalm, in the responses of the 
Eucharistic Prayer, in praying the Lord’s Prayer, and during 
the Communion Procession are the primary places where 
we can celebrate the joy of Easter by singing our prayer of 
praise to God. 
In this season of the Resurrection, let us raise our voices 
and worship the Lord with gladness.  Let us come before 
him with joyful songs (see Psalm 100:2)!

Story :    In An Instant 

 
In January 2006, Bob Woodruff, the co-anchor of ABC 
World News Tonight, was covering the war in Iraq.  Bob and 
his crew were traveling with a U.S. Army tank unit when an 
IED – improvised explosive device – went off.  He and his 
cameraman, Doug Vogt, were hit.  Bob suffered a traumatic 
brain injury that nearly killed him. 
Bob and his wife Lee tell their terrifying but inspirational 
story in their best-selling book In An Instant.  They chronicle 
how their lives were blown apart and miraculously put back 
together again: from that bloody day in the Iraqi desert, 
through the first critical injuries and the anxious five weeks 
that Bob spent in a medically-induced coma while his brain 
healed, to the hard days for Bob and his family as his brain 
struggle to “re-boot.”  They write with candor, grit and humor 
about the frustration of Bob’s painful and slow recovery and 
Lee’s uncompromising determination to keep her family 
together despite her deepest fear – in one of the most 
poignant moments in the book, an exhausted Lee asks her 
husband’s neurosurgeon: “I just want to know, will he still 
love me?” 
Bob Woodruff writes: 
“I will never understand the full extent of anything that Lee 
did or endured on my behalf; the depths of her grief and 
fear, the reserves of energy she had to draw on, the 
constant love and hope she continually showered on my 
unresponsive self.  I cannot imagine what it must have been 
like to stare at my wounds and partial skull for five weeks 
while I slept, and to hold my hand, praying that I would wake 
up and someday recover.  When I awoke and saw her face, 
I loved her even more than before.  I had not thought that 
possible.” 
In An Instant is a story of a family who discovers how love 
enables them to do things they never imagined they could. 
“You can’t know how you would behave in a crisis until it 
drops out of the sky and knocks you down like a bandit: 
stealing your future, robbing you of your dreams, and 
mocking anything that resembles certainty,” Lee Woodruff 
writes.  “Sudden tragic events and even slow-burning 
disasters teach us more about ourselves than most of us 
care to know.” 
Bob and Lee believe that, in the end, their four children “will 
be more loving, more empathetic, more wonderful human 
beings than they already are for having taken this 
unexpected journey together, as a family.  May you always 

remember that there are no perfect parents, just mothers 
and fathers doing the very best they can.  And there are no 
perfect spouses either, just those who love each other 
enough to stand by ‘for better or worse.’  Don’t be fooled: 
that kind of endurance is, perhaps, the greatest expression 
of love.” 
 
The journey that the Woodruffs have walked together 
reflects the love of God for all his people – a love that grows 
stronger the more it is tested, a love that endures and 
remains steadfast the more it is pulled, a love that continues 
to heal and forgive the more it is hammered.  Our very 
identity as disciples of Christ is centered in such persistent 
and constant love; our faithfulness in imitating the 
compassion and forgiveness of the Risen One is lived in our 
openness of heart and spirit to love selflessly, completely 
and unconditionally, as God has loved us in Christ.

Giving time, giving money  
 
A random survey of 1,000 Americans found 
that more than 50 percent of them felt 

volunteering was more important than giving money. 
Thrivent Financial for Lutherans commissioned the study 
which also found that younger and older Americans viewed 
the question differently: Fifty-eight percent of 18-34 year-
olds felt giving time was also important, 61 percent of those 
65 and older disagreed. 
Other survey findings: 
·  Forty-four percent of young people said they had 

volunteered over the past 12 months, 39 percent of 
seniors had volunteered. 

·  Fourteen percent of Americans said that they do not 
give money to charity. 

·  Volunteerism tends to increase with income and 
education levels. 

·  Of all the nonprofit organizations, faith groups received 
the most financial support, followed by schools, 
colleges and universities, and medical research. 

 
As Jesus drew near the city he wept over it, saying, “If 
this day you only knew what makes for peace – but now 
it is hidden from your eyes.

The pilgrims from Galilee are in sight of Jerusalem and are 
happy.  Jesus is weeping. 
It’s not his own fate that he’s weeping about.  It’s the fate of 
Jerusalem, the Holy City. 
Jesus will meet his fate in just a few days. 
Jerusalem will meet its fate in about 40 years, when, after a 
failed Jewish rebellion, the Roman army will lay siege to the 
city and destroy it, including the great Temple (which, to this 
day, has never been rebuilt.) 
Earlier in Luke’s account of the long journey to Jerusalem, 
Jesus spoke a lament upon the Holy City: “Jerusalem, 
Jerusalem, you who kill the prophets and stone those sent 
to you, how many times I yearned to gather your children 
together as a hen gathers her brood under her wings, but 
you were unwilling.” (Lk 13:34) 
One might say that Jesus, instead of worrying about the fate 
of Jerusalem, should worry about his own fate.  But he is 
the “man for others.”  Always. 
He took care of what the Father had given him. 
Again…stewardship.
