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SOCIAL MINISTRY  
 

GOOD NEWS HOME FOR WOMEN 

St. John’s, as well as several other churches in the area, 
has been asked to help with support for The Good News 
Home for Women located at 33 Bartles Corner Road in 
Flemington. The Good News Home is a Christian residential 
drug and alcohol treatment center for women over the age 
of eighteen and residents of New Jersey. Applicants must  
have completed a detox program immediately prior to 
admission or have abstained from alcohol and/or drugs for a 
long period of time to preclude problems with withdrawal.  
The home is actually a farmhouse that is situated on 
grounds that include the farm buildings. The front of the 
barn has been converted into offices and the rear of those 
farm buildings are going to be rebuilt to provide housing for 
more than the twelve the farmhouse currently holds. This is 
part of the phase II development currently underway.  
The program provided includes Bible studies, addiction 
classes, Christian 12-step support group meetings, group 
and individual counseling, work therapy programs and 
personal activities. Medical, dental and legal services are 
provided as well as family counseling, discharge planning, 
including an aftercare relapse prevention plan, follow-up 
and outpatient counseling.  
It costs the individual $300 per month for a minimum of 
three months to attend the program. Those in need turn 
toward their family, friends and churches to help cover this 
cost. Our parish has offered to help in this process. If you 
would like to donate to this effort please use one of the 
envelopes at the Social Ministry Station, mark it “For the 
Good News Home” and drop it in the wooden Social 
Ministry Drop-box to the right. …More on this later. 
 

ANGEL CERDENA  

Angel, our parish’s sponsor child, who lives in Manila 
celebrated her 12th birthday on January 23. She is the 
youngest of four children born to Wilson and Lourdes 
Cerdena. Wilson and Lourdes separated and neither 
wanted the job of raising children so, they just deposited 
them with the grandparents and left one day when Angel 
was two months old. An aunt and uncle and their two 
children were already living with the grandparents bringing 
the total number of people living in a 100 square meters to 
ten. Even though Angel was under underweight, small for 
her age and described as a sad child when she first became 
a Christian Foundation For Children & Aging sponsor child, 
the latest report we received indicates that while she is still 
undersized she is strong and often can be found dancing 
and singing. It is also noted that she can be relied on to do 
household chores.  
Angel’s grandfather passed on at the end of last year and it 
has been hard on both the grandmother and Angel since the 
three were very close. Both still regularly attend Sunday 
Mass.  
The latest report received this week indicates that Angel is 
“becoming aware of God and acts as a good, loving and 
helpful daughter to her grandmother.”  According to Jun 
Tumamao, social welfare Officer II who sent us the report, 
with our help through C.F.C.A., she not only has a chance 
for a longer life but a better one.

Isn’t this 
true? This is the difficulty of Alzheimer’s or dementia. They 
can’t remember and so people are not recognized. This is 
extremely difficult for the child no matter what the parent’s 
age. We keep pictures around to help us remember even 
when we don’t have a debilitating disease. When we look at 
pictures we can’t believe that we looked so young. That 
spirit of being young still resides in each of us and we need 
to give it space. 
So today as you remember your mother think of how you 
remember her no matter what her age or if she is alive or 
dead. This best of times is what still exists in our memory 
and in our hearts. Another exercise is to give understanding 
to the things that you may remember that are not so 
pleasant. Ask yourself if you have done any better with all 
that you have at your disposal. The gift of understanding 
can help us to see with the heart, give forgiveness and lead 
us to a unique kind of loving. 
Mother’s Day is about a special kind of loving. Celebrate 
that love! Live that love! 
Happy Mother’s Day to all who have mothered us into 
existence and keep us close to their hearts here or in 
heaven.

Story :    Lunch with Mom 

 
The mother of two was having lunch with a friend.  The 
friend says that she and her husband are thinking of 
“starting a family.” 
“We’re taking a survey,” she says, half-joking.  “Do you think 
I should have a baby?” 
“It will change your life,” she responds, keeping her tone 
neutral. 
“I know,” her friend says, “no more sleeping in on the 
weekend, no more spontaneous vacations…” 
But that is not what she meant at all. 
“I wanted to tell her what she would never learn in childbirth 
classes: that the physical wounds of childbearing heal, but 
that becoming a mother will leave her with an emotional 
wound so raw that she will be forever vulnerable. 
“I consider telling her that she will never read a newspaper 
again without asking What if that had been MY child?  I look 
at her carefully manicured nails and stylish suit and think 
that becoming a mother will reduce her to the primitive level 
of a bear protecting her cub, that the urgent call of Mom! will 
cause her to drop a soufflé or her best crystal without a 
moment’s hesitation. 
“I want to warn her that no matter how many years she has 
invested in her career, she will be professionally derailed by 
motherhood.  She might arrange for child care, but one day 
she will be going into an important meeting and she will 
think about her baby’s beautiful smile, sweet smell and 
loving embrace – and it will take every ounce of discipline 
she possesses not to run home. 
“I want to assure my attractive friend that eventually she will 
shed the pounds of pregnancy but she will never feel the 
same about herself.  That her own life, now so important, 
will be of less value once she has a child.  That she would 
give it up in a moment to save her offspring, but will also 
begin to hope for more years – not to accomplish her own 
dreams, but to watch her children accomplish theirs. 
“I want her to realize that a Caesarean scar or shiny stretch 
marks will become badges of honor. 
“I want her to know that her relationship with her husband 
will change, but not in the ways she thinks.  I wish she could 
understand how much more you can love a man who is 
always careful to powder the baby or never hesitates to play 
with his child.  I think she should know that she will fall in 

love with him again for reasons she would now find very 
unromantic. 
“I wish my friend could sense the bond she’ll feel with 
women throughout history who have worked desperately to 
stop war and prejudice and drunk driving.  I hope she will 
understand why I can think rationally about most issues but 
become temporarily insane when I discuss the threat of 
nuclear war to my children’s future. 
“I want to describe to her the exhilaration of seeing your 
child learn to ride a bike.  I want to capture for her the belly 
laugh of a baby who is touching the soft fur of a dog or cat 
for the first time.  I want her to taste joy that is so real it 
actually hurts.” 
But the mother of two says nothing more.  Her friend looks 
puzzled as she sees the tears that have formed in her eyes.  
Instead, she reaches over and squeezes her friend’s hand 
and says, “You’ll never regret it” and finds herself offering a 
prayer of gratitude for her friend and herself and for all 
women who stumble their way into the vocation of 
motherhood.

SHARING GOD’S GIFTS 

The Jewish Temple  
 
There are many synagogues throughout the 
world, but there was only one Jewish Temple 

– and it is no more. 
Synagogues (from the Greek “assembly”) are gathering 
places for instruction and prayer.  The Temple, however, 
located in Jerusalem, was the religious center for the Jewish 
people.  It was only there that sacrifices could be offered. 
The Temple was first built by Solomon 900 years before 
Christ.  Destroyed by the Babylonians in 586 B.C., it was 
rebuilt some 60 years later.  In 167 B.C. the Temple was 
desecrated by the King of Syria, but two years later it was 
restored and rededicated – an event celebrated by the feast 
of Hanukkah.  In 20 B.C., Herod the Great began a 
magnificent renovation and enlargement of this Temple.  It 
wasn’t fully completed until 62 A.D. 
The Romans destroyed the Temple in 70 A.D., and it had 
never been rebuilt.  Jewish sacrifice ceased.  A Moslem 
mosque built in the seventh century now stands on the 
Temple site.  Only one of the supporting walls of the Temple 
platform remains – popularly referred to as the “Wailing 
Wall” because religious Jews pray there to lament the 
destruction of the Temple and pray for its restoration. 
 

Then Jesus entered the temple area and proceeded to 
drive out those who were selling things, saying to them, 
“It is written, ‘My house shall be a house of prayer, but 
you have made it a den of thieves.’” (Lk 19:45-46) 

 
We’re all familiar with the cleansing of the Temple.  Let’s try 
an experiment.  Without looking again at the above text, 
picture how Luke described it.  Now, re-read Luke’s text 
above. 
You probably pictured Jesus making a whip, driving out 
oxen and sheep, knocking over the money-changers’ tables.  
Those are details in the other Gospels, but not in Luke. 
Because we’re so familiar with most Gospel stories, we tend 
to read them quickly, without close attention.  We can miss 
so much, like simply glancing at a miniature painting.  
Praying the Scriptures means reading very slowly to see if 
God speaks to us through some words, phrases, details.  
Remember in Chapter 2 of Luke when 12-year-old Jesus 
was lost and Mary and Joseph found him in the Temple?  
Jesus made clear that this was his Father’s house.  Which 
means Jesus can say, “My house shall be a house of 
prayer.” 
When we are in Church at Mass, we are indeed making 
Jesus’ house a house of prayer.  During the Eucharistic 
Prayer, we and the entire assembly join with the Lord in his 
act of giving himself completely to the Father.  One of the 
Eucharistic Prayers expresses this very clearly: “father in 
heaven, accept us together with your beloved Son.” 
When we practice stewardship, we join with the Lord in his 
giving of himself to God. 
Stewardship expresses the very heart of the Eucharist, and 
what we do at Eucharist – in this house of prayer – is at the 
heart of stewardship.
