SOCIAL MINISTRY

THE GRAYING OF AMERICA

The “Age Wave” as it was referred to by many marketers in
the last decade is rolling in. It refers to the rise in the
average age of American citizens. As the “baby-boomers”
retire new opportunities as well as challenges await us. One
such challenge is where can aging individuals find an
affordable safe place to live especially if they are alone or
have indifferent relatives.

We're not speaking about people who have any major
medical problems but ordinary older Americans that simply
need to live somewhere safe, in modest comfort and
companionship. The answer for many could be the
cooperative home. There is a need for thousands already
today, and the need grows on a daily basis. Cooperative
Homes are homes where five or six individuals each have
an oversized personal bedroom and bath and share
common areas of the home. They take turns cooking,
cleaning and other light duties but they can maintain a
relatively independent lifestyle. Most homes that have been
built thus far are run by private non-profit corporations and
have had great success because they provide security and
companionship for the people living there and peace of
mind for their family.

There is not a single parish in our diocese and probably not
in all the United States that does not have at least one
person who needs this type of housing today and it is an
area where our Church can be instrumental in filling this
need. Since the income of most people will be low to
medium it is not a need that is likely to be filled by
corporations. The advantage for parishes is that it would
help parishioners remain in the area that they call home, as
well as bring a new dimension to community life.

The time is now to plan for and begin building such
residences. Several small parishes and/or churches of
different denominations could join together to start such a
venture. Once the first one would be completed and
occupied the value and need would be even more apparent
to all. There is a good chance most of us will wish we had
something like this some day.

If a can is
dented the coating can crack and the food can become
contaminated.

DO YOU LOVE ME?

How often do you suppose the words, “Do you love me?”
are thought and spoken each day? Each one of us lives our
life in search of something that is personally satisfying. In
our personal relationships we seek someone to love and in
return who will love us. All love and goodness initially comes
from God and it was in love that humans were created to
share in that divine love.

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THE SIGN OF THE CROSS

In today’s second reading from Galatians, Saint Paul asks
that he may “never boast except in the cross of our Lord
Jesus Christ” (614). More than anyone else besides Christ,
Saint Paul knew the power of the cross. He called it a
stumbling block and a source of folly and foolishness for
those who do not believe (see 1 Corinthians 1:17). For
those without faith, they only see a source of torture and
death. Yet, for those of us with faith, we see the gateway to
eternal life, a source of the new life that comes through
Christ Jesus.

This is why the sign of the cross is so important as a ritual
gesture. For those of us who have been “claimed by the
sign of the cross” (see the introduction to the Rite of
Baptism of Children), each time we trace it on our bodies we
are reminded of Christ's sacrifice, which has brought us
eternal life.

Through the cross, Saint Paul reminds us today, one is
created anew. Today’s reading, in fact, is the basis of the
great statement of faith that we hear at the beginning of the
Triduum on Holy Thursday night: “We should glory in the
cross of our Lord Jesus Christ, for he is our salvation, our

life and our resurrection; through him we are saved and
made free” (Entrance Antiphon, Holy Thursday, Roman
Missal.) It is quite fitting then, that when we gather as the
Church, the Body of Christ, we begin by first marking
ourselves with this sign of our salvation. As well, when we
finish our prayer, the Church calls us to once again mark
ourselves with the cross, the pledge of our future glory in
Christ.

Story : Go ahead, make someone’s day

A beauty salon owner was surprised when one of his
regular customers came in to have her hair styled. She
wasn't scheduled for a cut for another couple of weeks. He
asked if she had some big plans that evening.

"No," she said, "I don't have anything special going on. |
just want to look and feel good tonight."

So the stylist went to work. He gave the woman a scalp
massage, then shampooed and styled her hair. During their
30 minutes together the two talked and joked and laughed.
When he had finished, the woman smiled radiantly and
hugged him goodbye.

A few days later the salon owner received a note from the
woman. She thanked him for the wonderful time she had
that afternoon. His kindness and the fun they shared had
given her hope enough to check herself into a hospital and
seek professional help for her depression - instead of taking
her own life, as she was contemplating that evening.
"Thank you for being there,” she wrote, "without knowing
that you were."

The experience shocked the hair dresser. He had known
the woman for three years, yet had no inkling she was in
such distress. What if he had been distracted, upset or
rushed through the appointment? How many of the ten
clients he saw each day were in similar crisis without his
even being aware of it? He would never know. He vowed
from that point on to give extra care and attention to
everyone he saw and do his best to make his or her day.
The experience not only changed the woman's life but the
salon owner's perspective, as well.

SHARING GOD’S GIFTS

One of the ways that doctors heal is by
touch. A gentle hand can determine the
source of what ails us, but it can also
reassure us when we're frightened or in
pain. This was brought home powerfully
when he celebrated the Rite of Acceptance
with a young doctor preparing to come into
the Catholic Church at Easter. As his sponsor traced the
Sign of the cross on his hands, we were awestruck as we
realized all the good these hands had done and would
continue to do as they touched others in love. And there
was no telling how much more he would be able to offer the
suffering Body of Christ through the marks of Christ he now
bore on his body. We are called to do the same. Through
the cross we are all called to reach out as Christ to touch
Christ in one another.
The sense of touch is a gift that is shared in stewardship.
Whether a child with high fever is touched or the gentle
hand is laid on some frightened young person, or a
forehead is wiped of perspiration or the body of someone
who is incapacitated is bathed, there is the reaching out to
share of oneself. When Confirmation candidates are signed
on the senses there is always awkwardness and twitter in
the group when the feet are signed. We have to bend or
kneel down to do this it places us in a subservient position.
It is like washing someone’s feet. It does not come easily to
the one signing and the one signed.
We seldom think of touch as a gift shared in stewardship but
one touches us gently and when we are in need we truly
know what a gift this is. Reach out and touch someone this
week even if it is only by phone.
