A CRISIS IN COOKING  

It is a little known fact that millions of women and children 
spend many hours a day collecting wood and cooking in 
smoke filled cookhouses or cooking areas. If wood is in 
short supply they make do with dung or crop residue. As 
they struggle to survive, they shorten their lives by breathing 
the resulting smoke. According to the World Health 
Organization every twenty seconds a person dies from this 
condition known as Indoor Air Pollution (IAP). The cooking 
condition is also responsible for countless lung ailments, 
cataracts, bronchitis, TB, infant mortality, asthma, 
pneumonia and other respiratory infections, which are the 
biggest killers of children under five years of age in the 
developing world. Secondary afflictions of women and 
children such as back and neck injuries as well as burns are 
related directly to this type of cooking.  
In many areas, families must purchase their cooking fuel 
and spend up to one-quarter of their income on wood or 
gas. As supplies dwindle, foraging for fuel requires more 
and more time; time which could have been spent on 
education or more productive activities. Thus the quality of 
life and prospects for a better future decline.  
When one considers that three billion people, half the 
world’s population, rely on cooking fires, the magnitude of 
CO2  release coupled with the unsustainable level of wood 
consumption paint a dismal picture for the environmental 
future.  
Solar Household Energy (SHE) is a non-profit corporation 
based in Maryland that is working on its own, as well as with 
other NGOs to provide solar cooking equipment to people in 
locations throughout the world. They provide a safer and 
beneficial method of cooking.

LITURGICAL NEEDS

We also are in 
need of table servers and Offertory people at the 
12:15 Mass especially when we have visiting 
priests. 

7. People are delighted with our new high school 
lector. Do we have any other high schools students 
who would like to share in liturgical ministries – 
lector, extraordinary ministers of Holy Communion?

STAFF EMAIL ADDRESSES  
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THE GOSPEL OF SAINT LUKE  

Each year, the Gospel readings of the Sunday liturgies are 
dominated by a particular evangelist (Matthew, Mark, Luke 
or John).  In Year A we predominately hear from the Gospel 
of Saint Matthew.  In Year B we primarily hear from the 
Gospels of Saint Mark and Saint John.  In the current 
liturgical year, Year C, the Gospel is from Saint Luke.  On 
Thursday of this week we celebrate the feast of Saint Luke. 
Luke’s Gospel is known by a number of specific 
characteristics: the author’s emphasis on the Holy Spirit; 
Jesus’ ultimate journey to Jerusalem as a context for the 
whole Gospel (chapters 19-21); and emphasis on the 
marginalized and the outcast; those who are poor; sinners 
(see Mary’s Magnificat in ch. 1; Jesus’ experience in the 
synagogue of Nazareth, ch.4); an emphasis on Gentiles and 
others who were considered outsiders. 
In the course of this liturgical year we have Luke as a 
prominent companion.  They are his eyes through which we 
see Jesus this year, his ears through which we hear Jesus’ 
teaching and preaching.  His accounts of Christ’s mission 
on earth fuels our understanding of what we are called to as 
disciples.  “Blessed are those who hear the word of God 
and observe it” (Luke 11:28).

Story :    A first lesson in motherhood 

 
Elizabeth and Matt Fitzsimons longed to start a family.  
Unable to have a child of their own, they decided to adopt a 
baby girl from China.  After a fourteen-month application 
process, they were approved and received a picture of their 
daughter, whom they named Natalie. 
They traveled to China and, at a hotel in Nanchang, 
Elizabeth and Matt received little Natalie.  But something 
was wrong.  The baby had a large scar along her back.  
There was a rattle in her chest.  She was thin and pale.  
She was a year-old but could not sit up or hold a bottle.  
She suffered from the worst case of diaper rash the couple 
had ever seen. 
A doctor was summoned.  He confirmed that the baby was 
severely ill.  The scar was the result of a poorly-performed 
surgery to remove a tumor from Natalie's spine.  She would 
be paralyzed from the waist down; she had a form of spina 
bifada, as well. 
The embarrassed orphanage director assured the couple 
that "in cases like these, we can rematch with another 
baby."  The process would be expedited and the Fitzsimons 
would go home on schedule. 
Elizabeth and Matt were devastated at what bringing Natalie 
home would entail.  But, as Elizabeth wrote about the 
experience in The New York Times [May 13, 2007]:  "[H]ow 
could we leave her?  Had I given birth to a child with these 
conditions, I wouldn't have left her in the hospital . . . I 
pictured myself boarding the plane with some faceless 
replacement child and then explaining to friends and family 
that she wasn't Natalie, that we had left Natalie in China 
because she was too damaged, that the deal had been a 
healthy baby and she wasn't. 
"I knew this was my test, my life's worth distilled to this 
moment.  I was shaking my head no before they finished 
explaining.  We didn't want another baby, I told them.  We 
wanted our baby, the one sleeping right over there.  'She's 
our daughter,' I said.  'We love her.'  Matt, who had been 
sitting on the bed, lifted his glasses, and, wiping tears from 
his eyes, nodded in agreement." 
The story has a happy ending.  Two years later, Natalie has 
battled back to develop into a bright, happy little girl.  The 

diagnosis by the Chinese doctor proved to be wrong.  She is 
walking and talking and doing fine. 
Elizabeth writes:  "It's tempting to think that our decision 
was validated by the fact that everything turned out O.K.  
But for me that's not the point.  Our decision was right 
because she was our daughter and we loved her.  We 
would not have chosen the burdens we anticipated . . . but 
we are stronger than we thought." 
The story of the Good Samaritan begins with a vision that 
mirrors the vision of God, a vision that sees every man, 
woman and child as a son and daughter of God, our brother 
and sister in God's Christ.  No one is expendable, no one is 
ever written off; everyone matters, everyone counts.   As the 
Samaritan traveler took the beaten and robbed man into his 
care, as Elizabeth and Matt welcomed Natalie into their 
home and hearts come what may, Christ calls us to 
embrace that same vision: to recognize and honor the 
sacred dignity that every human being possesses as a child 
of God.

The Peoria (Illinois) Journal-Star 
demonstrates that each day in a series 

detailing” random acts of kindness.” One mother told of the 
stranger who fixed a flat tire when she had a carload of kids. 
She thanked her Good Samaritan for giving her family back 
precious time. Another person told of how her lunch tab had 
been paid by someone who noticed the despair on her face 
after she received bad news. These simple stories remind 
us that hope comes in all shapes and sizes. You don’t have 
to have superhuman strength to change the world. You just 
have to have the willingness to love with all the strength you 
have” and to share with others simple acts of kindness from 
your blessings.
