THE CHURCH IN CHINA 

POPE’S LETTER TO CHINA’S CATHOLICS 
While there has been no official response to Pope Benedict 
XVI’s fifty-five page letter of Pentecost Sunday to all 
Catholics of China, there has been limited comments from 
lower government officials who continue to insist that the 
Holy See break diplomatic relations with Taiwan and stop 
interfering with Chinese internal affairs. An example of such 
interference is the appointment of bishops and pastors. 
Father Angelo Lazzarantto, an elderly Italian missionary 
who spent many years in Hong Kong, observed that, 
“…they (Chinese Government) have difficulty understanding 
the supranational character of the Pope’s ministry.” The 
carefully crafted letter, while paternally seeking dialogue 
with the government, reminds believers what being Catholic 
involves. It is for this reason that the Chinese government 
has opposed the spread of the Pope’s letter among the 
people.  
The Pope continues to walk with delicate balance 
remembering that in the ‘50’s over five-thousand foreign 
missionaries were expelled; and since then, Chinese 
bishops, priests and laymen have been isolated from the 
rest of the world. Indeed, many have been victims of all 
sorts of violence. He well knows the ultimate goal of the 
Chinese government is to try to build a church within China 
that is a completely independent Chinese Church and his 
letter reminds Catholics that they cannot accept this.

Chris Smith (R/NJ), authored the law, “The Stem 
Cell Therapeutic and Research Act of 2005,” which provides 
for an increase in the nation’s supply of cord blood and 
creates a national registry to match cord blood for those in 
need.

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EVANGELIZATION 
 

THE REAL JESUS  

If one were to type the name Jesus into an Internet search 
engine the result will be a minimum of 259 million page 
references. It is obvious many people have something to 
say about Him, but it is difficult to separate the heresy, 
blasphemy, and opinion from factual religious doctrine and 
evangelistic efforts. An online commentary done prior to last 
Christmas on Newsweek’s “On Faith” site was overwhelmed 
with comments. They typified the attitudes and thoughts of 
many misinformed and self-serving individuals. The basic 
question that people responded to was “Who is Jesus” and 
the responses included:  
 
·  “Jesus is real, in the sense that he exists for those who 

want him to exist.” 
·  “Even strict Christians consider Jesus the Son of God 

only in a symbolic way.” 
·  “So who was Jesus? A highly moral person, much like 

Teresa of Calcutta. No less, but no more.” 
·  “Jesus was a man to be pitied more than reviled or 

worshiped. He suffered from what contemporary 
psychologists now know to be delusions of grandeur, 
bipolar disorder, and probably acute schizophrenia.” 

·  “Who was Jesus? An apocalyptic prophet who bet 
wrong and died as a result. He should be ignored, not 
celebrated.” 

·  “It is not even obvious that Jesus was a historical figure. 
If he was, the legends around him – Son of God who 
was born of a virgin, worked miracles, and rose from 
the dead – were common stories in the ancient Near 
East. The myths about Jesus are not even original.” 

 
Sally Quinn, a self-proclaimed atheist and one of the people 
who worked on compiling this data from the site has stated, 
“I do not believe in sin, heaven, or hell. I don’t believe in a 
punishing God. I can’t imagine a good God being so sadistic 
as to ask Abraham to kill his son to prove how much he 
loved him. It is beyond belief for me that a loving, 
omnipotent God would create the world with sin and evil, 
then send his only son to be slaughtered in the most 
hideous way so that we would be forgiven our sins, which 
God created in the first place.” 
 
These statements reflect a lack of study and flawed logic 
that can be associated with today’s “Designer-God” people 
who think they are smarter and can fashion God as they 
will, picking and choosing what and who He is or 
atheistically rejecting His existence altogether. The 
Designer-God people also reject or water down the doctrine 
of sin. Removing the idea of being sinful; individuals are free 
to do as they wish.  For those who hold with some concept 
of sin, they are saved not by Jesus the Christ, but by our 
secular “blame-shifting” culture where one’s actions if 
judged wrong can be attributed to someone else’s fault. 
Once the idea of God and sin are removed or reduced to 
minimal consciousness then an individual is free to pursue a 
self-centered life versus a God-centered life. 
 
Catch the news for the next week and compare what you 
hear and see to the seven deadly sins (Lust, Gluttony, 
Greed, Sloth, Wrath, Envy, Pride) and their growth in world 
in the past seven years. A few things will quickly become 

apparent. First, if the human race is to survive and achieve 
the complete kingdom of God, we must find and accept God 
as Creator. Second, we must recognize that He established 
a moral and natural law that we cannot ignore. Third, we 
must accept Jesus as the Christ, the Son of God and the 
Son of Man who won for us salvation and the opportunity to 
be with God for eternity. Lastly, we must accept 
responsibility for all our actions and let Jesus enter our heart 
and guide our lives. As we work to accomplish the task, 
God’s grace through the power of the Holy Spirit will assist 
us in chastity, abstinence, temperance, diligence, patience, 
kindness and humility.

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EXALTATION OF THE HOLY CROSS  

We should glory in the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ, for he 
is our salvation, our life and our resurrection; through him 
we are saved and made free.

This Friday the Church celebrates the feast of the Exaltation 
of the Cross.  This day actually commemorates the 
dedication of the Church of the Holy sepulcher in 
Jerusalem. 
The focus of this feast might best be seen through the lens 
of the antiphon, quoted above.  Interestingly, this is also the 
antiphon with which the Church begins the great celebration 
of the Triduum, the three-day commemoration of Christ’s 
Passion, death and Resurrection on Holy Thursday, Good 
Friday and Holy Saturday.  
This can give us a clue as to how we should regard the 
feast of the Exaltation of the Cross: Through the cross of 
Jesus Christ we have been saved!  For those of us who 
believe, the cross is much more than a sign of the means by 
which Christ died.  It is a profound symbol of our Christian 
faith, one that encompasses and presents the heart of our 
faith: Christ’s Paschal Mystery.  Through this instrument of 
torture and execution, we proclaim that God has brought life 
and salvation into the world!

Reflection:  Is deciding to follow Jesus a one-time choice or 

do you have to make it daily?  Which would 
you rather have, all the possessions you could 
ever want – but without Christ, or Christ and no 
possessions?  Can you name some people 
who live/lived in Christ and possessed nothing?

Story :    Cross walk 

 
It may begin with a phone call in the middle of the night: a 
child has been in an accident, a parent has suddenly taken 
ill.�
Or it may take the form of a lesson plan you struggle to lead 
your students through - kids who are for more interested in 
video games than subject/verb agreement, algebraic 
equations, or the Gospel of Luke.�
It may be trying to keep peace in the family despite a 
disagreeable relative or struggling to keep the project going 
while dealing with a clueless boss or an incompetent team 
member.�
It can come as ridicule or addiction.  It is often formed by the 
intersecting beams of despair and abandonment, of 
exhaustion and anger.�
It may be the money you have - or the money you don't 
have.  It may be the passion you have for a cause or the 
compassion you feel for the victims.�
The cross - those struggles and challenges we can't avoid, 
those people and situations we try to sidestep, the hard 
reality that forces us to delay our hopes and abandon our 
dreams.�
But the cross is not necessarily a death sentence or an 
instrument of torture.  In the right hands, the cross can be a 
means of healing, an instrument for transformation, a 
vehicle for resurrection.  It begins with realizing that another 
set of hands carries that cross with us, that another 
shoulder bears the load with us.�
Christ's. �
To follow Jesus of Nazareth requires us to take up the 
cross.  We never know precisely when or how the cross falls 
to us: deep darkness of mind or heart, aching and persistent 
loneliness, foreclosure of a future, immeasurable loss, 
diminishment, breakdowns in society, the burden of 
speaking the truth.  But when the cross presents itself, we 
must pick it up and follow Jesus.  As we walk, the wide road 
leads to a narrow way; ruts and obstacles jolt us on the 
journey.  Jesus is just ahead of us, but we see him through 
a glass darkly.  Not much is clear.  Faith and love, hope and 
prayer are the meat and bread and drink that sustain us, 
along with the example of the saints who have walked this

SHARING GOD’S GIFTS 

 
Thoughts on Stewardship 
 
This Sunday’s readings start with the 
question, “who can conceive what the Lord 
intends?” And it ends with the answer, 
“anyone of you who does not renounce all of 
his possessions cannot be my disciples.” 
The enormity of that response may leave us 

with another question. We may wonder, “What could God 
be thinking?” Many people are taking these questions of 
faith for a walk by journeying through a labyrinth. These 
walking meditations started in the Middle Ages as a way for 
people to make spiritual pilgrimages to the Holy Land, even 
if they couldn’t bear the physical or financial burden. Of all 
shapes and sizes, many modern-day labyrinths are 
patterned after those that originated in the spiritual centers 
of Europe hundreds of years ago. To learn more about this 
spiritual exercise or to find a labyrinth in your area, go to 
www.labyrinthsociety.org  (or just wait till there is one right 
here at St. John’s). 
Sharing space or walking with someone makes us well 
aware of our space and the intrusion on our space. (I played 
fuss ball recently and the other person took up part of my 
space) When you go to sit down in the theatre and someone 
is already in the space next to you or there is someone on 
each side you wonder how you will fit into that space, 
especially if both people are very large. Our homes are 
bigger than in the past and we crave for our individual 
bedrooms. Years ago many more than one slept in a bed or 
fit in the back of a car. This made us well aware of how to 
share space, especially as children call out, “Ma, he’s 
touching me.” 
We are challenged even today with sharing space. There is 
a stewardship of space that calls us to share with others, 
with animals, with nature itself. We keep pushing our 
boundaries and asking people and things to move out of our 
way. A labyrinth walk reminds us of limited space and 
sharing that space as well as thoughts with others. When 
we have many things going on in our mind we give attention 
to the most demanding or we cannot sleep at night because 
we are bombarded with thoughts when there isn’t enough 
room for them all. What are the ways you deal with the 
onrush of things that have no respect for your space? How 
do you make space for others or their ideas?
