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SOCIAL MINISTRY  
 

CARBONFREE 

Catholic Relief Services recently announced that it has gone 
“Carbon-Neutral.” What’s that? Well they have partnered 
with Carbonfree. (See www.carbonfund.org ) As the folks at 
CRS put it, each year they ship thousands of envelopes and 
boxes containing Fair Trade materials - catalogs, posters, 
etc. via truck to every state. With each truckload of material 
that leaves they increase their “carbon footprint” by causing 
fossil fuel to be burned in delivery trucks. For an 
organization founded on Social Justice this somehow did 
not seem right.  
These emissions have been identified by some scientists as 
a “global-warming” carbon. The same holds true of 
everyone who drives a vehicle, heats or cools their home, 
consumes most manufactured products, or participates in 
an activity like watching TV, since the manufacturing, 
broadcast and distribution processes generally require 
power produced through the use of fossil fuel resources 
such as coal or oil. Fifty-percent of our power in this country 
and one-hundred-percent of our transportation is powered 
by the burning of fossil fuel. 
Through an estimating process Carbonfree calculates the 
size of a carbon footprint from an individual to the largest 
companies and organizations. Those wishing to reduce their 
carbon footprint or go carbon free can purchase carbon 
offsets through Carbonfree which are then invested in 
projects in the areas renewable energy, energy efficiency 
projects which focus on reducing existing energy use, and 
reforestation which absorbs existing CO2. 

Critics have charged that the whole process is a well 
contrived bunko scheme designed to bilk money from 
conscientious people who want to do the right thing and 
reduce waste and be good stewards of the environment. 
One even applied the famous P.T. Barnum quote about one 
being born every minute. But, the truth of the matter is that 
Carbonfree is a legitimate, non-profit, 501-C organization 
that is leading the fight against global warming with a 
specific program that allows participants to select the project 
area(s) that they wish their purchase to support. It is a well 
thought out solution to a definite problem and that is the 
CO2 increase in our atmosphere due to the burning of fossil 
fuels, which everyone agrees is bad for the planet. No 
matter on which side of the global warming issue one finds 
themselves standing, this is a viable approach to the 
emissions problem.  
After one goes as “green” as an individual or organization 
can, they should seriously consider participating in this 
program.  
It is the best way for a capitalistic society to respond. The 
only thing the government needs to do is be sure all the 
provisions for 501C are adhered to and that the money goes 
where participants indicate.

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EVANGELIZATION 
 

OVERJOYED 

Whenever someone has something wonderful happen to 
them in their life, one of the first actions they take is to share 
that joy with someone they know or love. A child may come 
home from school with their first “A” on a report, yelling 
excitedly as they enter the house; a husband may excitedly 
tell those around him that he and his wife have just had a 
baby; or a woman may have landed a position that she had 
longed to obtain and takes her family and friends out to 
dinner to share in her joy.  
This is but a portion of the excitement that the Apostles felt 
following Easter, Pentecost and the Ascension. They are so 
excited that Jesus arose from the dead, accomplishing a 
task they now more fully understood, that they could hardly 
control their desire to run out and spread “the good news.”  
“Have you heard about Jesus of Nazareth? They crucified 
him and three days later he arose from the dead. I was 
there and I saw him.” And so the “Good News” concerning 
Jesus nearly always started with the story of his Passion, 
Death and Resurrection which fulfilled the prophesies and 
made possible our salvation. It is this story, this “singularity” 
that pulls all else towards it like the center of a black hole. 
Ultimately, nothing and no one will escape it.  
More often than not we are led to believe that the Apostles 
might not have been the brightest group of guys. But the 
truth is that they all were earning a living before meeting 
Jesus, which they gave up to tramp around the countryside 
listening to him preach and learning from him.  
It is safe to believe that many if not most knew two, three or 
maybe four languages. How? Since the predominate 
language in the area was Aramaic (1) they surely spoke it 
and being good Jewish men they would have learned to 
read from the Torah, Hebrew (2). Since Galilee was a 
crossroad of trade, Greek (3) would have been required to 
communicate to some extent and with everything governed 
by Roman law and solders, they may have even had some 
knowledge of Latin (4). For instance at Capernaum, a town 
that Jesus will come to think of as home after he leaves 
Nazareth, he is approached by a centurion and they 
converse about the centurion’s servant. This man is a 
gentile probably in the service of Herod Antipas.  
It is far more likely that Jesus and the Apostles who traveled 
the area were more conversant than many others in so far 
as language goes. Nowhere does the New Testament say, 
“and they sent for Zorba the interpreter who…” 
The important thing to remember though is that all the 
Apostles saw, believed and then understood what Jesus 
was teaching. Between these events and God’s grace 
imparted to them by the Holy Spirit, their faith was so strong 
that they and many of the disciples worked tirelessly and 
ultimately gave their lives for Christ and the early Church. 
These were the same people who only a short time before 
hid in fear of their lives. What changed them? The Christ 
experience and the opening of their hearts to God’s grace 
had transformed them. The result is a selfless love for 
everyone, seeing Christ within everyone.  
Preached of nearly two-thousand years now, Christians 
know that one’s actions should be predicated on fulfilling 
relationships first with Jesus and then with: spouses, 
parents, children, parishioners, employers, employees and 
strangers. The needs of others become more important to 
us than our own. Once we look at all our relationships as 

“love relationships” and start to act and react out of love, we 
become the evangelistic light of the Church reflecting Jesus 
to others.

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ADULT FORMATION 
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AN APOSTOLIC CHURCH  

On Friday of this week, the Church celebrates the feast of 
Saint Matthew, an apostle and evangelist (that is, one of the 
four authors of the Gospel).  Since the earliest years of the 
Church, we have honored and observed the apostles during 
the liturgical year.  They were the first witnesses to Christ: 
they were there to hear his teachings, they witnessed his 
miracles, and they hear his preaching on the kingdom of 
God.  After the Resurrection, and especially after Pentecost, 
they were the ones who went out into the world and 
preached about all that they had seen Jesus do and all that 
they had heard Jesus preach and teach.  They were the link 
between Jesus Christ and the early Church.  They still are 
that for us, in the twenty-first century. 
The feast days of the apostles are special days for 
Catholics.  All that we believe in our faith comes to us from 

the apostles.  All that we know of Jesus comes from their 
experience of him, their memories of what he said and what 
he did.  Our faith is, literally, built upon what they believed of 
Christ. 
Because of that, the Church is apostolic.  What we profess 
on Sunday (the Creed) has its roots in the teaching and 
preaching of the apostles after the death, Resurrection and 
Ascension of Christ.  So, of course, the days upon which we 
honor them are observed with a special solemnity, a unique 
celebration. 
On these days we remember with reverence the first 
followers of Christ.  We praise God for their witness and for 
their steadfastness in the faith.

Imagine walking away from $21 million in order to get your 
child a few hundred miles closer to medical care.�
That's exactly what Derek Fisher of the Utah Jazz did for his 
infant daughter Tatum, who is battling a rare form of cancer 
in her left eye.  In April, Tatum was diagnosed with 
retinoblastoma, a cancer so rare that only 300 children in 
the United States are diagnosed with it each year.  Little 
Tatum underwent surgery in New York in May and 
completed three rounds of chemotherapy.  Fisher asked the 
Jazz and the NBA to release him from his contract so the 
family could be closer to one of the few hospitals in the 
country equipped to monitor Tatum's progress.�
Twenty-one million dollars is a lot of money for anyone to 
walk away from - but Fisher felt it was his duty as Tatum's 
dad to do whatever he had to do to make sure she got the 
best medical care.  He did not consider it a gamble.�
"I think the decision was easier because it's about Tatum, 
and it's about my family," the veteran guard says.  "I think 
that [because of] the faith that I have in God, and the faith 
that I have in things always working out as they should, I felt 
confident we'd be okay as a family.�
"I don't feel that basketball is the only way to make a living.  
I feel like I'm capable of doing many things to help people 
around the country and around the world.  I felt confident I 
could make the decision not knowing what was to come . . . 
Not just as a basketball player but as a man, more than 
anything - learning how to be a husband and learning how 
to be a father - those are the sacrifices you make for your 
family, and you just work it out."�

parables that make up today's Gospel, Jesus reminds us 
that it is in just such complete and total compassion for 
those we love that we come to know what it means to be 
fully human, to realize that we have been made in God's 
image, to embrace and be embraced by the Spirit of God's 
love that the Father extends to everyone of his sons and 
daughters.

ENCOUNTERING THE LIVING CHRIST 

This weekend we celebrate Catechetical Sunday. This year 
the theme is “Encountering the Living Christ.” 

In many places - in the 
Catechetical program however we encounter him basically 
in the catechists and the leaders of the Catechetical 
programs. Dr. Rose Fay  is our director and Annette 
Tagliareni is our office administrator. We recognize them 
and thank them for their service. We also appreciate the 
volunteers who share their faith and other talents to make 
the process enjoyable and safe. We thank the catechists 
and all those involved in making our program run. 
It is important to remember that they, along with those 
involved in the Liturgy of the Word for Children set the 
model of catechesis at St. John’s.

The father in today’s Gospel searches for 
his son. Even though his youngest son is 
“dead” to his family, the father never stops 
looking for him, or hoping that his beloved 
child will return to life among them. When 
the son returns, his father runs to embrace 

him. What gives us hope is that God never stops looking for 
us. We, too, are greeted with open arms and a royal 
banquet each time we gather for Mass. 
As we reflect on Stewardship we may ask how this parable 
is lived out in life. We are the arms and hands, feet and 
voice of Christ. We are the ones who make Christ present. 
In the liturgical celebration we greet people at the entrance 
of the church or as they sit among us. We miss them when 
they are not there. We inquire where they are and if 
everything is all right. This sharing of time and interest are 
about stewardship. We may extend this by giving them a 
call or making a visit. Those involved in the ministry of the 
liturgy also reach out by distributing communion or 
practicing and proclaiming the Word of God so that it can be 
heard and understood. All of this is a ministry of time. 
Preparing the readings, being present to each individual 
who comes to communion, greeting those around us, 
stopping to talk to others after Mass. How do you share your 
Time in weekly worship and prayer? How do you touch 
others?
