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SOCIAL MINISTRY  
 

MONSTROUS 

On September 6 the president of the Pontifical Academy for 
Life said that the British decision to approve creation of 
“hybrid” human/animal embryos is “a monstrous act against 
human dignity.”  Speaking on Vatican Radio, Bishop Elio 
Sgreccia said the British government had “crumbled when 
confronted by requests from a group of immoral scientists.”  
The government backed away from plans to outlaw the 
research on hybrid embryos (part human/part animal) under 
heavy pressure from researchers. (see “Chimera” – Sept. 2 
CCSJN-Bulletin) 
Reporting media have quickly moved away from using the 
word chimera to describe the hybrid embryo because of the 
obvious negative association with Greek Mythology and 
instead are using “cytoplasmic” hybrid to describe the 
embryo. Julian Hitchcock, senior life sciences lawyer at Mills 
& Reeves law firm London, said: “The thoroughness of the 
HFEA’s (Human Fertilization and Embryology Authority)�
consultation, which differed greatly from the government’s in 
providing an explanation of the work involved, has reached 
a very different – and welcome – result, which augurs well 
for stem cell research and enterprise. It will hopefully 
persuade the chief medical officer Sir Liam Donaldson, who 
has previously voiced doubts about chimera/hybrid research 
that the public truly is on board.”  Fiona Fox, director of the 
Science Media Centre in London, agreed: “The HFEA 
consultation on public attitudes to human/animal embryos 
shows that when the public feel they understand the science 
and can see, which diseases the researchers are trying to 
tackle, support swings strongly in favor of allowing 
research.” 
This issue is not just a question of understanding the 
science and potential benefits of such research, but also the 
potential risks, plus moral and ethical question that need to 
be resolved before any such research is undertaken. 
Chimeras have already been created and only God knows 
what else. Research has been going on for several years in 
China with the help of several national companies. The 
world already faces potential problems before most of its 
inhabitants are aware of what is taking place. 
Undoubtedly, all these topics will become increasingly 
important since they are “human life” issues and the Church 
could find itself defending the right to life of a genetically 
engineered being because of its human component. What 
about a soul? In the months and years ahead, we will 
certainly hear more on this subject. Let us pray and work 
toward a prudent method of handling such research and 
that it is in keeping with God’s will. 
The British legislation was presented as containing no moral 
or ethical problems! - Thus, the reason for the Bishop’s 
comment concerning the scientist in his address. 
 

A SPECIAL OPPORTUNITY TO HELP  

The Bernadine Franciscan sisters operate The Villa of Our 
Lady Retreat House in Mt. Pocono, Pennsylvania. They 
have been given a unique opportunity to obtain much 
needed financial help with which they hope to replace a 
seventy-year-old stove and kitchen equipment through a 
special Pennsylvania State Gaming Commission licensing 
program. 
Earlier this year, Mount Airy Casino Resort located across 

the street from the retreat house was awarded a state 
gaming license for slots. As part of the state licensing 
process two “test days” are required prior to the official 
opening of the casino. Proceeds over and above that day’s 
expenses must be donated to a Pennsylvania charity and 
Louis DeNaples, owner of the resort, has designated the 
Villa as one of two designated charities. 
The oval-shaped casino will house 2,500 electronic gaming 
machines and the assortment of games goes way beyond 
the old fashioned reel-spinning types. They will include 
themed video slots, video poker, blackjack, craps, and 
roulette games, with electronic dealers and celebrity slots. 
According to CEO Joseph D’Amato, the $412 million Mount 
Airy Casino Resort will include a 144 room hotel with 
multiple dining and entertainment facilities. The doors are 
scheduled to open to the public on Monday, October 15. 
The test day involving the Villa donation will occur on 
Saturday – October 13 from 4:00 p.m. until midnight  and 
admittance is by invitation only under supervision of the 
Pennsylvania State Gaming Commission.  
You should receive an invitation in the mail to thi s 
event and will have the opportunity to participate in 
support of the sister’s retreat house.  
For those who may not be familiar with the Catholic 
Church’s teaching on gambling the following excerpt is 
offered from the P.A. Catholic Conference of Bishops: 
 
“We wish to clarify, first of all, that the Catholic Church, 
according to its traditional theology does not consider 
gambling to be intrinsically evil. In fact, we recognize that 
properly controlled, gambling can have positive aspects, 
such as the provision of legitimate recreation, the 
generation of funds for acceptable causes, and in some 
cases, the enhancement of local economies. There are, 
however, certain principles governing the intentions of the 
person who gambles as well as the structure of the activity 
itself which determine its morality in particular situations.  
Traditional Catholic teaching maintains that gambling is 
morally acceptable when all of the following conditions are 
met:  

1. The money or possessions wagered are not 
needed to support one's family or to fulfill other just 
obligations.  

2. A person participates freely.  

3. The revenues derived from gambling are not used 
to support any illegal or immoral enterprise.  

4. The games of chance are operated fairly and every 
participant has an equal chance of winning or 
losing.  

The sisters who operate the retreat are all in their seventies 
or eighties. Having retired from the teaching or nursing 
ministries, they work full-time in the service of those 
attending retreats and they need our help. If you enjoy this 
type of activity please consider participating in this event. 
Since there are strict controls during these test days, we are 
not sure if the invitation can be given to another party. 
Please consult the information contained in the invitation 
when it arrives and if it is not prohibited and you cannot 
attend, pass it along to someone who will use it.

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EVANGELIZATION 
 

SHOWING YOUR FAITH 

When it comes to faith matters, what one says is often less 
important than what one does. Actions are a powerful way 
to spread the good news of Jesus the Christ in daily life. 
People will take notice and be attracted to both us and the 
faith if we apply it in our private and public life. 
One way to do it is to see Jesus in all those in need without 
qualification or judgment. Those who understand the 
mission of Evangelization don’t just write checks although 
financial assistance is a key element of any undertaking. 
Evangelizers reach out to the sick, homebound, troubled, 
hungry, homeless and imprisoned. “Hands on” work in 
service to the poor underscores to others that we take our 
faith seriously.  
If nothing else we need to pray for those who have the time 
and ability to work on a day to day basis with those less 
fortunate. Both those praying and those prayed for receive 
the benefit of God’s loving grace. In addition those studying 
the faith and seeking to experience a conversion of heart 
need our prayerful support. We are, as children of God, 
brothers and sisters. Keeping that in mind helps us show 
respect and concern for each other including those we 
dislike.  
Disrespect because of race, sex or economic status not only 
is anti-Christian but should move us to action to alleviate 
such situations. By showing respect for others we have a 
better chance of opening minds and hearts to the Gospel 
message. 
Evangelization begins at home with husbands and wives 
helping each other to take their faith seriously and grow in it. 
Later, some are blessed with children and given the 
opportunity to teach them how to pray and practice their 
faith, especially by attending Mass and receiving Jesus in 
the Eucharist. 
While most people would prefer not to be referred to as a 
“religious fanatic” or “holy roller,” we should act in keeping 
with the needs of those who are at risk of losing their souls. 
We should do what we can to reach the “un-churched,” 
“barely churched” and “submariners” (those who only 
surface for holydays/holidays). Catholic Evangelization does 
not require us to knock at every door, rather it requires us to 
perform in the image of Christ and tug at every heart.

On this Respect Life Sunday, the prophet Habakkuk speaks 
directly to those involved in the struggle to promote respect 
for human life: “Destruction and violence are before me, 
there is strife, and clamorous discord,” the Lord replies, 
“Write down this vision clearly upon the tablets…for the 
vision still has its time, presses on to fulfillment, and will not 
disappoint…” (Habakkuk, 1:2-3). 
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ADULT FORMATION 
�
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ORDINARY TIME DURING FALL  

As the season of summer begins to wane and the first signs 
of autumn appear, one may notice the liturgies of the 
Church begin to shift as well.   In the readings and prayers 
of Sunday Mass there is a change of focus and attention.  
Where the scriptures of summer spoke of discipleship and 
the way a follower of Christ should live, the readings of 
autumn begin to point us to the end times and the return of 
Christ in glory. 
Notice that a sense of urgency begins to creep into the 
readings and texts of the Sunday Mass.  In just a few 
weeks, we will hear the Gospel in which Jesus asks, “When 
the Son of Man comes, will he find faith on the earth?”  
(Luke 18, the Twenty-ninth Sunday in Ordinary Time, 
October 21.) 
These references to the eschaton (the term theologians use 
for the “end times”) begin to enter more and more into the 
readings and texts of the liturgy.  As the liturgical year winds 
down, we are pointed toward the end of time when the 
kingdom of God will be established in its entirety.  This is 
the kingdom which God established in Eden, which was 
altered by original sin.  This is the kingdom of God about 
which John the evangelist wrote when he described a “new 
heaven and a new earth” (Revelation 21:1). 
These themes will dominate the Sunday liturgy until we 
celebrate the end of the liturgical year and the great 
solemnity of Our Lord Jesus Christ the King on the last 

Sunday of Ordinary Time.  The closer we get to this 
solemnity, the more we will be drawn into the life we are 
meant to live through our Baptism: the life of joy and 
happiness, which has been the promise to those who are 
faithful since the creation of the world.

SHARING GOD’S GIFTS 

Thoughts on Stewardship 
 

Less than a year after the September 11, 2001, 
terrorist attacks that caused so much death, 
destruction, and despair, the late Pope John Paul 
II convened an ecumenical peace gathering in 

Assisi, Italy. Surrounded by the hills and valleys that formed 
one of our greatest advocates for peace, Saint Francis, they 
prayed for reconciliation and a world renewed. That was five 
years ago. John Paul is gone now and wars persist. As the 
prophet Habakkuk did, we are tempted to look around and 
cry, “How long, O Lord?” Just as God consoled Habakkuk, 
we are encouraged to be patient, “for the vision still has its 
time.” The United States Conference of Catholic Bishops 
spoke prophetically in their pastoral letter, The Challenge of 
peace: God’s Promise and Our response.” Studying that 
letter, written in 1983, will give Catholics an understanding 
of what their faith teaches about peace. Copies of the 
pastoral letter may be ordered from the USCCB website, 
www.usccb.org or by calling 1-800-235-8722. 
How do we share the gift of peace? First, we must have the 
gift in order to share it. The gift can be ours personally or 
communally. Are we at peace with ourselves and with one 
another in community? One of the ways we can obtain 
peace in community is the shared wisdom model of 
consensus. Here we listen to one another, give 
understanding, share our vision and in dialogue find a way 
that brings about a peaceful solution, that we can all live 
with. We likewise develop peace within ourselves through 
wisdom and dialogue with the holy, the divine, the other. We 
listen to the voice of God and find contentment, vision and 
direction. Once we have these gifts we then can share them 
in stewardship. “One cannot give what one does not have.” 
How much peace do you and we have to share? St. Francis 
can be a model. “Lord, make me an instrument of your 
peace.”
