ORDINARY TIME - Year C

We call God'’s special involvement in the composition of the
scripture divine inspiration (CCC #105-08). As a genuine
mystery of faith, this doctrine is not a psychological
explanation of how inspiration takes place in the mind of the
human author. Rather it affirms our belief that God was
working with the author to produce the book that God
wanted. The readings also begin a series of reflections on
prayer, focusing on our need for persistence (CCC #2098,
2559-65, 2725-45) in asking for what we need from God
(CCC # 2629-33).

TRUE JUSTICE
To pray constantly and correctly
is to proclaim faith in Christ Jesus
— lex orandi, lex credendi as the
Latin phrase tells us. Paul tells
Timothy “proclaim the message
of the coming of Christ, and
welcome or unwelcome, insist on
it.”  Acting like the persistent
widow in the Gospel, we will be heard because God is not
an unjust judge. Faith in God’s help and God’s plan for his
people brings true justice when we expect the coming of the
Son of Man, Jesus himself. Do we, do you, await his

HUMAN LIFE RESPONSIBILITIES

“The rights and responsibilities regarding human life go
beyond physical existence.”

This statement refers to things that transcend the mere
existence of a life to both the obligation to provide for, and
the need to work toward those things that bring each person
to as good a state of life as they can have. Life in the later
case refers to the conditions under which they and their
families must function on a daily basis; for instance fair
wage, adequate health care and freedom of religion.

In a way it is a reflection of “being and doing;” life as in the
right of a human to be alive (exist) and life as it pertains to
the dynamics and conditions surrounding life actions
(doing).

The defense of human life is the primary social justice
responsibility of every Christian but life as it is lived includes
all the social justice issues that empower and promote each
individual to have the means to live up to their fullest
potential. Failing to do so is a potential loss for all of
humanity as the deprived individual may have had the
potential to discover unknown cures or create some
necessary process that could improve the life of hundreds
or millions of people. It is for this reason that each of us as
Catholics need to consider carefully the Church’s teaching
on life issues in all of its dimensions.

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THE BOOK OF THE NAMES OF THE DEAD

During the month of November, the Church prays especially
for the souls of those who have gone before us in faith. The
month begins with a special Mass of the Dead, on the
commemoration of all the faithful departed (All Souls Day on
November 2), in which we remember all those in the parish
who have died in the past year.

Throughout the month, The Book of the Names of the Dead
may be displayed — a book which contains the names of
those who have died, especially in the recent past. This
book has its origins in the ancient necrologies (“list of the
dead”) kept in many monasteries and other religious
houses.

In a way, this practice of having a parish book of the dead —
a parish necrology — is a powerful expression of our
Christian faith regarding death. Recall the practice in which
a saint's feast day is determined by the date of his or her
death — their Dies Natalis, or “day of birth” — the day they
are birthed into the new and eternal life of the kingdom.

Our faith proclaims that death is nothing of which to be
afraid. It is nothing of which to be afraid because our

Master has gone there before us and, we proclaim, has
conquered death. Rather than fearing death, we proclaim
that it is our entrance into the great, eternal banquet feast of
the Lamb.

If your parish has the custom of displaying The Book of the
Names of the Dead, be sure to visit it this month. Look
through the names recorded in it, if you are able. Pray for
those whose names are listed there. Perhaps you might
add someone’s name and date of death, so that someone
who comes after you might pray for him or her.

Story : A Winter’s tail

Two years ago, a Florida fisherman found a three-month-old
Atlantic bottlenose dolphin tangled in a crab trap buoy line.
As the dolphin tried to swim away, the line tightened around
her tail, strangling the blood supply to her tail flukes. The
fisherman brought the dolphin to an aquarium, where
veterinarians were able to save the dolphin but not her tail.
Scientists wondered if an artificial tail could be designed for
the dolphin, whom they named Winter. Kevin Carroll, one of
the world's leading prosthetic designers, was moved by
Winter's plight and volunteered his services. But designing
a prosthetic for a dolphin turned out to be a trickier process
than Carroll anticipated - dolphins possess one of the most
powerful swimming mechanisms in nature, so an artificial
tail would have to be light enough to adhere to a dolphin's
sensitive skin and strong enough to withstand the enormous
force of the animal's propulsion.

Nevertheless, Carroll's team of designers and veterinarians
were convinced that the technology existed to meet the
challenge. For months, they experimented with different
designs and materials. Finally, Carroll and his team
invented a gel sleeve that clings to Winter's tail without
irritating her sensitive skin - the sleeve sticks to Winter's
back and tail bone with suction the same way a rubber
surgical glove grips a human hand. Winter took
immediately to the first fitting of the new tail - now comes
the slow, hard work of teaching her to swim with the
prosthetic.

But the gel sleeve also gives new hope to human
amputees. Carroll has already used the gel to make new
artificial legs for an Air Force airman who lost both limbs
and a hand in a mortar attack in Irag. Sharp bone spurs
from his injury made walking with previous prosthetic
devices extremely painful.

The design team's persistence and Winter's patience
promise new possibilities in prosthetics for all mammals -
mammals of every shape and tail and limb structure.

In the course of coming up with a new tail for Winter, the
team's lead veterinarian said: "We put together a team who
doesn't know what 'no’ means. As long as you're willing to
try, you can make a big difference.” Winter and her human
friends mirror the persistence of the widow in today's
Gospel. Jesus praises her perseverance in fighting for what
is right and just and assures us that when we act out of
love, compassion and justice, the Spirit of God will be with
us in our struggle to find the words and courage to confront
evil and hurt, to challenge those who threaten to harm us
and those we love. Such persistence and perseverance are
not easy to maintain: it demands loving the unlovable; it
compels us to work things out when walking away from the
relationship makes more sense; it calls us to overcome our
own fears to confront an even greater harm. Nor does
Jesus pretend that such perseverance won't be frustrating
and disappointing. What Jesus does promise, however, is
that when we are persistent for what is right and just, for
what is good and healing, our resolve will one day be
rewarded.

The existing space
accommodates a variety of activities, and there are
development plans for the future. These plans include a
new, additional 3,000 sq. ft. facility with space for indoor
sports, dormitories, a kitchen, a chapel, and a music area.
Music programs comprise an important component of
activities in the Youth Center. Currently, there is an active
choir that travels to different parishes around Sarajevo.
These parishes do not have any music at all. None. The
choir brings vocal music, but they have very few instruments
to bring as accompaniment. Fr. Simo’s vision, however, is
for an active music program providing opportunities for
accompaniment to the choir, instrumental lessons,
ensemble groups, band, solo play, and impromptu
gatherings.

SHARING GOD’S GIFTS

Thoughts on Stewardship

Persistence, prayer, and the Word of God are

linked in the readings for this weekend, which

seems only natural since they are also linked in

the life of a disciple. Unlike the widow in Luke’s

Gospel, however, the Word of God doesn’t have to
go to extremes to be effective. A good example of this
gentle persuasion is Taize prayer. Developed by an
ecumenical community in France devoted to peace and
reconciliation, Taize prayer has Scripture at its core. What
sets it apart are the chants that are sung throughout, many
of them taken from the Word of God. As these chants are
repeated, they give the Word a chance to creep into our
hearts and make its home there. Churches of all
denominations offer this kind of prayer experience. If it isn’t
available in your area, you can still visit Taize by going to
www.taize.fr
Time spent in prayer is the commitment we make to the
community when we are welcomed as a new parishioner.
Sometimes prayer is difficult. Taize prayer is an opportunity
to give ourselves to the chants. Much like Eastern prayer
mantras they are enticing and hypnotic. Even throughout
the day you may find yourself humming them. “Jesus,
remember me, when you come into your kingdom” is one of
the Holy Week responses that we use. These chants take
us out of words into a realm of the presence of God. Our
stewardship of time entreats us to take time for ourselves
and feed our very inner being. It is a place that we can go in
the day just to take a moment for ourselves where there is
calm and peace. This can give us a vision and a different
way to see the thing that is before us or aggravating us.
Stewardship of time for prayer is a necessary part of our
development and becoming aware of God’s presence in all
things.
