Alleluia! Our praise word has been silent for forty days. Alleluia
means “Praise Ye, Lord,” and we sing it out in joyful trinities
today. Praise is as common to our liturgical life as petition, but
we tend to overlook it. The eucharistic prayer at the heart of the
Mass is a prayer of praise and thanksgiving, which teaches us
something about the order of such prayer. Praising God is
naturally followed by litanies of reasons flowing from grateful
hearts. Our responsorial psalms, interspersed throughout the
Easter Vigil and sung at every Mass, dance with the opportunity

THE YEAR OF ST. PAUL
Reading Il (First Alternate): Colossians 3:1-41
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ADULT FAITH DISCUSSION GROUP

Jesus said, “I came that they may have life, and have it
abundantly.” Has the Resurrection of Jesus really affected
our lives? Come and join the discussion on living the
abundant life in Christ on April 19 at 9:00 a.m. in Valley
View School cafeteria.

“If you have been raised with
Christ” is a common turn of
phrase. It means “If (and of
course you are).” Colossians is
more positive than Rom 6 (see
the Easter Vigil service) that
baptism includes both the dying
and the rising with Christ.

But it still maintains two reservations: the resurrection with
Christ has to be implemented by constant moral effort; it is a
hidden reality that is not finally revealed until Christ's
second coming.

Reading Il (Second Alternate): 1 Corinthians 5:6b-8

As the Jewish housewife spring-cleaned before Passover to
make sure that there was not a crumb of leavened bread left
in the house, so Paul, in figurative language, urges the
Christians of Corinth to purge the leaven of malice and evil
so that they may celebrate the festival of Christ’'s sacrifice
as the true paschal Lamb with the unleavened bread of
sincerity and truth.

This is the earliest reference we have to the Christian
reinterpretation of the Passover. It may even indicate that 1
Corinthians was written with the feast in view.

1. Saint Paul says we should have heartfelt
compassion. What does compassion look like in
your immediate world and in the larger one? Give
examples.

2. Paul wants the peace of Christ to control our
hearts. How do you do that when you're feeling
confused or paralyzed with fear or depressed?
Does Christ's resurrection make that easier for
you?

Story: A school for Chau Doc

Fourteen-year-old Carly has always possessed an
extraordinary sense of compassion. Since she was eight,
she has been helping others: assembling food baskets at
Thanksgiving, serving at a soup kitchen, and collecting
winter coats for the poor. But she wanted to do something
more, something that would change lives. That's when she
got the idea for the school.

She had read that children in rural villages of Vietnam don’t
have decent schools. “To see these kids and the conditions
they’re enduring every day, it inspired me to do something
more,” Carly said. So Carly decided to build a school. The
$50,000 needed did not deter her. She put together a
PowerPoint presentation and began going to any school or
club who would listen to her. The first few presentations
won polite applause but no donations: Is this kid serious?
Not everyone was wild about the idea of giving back to a
Communist country. “Why should we help Vietnam?” one
veteran asked. Carly replied simply, “They’re kids. And I'm
just a kid who wants to help out.”

Then one night, Carly spoke to the 15 members of the
Minerva, Ohio, Rotary Club. Carly’s presentation was met
with blank stares and dead silence. Then someone made a
motion, “Let’s give this girl a check right now.” Carly had
her first donation: $500.

Carly’s Kids Building Hope Foundation was on its way,
inspiring kids to organize their own fund-raising projects for
the school. In 18 months, Carly and her friends had raised
the necessary funds; their $50,000 was matched by the
Vietnam Children’s Foundation, which then oversaw the
actual building of the facility. A two-story school that would
also serve as a community center and refuge during the
rainy season was constructed in the island town of Chau
Doc in the Mekong Delta region of South Vietnam. During
the four months that school was under construction, Carly
and her young co-workers collected school supplies for the
500 students who would be attending the school.

Last Easter, Carly and her family traveled to the Chau Doc
for the opening of the school. This Easter, Carly, now a
high school freshman, is looking for new challenges to take
on. She wants young people to know that she had to work
hard, but her feat wasn't impossible — and that helping
other kids is a special experience. “That's what's unique
about this cause,” Carly says, “l want to pass it on.”

It is one of the great conundrums of the Gospels: How did
the three women who came to the tomb on Easter morning
plan to move the massive stone that sealed the entrance?
But their compassion and kindness trumped common
sense; their desire to provide their beloved Jesus a proper
burial made the rock almost inconsequential — just as Carly
would not let massive “rocks” of money and distance deter
her and her young friends from building a school in
Vietnam. Easter calls us to roll away the rocks that seal our
hopes and dreams in tombs of despair and cynicism. In his
resurrection, Christ unleashes the power of compassion and
justice, of peace and reconciliation, to transform our world in
the life and love of God. May the Spirit of the Easter Christ
enable us to move the boulders of discouragement and pry
open the tombs of fear in order that we may bring God’s joy
and peace into our own homes and hearts, our own schools
and villages.

MASS TIMES

When we first started Masses at St. John's we had to work
around the times of Services at our host Protestant
Churches. We were at the Califon Methodist Church. Our
Mass times were 5:30 p.m. on Saturday evening and 9:30
a.m. Sunday. In the summer since they had an earlier
Service we changed the time to 9:00 a.m. and kept it that
way because when you do something once in the Catholic
Church it becomes a "TRADITION" and that stays in
people's minds forever. (At Christmas we get calls asking
when is Midnight Mass because the last Mass on Christmas
Eve in some churches started to be 10:00 but they still
called it Midnight Mass).

In September 1983 we began Mass at the Lower Valley
Presbyterian Church at 12:30 p.m. because that was the
earliest that we could have a later Mass with the timing of
their Service. (Some people still think it is 12:30 p.m. for the
same reason as above.) When, after seven years, we had
our own Church we could decide what times would best
work for our community. Time for Religious Education also
had to be figured in with the time of Masses. People wanted
a prime time Mass. We changed our times to 5:30 p.m. -
9:00 a.m. and 12:00 noon in December 1990.

In the Spring of 1992 we evaluated Mass times again.
Through a long process we discovered that people were
voicing their desire for Religious Education time and not
Mass times (some did not even go to Mass). On July 4 and
5, 1992 we changed our schedule to 5:30 p.m. - 9:00 a.m. -
10:30 a.m. and 12:15 p.m. for the summer. On September
12 - 3, 1992 we changed the 9:00 a.m. Mass to 8:00 a.m. -
to accommodate Religious Education from 9:00 a.m. to
10:15 a.m..

Our Mass schedule has been looked at once before in the
early part of the 21st century because of my health issues. |
improved and so we kept the 4 Masses even though we did
not have help on the weekends. FOR THE MOST PART
THE SCHEDULE WAS KEPT FOR CONVENIENCE.

We are at a new crossroads - participation numbers. Less
people are coming to Mass. Many families leave after the
celebration of Confirmation of their last child. Some no
longer come because of the Priest Scandal. Some have just
got out of the habit. Some don't see the value of weekend
worship. There are less families and less religious education
students. Christmas 2008 and New year's 2009 the 2
Masses on the day of the feast were small. | decided that
next year we didn't need two Masses and felt that an 11:00
am Mass would serve the needs of the people. | thought it
might be best to revisit the weekly mass schedule as well.
SO MUCH FOR THE HISTORY - Still no insight into the
"mystery."

| have been consulting with the Staff - Pastoral Council and
the Religious Ed. Advisory Board about returning to 3
Masses on the weekend. There are some costs involved -
difficulty in procuring Liturgical Ministries and the inability to
procure weekend assistance which however would increase
the costs that are part of these deliberations. We are
therefore proposing 3 Masses on the Weekend. We have
some options that | will propose for your consideration and
then get feedback at Weekend Masses. Feel free to email
your thoughts as well or send them to the parish or speak to
Staff, Religious Education Board and Pastoral Council
members.

THE OPTIONS: The Saturday 5:30 p.m. is a given. There is
some desire to change it to 5:00 but that has some
scheduling problems for other things on Saturday -
Weddings and Sacramental Catechesis.

1. 8:30 a.m. and 11:00 a.m. (Religious Education
would be from 9:30 to 10:45)

2. 9:00 a.m. and 11:30 a.m. (Religious Education
from 10:00 to 11:15)

3. 8:00 a.m. and 11:00 a.m. (Religious Education
from 9:00 to 10:15 - students and families
would have to go to 5:30 or 8:00 or wait around
until 11:00 Mass.

When we considered this at the Pastoral Council a few
years ago someone said just change it Father - you are the
boss (he is an old time Catholic as you can see - those days
are gone).

DIALOGUE AND DISCUSS. It is not a voting process but a
dialogue and consensus model. We should all come to a
mutual solution. Don't think convenience for yourself but for
the good of the community - what works best for all. We
would be looking to start this change at the beginning of
July. Somewhere along the line | will poll the Masses for a
couple of weeks.

Stewardship Thoughts

“Our Christian faith is not about ancient
history. It is about the power of Christ's
Resurrection alive in each of us, here and
now. Peter’s words, “We are witnesses . . .,”
must be our words. In today’s Gospel, the
unnamed disciple sees and believes.
Actually, he sees nothing, nothing where he
expects to see death. But this “nothing” is good news. Faith
gives us eyes to see the possibility of new life even in
empty, dead, hopeless situations, but learning to see in that
way takes practice. Sit with the words from today. Let the
Good News dawn on you slowly. What could this mean for
you? Invite the Spirit to stir your imagination. What “empty
tomb” in your life points to new life somewhere?”
We may not see creative imagination as anything to do with
stewardship, but it lies at the basis of all thought, renewal
and mystery. We need to see differently. We need to see
below surfaces. We need to see the deep down meaning of
things in order to be creative. In the emptiness we need to
see what is not there, what might be there and what we
hope will be there. Creativity must also be shared for some
cannot see what is not there but only what is there, and
sometimes even miss that.
