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SOCIAL MINISTRY  
 

LIFE 

Borrowing a phrase from John Locke, Thomas Jefferson 
begins our United States Declaration of Independence with 
“We hold these Truths to be self-evident, that all Men are 
created equal, that they are endowed by their Creator with 
certain inalienable Rights that among these are Life, Liberty 
and the pursuit of Happiness.”  
There are two noteworthy points in comparing earlier 
documents that use a form of this phrase. The first is that 
unlike earlier writings, which include the Virginia Declaration 
of Rights (June 12, 1776), the Second Continental 
Congress on July 4, 1776 approved a document that 
included reference to endowment by a “Creator.” The 
second point is that all the references place Life first in 
order. That should tell us a good deal about how the 
founding fathers viewed the new country and subsequent 
society that they envisioned.   
The reason for this was an understanding that “Human life 
is sacred because from its beginning it involves the creative 
action of God and it remains forever in a special relationship 
with the Creator, who is its sole end. God alone is the Lord 
of life from its beginning until its end: no one can under any 
circumstances claim for himself the right directly to destroy 
an innocent human being.” - CCC 2258   
We need to keep this in the forefront of our thinking not only 
in living our daily lives but in determining who represents us 
in our governing bodies and the laws they enact. In making 
these assessments, Life must take priority over all the other 
positions an individual who is supposed to represent us may 
take or the well intentioned outcomes of a perspective law. 
“Do not slay the innocent and the righteous.” – Ex 23:7

“Those who belong to Christ 
[Jesus] have crucified their flesh 
with its passions and desires.”

The Church teaches that as 
Christians we share in Christ’s 
suffering, death and resurrection 

through baptism. Those who are faithful to him, the 
Catechism says, are led by the Spirit and follow the Spirit 
(CCC 2543). When we look at the first century of the 
Church, as recorded by Saint Luke in the Book of the Acts, 
we see numerous examples of those whose passions and 
desires had been transformed to a singular purpose - that of 
giving witness to the One to whom they belonged: Paul 
himself, Barnabas, Ananias, and so many more. The first 
martyr, Saint Stephen, boldly admonished the people of 
Jerusalem: “you stubborn people, with uncircumcised hearts 
and ears. . . You are always resisting the Holy Spirit!” His 
life is a witness to us of one’s passions and desires 
transformed to a singular purpose - that Christ be known. It 
is not by chance that the Church put the date of this great 
saint’s feast on December 26, reminding us that if we truly 
abandon ourselves to the Christ child, a “crucifixion” will be 
required. Though most of us will not become martyrs to the 
point of shedding blood, the baptized Christian is called to 
the same singular goal as Stephen. The Christian man or 
woman experiences this crucifixion by willingly putting their 
fleshy identity to death through their choice of baptism. 
Concretely belonging to him not only gives us a share in his 
cross, but gives us a new way of life, a possibility of a richer 
life because it is now ontologically, in its very nature, 
connected to him. We see the marvelous witness of this 
transformation each year at the Easter Vigil in the lives of 
the newly baptized - men and women transformed by their 
baptism! The new life wrought in the Spirit is what really 
changes our passions and desires - alone we are incapable!

The napkin was the check for the meal and he was paying 
for it.  His joy was to take his family to dinner. 
At that moment, his family saw their dad both as he had 
been and what he had become.  In the fog of Alzheimer's, 
the essence of his old and protective habit of love survived.

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MASS TIMES   

When we first started Masses at St. John's we had to work 
around the times of Services at our host Protestant 
Churches. We were at the Califon Methodist Church. Our 
Mass times were 5:30 p.m. on Saturday evening and 9:30 
a.m. Sunday. In the summer since they had an earlier 
Service we changed the time to 9:00 a.m. and kept it that 
way because when you do something once in the Catholic 
Church it becomes a "TRADITION" and that stays in 
people's minds forever. (At Christmas we get calls asking 
when is Midnight Mass because the last Mass on Christmas 
Eve in some churches started to be 10:00 but they still 
called it Midnight Mass). 
In September 1983 we began Mass at the Lower Valley 
Presbyterian Church at 12:30 p.m. because that was the 
earliest that we could have a later Mass with the timing of 
their Service. (Some people still think it is 12:30 p.m. for the 
same reason as above.) When, after seven years, we had 
our own Church we could decide what times would best 
work for our community. Time for Religious Education also 
had to be figured in with the time of Masses. People wanted 
a prime time Mass. We changed our times to 5:30 p.m. - 
9:00 a.m. and 12:00 noon in December 1990. 
In the Spring of 1992 we evaluated Mass times again. 
Through a long process we discovered that people were 
voicing their desire for Religious Education time and not 
Mass times (some did not even go to Mass). On July 4 and 
5, 1992 we changed our schedule to 5:30 p.m. - 9:00 a.m. - 
10:30 a.m. and 12:15 p.m. for the summer. On September 
12 - 3, 1992 we changed the 9:00 a.m. Mass to 8:00 a.m. -
to accommodate Religious Education from 9:00 a.m. to 
10:15 a.m.. 
Our Mass schedule has been looked at once before in the 
early part of the 21st century because of my health issues. I 
improved and so we kept the 4 Masses even though we did 
not have help on the weekends. FOR THE MOST PART 
THE SCHEDULE WAS KEPT FOR CONVENIENCE. 
We are at a new crossroads - participation numbers. Less 
people are coming to Mass. Many families leave after the 
celebration of Confirmation of their last child. Some no 
longer come because of the Priest Scandal. Some have just 
got out of the habit. Some don't see the value of weekend 
worship. There are less families and less religious education 
students. Christmas 2008 and New year's 2009 the 2 
Masses on the day of the feast were small. I decided that 
next year we didn't need two Masses and felt that an 11:00 
am Mass would serve the needs of the people. I thought it 
might be best to revisit the weekly mass schedule as well. 
SO MUCH FOR THE HISTORY - Still no insight into the 
"mystery." 
I have been consulting with the Staff - Pastoral Council and 
the Religious Ed. Advisory Board about returning to 3 
Masses on the weekend. There are some costs involved - 
difficulty in procuring Liturgical Ministries and the inability to 
procure weekend assistance which however would increase 
the costs that are part of these deliberations. We are 
therefore proposing 3 Masses on the Weekend. We have 
some options that I will propose for your consideration and 
then get feedback at Weekend Masses. Feel free to email 
your thoughts as well or send them to the parish or speak to 
Staff, Religious Education Board and Pastoral Council 
members. 
THE OPTIONS: The Saturday 5:30 p.m. is a given. There is 
some desire to change it to 5:00 but that has some 

scheduling problems for other things on Saturday - 
Weddings and Sacramental Catechesis.

      Mass         Mass Education 
1. 8:00 a.m. 10:45 a.m. 9:15-10:30 a.m. 
2. 9:00 a.m. 11:45 a.m. 10:15-11:30 a.m.  
When we considered this at the Pastoral Council a few 
years ago someone said just change it Father - you are the 
boss (he is an old time Catholic as you can see - those days 
are gone). 
DIALOGUE AND DISCUSS. It is not a voting process but a 
dialogue and consensus model. We should all come to a 
mutual solution. Don't think convenience for yourself but for 
the good of the community - what works best for all. We 
would be looking to start this change at the beginning of 
July.  Somewhere along the line I will poll the Masses for a 
couple of weeks.

SHARING GOD’S GIFTS 

Stewardship Thoughts 

“Today Jesus says, “Love one another.” This 
sounds nice, but the actual practice of self-giving 
love can put us into very uncomfortable places. 
Peter is in such a place in the First Reading. He 
is an observant Jew, but the Spirit commands 

him to enter the house of a pagan and welcome Cornelius 
into the fellowship of believers. Cornelius is ready, the Spirit 
is ready, and Peter is ready. His willingness to “break” the 
law was in reality the power of the resurrection breaking 
down the barriers to love. The Spirit often sends us beyond 
our comfort zone to marginal people, to people from 
different ethnic groups, a different political persuasion, or to 
estranged family members. Peter’s uncomfortable risk 
taking opened the Church to pagans - our ancestors. 
Thanks be to God he said yes! Today, read the whole of 
Acts 10:1-48. Then ponder its implications.” 
Breaking into time to make things happen is a stewardship 
that is needed. To share we sometimes must insert a 
pause, a question, a different way of seeing things for 
stewardship to happen. We need to take time to stop, 
evaluate and propose an alternative especially if we are off 
track or out in space. Sometimes even the laws of nature 
need to be challenged if they are taken for granted and no 
longer apply. Consider the case of Galileo, who was not 
exonerated until the 20th century. Silence in stewardship 
may prolong the misuse or abuse of the challenge that we 
have of sharing God’s blessings. Can we continue to stand 
for absurdity or the evident contradiction of things? How can 
we say that we are stewards of life and fight for the rights of 
the unborn and yet be for the death penalty? In time we 
need to speak up. At this moment, in this space we need to 
challenge that which is taken for granted.
