THE YEAR OF ST. PAUL  

“Moved by His Presence” by Holly Peterson 

��
“If we live in the Spirit, let us also follow the Spirit.” (Gal 
5:25) 
��

Paul writes to the Church that 
they can live without being subject 
to the law of Moses if they follow 
the Spirit. The Church in the first 
century, as described in the Acts 
of the Apostles, did just that. Saint 
Luke describes the Church 
community, after being in fear and 
hiding following the resurrection, 

as men and women changed by the occurrence of the 
Pentecost. “They devoted themselves to meeting together in 
the temple area and to breaking bread in their homes. They 
ate their meals with exultation and sincerity of heart, 
praising God and enjoying favor with all the people” (Acts 2: 
46-47). They, as Saint Paul describes, followed the Spirit; 
they lived by the Spirit. It is not that their circumstances 
were changed by Pentecost (remember that nearly all of the 
apostles suffered a martyr’s death!), but something changed 
in their way of living their circumstances. There was a 
boldness and a certainty present in them that was not 
present before Pentecost. What happened? Generated by 
the Spirit, they began to live according to the Spirit. The 
Spirit comes today in the very same way, not in tongues of 
fire, but through the face of a friend or the voice of a student 
or colleague. Christ moves us today within reality, just as he 
did the apostles, and moved by his presence one begins to 
live in his presence; to live in the Spirit. The question is, am 
I open and simple enough to recognize his Spirit in the way 
he comes? Or, to put it simply, am I willing to take seriously 
the encounters that come to me every day, certain that they 
are him? The promise is that those who continually follow 
and sincerely commit to Jesus will feel the strength of his 
proposal in all its intensity. 
��
Jesus, give us a simplicity that allows us to see you move 
throughout our day, full of certainty that you are there 
waiting to meet us.
