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THE YEAR OF ST. PAUL
2 Corinthians 8:7-9, 13-15

As usual, the second reading
has no direct connection with
the other readings but simply
appears in course. Chapter 8
of 2 Corinthians is concerned
entirely with Paul's collection
for the Jerusalem church. He
had undertaken to raise this
money several years
previously at the apostolic
conference (Galatians 2) and
had faithfully carried out his side of the agreement.
Accordingly, he had proposed to the Corinthian converts
that they take part in the collection and suggested how it
could be organized (1 Corinthians 16:1-4).

Meanwhile, however, the great crisis in the relations
between Paul and the Corinthians had supervened, the
result of the appearance of the false prophets in Corinth. In
the ensuing fray (involving a sudden and disastrous visit to
Corinth by Paul), the severe letter, identified by many with 2
Corinthians 10-13, a visit by Titus, the Corinthian volte-face,
and the writing of the letter of thanksgiving (2_Corinthians
1:1-2:13; 7:5-16), the collection had been forgotten.

Now that the crisis is over, Paul can return to the subject (2
Corinthians 8; 9, thought by some to be two separate
communications on the subject). In the course of this
correspondence, Paul musters every argument he can think
of to encourage the Corinthians to proceed with their fund-
raising drive.

The strongest motivation for Christian giving is specified in
verse 9—qratitude for the riches Christ has brought through
his self-emptying in the incarnation (for the doctrine, see
Philippians 2:6-11).

Story: Saving the world at Dunkin’ Donuts

A true story, recounted in the weekly "Metropolitan Diary"
column of The New York Times [March 2, 2009]:

In Dunkin' Donuts this morning

an old lady wearing a tattered watch cap
started speaking to no one in particular.

"l can't sleep at night.

| have pains in my chest all the time.

My leg hurts and my children do not love me."
People waiting in line hid in their cell phones,
looked away or stared straight ahead.

"l don't know what to do.

| don't know where to turn.

My husband died two years ago on the 27th."
Everyone pretended she wasn't there.

The girls behind the counter took the next customers.
The line inched forward.

At a side table,

a beautiful young woman with matching purple scarf and hat
looked at the old woman and said, simply,
"Honey, please sit down with me

and tell me your story."

It's possible, you see,

for one person to save the world.

Life can be so much easier and peaceful when we have
nothing to do with others - Don't get involved, walk away,
mind your own business, are much safer approaches to life.
But in today's Gospel, Jesus is not afraid to wade into the
messiness of life in order to transform, heal and restore. In
the two miracles we hear today, Jesus ignores custom and
taboo in a way that modern readers may miss: In taking the
dead girl by the hand, in allowing the sick woman to touch
him, Jesus became ceremoniously unclean and not
permitted to enter the synagogue or temple. But to respond

compassionately to the plight of these families becomes
more important, more sacred, than the "safety" of
convention and tradition. May we imitate that same
compassion of the healing Christ, risking our own sense of
safety and satisfaction in order to bring that love into the

lives of others

BAPTISM PREPARATION PROGRAM
Friday, September 11, 7:15 p.m., Church Center

Infant baptism preparation is an
outreach of support to new parents
by the St. John's Baptism Team on
behalf of our community. Following
an initial pastoral visit at the parish
office  with either the Pastoral
Assistant for Evangelization and
Social Ministry or the Coordinator of
the Baptism Preparation Team to start the process, parents
attend one preparation session, which is offered quarterly.
Baptism Host Couples from St. John's Baptism Team
facilitate the program and assist on the day of Baptism as
well. All St. John's Baptisms are celebrated at a regular
weekend Mass, except in special circumstances. The
Community is present to welcome the child into the church
and to pledge their support to the new parents as they raise
their child in the faith we share. Parents are expected to be
registered active members of The Community of St. John
Neumann. At least one Godparent needs to be a practicing
Catholic. The next scheduled Baptism Prep Program is
Friday — September 11 at 7:15 p.m.
