We are so appreciative of all the baby items, diapers,
gift cards and generous check. We immediately went to buy
some porch furniture for the adult house. You have brought
a lot of happiness to our women and our babies and we are
very grateful. You are very generous and we feel supported
by your efforts as we try to break the cycle of abuse and to
provide a safe place, a safe presence and a safe path.

To date we have twenty three babies ranging from two
weeks to three years old. We have sixteen moms - eight
are teens and eight are women in recovery. We are fast
approaching our first year anniversary in our hew houses.
Thank you for being part of our mission.

FAMILY AFTERWARD PROGRAM

Nicholas, Chafon, Kelsey, Darryla, Peter, Jessica, Dwayne,
Quinn, Katelyn, Paige, Jordan, Charles, Yasin, Michael,
Faith and one-hundred and forty other children have been
returned to their mother's arms as a result of the work of
Family Afterward. Family Afterward provides residential
services for women recovering from alcoholism and drug
addiction. The program enables women to achieve
economic self-sufficiency while learning to become a
responsible parent and ultimately be reunited with their
children.

Times are tough and the economic downturn has had a
potentially devastating effect on this critically essential
program. Family Afterward relies on donations for a large
part of its operating budget and this year donations have
fallen by 60%. If this trend continues, Family Afterward may
not survive.

Family Afterward not only saves lives but families as well. If
you can help with a contribution, we will be collecting the
weekend of July 25 and 26 to assist this program.
Envelopes will be available at the social ministry station in
the Narthex or you can drop off your contribution at the
office. Please make checks payable to St. John’s Social
Ministry to insure tax credit at the end of the year.

“THE WORD OF GOD in the life and

Seventeenth Sunday in Ordinary Time

Focus: Jesus Christ as our Bread of Life
“As baptized Christians, we are called to feed
the hungry”

Scripture : "There is a boy here who has five barley loaves
and two fish; but what good are these for so
many?"

John 6: 1-15 (16-21)

Reflection: How have you participated in God's
superabundance over the years? What are
some mighty deeds that God has done on your
behalf? What are the things that feed your

hungers?
Song: “Bread for the World” #344
Story: Lunar Communion

Thirty years ago this week, the eyes of the world were
focused on the skies. On July 20, 1969, American
astronauts Neil Armstrong and Buzz Aldrin took their historic
first steps on the surface of the moon.

Another first took place just before the two astronauts
climbed out of the lunar module Eagle and set foot on the
moon that was kept quiet at the time by NASA: Communion
was celebrated on the moon.

Two Sundays before the launch of Apollo 11, Aldrin
participated in a private Communion service at his
Presbyterian church. During the service, a small piece of
the bread and a small chalice of wine were sealed in plastic
packets. The packets were safely stowed in Aldrin's
personal preference kit. When the lunar module touched
down on the moon, Aldrin took out the communion elements
and set them out in front of the guidance-system computer.
He then radioed to Houston:

"Houston, this is Eagle. This is the LM pilot speaking. |
would like to request a few moments of silence. | would like
to invite each person listening in, whomever or wherever he
may be, to contemplate for a moment the events of the last
few hours, and to give thanks in his own individual way."
Next came the moment of Communion. Aldrin writes in his
autobiography:

"I opened the little plastic packages which contained the
bread and wine. | poured the wine into the chalice our
church had given me. In the one-sixth gravity of the moon,
the wine slowly curled and gracefully came up the side of
the cup. It was interesting for me to think: the very first
liquid poured on the moon, and the very first food eaten
there, were the communion elements . . .

"Just before | partook of the elements, | read the words
which | had chosen to indicate our trust that as man probes
into space, we are in fact acting in Christ. | sensed
especially strongly my unity with our church back home, and
with the Church everywhere . . . | gave thanks for the
intelligence and spirit that had brought two young pilots to
the Sea of Tranquility.

"I read: | am the vine, you are the branches. Whoever
remains in me, and | in him, will bear much fruit; for you can
do nothing without me."

Bread blessed and broken on the surface of the moon . . .
bread blessed and broken on a Palestinian hillside centuries
ago . . . bread blessed and broken inside our own church:
bread blessed and broken uniting all humankind into a
community transcending time and space, a community of
thanksgiving to the God who gives and sustains every
molecule of life. The Gospel readings over the next few
Sundays will invite us to consider the deeper meanings of
Eucharist: Christ, the bread of life, present to us in this
sacrament that is given to us in order that we might become
sacrament for one another. Eucharist is possible only when
self defers to community, only when serving others is
exalted over being served, only when differences dissolve
and the common and shared are given priority. The
Eucharist demands more than the opening of our hands to
take and our mouths to consume; it demands that we open
our hearts and spirits as well so that we may become what
we receive. As we pray in Eucharistic Prayer 2: "May all of
us who share in the body and blood of Christ be brought
together in unity by the Holy Spirit."

The center icon in the devotional
icon room in the greenhouse
behind the altar is a composite of
Our Lady of Guadalupe (Patroness
of the Americas) in the Center. She
is surrounded by all the American
Saints. Of course there is St. John
Neumann, St. Catherine Drexel, St.
Elizabeth Ann Seton, St. Frances
Cabrini  and Blessed Kateri
Tekakwitha from the United States.
St. Rose of Lima, St. Martin de Porres and Blessed Juan
Diego (to whom Our Lady of Guadalupe appeared) from
South America. This was the new colony - mission territory
in the Roman mind even into the first part of the 20th
Century. Our first saints were European born but the second
part of the twentieth century brought our native born saints.
St. Elizabeth Ann Seton was the first and she was a convert
to Catholicism, being born and raised as an Episcopalian.
We are honored to be named after an American saint even
though he was not born in this country. The other United
States saints are honored by the naming of our rooms in the
Office and the Lofts in the Church.

Father Bill reviewed of Wild Weekend of Winning, it
was a successful weekend with a total profit of
$60,000. This meets our budget needs.

The dinner dance really brought people together; a
social success.

Fr. Bill introduced excerpts from Practicing Catholic
by James Carroll.

There was a discussion of the Mission Insite program
to access reports on demographic date for our area in
the diocese. It will be useful for Evangelization
committee to serve the community better.

The new Mass times will be 8:00 a.m. and 10:30 a.m.
Saturday Mass of 5:30 p.m. will continue as usual.
The new schedule will begin on weekend of July 4
and 5.

During the coming school year the Religious
Education Board will review alternate times and
manner of presenting catechistical sharing with the
people involved. Here are some alternatives to
religious education:

2 Sundays per month (as it is now)

1 Saturday per month

WHAT DOES THE COLLECTION AND MASS
ATTENDANCE SHOW?

You will note in the weekly and monthly, average weekly, for
June that there are red lights all over the place. Even when
you compare them with last year. The decline in numbers at
Mass are more a concern than the possible signs of the
present financial situation. Or do people not go to church
when there are financial difficulties. In the past that was the
opposite. This to may have changed.

You will note that when you compare the number of
contributors this year "105" to last years "122" there is a
significant drop. If it were not for the "$2,000.00" donations
this week the collection would have amounted to only
$3,338.50" Not reported is the comparison of numbers from
the weekly averages for June '08 and '09

weekly average $6083 $4950
weekly donors 89 77
others 122 85
Direct Deposit (21) $910 (17) 789.50

At this rate we will have to look closely at the budget. We
will have to close the Office down one day a week and
subtract from the employees pay or eliminate a salary since
this is one of our largest outlays between salary and taxes.
Please watch with me and keep alert.

This is the beginning of summer and the first great sunny
day in June so maybe people took off.

If this is the case maybe it is time to remind people that
don't go to church and hence don't contribute when they
don't to remember the bills and salaries of the parish do not
stop. The diocese has cut any increase in salary from the
diocesan staff and local parish priest. Maybe we will have to
follow suit.

I am truly concerned from the drop in Mass participation
even before we dropped the 12:15 Mass. Please email or
speak about your observations on the phenomenon.

GENESIS (continued)

Not every little boy or girl that goes to Catholic school wants
to be a priest or nun but | am sure the percentage is high.
Of course we wanted to be firemen, models, pilots or
married. | even wanted to be a flamenco dancer. We also
wanted to be rich and have a great family. These desires
are not always fulfiled. I remember wanting to be a
Protestant priest (or minister - | don't think | knew the
difference). | wanted to do this so that | could be married
and still be a priest. | don’t know how early that observation
was made but | had a tendency of wanting to do things
differently. | may one day be ahead of my time.

Of course | was an altar boy. If my mother could not be
behind the altar railing as a woman, she sure was going to
have her son there. | remember the first Benediction (there
was probably a part of the Miraculous Medal Novena) that |
was to be an altar boy observer. They gave me the job of
lighting the top six high candles. They would not light. |
learned afterwards that they were not real candles on the
outside. There were candles inside the fake candle that
were pushed up by a spring. There was no more candle left
and so they would never have lighted. | was embarrassed
and mortified. The pastor, Father Corrigan, came to my
rescue. After Benediction he took us to the Drug Store and
bought us ice cream sodas. That simple gesture of helping
someone and treating them with kindness was probably my
first conscious decision to become a priest. Was that the
first sign of codependence?

When | was in seventh grade, Sister Josephine told us that
Baptism, Confirmation and Holy Orders imprints an indelible
sign on our souls, called a character. At the Last Judgment,
as we stood before all those who ever lived, we would be
known by those signs. She said that everyone would know a
priest. | may have had doubts about priesthood after that
but they were quickly dissuaded. When | was in the eighth
grade a Graymoor Friar came to talk to the class. | wanted
to go away to the seminary after 8" grade. My mother in her
wisdom said that | should wait and if | still wanted to do so
after high school then | could go. | am sure that she felt that
her prayers were answered but she had the discretion to
know that | needed more than an eighth grade perspective
on life.

Those years were filled with Mass, prayers, processions
and the constant reinforcement by the nuns of what | was
taught at home. | remember that for my First Holy
Communion | got a statue of St. Joseph and a plaster
plague of the Last Supper. | now that | had May altars to
Mary in my room, that they became an ordinary part of the
room. | changed the altar every month. | remember in Holy
Week changing it every day as they did in church. The
practice was a part of my cultural upbringing and became a
part of my life. | remember that if | was too sick to go to
church | would be too sick to go out to play the rest of the
day. | remember going through the Mass in the Missal while
my family was at church.

Of course | eventually began to say Mass in my room. |
would press down the Tip Top or Wonder bread until it was
flat, take out the cookie cutter and make a large round host.
It was even better when Neccos were available, at least the
white ones, for communion. My sister had a wide ballerina
skirt that | used as a vestment even though it was not the

correct liturgical color. | carried the frying pan around
pretending it was a Monstrance. Many years later my
nephew did the same thing. However my mother made him
vestments, got a gold cup and all the linens that were
needed. He did not become a priest, he is a policeman. To
change an old quote around, “You mother may propose but
God disposes.”

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WHEN TURNING ON THE ELECTRICITY

1. During the summer (and maybe indeed hereafter) when turning on electricity don’t put
everything on at once. So when cleaning or in need of light don't press FULL on the panel.
(Use the panel inside the sound room to turn lights on. You will need a Master Key for that.
Use the panel outside of the sacristy only for turning off the lights.)

2. Turn the air conditioning thermostat on at 10 minute intervals. There are 3 thermostats so it

should take 20 minutes before they are all on. Don’t put on what you don’t need. So don’t put

on the Narthex unless you are there or use only one side of the worship space at a time.(You

press the button on the left with the 2 red dots alongside of it. This is temporary occupied. If
you need it cooler or warmer press the arrows by the temp., up or down.)

***(When leaving remember to press “run program” above the red dotted button and turn all
lights off. When leaving the building, there is a timer light on the right of the front doors if you
need light in the PARKING LOT.)

3. Use only the lights needed. So if you are having music practice, only put on those lights
under the Loft (3), not the whole church. The panel in the sound room gives you the selection
that you need. So when opening the church use the Master Key so you can get into the sound
room closet.

4. Don'’t leave lights burning. Shut off what is not needed. Even in the Office Center keep the
hall lights off if you can see, as during the day, especially =~ when the office doors are open.

5. Be aware that the Bridge Lights in the Church Center (under the walkway that connects the
Cabrini and Kateri lofts) are enough to enable you to walk across the worship space. The
switches are located on the outside left before you enter the worship space. There are two
switches on the light plate. (Don’t use the single switch above, that is for outside lights).

There is a similar set on the left of the EXIT door outside of the kitchen double doors. You can
turn the lights on and off from these switches. The other switch is for the lights on the WALK
WAY. If you use those please turn them off when you reach the Office Building. The switch is
on the inside left of the office doors.

6. The dimmers for the Narthex need to be pushed down until they click, otherwise they are
still on.

Please use the electricity wisely so that we can maximize our use for what we pay. Whenever
we left lights on at home when | was growing up, my father would say, “Are we feeding the
Applegate’s?” Joe Applegate worked for JCP&L. Let’'s not cool or light up the whole Lower
Valley. Thank you for your cooperation.
