SACRED TIME 

Given the pace of our lives, many things fall through the 
cracks. In an effort to keep up we disconnect from our 
families, our Church and our community. It is often a slow 
and gradual process happening without our realizing it. 
Families gather around the table less frequently. Parents 
stop having meaningful conversations and experiences with 
their children and each other. Many people say they don’t 
even take the time to check their email more than a few 
times per week, and they are thinking about buying a PDA 
(Personal Digital Assistant) so they can read their 
messages while driving to their next project, meeting, etc. 
Like pages, automatically, added in a word processor, the 
list of things “to do” for everyone just keeps getting longer 
and longer without the recognition of our physical and 
mental limitations.  
The process goes on until something gives. We make 
ourselves ill. Family members become distanced and non-
communicative; relationships with those around us fall 
apart. The pace takes its toll on everyone and we suffer 
from it mentally, physically and spiritually.  
One solution is to retreat, regroup, prioritize and block out 
“sacred time” for family, friends and most importantly God. 
These blocks of time are sacred not in terms of the divine 
but in terms of the way we prioritize our life.  
If families meet certain nights of the week to sit down and 
have a meal, that time is sacred and not to be intruded upon 
by the happenings in the world with any family member. 
Every exception to it needs to be challenged and if 
necessary that time replaced in the next forty-eight hours. 
Important too are older family members, who have little to 
look forward to, except your visit. 
By prioritizing and blocking out “sacred time” we can be 
reasonably sure of improved relationships with everyone 
including God. He waits patiently for us each day, especially 
Sunday!

Story:  In this eternal life 

A college’s star baseball player went up to Jesus and 
asked: 
“What must I do to inherit eternal life?” 
Jesus replied, “Go to the local playground and help set up 
an after-school program for kids at risk.” 
The baseball star’s face fell, and he went away sad, 
because his focus was on the making it to the majors. 
 
The owner of a small business asked Jesus: 
“What must I do to inherit eternal life?” 
Jesus said, “Go and create job opportunities for those who 
have lost their jobs and whose families are struggling.” 
The business owner’s face fell, and he went away sad, 
because he was barely keeping his own company going. 
 
A woman who had just buried her sister who had died of 
cancer asked Jesus: 
“What must I do to inherit eternal life?” 
With great compassion for her, Jesus said, “Go, put aside 
your grief for your dear sister, and give your time to help 
raise money for cancer research.” 
The woman’s face fell, and she went away sad, because the 
loss of her sister was still too painful. 
 
We know how the rich young man feels in today’s Gospel.  
Yes, Jesus asks everything of us as the cost of being his 
disciple — but Jesus asks only what we have, not what we 
don’t have.  Each one of us possesses talents and 
resources, skills and assets that we have been given by 
God for the work of making the kingdom of God a reality in 
the here and now.  We are often unable to choose the 
things of God over the things we own — things that have 
come to us only as a result of God’s providence.  Authentic 
discipleship demands more than token contributions and the

DID YOU KNOW? 

Introduced just over 25 years ago, the ugly truth about our 
plastic bag addiction is that society's consumption rate is 
now estimated at well over 500,000,000,000 (that's 500 
billion) plastic bags annually, or almost 1 million per minute. 
Single-use bags made of high-density polyethylene (HDPE) 
are the main culprit. Once brought into existence to tote 
your purchases, they'll accumulate and persist on our planet 
for up to 1,000 years. 
According to The Wall Street Journal, the U.S. goes through 
100 billion plastic shopping bags annually. An estimated 12 
million barrels of oil is required to make that many plastic 
bags. 

·  Four out of five grocery bags in the US are now 
plastic. 

·  Plastic bags cause over 100,000 sea turtle and 
other marine animal deaths every year when 
animals mistake them for food. 

·  According to the WSJ, Target, the second-largest 
retailer in the U.S., purchases 1.8 billion bags a 
year. 

·  The average family accumulates 60 plastic bags in 
only four trips to the grocery store. 

·  Each high quality reusable bag you use has the 
potential to  

·  eliminate an average of 1,000 plastic bags over its 
lifetime. The bag will pay for itself if your grocery 
store offers a $.05 or $.10 credit per bag for 
bringing your own bags.

Although deeply grateful for the food brought into the food 
pantry, the Stewardship Committee noticed how many 
plastic bags were being used for the food donations.  
Spurred by this example, the Stewardship Committee 
wondered how we could promote stewardship of our world 
not only within St. John's, but also to the broader  
community.  For this reason we will be selling tote bags 
made in the USA by a small company in New Hampshire 
(Enviro -Tote) that is a member of the Fair Labor 
Association.  These bags are made of organically grown 
cotton and can last 15 to 20 years.  Although more 
expensive than the plastic reusable bags from the local 
grocery store, those plastic bags often do not last as long.    
Please look for the cloth tote bags in the narthex next to the 
coffee and chocolate.  Purchase one or more for yourself or 
as a gift for a friend. The totes cost $6.00. HELP MAKE A
