We live every day in the shadow of eternity.  In everyone's 
life, the "fig tree" grows and flowers, reaps its precious 
harvest, and then withers.  But the cycle of the fig tree 
should not frighten us or terrify us into submission before 
the horrible wrath of God.

ICON OF THE WEEK 

St John Vianney (Jean-Baptiste 
Vianney, Cure of Ars). You 
won’t find this icon in church 
yet. We received one from the 
Bishop on the occasion of the 
beginning of the Year of The 
Priest at the prayer service at 
the Cathedral but I gave it to 
Father Šimo, knowing that I 
could get another one. Look for 
it to come. 
The Cure d’Ars 1786-1859, was 
a French priest, confessor, 

patron saint of parish priests. He was born and grew up 
during the Napoleonic era and because of religious 
persecution at the time, he had to make his First 
Communion secretly. He was drafted into Napoleon’s army 
but, because of ill health, he found himself absent without 
leave and branded a deserter. In 1815, he was ordained 
even though he had been dismissed from the seminary for 
failing his examinations and for his inability to learn Latin. 
After serving as an associate for three years in the parish of 
Ars, he became pastor (Fr. cure) in 1818. He soon became 
famous as a spiritual counselor and confessor. It is said that 
he spent up to eighteen hours a day hearing confessions. 
He was canonized in 1925. His feast day is August 4. This 
year marks the 150th year of his death and the Holy Father, 
Pope Benedict named this year, the Year of The Priest in 
his honor. I had the privilege of visiting Ars and the Cure’s 
church where his body is venerated when I was with Father 
Šimo in France in 2003.

SHARING GOD’S GIFTS 

Stewardship Thoughts 

“If there were a tornado coming or a great 
sale, we’d let others know. So, why would 
we keep silent about the greatest news the 
world has ever received? Today’s Gospel 
tells us to expect the coming of the Son of 
Man. For Christians, this expectation is a 

source of hope, not dread, and certainly not indifference. 
The Second Vatican Council emphasized the missionary 
nature of the Church. Many of us are uncomfortable with 
this call to evangelize. We don’t want to impose, be 
intolerant, or act superior.  
Therese of Lisieux spent her brief life in a Carmelite 
monastery, yet she is the patron saint of missionaries. 
Maybe we need to rethink our ideas about evangelization. 
Spreading the Holy Fire, an evangelization plan for the 
Archdiocese of Chicago, suggests that evangelization must 
begin with our own ongoing conversion and offers practical 
suggestions for everyday evangelization. Learn more at 
http:/www.goingforth.org or call 312-751-5353.” 
 
Evangelization is a “church” word. We are afraid it means 
“To impose, be intolerant, or act superior.” Maybe we think 
of it as proselytizing (hard sell for a person to convert). 
Though this is and has been a part of some church 
traditions that is not what evangelization is all about. 
Evangelization is the proclamation of the gospel (good 
news). Jesus understood this to be at the center of his own 
ministry; “I must proclaim the good news of the kingdom of 
God to the other cities also; for I was sent for this purpose.” 
(Luke 4:43) And so the author of the above starts with that 
idea. We cannot keep from proclaiming the good news. 
Whether you are Yankee fan and want to proclaim the good 
news of their winning the World Series or that you have won 
millions in the lottery it needs to be shouted from the 
heights. 
If you are a steward of the good news you have to proclaim, 
share it. You are not to keep it to yourself. We therefore, at 
St. John’s have changed this ministry to a new, hopefully 
non-offensive word, “Connxions.” We are invited to reach 
out, to new members, people who have dropped out, those 
confused or shy. It is not about making converts but 
inclusion into the community of St. John’s. This requires 
time. Do you have the time? Do you see yourself as a 
steward of using your time in reaching out? We can’t do it 
unless people are willing to share their time in a stewardship 
way of life. Don’t be silent about connecting!
