FIRST SUNDAY OF LENT - YEAR B

Today we are reminded of God's desire to be in a
relationship with us. As Creator, God fashioned the world
for us to live in (CCC #279-301). As covenant-maker, God
entered into a special relationship with humanity (CCC
#302-314). And when we frustrated God’s desire for a
relationship, God entered in to punish sinful humanity. But
the punishment also resulted in a renewal of a covenant
with Noah and his family. God’s desire for the right kind of
relationship with us demonstrates God's faithfulness and
loving care (CCC #410-12, 422-29, 1647).

After the ark, the seedpod of creation that
floated in the killing waters, comes the arch, the
rainbow that bridges God’s plan and human
hopes. After the baptismal plunge into Jesus’ death comes
new life in Christ's resurrection. Jesus says, “Now is the
time for hope’s fulfilment—repent and believe.” Springtime
Lent opens us to newness and possibility. The Holy Trinity
patiently tends our hopes, nourishing us on the Eucharist.

THE YEAR OF ST. PAUL

Knowing the Truth Is Not Enough
by Father Vincent Nagle, F.S.C.B.

“Christ ransomed us from the curse of the law by becoming
a curse for us. [...] Before faith came, we were held in
custody under the law, confined for the faith that was to be
revealed. But now that faith has come, we are no longer
under a disciplinarian. For through faith you are all children
of God in Christ Jesus. For all of you who were baptized into
Christ have clothed yourselves with Christ.” (Gal 3: 13, 24,
25-27)

As we sat in the darkening room at evening, a person very
close to me declared, a little out of the blue, “It has to be
said that it is only the Catholic Church that teaches the truth
about the human person.” Astonished, | asked, “But then,
why don’t you come into the Church?” “Oh,” she answered,
“the truth and | parted company a long time ago. I'm just not
up to it. I have to live according to my limits, and so we go
our separate ways.” | was silent. her experience had been
that encountering the truth judges her in her weakness.
Knowledge of the truth set her free. It had made her feel
condemned. She fled.

A couple of years later the founder of my missionary society
came for a visit. They met for a couple of short
conversations, not very extensive for they had no language
in common. A few weeks after that, on a bright morning, she
said to me, “Take me to meet the local priest.” We went a
couple of hours later, after having her confession heard and
receiving the sacrament, she came out a Catholic. “Why
now,” | asked, “after all these years?” “Well,” she said
slowly, “when your founder was here, | saw how much the
Church loves you.” She wanted to be a part of that, to
belong like that.

The shocking discovery that the truth exists can leave us
examining our lives in a new way, and can leave us sadly
on the outside looking in, wretched. But, as Saint Paul
powerfully reminds us, the truth, known in the law, is not
content in his glory, but has become a curse to share that
glory with us. The real discovery is not that the truth exists,
but that he loves us and invites us in, even as we are, to be
clothed in himself.

Mighty Father, my sinfulness makes me flee from your
holiness. Let me give up measuring myself, and accept
instead with gratitude the invitation of your Son, to share
friendship with him for ever.

Focus: Jesus’ Saving Presence
“Jesus invites us to celebrate the arrival of
God’s kingdom.”

Scripture : The Spirit drove Jesus out into the desert, and
he remained in the desert for forty days,
tempted by Satan.

Mark 1: 12-15

Reflection: God cared for both Noah and Jesus. How
does God care for us?

Song: “In These Days of Lenten Journey” #132
Story: Beckoned by the desert

A traveler describes the sense of the sacred he experienced
in the deserts of the American Southwest:

“The desert offers the comfort of permanence, the promise
of continuity in a world of change . . . [but it] is a vast and
lonely landscape, with great distances separating the few
locations that provide any protection and comfort.
Intensified by stretches of unbroken vistas of land and sky,
perspective is distorted. Roads are few, and those are no
more than dirt trails, rutted and strewn with rocks,
impassably muddy after a rain or packed as concrete by the
bleaching sun. Even the best prepared may meet the
unexpected, the freak storm, the slip or fall off a trail, the
sudden strike of the surprised rattlesnake. In the final
analysis, only the fool thinks he can rely on his strength and
skill alone. In short, the desert escapes my control.

“For this reason my mind is drawn quietly, patiently,
naturally toward someone outside myself on whom | can
lean. In the desert | think not so much of causes as of the
Cause, whatever or whoever holds all of this firm but fragile
being in existence . . . The desert escorts me out of myself,
drawing me away from self-occupation, self absorption . . .
the desert is not conducive, immediately and directly, to
producing ‘inner peace’ as are some other landscapes.
Rather than turning inward, the experience of the desert is
more about recognizing God’'s glory in the created world
than about finding the divine spark within. The desert
experience calls forth gratitude, thanksgiving and trust, not
brooding introspection.

“We may, like Jesus, meet and be tempted by the enemy in
the desert. We may, like the Baptist, be forced to dine on
grasshoppers and wild honey, or, like Paul, discover our
life’s mission in a desert encounter with God’s grace. One
thing is certain, however: If we come to the desert, we will
change.”

This Lent, walk with God in
the desert of your heart; listen to God speaking to you away

from the clamor of your busy days; realize his presence in
your midst and discover new hope, new perspectives and
new possibilities for Easter transformation.

FEAST OF ST. KATHARINE DREXEL
March 3

Just a heads up to let you know for whom our Drexel Room
is named.

Katharine Drexel was the daughter of Philadelphia banker
and philanthropist Francis Anthony Drexel and Hannah
Jane Langstroth, his first wife. Langstroth died when
Katharine was only five weeks old, and her father remarried
to Emma Bouvier Drexel (Tarry 1958).

As a young woman, Katharine visited the Western United
States with her family. On this trip, she witnessed destitution
and poverty among the Native Americans. This experience
inspired her to help alleviate their condition, and in 1887 she
established her first school, the St. Catherine Indian School
in Santa Fe, New Mexico. During a visit to Pope Leo XllII in
Rome to request missionaries to staff the schools she was
funding, the Pope suggested Katharine become a
missionary herself. On 12 February 1891, in an
arrangement with Archbishop James O'Connor, Katharine
founded the Sisters of the Blessed Sacrament for Indians
and Colored People.

From the age of 33 until her death in 1955, she dedicated
her life and personal fortune of US $20 million to this work.
Other schools quickly followed—for Native Americans west
of the Mississippi River, and for the African Americans in the
southern part of the United States. In 1915 she also
founded Xavier Preparatory School and in 1925 Xavier
University in New Orleans. St. Katharine also founded
many chapels, convents, and monasteries. Blessed
Sacrament Monastery in Tucson, Arizona is an example of
the tasteful architecture that she advocated for religious
institutions.

In 1935, Katharine suffered a severe heart attack, and for
the next twenty years she lived in retirement. She died on
March 3, 1955, at the age of 96 at St. Elizabeth Convent in
Bensalem Township, Pennsylvania. At her death there were
more than 500 Sisters teaching in 63 schools throughout the
country.

SHARING GOD’S GIFTS
Stewardship Thoughts

“Noah’s ark is a powerful image of salvation
and purification from fear, anger, and
hatred. In the Genesis story, God’s blazing
wrath unleashes the primeval waters, and
two of every animal take refuge in the ark.
Imagine the eating and sleeping
arrangements among rabbits, hawks, lions,
lambs, cockroaches, skunks, and humans! Their message:
‘If we're to survive at all, we need to live peaceably.” At
journey’s end, God hangs his warrior's bow in the clouds,
vowing never to use it again.

In 1964 Jean Vanier and a friend invited two men with
disabilities to live with them in a house they called L’Arche.
“The Ark.” The community life in this first of many L’Arche
homes witnessed to the truth that the peaceful kingdom is
possible. The reign of God is at hand. To learn more about
the inspiring message of the L’Arche communities go to
www.larcheusa.org or call 503-282-6231.”

When people tell stories of survival | always wonder how
they ate and eliminated. We never hear these ordinary
bodily functions addressed.

How did the animals and the humans eat on the Ark? Did all
become vegetarians? Did they bring extra animals for
food? How did you keep natural predators from eating each
other? Of course this is the image of the peaceful kingdom
in Isaiah which becomes a Christmas card theme and is a
utopian ideal. Like the image of heaven you get far afield
from the reality by dealing with the practical. It is not a simile
it is a metaphor where all things do not have meaning.
Stewardship is also an ideal image that does not always find
fulfillment on earth. It is something we work towards. Think
of the parish as an ark. We are not confined on a boat or in
a building but there have been times when people are
thrown together to live like Anne Frank’s family and friends
in THE DIARY OF ANNE FRANK. You probably have been
thrown together at different times but not for as long as forty
days. We manage together. We share chores and food. We
don’t expect ideal situations and we get into each other’s
ways. It is not that all things go well but that we find
peaceful ways to deal with our difficulties and annoyances.
Lent is a good time to see how families, groups and
individuals can share blessings and difficulties by the grace
of stewardship. How do we deal with those with whom we
live? Who have taken the last piece of bread or milk for your
coffee. How do you share and have consideration for
others. Do you drink the whole beer or share it with others?
There is a commercial (I believe for peanut butter.) They
argue about who is to get the biggest slice. The mother, like
Solomon, has one cut the bread and the other have the first
choice. What are your solutions for stewardship, for sharing
what blessings we have? Can you take a lesson from the
L’Arche” homes?
