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Anyone living within the parish boundaries who would like to become a member of
our Catholic Community or who is interested in learning more about the Catholic
faith should call or email the church office. We will meet with you at your conven-
ience where you will learn about our parish and the opportunities we offer. Those
joining the parish are encouraged to celebrate their welcome and registration at a
weekend Mass.

Please notify the parish office of any chance in phone number, address, email ad-
dress or when leaving the parish.

Parish registration is required for religious education, celebration of sacraments
and certification as a sponsor.

Regular Sunday worship indicates a practicing Catholic, not just parish registration.
An assurance of family practice and raising children in the faith they seek is neces-
sary for the sacraments of initiation and certification of sponsorship.

Baptism : Baptism is celebrated at any weekend Mass. The preparation process
begins during pregnancy and includes an initial pastoral visit with the Pastoral As-
sistant for Evangelization and attendance at one Baptism Preparation Session,
which is offered quarterly. Please call the parish office to register. Parish mem-
bership and active worship is required for two months prior to preparation. No bap-
tisms are celebrated during Lent.

First Eucharist : First Eucharist is celebrated in May, following two years of prepa-
ration. Family participation and regular worship are an integral component.
Confirmation : Confirmation is celebrated in the fall, following three years of
preparation. Active participation and weekly worship are an integral component.
Adult_Confirmation The formation process is held in the parish, followed by a
parish celebration of Adult Confirmation.

Initiation of Adults and Older Children __: This is an extended gradual formation
process for unbaptized or uncatechized adults, or baptized Christians who wish to
enter the Catholic Church or for unbaptized or uncatechized school-aged children.
Interested persons may begin the process at any time, please contact the parish
office for more information.

First Reconciliation : First Reconciliation is celebrated in Advent of the second
grade. Parent participation and regular worship is required.

Matrimony : Couples wishing to be married at St. John’s are required to make
arrangements one year in advance. Four sessions with the Pastor and Pre-Cana
or Engaged Encounter take place during this year. Parish registration and active
worship are required.

Anointing of the Sick : Anyone who is seriously ill or unable to come to church for
a length of time should contact the parish office so someone may visit and bring
the sacraments.

Rights and entitlement by the Constitution are not the pejorative
use of this word. | therefore continue where | left off. | mentioned an article | dis-
covered on line from “The Journal of Wealth Management,” not a periodical that |
would be reading. In an article by Dennis T. Jaffe and Fredda Herz Brown, titled
“FROM ENTITLEMENT TO STEWARDSHIP: How a Prosperous Family Can Pre-
pare the Next Generation, they write: “We have spoken at several wealth manage-
ment forums in past years, and the major concern we hear from older family mem-
bers can best be paraphrased ‘how can we raise our kids so that they don't de-
velop an entitled attitude, but have a positive desire to work, contribute, and care
for others?’ Each generation wants the next one to develop a healthy relationship
to money, where it can be appreciated but not depended upon for self-worth. . . In
most cases, the parents have created the wealth, but their children are growing up
in a world where the wealth is a given, which poses unique and significant dangers
for personal development.”

“An entitled attitude” is the key phrase and the alternate of stewardship is the direc-
tion to which | am heading. For me this is an interesting segue way to ownership
and collaboration which | am proposing in this article applied to the Church. This
pejorative idea of entitlement you can readily see comes from someone else work-
ing and others enjoying the benefits of that work without putting in the sweat and
the tears. Does it mean that we all have to do without in order to appreciate what
we have? Do we have to go through a Depression in order to be good stewards?
Going through the Depression does not always have positive effects. My father’s
family had just built a house before the Great Depression which started on October
29, 1929 and lasted almost to the end of WWII. There were 5 men of workable age
in my father’s family of nine children and parents and not one had a job. They lost
their house. My parents rented until my father died because my father was afraid
that this would happen again. He never felt entitled. He had to work for all that he
had, was afraid of losing it and got along with little. He said “Why do you need
more than one shirt? You can only wear one at a time.” Some of my life was a re-
action to this but we had hard times in the late 40's and early 50’s. | not only appre-
ciated what we had but | wouldn’t throw anything away. “You never know when you
will need it.” However, what you had should be shared. Thus you never ate in front
of someone if you didn’t have enough to share - thus my reason for the crackers at
Mass.

How does entitlement find its way into church life? Another way of expressing this
is that “I deserve something.” Those who have lived through the beginning years of
the parish know of the hospitality of the Califon Methodist and the Lower Valley
Presbyterian churches. They know about raising money, saving and planning so
that we could build a church. The church was planned, designed and built under
the principle of consensus. This was a difficult lesson to learn. Our usual way or-
ganizationally is to vote. The highest vote wins. Consensus uses a win/win theory.
Much like the Native American circle of chiefs, we talked until it was acceptable to
all. There was one instance where people got tired and ruled over 1 person. This

Last week | leaped ahead with the experience
of Advent Reconciliation). | reflected upon the
development of Penance to Reconciliation.
My quandary centers on the fact that in our
parish of 320 families we had 35 people at
our Reconciliation Service and three for indi-
vidual confessions. Of the 35 at least 12 were
not parishioners. | spent more time preparing
than we did celebrating or confessing. If we
were dealing merely with a secular measure-
ment of time versus product the experience
would be dropped. But it does give me pause
to evaluate even if it is the spiritual realm.
What could be easier than a Community Rec-
onciliation? Even when parishes have priests
come in to hear confessions they are told to
confess one sin rather than get caught up
with a dialogue with the priest. For me this is
a no-brainier in celebrating forgiveness. Ini-
tially we had a great number of people who
participated in the new rite. Now | guess we
have grown away from the practice of cele-
brating forgiveness entirely. Yet in the course
of human experience we can be stymied
without a way to celebrate forgiveness. Watch
the animated film, “Despereaux.” Forgiveness
changes all the difficulties that have befallen
the kingdom of Princess Pia’s father when he
lost his wife to a rat in her soup. It is a cele-
bration of forgiveness that restores the king to
recognize what he has instead of what he has
lost.

As a confessor, as a priest, as a Christian, as
a human being | am concerned with this loss.
Some have described the Sacrament of Rec-
onciliation CLOSED FOR REPAIRS. My light-
ness about it is that we will rediscover Con-
fession when some other religion or Christian
denomination discovers its benefits. As a
priest the long lines of perfunctionary confes-
sions were challenging. People came to
dump off a load of sins to go out and get
more. This had a certain ritualistic sense to it
but was not the ideal for confessions. One
year Holy Week fell right after First Friday.
We heard the school children’s confessions
on Thursday before First Friday. They herded
them into the confessional again on Monday
for Holy Week. The children would come in
and say they had no sins. In those days they
were then supposed to confess an old for-
given sin so that they could get the benefits of
the sacrament. But this was not the reason
for the sacrament. | really object to young
people made to go to confession. As a result
they don't go at all. This only precipitates

what will eventually happen when they are no
longer forced. We celebrate God's forgive-
ness in second grade with community recon-
ciliation. We don't hear individual confessions
because their parents, who don’t go at all will
not bring them back again. So we do this
individual celebration in fourth grade with
preparation and a service with individual con-
fessions. The next time they come is when
they are preparing to celebrate Confirmation.
Why? Their parents don’t go. They learn more
from example than instruction. Besides how
can they go unless they are driven? One di-
lemma follows the other.

Once a little girl came up to me and said,
“Father, | need to go in there,” pointing to the
Reconciliation Room. | was deeply moved and
my hopes soared.

Most confessions | do hear are truly experi-
ences of change, forgiveness and healing. |
am moved by such experiences and find hear-
ing confessions very rewarding. Teen’s con-
fessions are also very sincere and honest,
especially when | have heard them on re-
treats. Once, many years ago, when they
prayed at graduations, the president of the
senior class introduced me as his confessor. |
had never been introduced or referred to by
this identity. | think that he had come to con-
fession to me only once to my knowledge.

| often wonder what has happened to this
sacrament since we have gone from fear to
forgiveness. In the change and format have
we lost its meaning? Because the celebration
of reconciliation is easier, have people aban-
doned the sacrament because they see no
worth in it? Are people carrying around bur-
dens that keep them from living life to the full?
Are they finding other ways to confess?

One other observation is that | was a young
priest during the Cuban Crisis and the assig-
nation of John F Kennedy. We heard confes-
sions for hours. At 9/11 this phenomena was
missing. Maybe something has happened
culturally. In fact we had Mass on 9/11 in the
evening. There was only one additional per-
son there. They were looking for something
larger, something that expressed their anger
at God, dismay, fear, or way to mourn. The
phenomena of placing tributes at places
where an accident happened or at their resi-
dence have grown up. There are memorials
on the side of the road. People have no place
to go or leave things when the body has been
cremated. The Eastern European services,
flowers and candles at graves on November
2, All Souls Day and the Hispanic custom of
observing Day of the Dead (cf.
www.lawndalear.org/dod/mipg.htm) bring that
ritual to the cemetery. Rituals of the past may
no longer be valid. | am glad that | am at the
end of the days in the Year of the Priest rather
than at its beginnings.
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had repercussions for many years. It took us a long while to learn something differ-
ent. This developed a sense of ownership. Those were not just church pews that
someone bought for the pastor from the sale of the Presbyterian church in Asbury,
NJ. They were the pews that we refinished, sawed apart and fitted for our worship
space. They were carted to a parishioner’s barn in Califon. Then a few years later
they were transferred to the 33 Main St. Parish House garage until they could be
worked on under a tent in the backyard and then delivered to the Church for the
Opening Mass. People had ownership. They had ownership and complained when
people let their children stand on them or hold them up resting their shoes on the
top. Do the people that come later or who had no involvement in this project have
the same attitude or do they think they are entitled? Do they treat them in the same
way? This is the direction of this continuing article as we take a pause to ponder.

Does God bless some and curse others? | don't think
so. Rather things happen and the scriptures show us how to deal with these hap-
penings so that God’s presence may be made manifest. Stewardship is our reply
to what happens in our lives. When we have we share, when we are in need others
share. In this sharing the Lord’s presence is made known. In the cave of Bethle-
hem the God of Israel is not only incarnated in the child. God is present among us
because the Magi share their gifts that they travelled a great distance to share. In
their stewardship God is made present as God is in our sharing.
