Please notify the parish office of any chance in phone number, address, email ad-
dress or when leaving the parish.

Parish registration is required for religious education, celebration of sacraments
and certification as a sponsor.

Regular Sunday worship indicates a practicing Catholic, not just parish registration.
An assurance of family practice and raising children in the faith they seek is neces-
sary for the sacraments of initiation and certification of sponsorship.

Baptism : Baptism is celebrated at any weekend Mass. The preparation process
begins during pregnancy and includes an initial pastoral visit with the Pastoral As-
sistant for Evangelization and attendance at one Baptism Preparation Session,
which is offered quarterly. Please call the parish office to register. Parish mem-
bership and active worship is required for two months prior to preparation. No bap-
tisms are celebrated during Lent.

First Eucharist : First Eucharist is celebrated in May, following two years of prepa-
ration. Family participation and regular worship are an integral component.
Confirmation : Confirmation is celebrated in the fall, following three years of
preparation. Active participation and weekly worship are an integral component.
Adult_Confirmation The formation process is held in the parish, followed by a
parish celebration of Adult Confirmation.

Initiation of Adults and Older Children __: This is an extended gradual formation
process for unbaptized or uncatechized adults, or baptized Christians who wish to
enter the Catholic Church or for unbaptized or uncatechized school-aged children.
Interested persons may begin the process at any time, please contact the parish
office for more information.

First Reconciliation : First Reconciliation is celebrated in Advent of the second
grade. Parent participation and regular worship is required.

Matrimony : Couples wishing to be married at St. John’s are required to make
arrangements one year in advance. Four sessions with the Pastor and Pre-Cana
or Engaged Encounter take place during this year. Parish registration and active
worship are required.

Anointing of the Sick : Anyone who is seriously ill or unable to come to church for
a length of time should contact the parish office so someone may visit and bring
the sacraments.

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AN INSTRUMENT OF GOD'S LOVE

Catholic Relief Services began turning a Port-au-Prince golf course into one of the
first formal camps for the displaced as other staff delivered medical supplies to St.
Francois de Sales hospital, getting that heavily damaged facility up and running,
among the many relief efforts by CRS in this devastated city.

As CRS works to get more aid into the country—uvia air, sea and over land from the
Dominican Republic—staff are setting up primary medical care facilities and deliv-
ering hygiene kits and plastic sheeting, along with limited amounts of food and wa-
ter, to a number of informal camps that have sprung up around the city.

At the Petionville Club, CRS is working with United Nations officials and the United
States military to turn an informal camp that has attracted 20,000 people during the
day and up to 50,000 at night into a formal facility for the displaced, registering
residents and delivering buckets of food, sanitation items and water to displaced
Haitians waiting in long, orderly lines.

Other CRS personnel worked to unload a rare sight in Port-au-Prince—a ship that
docked at the one working berth in the heavily-damaged harbor. It carried 2,100
metric tons of food from the USAID Food for Peace program. Getting these con-
tainers, mainly filled with grain and vegetable oil, off the dock and to warehouses
along the city's devastated roadways is the next challenge.

"It may look to many in the rest of the world that those in need are not receiving
any aid, but actually thousands here in Port-au-Prince have gotten help," said Ka-
rel Zelenka, CRS Haiti country representative. "It must be understood that an
apocalypse occurred in a place where there was hardly any infrastructure before—
hence the huge logistical challenges.

"Whatever those challenges, we know that the destruction of this earthquake was
so vast that even if thousands have gotten help, many, many more need assis-
tance," he added. "We are all working hard to see that they get it."

CRS, which has worked in Haiti for over 50 years and has a permanent staff of
more than 300 there, has committed at least $25 million for relief and recovery. It
has received $16.5 million in cash donations and commitments, including $1 mil-
lion from the Bill&Melinda Gates Foundation and $225,000 from the New York
Yankees baseball team.

CRS is also setting up primary care centers at sites identified by the Catholic
Church. Each will be staffed by a doctor and a nurse. At least three are in Port-au-
Prince and one in Leogane, a city to the west that suffered extensive damage.
More sites are being identified as CRS reaches out to the AIDSRelief network.

LITTLE BROOK NURSING HOME VISIT

Nursing home residents are usually senior citizens who are fragile. Most have wrin-
kled faces, sometimes are wheelchair-bound and generally need special care.
They are a group of people who have lost their attractiveness in the eyes of soci-
ety, and so many are lonely. This is why in Christian charity we visit nursing
homes. Can you help to light up a life?

Story: ‘Invictus’

Clint Eastwood's compelling new film Invictus takes place in post-apartheid South Af-
rica in 1995. Imprisoned for 24 years by the white racist government, Nelson Mandela
has become the living embodiment of black South Africa's hopes and aspirations. Man-
dela is overwhelmingly elected president in the nation's first free elections.

South Africa is on the brink of civil war. Everyone expects a bloodbath: the black ma-
jority demands justice for the decades of poverty, brutality and oppression they have
endured - and the white minority is terrified. But Mandela, as portrayed by Morgan
Freeman in the film, knows that score-settling would be disastrous for South Africa's
new and fragile democracy. To the dismay of his coworkers and loyalists in his move-
ment, he seeks some kind of peace with the white Afrikaners who see Mandela as a
terrorist and a threat to their traditions and way of life. President Mandela shocks his
aides, first, by including whites in his security detail. He then refuses to fire whites who
worked in the deKlerk government, assuring them that they are welcome to work with
him in rebuilding South Africa.

But it is the Springbok Rugby Club that becomes Mandela's unlikely vehicle for recon-
ciliation. To South African blacks, the all-white Springboks and their green and gold
colors were as despised a symbol of white rule as the apartheid flag. The new black
government wants to abolish the Springboks, but President Mandela overturns their
decision. With South Africa scheduled to host the World Rugby Cup tournament, he
sees the underachieving team as the vehicle for South Africa's return as a respected
member of the world community. Mandela enlists the help of the Springboks' captain
(played by Matt Damon) to transform the team from a hated symbol of arrogant white
rule into an inspiring rallying point for the new South Africa.

When confronted by his staff and cabinet about the plan, Mandela says with his under-
stated authority, "Reconciliation starts here. Forgiveness starts here."

In seeking reconciliation instead of vengeance, Nelson Mandela dares to "put out into
the deep water" of hope. In today's Gospel, Jesus challenges us, his followers, to put
aside our own discouragement and doubts in order to lower our nets into the "deep
water" of Gospel justice and reconciliation. It often means risking our own security and
comfort and putting aside our frustration and exhaustion; it means continuing to "fish"
despite the ridicule and doubts of the many who have returned to shore. Confident of
God's grace and wisdom, we can transform our own Gennesarets by setting our own
small boats and fishing nets - despite the long night already - to the work of bringing in
the "catch" of God's mercy and peace. Connections, February 2010

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THE YEAR OF THE PRIEST

EXODUS

Last week one of the first priests from my home
parish died. | originally knew him as Milton Mokrzy-
cki but somewhere along the line he felt that Milton
was not a Christian name and so began to use his
middle name, Joseph. We were friendly during the
seminary but he was three years behind me. So we
were together only one year during our seminary
training. When | was in my last, deacon, year he
was beginning his first year in theology. So we were
together at St. Mary’'s Seminary and University at
Roland Park in Baltimore. There were several years
that we were close during our priestly years when we went on vacation and visited
occasionally. In the past decade or two we only met when | was at the shore for a
priests’ Convocation. He was the pastor of Our Lady Star of the Sea in Long
Branch, NJ. | always made the contact. It was always a friendly visit but not recip-
rocal. By this time we were in two different dioceses. He remained in Trenton and |
landed in Metuchen in the division. The last time we were at a Convocation an-
other priest contacted him to see if we could visit and he said “NO” because he
was recuperating from an operation. This past summer | was in the vicinity of his
new parish, St. Elizabeth in Avon-by-the-Sea.
| was at a dinner with my classmates from the ordination class of 1962, Trenton. |
am the only one in the Metuchen Diocese. Our classmate Ed Kmiec is bishop of
Buffalo. All the others are in the Diocese of Trenton. Ed, | and Msgr. Casey Ladzin-
ski, pastor of Sacred Heart Bayhead, are the only three still working. We had lunch
in Belmar.
On the way home | was passing Avon-by-the-Sea. | thought of stopping and then
remembered that he didn’t want us to visit that time three years ago. | didn’t know if
it was because he was sick or because he just didn’t want to see us. However |
made a decision. | am going to find out. | turned my car into the town, parked the
car and rang the doorbell. Indeed he had been recuperating that year and had no
difficulty with this visit. We had a nice visit. He still had his drums set up. He played
the drums in high school and never retired from them. He is also the priest who for
several years left his Christmas tree set up and served dinner all year round on
Spode Christmas ware. We parted with the intention, on his invitation, to get to-
gether some time. We have enough in common and in history and memories to
make a visit profitable. He has a sister, Mary, who was a year ahead of me in
grammar school. In the lower grades | was in love with her baloney curls.
| received the news from an email that Rita sent me which was a communication
from the new pastor at OLV in Sayreville. “Was | coming to the funeral?” Father
Ryan had called and was asking. The heading said “Fr. Joseph’s funeral which |
did not notice right away. | couldn’t image who had died. Was it a relative, a friend,
why didn’t anyone call me? | got the secretary at OLV and discovered that Father
Joe had died. I still don’t know the details. This is one of the things that happens in
THE YEAR OF A PRIEST. We are outside of family, whether it is our own family of
origin or the diocesan family. If he was in the same diocese | would have heard. By
now it is almost 30 years that the Diocese of Metuchen was established. It is one

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PONDERING PAUSES

COLLABORATION is a word that has
taken on a church context since the Sec-
ond Vatican Council. The word has posi-
tive and negative meaning from the non-
religious definition of the word. If you are
engaged in reading about World War I
you would come to see a “collaborator”
as persons and groups which help a
foreign occupier of their country. It is
used in this pejorative sense as well with
people engaged in crime. The word is
also used in trade, community organiza-
tion, game theory, military-industrial
complex, project management, acade-
mia, and classical music.

Collaboration in the religious sense is
also used by the church as ordained and
non-ordained collaborating in ministry as
well as in the U.S. Bishops’ Committee
on Women in Society and in the Church.
My use here is about people in the par-
ish collaborating in the ministry of the
parish. In an article “Collaboration, Con-
sensus & Communion: ‘Matters of Char-
acter & Heart,” Francis W. Devoy intro-
duces the Abstract by writing “Today’s
business world and catholic church call
for effective collaboration . . . collabora-
tion is a prized way of acting, but is also
the outcome of a process. Reaching
consensus is a prior step and is
achieved when collaborators arrive at a
common vision and a common purpose
about the nature of their organization,
and about the ministry or work they wish
to collaborate in.”

The Wikipedia definition of collaboration
is “a recursive process where two or
more people or organizations work to-
gether in an intersection of common
goals — for example, an intellectual en-
deavor that is creative in nature — by
sharing knowledge, learning and building
consensus. Most collaboration requires
leadership, although the form of leader-
ship can be social within a decentralized
and egalitarian group. In particular,
teams that work collaboratively can ob-
tain greater resources, recognition and
reward when facing competition for finite
resources.”

In the National Association of CATHO-
LIC FAMILY LIFE MINISTRY an article
called “Collaboration: How to Get
Started” states, “For those in church min-
istry, collaboration is not an option. It is a
way that all the baptized contribute their
gifts for the good of society and the
church. Genuine collaboration encour-
ages broad ownership of the work. It
allows us to accomplish more and it en-
courages personal spiritual growth. How,
then, do we begin the process to help
ensure success from the outset? . . .
First, we need to examine our own be-
liefs and behaviors and challenge those
that may hinder our ability to collaborate.
We need to identify the plank in our own
eye before pointing out the non-
collaborative speck in another’s.”

Keep in mind that the Church is not a
democracy nor is it democratic. We are
working within a specific framework —
“the church is an authoritative body, ex-
ercising the ideals and internal consis-
tency of a consultative/participative or-
ganization.” (cf. Francis Devoy above).
He does a great job in this article in han-
dling the church’s perspective of collabo-
ration in the context of its hierarchical
nature. Note as well in the above quote
from CATHOLIC FAMILY LIFE MINIS-
TRY the mention of “broad ownership of
the work” (that we covered in our previ-
ous articles.)

So how do we collaborate as a parish?
How do we work together for the good of
the parish? How does shared ministry
flesh out in the parish? This will take
different forms in different parishes, but |
believe must be a part of every parish,
ministry and even organization, commit-
tee and fundraising activity. We should
even see it reflected in our worship. This
does not come easily and is hot modeled
in civic, corporate models or even in the
church as a whole. We are practicing
Catholics because we have not gotten it
right yet. We will look at some of the
qualities and ways of being in collabora-
tion. Please note that the title of the
above article captures the basic traits —
COLLABORATION, CONSENSUS, &
COMMUNION.

“In today’s readings, both Isaiah and Peter hear the call of God and feel them-
selves unworthy. But, assured by the Lord, both answer and follow. Do | hear the
Lord asking, “Whom shall | send?” Am | prepared to answer, “Here | am. Send
me!”?

Looking for someone to send is similar to looking for a volunteer to chair or work
on a committee or a ministry in the church. One of the big questions is “Who has
the time?” and then “Who has the ability?” Time and talent are essential when we
are looking for someone to send or to volunteer. Many may want to do something
but they neither have the time or talent or have one and not the other. When you
are looking for someone who is diplomatic for a touchy situation there is an added
dimension of sensitivity and understanding. The one who is sent must be espe-
cially able to communicate and friendly to engage in bonding. In order to achieve
this quality one has to put aside individual likes and dislikes, die to self in order to
be present to others and open to listen and understand. We jump from plain stew-
ardship to the way we share and the attitude in which we do this sharing.

Isaiah is reluctant to answer the call of carrying the message. The Lord touches his
lips and dispels all that Isaiah seems to think makes him unworthy of carrying the
message. In stewardship we often may feel like Isaiah for a variety of reasons. The
Lord touches us and we put aside our fears and realize that we do not act alone. In
stewardship it is not ourselves that we share as much as the blessings we have
received and are asked to go out and share with others. Stewardship calls us to
see God in the process. We like Jesus act because God is in us. What we may not
be able to do alone we do with the God within who strengthens us.
