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Anyone living within the parish boundaries who would like to become a member of 
our Catholic Community or who is interested in learning more about the Catholic 
faith should call or email the church office. We will meet with you at your conven-
ience where you will learn about our parish and the opportunities we offer. Those 
joining the parish are encouraged to celebrate their welcome and registration at a 
weekend Mass. 
Please notify the parish office of any chance in phone number, address, email ad-
dress or when leaving the parish. 
Parish registration is required for religious education, celebration of sacraments 
and certification as a sponsor. 
Regular Sunday worship indicates a practicing Catholic, not just parish registration.  
An assurance of family practice and raising children in the faith they seek is neces-
sary for the sacraments of initiation and certification of sponsorship. 
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Baptism : Baptism is celebrated at any weekend Mass.  The preparation process 
begins during pregnancy and includes an initial pastoral visit with the Pastoral As-
sistant for Evangelization and attendance at one Baptism Preparation Session, 
which is offered quarterly.  Please call the parish office to register.  Parish mem-
bership and active worship is required for two months prior to preparation.  No bap-
tisms are celebrated during Lent. 
First Eucharist :  First Eucharist is celebrated in May, following two years of prepa-
ration.  Family participation and regular worship are an integral component. 
Confirmation :  Confirmation is celebrated in the fall, following three years of 
preparation.  Active participation and weekly worship are an integral component. 
Adult Confirmation :  The formation process is held in the parish, followed by a 
parish celebration of Adult Confirmation. 
Initiation of Adults and Older Children :  This is an extended gradual formation 
process for  unbaptized or uncatechized adults, or baptized Christians who wish to 
enter the Catholic Church or for unbaptized or uncatechized school-aged children.  
Interested persons may begin the process at any time, please contact the parish 
office for more information. 
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First Reconciliation : First Reconciliation is celebrated in Advent of the second 
grade.  Parent participation and regular worship is required. 
Matrimony :  Couples wishing to be married at St. John’s are required to make 
arrangements one year in advance.  Four sessions with the Pastor and Pre-Cana 
or Engaged Encounter take place during this year.  Parish registration and active 
worship are required. 
Anointing of the Sick :  Anyone who is seriously ill or unable to come to church for 
a length of time should contact the parish office so someone may visit and bring 
the sacraments. 
Holy Orders :  If you are interested in learning more about the priesthood or reli-
gious life, contact the Vocations Office of the Diocese of Metuchen at 732-562-
1990 ext. 1700 or by email at vocations@diometuchen.org or visit 
www.diometuchen.org/vocations.

EPISCOPAL VICAR  
The news is out if you read THE CATHOLIC SPIRIT, the diocesan newspaper. 
Your pastor has been appointed Episcopal Vicar for Hunterdon County. Don’t 
worry, you don’t pay me more money because I have a new title. It doesn’t mean 
that I will be transferred, sorry to disappoint a few. I have not changed denomina-
tions. I am not now an Episcopalian. When Father Gall was the Episcopal Vicar 
and celebrated Confirmation for us people asked, “Why did we have to have an 
Episcopalian do Confirmation for us?” From then on I said that he was the Bishop’s 
Vicar, which is what Episcopal means. 
The job of Episcopal Vicar is to take the place of the Bishop when he cannot, does 
not or just is too busy or can’t be in two places at the same time. So the usual 
things that an EV does is welcome the body of a deceased priest into the parish 
church, install pastors, confirm, grant dispensations in an emergency, investigate 
letters sent to the bishop about someone in the Vicariate and  go to meetings at 
the diocese. I will be replaced as Dean of Round Valley Deanery but fulfill both 
roles at the present.  Thanks to Bishop Bootskoski in honoring Fr. Bill and St. 
John’s with the appointment. 
 

LEAVING MASS EARLY (OR BEFORE BEING DISMISSED)  
We at St. John’s have not had a great difficulty with this prac-
tice but I am beginning to see it developing. Moving trains, an 
airplane in flight, a departing car are all best if you are there for 
start or take off and don’t decide to leave until the ending. 
Someone recently arrived at the theater at the usual time only 
to find that the play was scheduled to start an hour earlier. 
They missed the first act. There are good reasons for people 
arriving late and leaving early but the purpose is not accom-
plished. It is not the ideal. You miss something. 
You miss the gathering rite, the penitential rite, the opening 
prayer and indeed one or more readings. (Do you miss Mass? 
No, but you do miss something.) 

If you leave early you miss the announcements, the camaraderie and the chance 
to get A&P, Shop Rite or Kings cash cards. 
Some people leave before communion. Where are you going? Are you going to the 
train station, the airport or a car race? If you are leaving for Religious Ed., please 
stay. It is better to teach that Mass is more important than catechesis. What you do 
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The purpose of the 10-member parish 
Pastoral Council is to investigate pas-
toral matters, to consider them thor-
oughly, and to propose practical con-
clusions.

Story:  The ‘small, beautiful thing’ 
 
Stephanie Paulsell teaches at Harvard Divinity School.  A few years ago, as she 
was beginning her academic career and wondering what contribution she might 
make to the great world of scholarship, the new academic spoke with a teacher 
and scholar whose work she very much admired.  The professor had spent much 
of her career translating neglected works by medieval women writers and writing 
about these women, as well as making influential contributions to the theory and 
practice of teaching history.  What she had not done was to write "the big book," 
the monograph that laid out her theory of everything.   
Stephanie asked her if she planned to write such a book, "Oh," she replied, "I pre-
fer to do the small, beautiful thing." 
Stephanie Paulsell was deeply impressed.  She writes: 
 "I've never forgotten her way of describing the kind of scholarship to which she is 
drawn: the small, beautiful thing.  It is a good description of her work: every idea 
pursued down to the ground, every story told richly and every sentence polished 
until it glows.  The small, beautiful thing has been the doorway through which she 
has felt herself invited into large, broad places where she could think her best 
thoughts and do her best work . . . 
"God longs to draw us from narrow places into more spacious ones . . . At its best, 
the life of faith gives an account of some small bit of the world - a bit of moss and 
twig and flower, a little bread, a little wine - and returns it to us as something larger, 
broader, more spacious."

In today's Gospel, Jesus lifts up the "small, beautiful things" we are all capable of 
contributing to the common good: the generosity we manage despite our own pov-
erty, the sense of fulfillment we can experience in nourishing others while we hun-
ger ourselves, the joy we manage to uncover and celebrate in the midst of our own 
hurt and despair.  In Luke's Sermon on the Plain, Jesus challenges us not to meas-
ure our life's worth in terms of wealth or power or fame but to embrace a vision and 
perspective of life that honors humility and compassion, that places the common 
good before our own wants, that frees us from the pursuit of the things of this world 
in order to seek the lasting things of God, that seeks the "small beautiful thing" that 
enriches our world in God's wisdom and grace.

CATHOLIC INQUIRY 
Catholic Inquiry is the first phase of the journey to initiation for adults. It is a time 
for informally sharing our stories and helping one another discern where God is 
leading.  It’s a time to get acquainted with Catholics and our Church.  If you are 
thinking about becoming Catholic, you are invited to journey with members of St. 
John’s Initiation Team on the rewarding and enriching path to becoming a Catholic 
Christian.  The details and duration of this faith journey vary according to each indi-
vidual’s starting point. 
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I drift from EXODUS again to the finality of all journeys. The 
death of one of the priests from my hometown brought me 
home in many ways. When I had stopped to see Father Joe 
Mokrzycki last summer he filled me in with the last several 
years of his priesthood, and unknowingly, the last years of 
his life. Joe was stationed at Our Lady Star of the Sea in 
Long Branch in the early years of priesthood. That is a story 
in itself. From there he became the campus minister at Mon-

mouth College, now Monmouth University in West Long Branch, NJ. After many 
years there he returned to the pastorate of Our Lady Star of the Sea. Long Branch 
was going through those proverbial changes of losing parishioners and dealing 
with the decaying property and the changing of the town. Father Joe was pastor 
there for 30 years.  
 
One day he was called into the bishop’s office in Trenton, corralled between a rock 
and a hard place. After the bishop left him in the office by himself he was met by 
two priests of the chancery who told him he would not be pastor of OLSS any 
longer and that he should retire. He was devastated. Through the personnel direc-
tor he later discovered that St. Elizabeth’s in Avon-by-the-Sea was open. He ap-
plied and was made pastor by the bishop. He felt that he was dealt with rather 
shabbily after 42 years of priesthood. It was for this reason that he requested to be 
buried from his home parish and have Bishop Bootkoski of the Metuchen Diocese 
preside. He had known Bishop Paul from campus ministry days. It seems apparent 
that he didn’t want Bishop Smith to preside. Much to Bishop Smith’s credit he was 
at the Mass and the committal ceremony. In the Year of the Priest there is much 
sadness in the days that make up a year. 
 
Very few priests go to the cemetery to bury a priest. They come to the Mass but 
not to the burial unless they had some connection other than priesthood. The priest 
that gave the homily at the Mass, Father Tuzeneu, Bishop Smith, a classmate of 
Fr. Joe’s, Fr. Rebeck, a classmate of mine Father Breitske and I were the only 
clergy at the grave. He was laid to rest with his parents and his brother Anthony, 
known in religion as Brother Chris. After the committal I visited the graves of my 
relatives. It was a cold day so I did not spend much time there. There are three 
graves with MICKIEWICZ tombstones, my Uncles Hank and Charlie, and Hank’s 
first still born child, Henry, Jr. Then there is the MARK family plot where my 
mother’s parents and my parents are buried. Then the Hoover plots where my 
mother’s sisters are buried with their husbands (they chose not to be buried in the 
family plot that my grandmother had purchased in 1937 when she buried her hus-
band, Adolf Mark.) I also take care of a family friend’s grave, Catherine and John 
Bohen. 
 
Many people don’t like to go to the cemetery. I find them fascinating, informative 
and filled with memories of people I knew. I recalled them as I passed their graves. 
I usually take care of two of the graves but this past summer I could not get on my 
knees to plant flowers and take a Christmas wreath in December. It is interesting 
how one summer without care returned the grave to just grass. I also visited the 
spot where I will lie. It was a day filled with much reflection and where THE YEAR 

THE YEAR OF THE PRIEST PONDERING PAUSES 
RHYTHM 

“Can you believe in God and be out 
of tune with the song? Does it work 
the other way around? What is 
more important to Jesus: what we 
believe or what we do? Rob Bell 
 
Life has its own rhythm. We have our 
own rhythm. What is the rhythm that 
moves our heart to beat? If the beat is 
off it may be disastrous for the heart 
and the person. We regulate the 
rhythm by catheter ablation and pace 
makers. 
The rhythm of the song captures us to 
keep pace. Everyone’s pace may be 
different. Some people have natural 
rhythm and others have a devil of a 
time keeping rhythm. There are no 
vowels in rhythm and so consonants 
make the sounds we need. Can we 
become a part of the rhythm even if 
we are vowel less (clueless)? 
Is the rhythm a part of the music or is 
the music a part of the rhythm? Do we 
learn by dissecting or by entering into 
the music? Can we separate and can 
each stand alone? Do we have rhythm 
by listening or feeling? A deaf person 
can feel the rhythm. 
All of this bantering is really getting us 
ready to approach the notion and per-
son of God. “There are people who 
talk as if they know everything about 
being a Christian and yet they can 
seem way out of tune. And then there 
are others who would say they don’t 
know much at all about the Christian 
faith, and yet they can seem very in 
tune with the song.” Rob Bell. 
Music is a rather apt image for God. 
There are so many elements that go 
to make up good music or just music 
that I like. The best way is to just lean 
back and let the music have its way 
with you. We can get all caught up 
with images of God. We can argue 
many ways of proving that there is a

OF THE PRIEST will lead. There are three other priests buried there. Father Daly 
whom I mentioned before who was retired, helped out in the parish and died when 
I was in grammar school - Father Harry Cenefeldt who helped out in the parish and 
Monsignor Edward Dalton who came to the parish when I was in 8th grade and 
served until I was ordained almost 30 years. Back in Old Calvary cemetery behind 
the church is Father Stanislaus Danielou, the first pastor of Our Lady of Victories in 
1884. That’s reaching back a few years as I recalled this Year of the Priest.

LENTEN SERIES 
Since there were no inquires about a Lenten Series I will offer one. One year we 
had a few people who stayed after the 8:00 a.m. Mass or came early for the 10:30 
a.m. Mass on Sundays. I would like to offer this again.  The format would be to 
view a 10 minutes DVD of Rob Bell of NOOMA and follow it with a discussion of 
his presentation. Our first topic will be RHYTHM.  The description reads: “Is how 
we live connected to something that has been in place since the beginning of time? 
Maybe Jesus didn’t come to start a new religion, but to show us how to live in tune 
with the life God has always planned for us.” Approx. 12 minutes. 
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God. We can speak of God’s attributes 
or gender and never come to know 
God at all. 
A symphony starts in a person’s mind 
and heart. The composer may actually 
hear how it sounds before a note is 
written. Beethoven was deaf. He could 
arrange his music mathematically. 
Little black marks are made on a lined 
scale. The artist may sound them out 
on the piano. There are different 
marks, lengths of holding a note and 
placement that make them into a musi-
cal piece. The process of creating is 
not simple. Unlike the Genesis image 
of God, who speaks and the word be-
comes what was spoken, the com-
poser works hard, writing and correct-
ing until what he has in mind is made 
present in sound. In John’s gospel we 
read that “the Word was made flesh.” 
The dots and flags and symbols on the 
scale transmit to whoever reads the 
notes the music to be played. An or-
chestra still needs a conductor to bring 
them together and gather the various 
sounds of the instruments together. 
In the process of experiencing God 
start the other way around. Listen first 
to the music. Don’t analyze the sound, 
who wrote it and what the composer 
had in mind. Enjoy for your ears. Once 
you hear and enjoy just let the sound 
soak in like the gentle rain from 
heaven on the dry land. Find God in 
the rhythm. Let the beauty move your 
heart. Enjoy with satisfaction before 
you question or faction it. 
“May you come to see that the song is 
written on your heart. And as you live 
in tune with the song, in tune with the 
creator of the universe, may you real-
ize that you ARE in relationship with 
the living God.” Rob Bell.

Water comes from above and below. The heavens yield a flow of rain to water the 
earth. There is a flow of water beneath the earth surface. Sometimes this water is deep 
and at other times it is not too far beneath, in fact it may at times surface into springs of 
living water, even in the desert oasis. The heavens themselves even draw water from 
the earth. There is this back and forth giving and taking that goes around. “What goes 
around comes around.” This is also the name of a store in NYC of vintage antiques. 
Water gives life. The image from Psalm 1 captures this so well. We are made predomi-
nantly of water. We give water to the thirsty. We need water to survive. People have 
tried to keep water from people by diverting streams. Water has been dammed in order 
to divert it to those who need it. We irrigate in order to bring water to plants that would 
not otherwise survive. This model of water from both the reading from Jeremiah and the 
Responsorial of this week’s psalm is a thriving image of stewardship.   “Just as the rain 
comes down from the heavens to water the earth, that it may bring forth seed for the 
sower and bread for the eater: so shall my Word be that goes forth out of my mouth. It 
shall not return unto Me void but will accomplish what it was sent out to do. It shall pros-
per in the thing where it was sent.” Is. 55:10-13
