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Anyone living within the parish boundaries who would like to become a member of
our Catholic Community or who is interested in learning more about the Catholic
faith should call or email the church office. We will meet with you at your conven-
ience where you will learn about our parish and the opportunities we offer. Those
joining the parish are encouraged to celebrate their welcome and registration at a
weekend Mass.

Please notify the parish office of any chance in phone number, address, email ad-
dress or when leaving the parish.

Parish registration is required for religious education, celebration of sacraments
and certification as a sponsor.

Regular Sunday worship indicates a practicing Catholic, not just parish registration.
An assurance of family practice and raising children in the faith they seek is neces-
sary for the sacraments of initiation and certification of sponsorship.

Baptism : Baptism is celebrated at any weekend Mass. The preparation process
begins during pregnancy and includes an initial pastoral visit with the Pastoral As-
sistant for Evangelization and attendance at one Baptism Preparation Session,
which is offered quarterly. Please call the parish office to register. Parish mem-
bership and active worship is required for two months prior to preparation. No bap-
tisms are celebrated during Lent.

First Eucharist : First Eucharist is celebrated in May, following two years of prepa-
ration. Family participation and regular worship are an integral component.
Confirmation : Confirmation is celebrated in the fall, following three years of
preparation. Active participation and weekly worship are an integral component.
Adult_Confirmation The formation process is held in the parish, followed by a
parish celebration of Adult Confirmation.

Initiation of Adults and Older Children __: This is an extended gradual formation
process for unbaptized or uncatechized adults, or baptized Christians who wish to
enter the Catholic Church or for unbaptized or uncatechized school-aged children.
Interested persons may begin the process at any time, please contact the parish
office for more information.

First Reconciliation : First Reconciliation is celebrated in Advent of the second
grade. Parent participation and regular worship is required.

Matrimony : Couples wishing to be married at St. John’s are required to make
arrangements one year in advance. Four sessions with the Pastor and Pre-Cana
or Engaged Encounter take place during this year. Parish registration and active
worship are required.

Anointing of the Sick : Anyone who is seriously ill or unable to come to church for
a length of time should contact the parish office so someone may visit and bring
the sacraments.

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CRS HAITI UPDATE

Catholic Relief Service donors continue to demonstrate their care for the people of
Haiti, giving or pledging $60.4 million for relief operations. Attention is turning to
providing improved shelter as the rainy season looms a month away.

CRS distributed emergency shelter kits — waterproof sheeting, lumber and nails to
an estimated 6,500 families (32,000) people at the Petionville golf course, where
close to 50,00 people now live under sheets and other materials that will be use-
less as protection once the rainy season begins. The week of February 15 CRS
began distribution 10k more shelter kits to families in smaller camps and settle-
ments, and at Champ de Mars, the grassy area in front of the damaged govern-
ment buildings in the center of Port-au-Prince.

At the same time other CRS personnel are at work on more substantial, if still tem-
porary, solutions to the housing problem, identifying sites more suitable for camps
and employing designs for improved accommodations.

Work on health projects continues at St. Francois de Sales Hospital, which CRS
helped get up and running in the days after the quake. The hospital sees a steady
rotation of doctors and nurses from the University of Maryland conducting up to 20
operations a day. CRS and the University of Maryland are both members of the
AIDSRelief consortium that had been working at St. Francois de Sales treating
patients with HIV prior to the earthquake. CRS has also set up teams of doctors,
nurses and practitioners to run nine health sites across the city, some in informal
camps, others in clinics.

The World Food Program divided Port-au-Prince into 13 areas for distribution of
rice provisions, asking CRS to handle three locations, which they have completed.

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RESPECT LIFE

A federal judge has upheld a South
Dakota law requiring doctors to inform
patients that abortion kills a human
being. The law mandates that a
woman be told that abortion “will termi-
nate the life of a whole, separate,
unique, living human being.” Planned
Parenthood has sought to overturn the
law.

A young husband and wife learn they are about to become parents for the first
time. They are excited, of course - but there is a lingering doubt: How can | be a
parent to a child when I'm still pretty much a kid myself? Do | have what it takes to
be a good mom, a good dad? | mean, | could really destroy a great kid here! But
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the young parents find within themselves the wisdom, the strength, the patience -
the grace - to be a good mom and dad to this child whom they love more than they
could ever imagine.

She took care of every detail of their family's life together. Then she became ill. It
was now all up to him. At first, he was lost, terrified. But he managed to make it all
work: to handle all the demands of the household, to keep everyone on schedule,
to be dad and sometimes mom to the kids - all the while continuing to be a strong
and supportive husband to her. With the help of family and friends - and her - he
found within himself the patience and where-with-all to keep family and home to-
gether.

Every life is a continuing series of such self-discovery:

A boy picks up a bat for the first time. A girl takes her first tentative steps onto the
court and begins dribbling the basketball.

He nervously steps up to the lectern and clears his throat. She stares at the blank
page for a long time before she begins writing down words - her words.

He bends down to help, not knowing what he should do. She sits by the bedside,
having no idea what to say.

Who are we to think we can play this game, succeed at this craft, express anything
important in art, offer any meaningful support or consolation (terrified, in fact, that
we are certain to say the wrong thing or do something to make things worse)?

But when we confront our fears, when we resolve to give all we have, when we
devote the time to learn and practice, we amaze ourselves at the talents and abili-
ties we possess and what we can do.

In our lives, we confront many mountains: the first day at a new school, new re-
sponsibilities at work, a desperate call for help. But we manage to find within our-
selves abilities we didn't know we possessed, words we didn't think we knew, love
that was beyond us. We realize in those moments that we are, in fact, smart
enough, capable enough, loving enough to learn, to succeed, to heal, to transform
our lives and the world around us.

In the event we have come to call Jesus' "transfiguration,” the three disciples real-
ize the divinity - the very life and love of God - that exists within the person of Je-
sus. That same touch of divinity exists within each one of us, as well: God is pre-
sent within us, animating us to do wonderful, holy things; guiding our steps as we
try to walk justly and humbly in the ways of God; enlightening our vision with wis-
dom and selflessness to bring the justice and mercy of God to our world. The chal-
lenge of discipleship is to allow the love of God within us to "transfigure” despair
into hope, sadness into joy, anguish into healing, estrangement into community.

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A YEAR IN THE LIFE OF A PRIEST

EXODUS

For entertainment in the seminary we put on shows that we
called “Gaudeamuses.” They were variety shows, or talent
nights. In Philosophy each of the two classes put on shows.
In First Philosophy our class put on MY FAIR LADY but
called it THE STUDENT PRINCE. | thought that was dumb
since there was already a play by that name. | would have
called it MY FAIR LADDY. I think that I tried out for it but did
not make the cut. So | volunteered for costumes. | was put in
charge and had a couple of other guys to help out. It was a big endeavor. | had
never did anything like this before. It required a lot of preparation and execution the
night of its performance.
| naturally got my mother involved. In fact some of the things that she made got
lost in the mail. There were hats with tassels to be made for the song “The Rain in
Spain.” | made them out of the laundry boxes that our clothes were returned in,
black crepe paper and red balls hanging down. | made a special gold damask one
for the male lead who played Eliza Doolittle. If | spent as much time on my studies
as | did on costumes | would have graduated at the top of my class. However, |
learned more from this than studies could supply. | learned organization. | found
acceptance and recognition. | gained the satisfaction that | was good at something
and the ability to be creative. It was quite a production. This took me to downtown
Baltimore to shop and to interact with other guys who were doing the directing and
acting. This was another one of the things that contributed to the pivotal year of my
own growth and development. A profound change occurred in my self image and
world view.
This experience lead me to be nominated to run the St. Martin de Porres Society
Christmas party for African American kids in a parish of the city. Tom Wise was the
one who did the nominating. After the play this was a piece of cake. The experi-
ence kept me growing and feeling the satisfaction of getting a job done.
In second Philosophy our class put on GREEN PASTURES. | again had the honor
to do the costumes. The big project was making thirty angel costumes. We had the
guys send home for old sheets. | got a pattern and Sal Uzzi, Cookie Ehrman, both
from Erie, Pa. and | borrowed a sewing machine from the nuns and sewed up the
costumes in the basement of the old chapel. We even dyed them pastel colors.
Again | should have been studying but this was more fun. The production was a
great success and was my first exposure to Gospel music and the African Ameri-
can concept of the Bible.
With all of the costumes after the first play | approached Fr. Law, the bursar and
my spiritual director, for permission to store them in the top floor of the seminary
building which had been the library and now was closed down. It gave me the op-
portunity to see what that magnificent library was like. It was like nothing | had ever
seen before. | later saw the same style in the Theology Library at the seminary on
Rutgers campus and the Trinity Library in Dublin, Ireland.
These two years formed a quantum leap in my development, spiritual life, world-
view and self image. | also worked in the library stacking books, planting flowers
around the statue of Mary in the courtyard, and working on a dissertation for my
A.B. (Ars Bachelorum in Latin — in English Bachelor of Arts) degree. | think these

When | was in Campus Ministry at Rut-
gers | would occasionally shop in the
Pathmark on Easton Ave. | would come
out of the store all worked up, tense and
ready to pounce on anyone who got in
my way. | said this to someone one day
and they said, “Do you know why?”

When we store up emotions inside and
do not deal with them they explode when
we least expect. We store up feelings
and emotions only to have them bring

about behavior that we find distasteful in
others and which we never grew up ap-
proving. Emotions like anger are fre-
quently signs of something and not sins
in themselves unless acted upon. They
are like pain and tell us that something is
awry and needs to be addressed. Our
anger may indeed be at ourselves and
we project it onto someone else.
Next week’s topic for Lenten dialogue
centers in on anger - a man in a super
market, in the parking lot, at the check-
out counter is the focus of the DVD. Are
you angry at someone — at the happen-
ings of the day — at your boss or your
wife — at your inability to find what you
need — at your life in general? The anger
may not even be with the present set of
circumstances but rather that they put
you in mind of something like this that
happened years ago. If we don't deal
with our angers we carry them with us
much as we put things in our shopping
cart. They say that you should never go
shopping on an empty stomach. You
tend to buy what you do not need.
What needs does the anger address? If
you can identify your need you may then
be able to satisfy the need and then the
anger will dissipate. The anger may in-
deed be about some injustice that you
have been dealt or that is a part of our
culture. Anger may get us involved in
social justice, reaching out to the disen-
franchised, getting into politics. We can
channel the energies around this emo-
tion and use them for good. Even in
these scenarios it is not good to store up
the emotions. They will explode like Ve-
suvius at some minor matter, the straw
that breaks the camel’'s back. What are
the things that you are letting accumu-
late? That set you off? That need to be
held gently in your embrace?
What are some things in the world right
now, some larger issues that make you
angry? When you think about what you
want to do with your life, are these things
part of your consideration?
May you become aware of your anger.
May you learn to channel it, to focus it,
direct it into something beautiful.
And may it fuel sacred acts of healing
and restoration. Rob Bell

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SHARING GOD’'S GIFTS

It was on that occasion that the Lord made a covenant with Abram, saying:
“To your descendants | give this land, from the Wadi of Egypt to the Great River, the Euphra-
tes.” (Genesis 15:18)

Now isn't that special? The God of the Hebrews gives away the land that other people pos-
sess to “his people.” The context of this passage of course is from the Hebrew point of view.
The Lord God Yahweh is a warrior God and so Genesis is written from the point of view of
the intruders not the inhabitants, the people conquering not the defeated. Of course this was
repeated by the Jews when the modern state of Israel was established. It is the same story
of the immigrants who took over native American land. It is repeated over and over through-
out all of history. Added to this is the practice of imposing the religion of the conquerors on
the people indigenous to that area. This is the story of colonization.

Lets’ not be naive. This is not a great example of stewardship. How do we salvage these
beginnings of the nation of Israel and not condone this behavior? How do we reconcile a
stewardship of sharing with this aggressive behavior? This stance of Genesis is later refined
as Israel evolves into their treatment of alien and treatment of widow and children. We can
see this same development in the growth of morality. In Genesis if a man stole five of my
cows then | could steal seven of his. Later we see the law of “an eye for an eye and a tooth
for a tooth.” This is a growth in their development. By the time of Jesus we are directed to
give someone who had no cows one of ours. (“If a person slaps you on one cheek, offer him
the other as well.”) God accepts us where we are and invites us to grow into his/her image.
The covenant develops in the Christian scriptures. “I am going to show you a better way.” (I
Corinthians 12:31) The sharing of blessing: time, talent and treasure, captures this develop-
ment. In fact if we share God’s blessing and treat people with dignity and gospel values there
would not be any lording over others like the Gentiles (pagans) do. (Mark 10: 42-43) The
image to be emulated is that God shares with the Israelites the land that he has created. We
are likewise to share the bounty in the land of the living. Scripture has to be taken in context
and in development not just literally apart from the whole of scripture. We may not have yet
reached the ideal but we know the direction that we must take. We are not to be as Cain and
Abel. We are called to stewardship of land and blessings.
