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Anyone living within the parish boundaries who would like to become a member of
our Catholic Community or who is interested in learning more about the Catholic
faith should call or email the church office. We will meet with you at your conven-
ience where you will learn about our parish and the opportunities we offer. Those
joining the parish are encouraged to celebrate their welcome and registration at a
weekend Mass.

Please notify the parish office of any chance in phone number, address, email ad-
dress or when leaving the parish.

Parish registration is required for religious education, celebration of sacraments
and certification as a sponsor.

Regular Sunday worship indicates a practicing Catholic, not just parish registration.
An assurance of family practice and raising children in the faith they seek is neces-
sary for the sacraments of initiation and certification of sponsorship.

Baptism : Baptism is celebrated at any weekend Mass. The preparation process
begins during pregnancy and includes an initial pastoral visit with the Pastoral As-
sistant for Evangelization and attendance at one Baptism Preparation Session,
which is offered quarterly. Please call the parish office to register. Parish mem-
bership and active worship is required for two months prior to preparation. No bap-
tisms are celebrated during Lent.

First Eucharist : First Eucharist is celebrated in May, following two years of prepa-
ration. Family participation and regular worship are an integral component.
Confirmation : Confirmation is celebrated in the fall, following three years of
preparation. Active participation and weekly worship are an integral component.
Adult_Confirmation The formation process is held in the parish, followed by a
parish celebration of Adult Confirmation.

Initiation of Adults and Older Children __: This is an extended gradual formation
process for unbaptized or uncatechized adults, or baptized Christians who wish to
enter the Catholic Church or for unbaptized or uncatechized school-aged children.
Interested persons may begin the process at any time, please contact the parish
office for more information.

First Reconciliation : First Reconciliation is celebrated in Advent of the second
grade. Parent participation and regular worship is required.

Matrimony : Couples wishing to be married at St. John’s are required to make
arrangements one year in advance. Four sessions with the Pastor and Pre-Cana
or Engaged Encounter take place during this year. Parish registration and active
worship are required.

Anointing of the Sick : Anyone who is seriously ill or unable to come to church for
a length of time should contact the parish office so someone may visit and bring
the sacraments.

A surgeon and his wife were invited to dinner at the home of friends. The surgeon
was enjoying a drink in the kitchen as his host was about to carve the roast.
"Would you like to do the honors, Doc?" his friend said.

The surgeon politely declined.

As he carved the roast, his friend teased, "So how's my technique, Doc? 1 think I'd
make a pretty good surgeon, huh, Doc? It's all in the wrist. You know, | might take
your job."

The doctor laughed good-naturedly, having endured this kind of humor many times
before - an "occupational hazard" in his field of medicine.

When he finished, the host proudly displayed the tray of beautifully sliced roast
beef. "So what d'ya think, Doc?"

"Not bad," the surgeon replied. "Now - let's see you put them all back together."

Most of us are pretty good at taking things apart - especially other people. Like the
Pharisees and scribes in today's Gospel, we are able, with surgical precision, to
point to evil, to sin, to failure in others - but Jesus asks, what about the evil and sin
and failure within yourselves? We are well practiced in criticizing and condemning-
but Jesus challenges us to the much harder work of healing and transforming evil
into good, of bringing into the light the things of God that remain unseen in the
darkness of fear and ignorance. In today's Gospel, Jesus asks both the woman's
accusers and the woman herself to move beyond their standards and expecta-
tions, to go deeper than the rules and law, to see beyond what is readily apparent.
He challenges them - and us - to look beyond our disappointments in our mutual
failures and lift one another up when we stumble; he asks us to look within our own
hearts to confront the sins and evil that are part of every life and find within our-
selves the compassion and love of God that leads to true and lasting joy, healing
and life.

A YEAR IN THE LIFE OF A PRIEST

Leviticus

Pondering over my years in Theology | recall that we had
some extraordinary professors who had some truly sane ad-
vice and teaching. | should include this under Deuteronomy,
the Fifth Book of the Torah about Law, but I will draw it into my
development. The Church has a real defined sense of Law.
We find the laws of the Church contained in the Book of Canon
Law. The current edition (1983) has 1752 canons. We used
the Code of 1917 in our studies.
We were given a healthy approach to the Law. Father Jack Dede was a very sober
man who hardly ever cracked a smile. Once in a great while you would see a grin
on his face which he quickly erased lest you see that he was human and not a man
of THE LAW. He was sane in his presentation and interpretation of Canon Law.
We first had to know the division of the Canon sections and titles so that we could
easily find what we needed. Also there were the connection and inner connections
of the code. One code could be understood by first understanding the code on
which it was dependent. In other words if the canon spoke about the rights of a
cleric you had to know what the code defined as a “cleric.” Once the basic ground
rules were given you could delve into the part of the pool where you wanted to go.
You didn't take a deep dive into the shallow end of the pool, nor jump in the deep
end if you didn’t know how to swim or at least tread water. It was not the letter of
the law that was to be followed but also the spirit of the Law.
A practical application which involves another very good professor, Father William
O’Shea, who taught Liturgy, follows. Once a young man was ordained a sub-
deacon he took the vow of celibacy and the promise to pray the Liturgy of the
Hours or the Divine Office. The Breviary as it was known, followed the hours of the
day and was built around life in a monastery and the Roman way of dividing the
watch that changed every three hours. The first watched started at midnight and
changed every three hours, thus they were known as Matins (Vigils), Lauds, Prime,
Terce, Sext, None, Vespers and Compline. In the monastery they did not follow a
strict 3 hour separation but kept the same titles and divided them with the work day
of the monastery. In our culture we divide them into Morning, Daytime, Evening
and Night Prayer.
While you were in the seminary it was much easier to follow this form of prayer.
You lived by a schedule and a bell. We had been trained early on that the bell was
the voice of God. Let me tell you sometimes God had a harsh voice that we did not
want to hear especially in the morning. We were trained well in boot camp, minor
seminary. When you went outside of the seminary walls, that was another matter,
you didn't live by a bell and could not just stop on the Long Island Expressway and
pray the Office. Many priests would get up in the morning and say all the prayers
for the day. Now that was not praying. You just recited the words, in Latin, and
then had it done for the day. Or other priests would stop along the road at night
and read the Office by the light of the car headlights. They had to finish their prayer
by midnight. It was even harder to do that when we were allowed to use the official
English translation in the 60's.
With our sane approach to Canon Law and Liturgy we approached this dilemma
under the guidance of Father O’'Shea as prayer. Prayer is not some rote job that

LUGGAGE

“Maybe a friend turned his back on
you. Maybe someone you loved be-
trayed you. We all have wounds and
we end up carrying around these
things that people have done to us for
weeks, months, and sometimes even
years. It isn't always easy to forgive
these people and after a while these
hurts can get really heavy. So the only
way to feel better seems to be some-
how getting back at the people that
hurt us, to get revenge. But does re-
venge ever truly satisfy? Maybe forgiv-
ing isn't something you do for some-
one else to let them off the hook.
Maybe forgiveness is about you. God
didn't create you to carry these
wounds around. God created you to
be free.” Rob Bell

This reflection is closely connected
with the story of the Prodigal Son of
last week’s Gospel. It is about what
happens to the older brother after the
parable ends. When forgiveness can’t
be understood we then carry on re-
venge. This leads us further and fur-
ther from the kingdom or the reign of
God.

There is a character in the film LABY-
RINTH that the little girl meets in
search of her brother. The old lady is
loaded down with all sorts of things.
She explains to the little girl that they
are all of the things that she was not
able to let go of in life. She encour-
ages the little girl not to hold on to
things — they weigh you down. Re-
venge is like that and is one of them.
Holding on to revenge and not able to
forgive another or yourself and not
able to accept forgiveness weighs us
down.

In Romans 12:19 St. Paul calls atten-
tion to this phenomenon but the trans-

lation is not easily understood. Rob
Bell reworks it much better when he
says, “Don’t insist on getting even:
that’s not for you to do. ‘I'll do the judg-
ing,” says God. ‘I'll take care of it.” In
other words “Kiss it up to God.” Get-
ting even — revenge can consume us
and eats us away. The time and en-
ergy spent on revenge keeps us from
doing good and turns us into a mon-
ster — we play right into that which we
don’t want to become.

Use this image of luggage. The air-
lines have made rules so that we don't
have to carry so much luggage. If we
do we have to pay for it. If we carry
around emotional luggage we will pay
for it in another way. When you have a
lot of luggage it is difficult to get
around in the airport. We can't carry it.
We need a porter or a cart. It is difficult
to get it into the cab or car. Many peo-
ple opt for a carry on and skip the lug-
gage carousel. But then what do you
do with the metal objects that you
won'’t be able to take on in your carry
on? Think of all the emotional luggage
you carry and picture yourself carrying
all of that every day no matter where
you go. We sometimes unload it as
anger, short temper or sharp words.

The image all boils done to forgive-
ness as the parable of the Prodigal
Son teaches. “Do not judge and you
will not be judged. Do not condemn,
and you will not be condemned. For-
give, and you will be forgiven.” Luke
6:37 (NIV)

When you have cultivated the habit
and grace of forgiveness you will just
have to deal with carry-on luggage and
even be able to dispense what you are
carrying when you give out the forgive-
ness that is within.

“So may you forgive as you've been
forgiven, may you give to others
what’s been given to you. May you set
someone free and find out that it was
you, and may you do it today, because
you might not have the chance tomor-
row.”

you had to have over and done. We took seriously the importance of prayer and
the Divine Office but we were directed to make it prayer. Both the spirit and the law
were observed. | truly appreciated this sanity not just in Liturgy but also in the other
Church related matters. Of course | was well prepared in Our Lady of Victories
Grammar School. | don’'t remember which nun it was who taught this practical ap-
plication but it followed the same guidelines that Willie O’Shea and Jack Dede
gave to us. If you are on your way to church for Sunday Mass (now you remember
that if you missed Mass and died you were strictly supposed to go to hell) and this
was the last Mass (there were no evening Masses — Mass could not be celebrated
after Noon) and you came upon a person that was injured and needed help, what
do you do? The dilemma is if you help the person you miss Mass and endangered
your soul. If you didn’t help you would go against the law of charity, the golden
rule, “do unto others what you would have done unto you.” What a dilemma. We
were taught that the law of charity trumped the Mass law.

Of course you can see how great was this guideline in the priesthood and how of-
ten it had to be applied. That was my difficulty in Moral Theology but that is another
story. The Year of the Priest is made up of many days, many years and many peo-
ple to bring me to this Year.

Most translations use the above word “rubbish.” One translation uses the word “filth.” |
am sure that this is an appropriate word for the Greek word but | find it misleading in the
context of stewardship. Is the opposite of “wealth” “rubbish?” Rubbish is something
indeed you want to get rid of unless you are addicted and can't get rid of things. Rub-
bish and filth are garbage. We don'’t usually hold on to rubbish or filth even when we
have a problem of throwing away things. We may be deceived and see them in a better
light than their worth in reference to Jesus but let's not be deceived. Those things have
an attractive allure. They may indeed have a worth in themselves.

| believe that it is a change in value when we compare what Paul is talking about. There
is also another approach from the angle of stewardship, which of course this quote is
not about but let me take a different spin. There was a picture and article in the March
4™ edition of the Hunterdon Democrat. TRASH TO TREASURE - “Soda bottles, deliv-
ery and grocery boxes, re-purposed projects and bulletin board paper, leftover art sup-
plies and an obsolete emergency light become a ‘reread, re-give, research’ machine as
Delaware Township School celebrates the Dr. Seuss-themed Read Across America on
Tuesday by combining reading and environmental awareness.”

Is not the challenge of stewardship to transform that which we might see as rubbish into
useful things that are of value? Are they better than Christ — no way but they can be
used to hold to the principles that Christ stands for, the values of the gospel and the
guidelines of the Hebrew scriptures. How can Christ still be my wealth by recycling and
sharing instead of destroying and adding to the rubbish of society? This may also chal-
lenge us to not overuse, overproduce, and build our economy on consumption.
