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Anyone living within the parish boundaries who would like to become a member of
our Catholic Community or who is interested in learning more about the Catholic
faith should call or email the church office. We will meet with you at your conven-
ience where you will learn about our parish and the opportunities we offer. Those
joining the parish are encouraged to celebrate their welcome and registration at a
weekend Mass.

Please notify the parish office of any chance in phone number, address, email ad-
dress or when leaving the parish.

Parish registration is required for religious education, celebration of sacraments
and certification as a sponsor.

Regular Sunday worship indicates a practicing Catholic, not just parish registration.
An assurance of family practice and raising children in the faith they seek is neces-
sary for the sacraments of initiation and certification of sponsorship.

Baptism : Baptism is celebrated at any weekend Mass. The preparation process
begins during pregnancy and includes an initial pastoral visit with the Pastoral As-
sistant for Evangelization and attendance at one Baptism Preparation Session,
which is offered quarterly. Please call the parish office to register. Parish mem-
bership and active worship is required for two months prior to preparation. No bap-
tisms are celebrated during Lent.

First Eucharist : First Eucharist is celebrated in May, following two years of prepa-
ration. Family participation and regular worship are an integral component.
Confirmation : Confirmation is celebrated in the fall, following three years of
preparation. Active participation and weekly worship are an integral component.
Adult Confirmation : The formation process is held in the parish, followed by a
parish celebration of Adult Confirmation.

Initiation of Adults and Older Children __: This is an extended gradual formation
process for unbaptized or uncatechized adults, or baptized Christians who wish to
enter the Catholic Church or for unbaptized or uncatechized school-aged children.
Interested persons may begin the process at any time, please contact the parish
office for more information.

First Reconciliation : First Reconciliation is celebrated in Advent of the second
grade. Parent participation and regular worship is required.

Matrimony : Couples wishing to be married at St. John’s are required to make
arrangements one year in advance. Four sessions with the Pastor and Pre-Cana
or Engaged Encounter take place during this year. Parish registration and active
worship are required.

Anointing of the Sick : Anyone who is seriously ill or unable to come to church for
a length of time should contact the parish office so someone may visit and bring
the sacraments.

an earthquake has struck the region in South America where their daughter is with
a group from her college working on a water sanitation project. Their world sud-
denly stops. Mom starts dialing her daughter's cell phone number. Nothing. For
hours she dials, again and again. Nothing. Dad calls the college. College officials
know nothing as yet.

The hours become days. Mom and Dad are conscious only of the cell phone that
does not ring - and the other's hand in theirs. The television remains on, but they
dare not look lest the pictures begin to undermine their hope.

Finally, the cell beeps. A text message: Mom & Dad Am OK Will call L.
are the most beautiful words they have ever read.

Twenty-four hours later they are reunited at the airport terminal. Mom and Dad
realize immediately the nightmare their daughter has experienced. The daughter
understands by the lines on her parents' faces what they have been through. She
sees the tears of joy in her parents' eyes - and becomes conscious of the tears in
her own. In the pure light of their joy at being reunited, they realize anew how
much they mean to each other. In hugging their beautiful daughter, a mother and
father understand how empty their lives would be without her. In the safety of their
embrace, a daughter realizes how unconditionally and totally loved she is by these
two wonderful people. The silly arguments that are typical between a teen and her
parents evaporate; the angst that seems the natural order of things among differ-
ent generations within a family disintegrates.

For this family, it is daybreak after a long, long night. Love has transformed their
Good Friday. Their reunion is Easter morning, a morning that has changed them
forever.

Easter is more than event - Easter is an attitude, a perspective. Easter is a light to
guide us along this path of stones we stumble along. It is Easter whenever we
realize love in the midst of our fear and despair. It is Easter whenever love pulls us
out of our tombs of hopelessness and alienation.

A YEAR IN THE LIFE OF A PRIEST

Leviticus

There used to be a whole list of minor orders that preceded
major orders of sub-deacon, deaconate and priesthood. You
entered into the clerical state with tonsure, the cutting of the
hair. Originally the hair of the cleric was cut to resemble a cir-
cle of hair around a bald spot. You may have seen statues of
St. Francis or St. Anthony of Padua with this style of haircut.
These used to be the style that slaves wore to designate that
they were owned. The cleric of course was owned by God. When | was tonsured
only a small piece of the hair was cut except for the man in my class who was bald.
The presiding bishop was very creative. He just tapped the man’s head with the
scissors. There were rights and privileges for the cleric — not of much consequence
by today’s standards. Today it is replaced with a ceremony of Acceptance as a
Candidate.
The four minor orders were conferred after various years of study and proving one-
self a worthy candidate. Often the minor orders were administered in twos. One
year you received Porter and Lector and another year, Exorcist and Acolyte. The
Porter’s job was to open and close the church door, ring bells and other such ser-
vices for the community. The Lector as you well know was to proclaim the readings
at Mass. The Exorcist could drive out the devil - though this is not used very often
except for the exorcism at Baptism. The Acolyte was the server at Mass and often
jobs like those of a sacristan. Today they are called ministries and only conferred
on those who are seeking the deaconate and/or priesthood. The only two remain-
ing are Lector and Acolyte. Since lay people can serve in these ministries without a
ceremony they become pretty much ceremonial for someone who is preparing for
ordination to the deaconate or priesthood. These minor orders in my day were spe-
cial and had an importance in your journey to priesthood but did not impose impos-
sible functions.
Sub-deaconate was another matter. The reason you may ask? When a young man
became a sub-deacon he could no longer marry. He took the vow of celibacy. Also
after ordination to the sub-deaconate you had to pray the Divine Office (the Office
of the Hours). A lot was made of the preparedness for this order. So much so that
it became traumatic at times. | can remember lying in bed on the night before. |
was so nervous that the bottom of my body just vibrated up and down on the mat-
tress. There was no control. The ceremony went off without a hitch but the nerv-
ousness perdured for a few days.
The deaconate was conferred at the beginning of my last year in the seminary,
thus it was called “deacon year.” We did not get to serve as a deacon during the
summer as now is done. We did have opportunities at the seminary and various
parishes to serve as deacon. When we went home for Christmas you could also
act as a deacon. At that time there were no permanent deacons as we have today.
Today someone who is a deacon and will be ordained as a priest is referred to as
a “transitional deacon.” Being ordained as a deacon was not as nerve racking as
the sub-deaconate and lost some of its importance to priesthood that came at the
end of the year.
All of these steps separated you from the laity or the laymen. There was a great
emphasis on this in Church history. The lay state and the clerical state was a big

As | was vesting for the Palm Sunday bless-
ing and procession | popped my head out of
the sacristy door. A woman my age stopped
and said “Do you know me?” That is one of
the predicaments that | dread. The person
knows you and you should know them. | said
you look familiar but | can’t place your face.
You know that story of the armless man that
needed a job. He applied to be bell ringer in
the old European Cathedral. Of course the
rector wanted to be nice and not draw atten-
tion to his handicap but he didn’t know how in
the world he would ring the bell without any
hands. The man explained that he would run
and hit the bell with his head and so he did.
The rector felt sorry for the man and so he
gave in and hired him. The first time the man
rang the bell it returned and knocked him out
of the belfry and he splattered all over the
pavement. People gathered and asked if
anyone knew him. The rector looked and
responded, “His face doesn't ring a bell.”

The suspense ended when she said she was
“Ann Marie Canon.” | was in high school with
her. We graduated from St. Mary’s High
School (now Cardinal McCarrick High) in
South Amboy, NJ in 1954. | hadn't seen her
since we graduated except for our 50" reun-
ion and | don’t remember talking much to her
then. She was at Mass with her husband
Gerry. They had an extra day from their stay
at Hampton Inns on their way back from Flor-
ida and decided to come out to Clinton. They
live in Medford, NJ. Gerry looked up the
churches in the area, saw my name as pas-
tor, and remembered me from the reunion.
They came to Mass and invited me to dinner
at the Clinton Inn. He graduated from St.
Mary’s in 1949. Since | was not from South
Amboy | didn't know him. Gerry was a ma-
rine, robbed the cradle and married the mas-
cot of his basketball team, Ann Marie.

It was a delightful dinner, great memories and
engaging conversation. How do you spend an
evening with people you never knew, knew
casually in high school and have never seen
each other or talked since? You learn about
their lives, their five children, their family
background and educational background.
Gerry went to Belmont Abbey where Msgr.
Sullivan, the pastor sent a number of boys in
those days. You think of people you have
never thought of since graduation and people
you never knew but are remembered by one
or the other. Since my writing in THE YEAR
OF THE PRIEST | have been thinking about
a lot of these people. | also wondered how

many people were still practicing the faith. It

was a breath of fresh air to discover the faith
of the people of St. Mary’s Parish in South
Amboy, predominately lIrish, still is held by
people like Ann Marie and Gerry. St. Mary’s
was also the cradle of many vocations to the
priesthood and religious life. The convent
which supplied teachers for the grammar and
high school was filled with Mercy nuns who
were predominantly the only teachers in the
schools. The convent is now vacant - a sad
commentary on a lot of things.

Ann Marie goes to daily Mass. They know the
priests who are there and who have served
there. Their lives are permeated with the faith
of their Irish ancestors and Gerry's Hungarian
connections.

This was a chance meeting and | was free to
have dinner. How often do these happenstan-
ces, serendipitous occasions arise in our
lives? We can make them happen. We are not
a culture that stops in on people anymore.
There is not the occasion to go for a cup or
have an unexpected conversation. Last Sun-
day | arrived early to hear confessions at St.
Matthias Church in Somerset. | was waiting in
my car until the church emptied out from eve-
ning Mass. There were two ladies that talked
for at least a half an hour outside of church
while their children romped through the
bushes on the newly mulched beds. | became
the curmudgeon that all kids hate. One girl
greeted me cheerfully and | said, “You know
you shouldn’t be running around the bushes.”
The parents were oblivious to what they were
doing so | became the nasty parent. What a
lasting impression | left on that little girl. The
point was that the mothers were totally en-
gaged. Their faith engaged them. They were
touching base. They may not have had that
opportunity if they weren’t at Mass.

What if we reached out to people we did not
know? What about making connections, shar-
ing stories and learning what you have in
common? It is surprising how well that “six
degrees of separation” works. How to make
contacts, how to stay connected, how to share
faith stories and be present to one another.
The RCIA process is a faith journey with other
people. These experiences still keep people
together. | am often surprised how some of
the WINGS connections still persist. How
people have come to know and become
friends with people whom they worked with on
a fundraising or service project. How students
from different schools are connected through
religious education. The support we give, the
memories we make through the faith we share
will last a lifetime even when you don't see
people for 50 years or more. Thanks to Ann
Marie and Gerry for dinner and these happy
memories and recalling people who have
gone to their rest.

deal. Of course some of this led to the anticlericalism that has arisen throughout
history. The separation and the designated titles are not as emphasized these
days except in the young clergy again. The days and methods of preparation were
not to emphasis distinctions and differences but the duties and responsibilities of
those who would take these orders or now ministries on. We can see this even
with those not ordained or ceremonial conferred on those who serve in the minis-
tries of Lector, Eucharistic Minister and Altar Server. When these ministries are not
taken seriously, people do not show up or fail to get a substitute it throws the Ser-
vice into turmoil. Of course we do not have any disciplinary consequences so it has
to be motivated by a desire to serve and be present to serve God'’s people.

Many now share in these ministries and have helped make this distinction less of a
separation. But at one time in history this was the way it was on the road to live

“In the second reading today, St. Paul reminds the Colossians that they have been
raised with Christ, exhorting them to “think about the things above rather than
things of earth. “We, too have been raised with Christ. Let us rejoice and be
glad!” (See Colossians 3:2)

Again we have Paul with his head in the clouds, thinking primarily of heaven. That
is one perspective but in the wrong context can lead us from another aspect of the
resurrection, especially for those of us who are earth bound. If we have our heads
in the clouds we miss the things of earth. Paul's’ perspective is important but only
half of it. The story of Jonathan Livingston Seagull was about a gull that made it to
the above but returns to guide others. We get our motivation from above and the
paschal mysteries but we still have to live on earth.

Resurrection is also about the renewal of the earth. As we are captured by the
emerging beauty of nature we see how this can take place. In the series that takes
off from the book “City of Ember” two children find a way from the darkness of their
underworld to the light of day, the blue of the sky, and the green of nature. They
throw a note underground and people follow their directions in the People of
Sparks. Life is still challenging but now they are in the light of day not artificial light.
They don’t keep the light for themselves they lead others to the light.

Is this not about the stewardship of Easter? After we have been awed by the pas-
chal mysteries we turn to lead others to the light. We share what we have experi-
enced. At the Ascension the angels ask the apostles why they are looking upward.
Get on with your mission. Spread the good news. Live and preach what you have
experienced. The stewardship of Easter is to share the experience. Live the new
life. Go for it!
