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Anyone living within the parish boundaries who would like to become a member of
our Catholic Community or who is interested in learning more about the Catholic
faith should call or email the church office. We will meet with you at your conven-
ience where you will learn about our parish and the opportunities we offer. Those
joining the parish are encouraged to celebrate their welcome and registration at a
weekend Mass.

Please notify the parish office of any chance in phone number, address, email ad-
dress or when leaving the parish.

Parish registration is required for religious education, celebration of sacraments
and certification as a sponsor.

Regular Sunday worship indicates a practicing Catholic, not just parish registration.
An assurance of family practice and raising children in the faith they seek is neces-
sary for the sacraments of initiation and certification of sponsorship.

Baptism : Baptism is celebrated at any weekend Mass. The preparation process
begins during pregnancy and includes an initial pastoral visit with the Pastoral As-
sistant for Evangelization and attendance at one Baptism Preparation Session,
which is offered quarterly. Please call the parish office to register. Parish mem-
bership and active worship is required for two months prior to preparation. No bap-
tisms are celebrated during Lent.

First Eucharist : First Eucharist is celebrated in May, following two years of prepa-
ration. Family participation and regular worship are an integral component.
Confirmation : Confirmation is celebrated in the fall, following three years of
preparation. Active participation and weekly worship are an integral component.
Adult_Confirmation The formation process is held in the parish, followed by a
parish celebration of Adult Confirmation.

Initiation of Adults and Older Children __: This is an extended gradual formation
process for unbaptized or uncatechized adults, or baptized Christians who wish to
enter the Catholic Church or for unbaptized or uncatechized school-aged children.
Interested persons may begin the process at any time, please contact the parish
office for more information.

First Reconciliation : First Reconciliation is celebrated in Advent of the second
grade. Parent participation and regular worship is required.

Matrimony : Couples wishing to be married at St. John’s are required to make
arrangements one year in advance. Four sessions with the Pastor and Pre-Cana
or Engaged Encounter take place during this year. Parish registration and active
worship are required.

Anointing of the Sick : Anyone who is seriously ill or unable to come to church for
a length of time should contact the parish office so someone may visit and bring
the sacraments.

HAITI UPDATE

90-million dollars has been contributed to Catholic Relief Services
(CRS) for aid to Haiti since the January earthquake and contribu-
tions continue to come in. Even as relief services continue CRS is
working on a long-term recovery plan for the country according to
CRS president Ken Hackett.
Current planning includes three phases - acute relief lifesaving work, which is on-
going, an intermediate recovery phase that will last through 2010 and a long-term
phase expect to last several years. All three phases will overlap each other with
staff devoted to the immediate needs of food, temporary shelter and clothing, inter-
mediate transitional housing as the rainy season approaches which must be able
to withstand some hurricane force winds, deal with sewage and water needs and
allow people to begin to rebuild some semblance of normal life. Long term work will
focus on rebuilding infrastructure, permanent housing and commerce.
Within the intermediate phase, already begun, people are employed in cash-for-
work projects that pay people to clear rubble and drainage canals and other activi-
ties so they can earn money to shop in markets.
Providing healthcare continues to be an ongoing challenge. Teams from the Uni-
versity of Maryland continue to rotate in and out of St. Francis de Sales Hospital
which is still operating out of tents as most of the buildings in the hospital complex
were destroyed. CRS is looking to develop a new site suitable for patients and hos-
pital equipment so that this crucial health care facility can continue to provide its
lifesaving services without interruption. A special taskforce works to ensure the
safety and security of children by establishing safe spaces for children in the
camps, working with surrounding orphanages and reuniting those separated from
their families as the transitional housing communities are being setup.
Scott Campbell met with former U.S. presidents George W. Bush and Bill Clinton a
few weeks ago to brief them on humanitarian relief efforts to date. The Clinton-
Bush Haiti Fund has raised 37-million dollars thus far for aid work.

Story: Nail marks

A relative or friend of yours is going through a difficult time: an iliness, the loss of a
job, a breakup. You want to pick up the phone and call, you begin to write a card,
you think about making something to bring over. But you hesitate. What do |
say? What can | do? How can | possibly make this situation better?

So you back off. You don't want to say the wrong thing. You don't want to appear
to pry. You don't want to make things worse.

But somehow compassion trumps your doubts about your ability to help; your love
and concern are stronger than your fear of doing or saying the wrong thing. So
you make the call, write the note, bake the casserole. And you somehow find the
right thing to say - or you realize, wisely, that nothing needs to be said. Your lis-
tening ear, your compassionate shoulder, your concerned presence are more than
enough.

In today's Gospel, Jesus appears to his disciples and shows them his hands and
his side; later he invites the doubting Thomas to touch the marks made by the nails
and the gash from the soldier's lance. Easter does not deny the effects of Good
Friday nor erases the wounds of crucifixion - but Easter is God's compassion mov-
ing us beyond crucifixion to healing and wholeness. We all have scars from our
own Good Fridays that remain long after our own experiences of resurrection. We
learn from our scars. Our "nail marks" remind us that all pain and grief, all ridicule
and suffering are transformed into healing and peace in the love of God we experi-
ence from others and that we extend them. Jesus tells Thomas and his brothers
not to be afraid of nail marks and scars and fractured bones and the crushed spirit
and the broken heart. Compassion, forgiveness, justice - no matter how clumsily
offered - can heal and mend. In the light of unwavering hope, with the assurance
of God's unlimited grace, even the simplest act of kindness and understanding is
the realization of Easter in our midst.

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A YEAR IN THE LIFE OF A PRIEST

Leviticus

One of my classmates just died, Father Frank Bach. One of
our classmates, Gene Ruane, keeps us posted. This time he
sent an old article that was written while we were in the semi-
nary. It had pictures and one of them was supposed to be
Frank but the call is out to identify the seminarian because it
isn’t Frank. In one of the other pictures there is a class scene.
Everyone is diligently writing away for the camera. | am in the
picture but | am looking out in space or at the board or some other object. | thought
that it was interesting.
The article appeared in the BALTIMORE AMERICAN SUNDAY, May 20, 1962, six
days before | was ordained. The article is entitted SPARTAN TRAINING OF A
PRIEST written by J. William Jones.
“CUT THE unnecessary roughness.” The referee yelled, waving his finger at the
hulk of man before him, “or I'll throw you out of the game.”
The sport was two-hand touch football, and it was the big game of the year. St,
Mary’s Seminary was playing the Maryland Penitentiary, as always on the latter’s
home grounds, a cement field.
St. Mary’s had brought its own referee, who was chagrined later to learn that the
man he was threatening with banishment was serving 99 years for killing a police-
man with his bare hands.
As unorthodox as its sports program is university life at the seminary, which trains
men for the Catholic priesthood.
Ever student has a job. He waits on tables and does his own wash. He runs the
library, the sport shop, the book store, the print shop, bindery and his own radio
station. He reads no newspapers and can watch only one television newscast a
day, one World Series game a season. He can never leave the campus alone.
COMMNECEMENT IS June 7, but there will be no senior prom or the frivolities of
other universities on such an occasion. And yet none of the men, many of them in
their 40’s are starting a second career and a new way of life, would have it differ-
ently.
St. Mary’s is the largest seminary and the oldest pontifical university in the United
States. Its students come from as far north as Ontario, south as Brazil, Puerto Rico
on the east and from the west as Australia and Japan.
More than 80 per cent college graduates, their four years of theology study at the
Roland and Belvidere Aves Institution is as Spartan as a race horse’s training and
as disciplined as a military cadet’s.
Each day begins at 6 A.M. and from 7:45 P.M. the evening before until grace at
breakfast is said in Latin, not a word is spoken. Meals are eaten in silence, except
for two student-delivered sermons.
Every day is crowded with work, study, piety and play, which doesn’t diminish the
exuberance of any. Three classes fill the morning. Athletics follow the noon meal
and chapel until 3 P.M. when classes resume until 5:40 P.M.
Somewhere in between, each man must read his New testament, say the service
of Office, practice the mass and attend evening prayers.
Every student must go on a walk Wednesday afternoon. Walks are visits to hospi-
tals and jails, religious instruction for the blind, visits to the sick, aged and orphans,

| just finished the young adult novel THE
PEOPLE OF SPARKS. It was the basis
of my Easter homily. The novel is called
“a post apocalyptic novel” by Jean Du
Prau. | came upon it looking for the book
that was the basis of the movie CITY OF
EMBER. It was rewarding to find the
movie and the sequel of books that are
the origin of the first film and the other
novels.

I am not sure what the adults think about
me reading young adult novels but |
have found out how much our young
people read, understand and even de-
vour books. | often find something reli-
gious or spiritual to take away and apply
in a movie or book. (Try out the innuen-
dos of the new version of THE CLASH
OF THE TITANS.) Maybe | have found a
new source of material and inspiration.
They are also a new source for homily
material and entertainment as well.

“The People of Sparks picks up where
The City of Ember leaves off. Lina and
Doon have emerged from the under-
ground city to the exciting new world
above, and it isn't long before they are
followed by the other inhabitants of Em-
ber. The Emberites soon come across a
town where they are welcomed, fed, and
given places to sleep. But the town's
resources are limited and it isn’'t long
before resentment begins to grow be-
tween the two groups. When anonymous
acts of vandalism push them toward
violence, it's up to Lina and Doon to dis-
cover who's behind the vandalism and
why, before it's too late.”

The young people, Lina and Doon, are
challenged to find a solution to the ca-
tastrophe that has occurred in Sparks.
How to bring people, ready for war and
destruction, into line with a better way to
do things? They don’t have to manipu-
late or create things. The situations of
life present themselves and they seize
the opportunity in doing what is right to
bring about a new direction.

PONDERING PAUSES, CONT.
We are all confronted with similar situa-
tions over the course of our lives, with
individuals and groups. We are not al-
ways creative in the way we approach
incidents which usually follow the most
likely known conclusion. Sometimes we
dismiss a movie or book or story with the
phrase, “It was predictable.” We like new
twists, O Henry endings, unusual plots,
character arcs. We like happy endings,
loose ends tied up neatly, good succeed-
ing over evil and even openness for a
sequel. We like our appetites to be en-
ticed to look for more. Of course this is
good for business. Sometimes we are
moved to action as they claim Nixon was
after he saw PATTON and then invaded
Cambodia.

“People of Sparks” is a great title for life.
What are the sparks about? What sparks
our imagination and creativity? Sparks
start a fire and get us going inside or to
form a fire that warms us and enables us
to see. The sparks that start a campfire
bring us together to share stories and
experiences. There is also the spark of
love. The book ends with the recreation
of sparks doing something that has been
lost to the post apocalyptic civilization
but that the people of Ember have kept
alive. Of course it is an introduction into
the next novel but also a model of what
we are called to do in life.

What are the sparks that have gotten
you going? Where can you bring the
spark of hope and vision? How are you
rejuvenated? We need to be people of
sparks. One of the challenges | see be-
fore us is the abuse of children. What we
have seen paradigmatically in the church
is just a reflection of what goes on in our
culture all the time, not just in this cen-
tury but in centuries past. The symptoms
and causes are the same. The cover ups
are rampant. The unbelievable stories
and the lack of recourse to a trusting
person to turn to are not just found in the
church. We need to see the pedophile in
the church as the tip of the iceberg of
what goes on in our culture. We should
be aware that others prey upon the
weak, the disenfranchised, the marginal-
ized who have no rights in society and
spark a new way of reaching out to those
in need.

donations of blood or service as a guinea pig for a doctor testing a new depressant
drug.

The whole program has a double purpose — spiritual as well as intellectual training.
“Each student is highly motivated here” says the Very Rev. Eugene Van Antwerp,
former chaplain aboard the U.S.S. Missouri and seminary rector.

A former dance band leader is a student at St. Mary’s, another is a former tennis
champion, one was a dentist and still another one-time professor of education in
Australia.

“Still,” says Father Van Antwerp, “the dropout is high, about 25 percent. Many learn
here that the task of shouldering a priest’s responsibilities is too enormous.”

Not quite the way | would describe the seminary. The author took some writing
liberties but he did capture some of the varied views of seminary life that would
lead many to The Year of the Priest. There was also a student from Japan who
was in training to be a kamikaze pilot, but the war ended.

The blessings of the resurrection do not dissipate or vanish. The resurrection is the
font of continued blessings that renew us time and time again. It not only renewed
the apostles but sent them forth filled with the Holy Spirit and proclaiming the good
news.

As this became more apparent and as they became more aware then the gift of life
was renewed within them. When you have that kind of experience you do not keep
it quiet or hide it under a bushel basket. You share the good news. As good stew-
ards we too proclaim what we have experienced and how we have been changed.
“Blessed are those who have not seen and have believed.”
