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Anyone living within the parish boundaries who would like to become a member of
our Catholic Community or who is interested in learning more about the Catholic
faith should call or email the church office. We will meet with you at your conven-
ience where you will learn about our parish and the opportunities we offer. Those
joining the parish are encouraged to celebrate their welcome and registration at a
weekend Mass.

Please notify the parish office of any chance in phone number, address, email ad-
dress or when leaving the parish.

Parish registration is required for religious education, celebration of sacraments
and certification as a sponsor.

Regular Sunday worship indicates a practicing Catholic, not just parish registration.
An assurance of family practice and raising children in the faith they seek is neces-
sary for the sacraments of initiation and certification of sponsorship.

Baptism : Baptism is celebrated at any weekend Mass. The preparation process
begins during pregnancy and includes an initial pastoral visit with the Pastoral As-
sistant for Evangelization and attendance at one Baptism Preparation Session,
which is offered quarterly. Please call the parish office to register. Parish mem-
bership and active worship is required for two months prior to preparation. No bap-
tisms are celebrated during Lent.

First Eucharist : First Eucharist is celebrated in May, following two years of prepa-
ration. Family participation and regular worship are an integral component.
Confirmation : Confirmation is celebrated in the fall, following three years of
preparation. Active participation and weekly worship are an integral component.
Adult_Confirmation The formation process is held in the parish, followed by a
parish celebration of Adult Confirmation.

Initiation of Adults and Older Children __: This is an extended gradual formation
process for unbaptized or uncatechized adults, or baptized Christians who wish to
enter the Catholic Church or for unbaptized or uncatechized school-aged children.
Interested persons may begin the process at any time, please contact the parish
office for more information.

First Reconciliation : First Reconciliation is celebrated in Advent of the second
grade. Parent participation and regular worship is required.

Matrimony : Couples wishing to be married at St. John’s are required to make
arrangements one year in advance. Four sessions with the Pastor and Pre-Cana
or Engaged Encounter take place during this year. Parish registration and active
worship are required.

Anointing of the Sick : Anyone who is seriously ill or unable to come to church for
a length of time should contact the parish office so someone may visit and bring
the sacraments.

Question #7 — Are you saying that
most deacons are just part-time
ministers?

A. Nothing could be further from the
truth!  Ordination is something that
affects a person permanently, so be-
ing a deacon is not a part-time minis-
try. Once ordained, the deacon is
always a deacon, regardless of where
he is or what he’'s doing, just as a
priest or bishop is always a priest or
bishop even when they’re on vacation.
A deacon is just as engaged in his
ministry when he is at work or en-
gaged in other activities not directly
related to the Church. It is precisely in
his leadership and presence outside
formal ecclesial structures that the
deacon can often enable and em-
power others to exercise their own
diaconal responsibilities as Christians.
Being a deacon is a full-time reality!

Question #8 — How does someone
know if he has a vocation to be a
deacon?

A. There is a maxim that says “Grace
builds on nature.” In many cases, a
person’s diaconal qualities have been
observed and experienced by friends,
family and member of the parish com-
munity; in these cases it is often some
of these people, or a pastor, who sug-
gest to a man that he ought to con-
sider the possibility of the diaconate.
Perhaps a man has become inter-
ested in the diaconate because of his
own experience with deacons or
through something he has read. In
every case, a person who thinks he
might have a vocation to the diaconate
should first pray, then talk about it with
his family, if he’s married, and find out
more by calling the director of the di-
aconate for the diocese in which he
lives.

Story: The courage to ‘see’

A young woman had been diagnosed with retinitis pigmentosa, a condition that causes
a gradual and permanent loss of vision. For some time she was able to function with-
out any assistance - in fact, she had maintained her independence throughout college
and graduate school. But as her vision slowly deteriorated, she could not accept the
reality that she would have to make some adjustments in her life. She worried how
others would perceive her: She did not want anyone's sympathy or pity. She kept a
white cane in her briefcase - but was too self-conscious to use it. So she ran into walls
and doors and signs all the time; on the subway and on buses, she would often stand
because she could not make her way to an open seat.
She was content to continue bumping into things rather than being recognized as a
blind person - until her perspective changed. She was walking alongside a building she
was familiar with. When she sensed the corner approaching, she moved away slightly
so her shoulder wouldn't brush against it. Suddenly she realized her feet were no
longer on the ground. When she felt she was again on the sidewalk, she stopped and
looked back. What had changed around the corner? Then she saw him: She could
make out the shape of a homeless man who was asleep on the pavement. He was
unaware of what she had just realized - that she had walked right over him. Fortu-
nately, she hadn't hurt him. But she knew that if she had used her cane, this never
would have happened.
She now recognizes the absurdity of her fears and pride about her blindness. She now
uses the cane. She not only accepts her condition but she is secure with herself and
her abilities to deal with it and "see" her way through her life.

[Foundation Fighting Blindness.]

In the light of his resurrection, the Easter Christ shows us the fullness of the life of
God. We are not meant to be immobilized by our own inadequacies or our pride that
our independence and sense of self might be compromised. Christ lifts Peter from his
betrayal and entrusts to him the care of his church; he calls the fishermen from their
nets on Tiberias to embark on a new expedition that will take them across every sea
and ocean. Like the woman who finally accepts her blindness and transforms her life in
the process, like Peter and the disciples who are re-created in the forgiveness of the
Risen One, may we rise above whatever limits us or discourages us from realizing the
fullness of Easter joy in our lives. Easter's empty tomb reveals the transformation that
can be ours in seeking reconciliation with one another, in possessing the greatness of
heart to forgive and seek forgiveness, in seeking that unique and total joy that comes
only from putting the joy of others before our own.

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A YEAR IN THE LIFE OF A PRIEST

Leviticus

In Fourth Theology the call to priesthood is finally extended.
This is an anxious time because not everyone is called to or-
ders. Even when you received the call to orders you are af-
fected by those who do not receive this call or those who de-
cide to delay it. One begins to question oneself. Once it is re-
ceived you begin to put all your plans into motion. Of course by
this time you have watched three other classes do the process.
You have seen chalices and formed your likes and dislikes. You have seen invita-
tions and talked to your parents and pastor on how your First Mass would be cele-
brated. You have looked at vestments and responded to people who want to give
you something that is useful and apropos. You ask priests to take part in your First
Mass and who you can invite to the dinner afterwards. There are a lot of similarities
in preparing for a wedding. There is the ceremony and the reception.
One of the most important choices to make is your chalice. You can't image the
number of chalices there are to choose from. It is less like picking out a wedding
ring and more like picking out a china pattern. Of course you don't have to consult
with a spouse so this makes it easier unless your spouse doesn’'t want to be in-
volved. Let me share my personal process which is different for everyone. One of
the traditions that is observed is to work your mother’s engagement stone into your
chalice if you were having any precious stones on the chalice. My mother was not
giving me her engagement ring. At first | thought it was because it meant too much
to her and she was not going to part with it. | later discovered that it was not a dia-
mond, my father couldn’t afford one. | think she felt it was inferior or didn’t want
anyone to know that it was only a semi-precious stone. My parents were going to
give me my chalice. | think that it cost $350.00 which was normal in those days but
not cheap in 1962. | believe a diamond would cost that much then.
I knew that | wanted silver. | didn’t like yellow gold that much. I also know that | had
some specific designs in mind that | did not want. | did not want anything fancy or
over decorated, so | did not want a traditional chalice. | also had the sense that it
should be true to its integrity, use and material. | did not want something from a
catalogue or standard manufacturer. One seminarian ahead of me got his chalice
from Japan. It cost less but the drawing he sent was crooked and that is how the
chalice was sent, according to drawing. | had a dilemma between a silver chalice
and the new look of enameled metal. My friend Florian Gall got a red enamel chal-
ice from Switzerland. | was tempted but there were too many questions about its
durability and making. | also had a decision to make about design. Though the
chalice was symbolic of a community cup we did not have communion under both
species so it did not have to hold much.
| finally settled on two designs and approached an artist with whom | was im-
pressed. He was from Washington, a Mr. Jacoby. | not only liked his workmanship
but also the cases that he made for his chalices. He made wooden boxes that
were really neat. He rejected one of the designs. If | wanted that he told me where
to go and get that kind of chalice. | settled for the simple line chalice. He made the
cup from a circle of silver, the size of a silver dollar and hammered until it was a
cup. During the process | saw it being formed. In those days there was a question
about consecrating a chalice if it did not have a node. Some opted to take the

| was involved recently in a focus group
survey about priests. It was the second
stage and so they were looking for quotes
to go along with the book that would be
written about their surveys. My first reac-
tion was to respond positively and be a
part of this survey because | frequently
read these or other statistics and say,
“That’s not the way | feel. Why didn’t they
ask me?”
After going to the Focus Group | began
thinking that they already have their mate-
rial and we were to fit into their conclu-
sions. | also reflected on my old prejudice
about sociology that | made when | took
that in the seminary in third or fourth Phi-
losophy. Sociologists let you know what
people are thinking but do not offer any
solutions. In fact that is what Rev. Stephen
Joseph Fichter said at the beginning of the
afternoon. We were listened to and taped.
As all good priests we shared sincerely,
honestly but again with hope that some-
thing would be done. | had to shake myself
into reality that would not be the case. In-
terviewers hear what they want to hear and
apply statistics and comments to their
premise. As often you read what you said
in an article that does not capture what you
said. | was once on a radio show with two
other campus ministers at Rutgers of differ-
ent denominations. We were in agreement.
The interviewer did not find any contro-
versy on which people would call in. We
lasted about 30 minutes and were then
dismissed. He needed to have controversy
so that people would call in and his ratings
would satisfy the station.
Underneath the comments being made by
8 priests, one a religious priest and 2 who
have been in religious life was a salient
theme that kept coming up. | was the old-
est and had the most years in priesthood.
Four were just behind me in age and ser-
vice, two were around 25 years of ordina-
tion and the youngest was ordained 13
years but was 46. The salient theme that |
discovered that determined a lot about
ministry was the people to whom you min-
ister. | would like to relate some of those
observations in view to the questions being
answered.
The first is the effect and concerns in ad-
dressing the priest shortage with bringing

in international priests (priests from other
counties, customs and nationalities.) One
of the primary difficulties is that these
priests, even if they speak understandable
English, have different cultural values. One
of the primary questions to ask is how they
treat women in their culture and what is
their attitude towards women. In our coun-
try and culture this is an important element
in ministry. Understanding them is another
factor but not always. One priest stated that
he was stationed with a priest for whom he
got lessons in English who got away with
not understanding or being understood
because he was good looking and sweet.
The man never tried to learn English be-
yond saying Mass. Another follow up on
that score was that people were accepting
of international priests if they were kind and
listened even if they did not understand.

On this score is the reaction of people.
People who speak Spanish and are from
South America do not welcome a priest
from Spain. The other common mistake is
that we lump all people who speak Spanish
into one category. They come from differ-
ent countries and have different customs
and enjoy their own identity. The other part
is that we as Americans do not always
listen carefully to what we do not instantly
understand. | remember when Fr. Simo first
came to us. His spoken English was not
great. In fact he came to learn more con-
versational English. People at table would
ask me what he said. Now why should |
understand his English any better than
anyone else? | don’t speak broken English.
As people got to know him and eventually
accustomed their ears to his accent and
speak patterns they could understand. It
took work. He was accepted because he
was kind and sweet and good looking. We
of course are more apt to identify with a
European accent than with an Asian ac-
cent. And we love an Italian or French ac-
cent. We are so so with a British accent
even though we speak the same language.
We also have prejudices that arise which
have an effect on our understanding. When
a priest is from Africa we have the whole
color prejudice even though it has been
somewhat dealt with in the past several
decades in our country. What is your reac-
tion when you see a Caucasian and African
-American couple together? How do you
react when your son or daughter is dating
someone of a different race? Golden Girls
had a great segment on this. (more to fol-
low) .
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chance, | decided for a node. | chose Macassar Ebony from Africa. You also had to
have some mark on the chalice to determine which the front was. The reason is
that is where you would drink from when you consumed the precious blood and
had to drink from the same place when you purified the chalice. | chose a drawing
from the Apocalypse of the lamb standing as if slain. The old habit runs deep and
even though this is not the rule now you may observe me looking for the front of
some chalices that | use.

The chalice had to be symbolically large for me. The priest who consecrated the
chalices insisted that he had to be able to get his thumb to the bottom of the chal-
ice without making a fist. When the final product arrived there was great celebra-
tion and relief. When | took it home, my family, especially my grandmother, tiptoed
around it as if it was the tabernacle. The family and the community had a great
respect for the chalice. There was a novel at the time called THE SILVER CHAL-
ICE which made my silver chalice even more special. The chalice would be with
me all the years of being a priest.

Third Sunday of Easter

In today’s Gospel, Jesus tells Peter again and again, “If you love Me, feed my
sheep.” He says the same to each of us, “If you love Me, use the gifts | have given
you to serve your brothers and sisters.” (See John 21:15f)

The stories of Jesus giving in the Gospel seem always to have the injunction or
inference that what is given should be shared. There is always the invitation, in-
deed command, to share with one another. How can we miss or dismiss the point
that is so evident? | believe that our human nature, the rule of self preservation,
jumps in and takes over. What if | need this? | may not need it now but | may need
this in the near future. We tend to stockpile for a later date. People who grow up in
want and need, in the depression, or deprived may have this as a part of their
makeup. Older people have a tendency to collect a lot of one item because at one
time in their life they ran out. People who grow up in war or when things are ra-
tioned have this same tendency. When | was in Poland during the Communist time
and things were scarce people ran to the local store when something came in to
buy all that they could. When | was there it was a gravy master sauce to make
gravy.

Even in situations like this we find people sharing. The sense of fear and depriva-
tion play an important part in people’s desire to share. When there is abundance
there is less of a difficulty in sharing but it is not necessarily true. When the elec-
tricity goes off people cook or pass out their frozen items that may go bad if they
are not shared. Some people rather threw it out than share. Frequently people give
food they would not eat because it has expired to the Food Pantry. We also may
have a reluctance to give to a stranger what we would freely give to someone we
know or are related to. However, this does not always follow.

Stewardship is about sharing above and beyond these human factors that make up
our character. Jesus asks us to share what we have. The example of the manna in
the desert which disappears and cannot be stored or sold is another example of
want we should do with what we have. We have a model of tithing 10% of our in-
come - 5% to your church and 5% to other charities. The Mormons are supposed
to share 10% of their income to the church or temple. The Mormons are able to do
so much because of this directive. This may not be a good example for steward-
ship but it is a working model. We may indeed give more than that when someone
is in need or we have a lot more than 10% to give out.

| once asked a former catholic who was now involved in a tithing church how they
deal with major fund raisers. He replied, “10% of your income shared is about jus-
tice. What you give beyond this is charity.” | thought that was an interesting con-
cept and changed my view of stewardship. Do you think that Jesus was referring to
this measure in the gospel pericope today? Or did he mean to use his measure of
dispensing mercy?
