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Anyone living within the parish boundaries who would like to become a member of
our Catholic Community or who is interested in learning more about the Catholic
faith should call or email the church office. We will meet with you at your conven-
ience where you will learn about our parish and the opportunities we offer. Those
joining the parish are encouraged to celebrate their welcome and registration at a
weekend Mass.

Please notify the parish office of any chance in phone number, address, email ad-
dress or when leaving the parish.

Parish registration is required for religious education, celebration of sacraments
and certification as a sponsor.

Regular Sunday worship indicates a practicing Catholic, not just parish registration.
An assurance of family practice and raising children in the faith they seek is neces-
sary for the sacraments of initiation and certification of sponsorship.

Baptism : Baptism is celebrated at any weekend Mass. The preparation process
begins during pregnancy and includes an initial pastoral visit with the Pastoral As-
sistant for Evangelization and attendance at one Baptism Preparation Session,
which is offered quarterly. Please call the parish office to register. Parish mem-
bership and active worship is required for two months prior to preparation. No bap-
tisms are celebrated during Lent.

First Eucharist : First Eucharist is celebrated in May, following two years of prepa-
ration. Family participation and regular worship are an integral component.
Confirmation : Confirmation is celebrated in the fall, following three years of
preparation. Active participation and weekly worship are an integral component.
Adult_Confirmation The formation process is held in the parish, followed by a
parish celebration of Adult Confirmation.

Initiation of Adults and Older Children __: This is an extended gradual formation
process for unbaptized or uncatechized adults, or baptized Christians who wish to
enter the Catholic Church or for unbaptized or uncatechized school-aged children.
Interested persons may begin the process at any time, please contact the parish
office for more information.

First Reconciliation : First Reconciliation is celebrated in Advent of the second
grade. Parent participation and regular worship is required.

Matrimony : Couples wishing to be married at St. John’s are required to make
arrangements one year in advance. Four sessions with the Pastor and Pre-Cana
or Engaged Encounter take place during this year. Parish registration and active
worship are required.

Anointing of the Sick : Anyone who is seriously ill or unable to come to church for
a length of time should contact the parish office so someone may visit and bring
the sacraments.

101 QUESTIONS AND AN-
SWERS ABOUT DEACONS

These questions have been taken
from Deacon Bill Ditewig’s book enti-
tled, “101 Questions and Answers
about Deacons” and have been pro-
vided by Deacon Sam Constantino,
Director, Officer of the Diaconate for
the Diocese of Metuchen.

Question #9 — | understand that
priests receive a salary for their
ministry. Do deacons get paid or
are they volunteers?

A. In general, deacons are not com-
pensated for their ministry as dea-
cons. Sometimes a deacon holds a
job in the Church as a member of the
bishop’s staff or a parish employee,
such as the principal of a parish
school. In these cases, the deacon is
usually paid whatever a lay person
would be paid for serving in the same
position. Notice that such compensa-
tion is associated with the position
accepted by the deacon in addition to
his ecclesiastical assignment as a
deacon, for which no compensation is
generally provided.

Question #10 — What are faculties,
and why does a bishop give them to
deacons?

A. One source defines faculties as
“grants of jurisdiction or authorization
made by Church law or by a compe-
tent superior to perform ministerial
acts such as hearing confessions,
officiating at weddings, granting dis-
pensations.” In other words, faculties
describe the specific authority a priest
or deacon has to exercise certain
functions, and all priests and deacons
must have faculties from the diocesan
bishop.

A deacon’s faculties normally include
functions such as celebrating bap-
tisms, weddings, funerals, and prayer
services; proclaiming the Gospel and
preaching at Mass and other occa-
sions; and performing other functions
described in canon and liturgical law.

Story: The Power of Half

Fourteen-year-old Hannah and her father were driving in downtown Atlanta and
stopped at a traffic light. Hannah saw out the window a homeless man holding up
a sign: Homeless, please help. At the same time, she noticed to her right a beau-
tiful Mercedes. She said to her dad, "You know, if that man in the Mercedes didn't
have such a nice car, then that homeless man could have a meal."

Her dad thought about what Hannah said, and then remarked, "You know, if we
didn't have such a nice car, that man could have a meal."

The exchange between father and daughter started their whole family on a unique
journey. The Salwens - dad Kevin, mom Joan, daughter Hannah and son Joseph -
wondered how they, as a family, could give up some of what they had in order to
help others.

What they decided to give up was their house.

The Salwens put their 6,000-square-foot home on the market and moved into a
much smaller house; then they committed $800,000 from the sale of the house to
The Hunger Project, to support the project's work in the African nation of Ghana,
enabling poor villages to move, by their own hard work, from poverty to self-
reliance.

Kevin and Hannah chronicle their family's odyssey in The Power of Half: One
Family's Decision to Stop Taking and Start Giving B ack.

The family spent more than two years taking a hard look at their spending habits,
planning the sale of their beautiful home, downsizing their life-styles, and research-
ing the smartest, most effective way to use the money.

Why half?

"Because it's measurable," Kevin writes. "Often when caring individuals see social
problems, our gut reaction is 'l ought to do more." But 'more’ is too vague to be
useful, and we end up not doing much of anything. By contrast, 'half' provides a
metric to live with, a way to set a standard to push us to achieve.
"Just about everything [our family] has done can be replicated, regardless of the
economy or the individual asset level. The Power of Half is more about how we
undertook our family project than about what we did . . . our project was never
about size. We chose to sell our house because it was something our family could
handle from the perspective of giving half . . . but your 'half' can be whatever you
choose, at whatever budget you set."

In the scene at that traffic light in Atlanta, the God of mercy spoke to Hannah and
her dad; in the hearts of the Salwen family as they made the difficult choice and did
the hard work to make a difference by their "half,” the Christ of compassion prod-
ded and guided. The "voice" of Christ speaks to all of us; what is required of us,
first, is that we listen deliberately and intentionally for his voice in order to re-
spond. The love and peace of the Good Shepherd are present in the many mo-
ments of compassion that bless our lives: in the kind word, in the listening ear, in
every act of kindness and generosity. Christ is present, as well, in every blessing
of "half" we extend to others. In our own acts of generosity, love and forgiveness,
we echo and give voice to the Risen Christ and the good news of hope and grace
that is the Easter miracle.

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A YEAR IN THE LIFE OF A PRIEST

Leviticus

FOURTH YEAR OF THEOLOGY is a very mixed year of
preparation from a celebration point of view and the spiritual
dimension. A good deal of the time is spent in practicing Mass.
You are buddied up with another deacon and at least once a
week practice Mass. You watched him and he watched you.
My partner was Bob Howe a tall, lanky southern gentlemen.
We worked well together. We also took sign language to-
gether. | think that he subsequently left the priesthood. | wonder if he can still say
Mass the old way, the pre-Vatican Il Mass that we learned in Latin. Yes, my first
Mass was in Latin. | had a wooden chalice that was passed on to me by someone
else who no longer needed it when he was ordained and got his own. Some were
made of glass. It was important to have a node because you were tested as to
where you put your fingers after the Consecration. Once you consecrated the
bread you had to keep your thumb and first finger together for the rest of the Mass
until after the distribution of communion when you purified your fingers. Thus you
had to grasp the cup around the node - the reason for the node.
The rest of the rubrics (way to celebrate) of the sacraments were not as compli-
cated. Rubrics are called thus because the instructions are written in red and the
Latin for red is ruber. The other sacrament that caused some angst was Penance,
not because of the rubrics but because of the awesome job of listening to some-
one’s sins and giving advice. The first time | went into the confessional | went
armed with books. | didn’t want to say the wrong thing or give wrong advice. This
was as frightening as saying Mass was awesome.
In my first year of priesthood | had the challenge of hearing bestiality confessed
and a man in the Vroom building of the State Hospital. The Vroom Building was for
the criminally insane. The man kneeling beside me on the floor as | sat on a chair
confessed to murdering his wife. | got so nervous | just gave him 3 Hail Marys and
got rid of him fast. Talk about the big sweat.
My other concern was Extreme Unction (today it is called Anointing of the Sick.) I
had a dread, nay in fact a fear, of dead people. My concern for the sick was that |
wouldn’t know what to say or not know how to comfort. My first assignment was to
a parish in Trenton, Blessed Sacrament. This parish had a city hospital and a State
Hospital as well as a State Home for Girls and a pastor who said he was the head
of the parish (the brains) and the two associates were the feet. He had pretty much
retried from running around. One of my first sick calls to the State Hospital was to
anoint a dead lady. She was covered with a sheet. | pulled the sheet down off her
face. Her eyes were closed and so | proceeded to anoint her forehead with oil. As |
moved the skin on her forehead one eye opened. There was almost another dead
body, mine on the floor. After that | just lowered the sheet to the forehead and did
not uncover the eyes.
| was once called to the home of three elderly people. The brother was sick and
the two ladies had been tending him. Of course they never called us for commun-
ion because if someone saw the priest go into the house they assumed someone
was dying. You did not want the priest to come to your house. They said that they
thought he had trouble breathing. Trouble breathing? They had books under his
chin because he was dead and his mouth was open. Denial is not just a river in

| continue reflecting on the Focus Group in
which | was asked to participate on the idea
of priesthood. The reflection has to be two
way since the priest does not act in isolation.
What may be problematic for the priest and
the church also involves the response or lack
of response of another.

One of the solutions to the priest shortage is
international priests (priests from other coun-
tries.) Besides last week’s problems there is
another difficulty. The countries that these
men are coming from are also in need of
priests. Is it right to steal these men away
from the need of developing countries where
Catholics are growing in numbers? So often
people ask Father Simo why he doesn’t come
to this country and work. Of course they are
looking for him to be “their” priest.

They don’t want him to come and go to an-
other parish. Nor are they considering his
desires and the amount of education his dio-
cese has supplied for his training. They don't
realize that his family is in Bosnia and Austria
and not in the USA. The presumption is that
America is a better place and that he doesn't
enjoy the work he is doing or the people he is
serving and that he would prefer to come to
the “land of opportunity.” He works with the
youth and seminarians in Bosnia-
Herzegovina. They still come out and respond
to what he is offering. We can’t get our youth
to come out or anyone to work with them
(outside of Catholic Heart Work Camp in the
summer and Confirmation retreat in the Fall.)
Are we not being selfish and self centered?
Why don’t we work on promoting, supporting
and encouraging vocations? Why don’t we
get our own vocations or promote a sense of
ministry in the Church with young people?
We have two men being ordained to the
priesthood this year in the diocese and one
being ordained to the transitional deaconate —
S0 one priest next year. We have already this
year lost two priests to death and two who left
the priesthood. They are slipping out the back
door as quickly as they are coming in the
front door. That is neither an increase nor
helping the dilemma.

Since we are not supposed to talk about
women priests or a married clergy or bring
back those who left and got married maybe
we should change our focus. Why don’t we
put our efforts into encouraging and training
people for ministry in the Church? As they
grow into recognizing the worth of ministry
and get caught up in serving others they may
be inclined to become deacons or even

priests - and if not at least help with ministry
which doesn’t require ordination. For really
what does a priest do that can’t be done by
others except say Mass and hear confessions
(there aren’t many of these anymore.) He also
anoints the sick but | think it would be easier
to get a deacon to do this if it did not involve
confession. A deacon can baptize, marry, give
out communion, and visit the sick. A lay per-
son can baptize in emergency, give out com-
munion, visit the sick and | am sure without
any stretch of the imagination witness a mar-
riage. Are not all people at the wedding wit-
nesses? The priest or deacon is not the minis-
ter of Matrimony. The couple are the minis-
ters. Haven't we always taught that? We
need to rethink ministry and priesthood. Peo-
ple need to change their expectation and
nostalgic perspective on priesthood. It is worn
out.

On that score we need to adjust to the
changes. Mass is not a service of conven-
ience. Neither, of course, is ministry of the
Word and Sacrament. We need to have peo-
ple committed to being present to read and
distribute communion not on their own time
and terms but on the need of the community
and their commitment to that ministry. That
means showing up, before time, and also at
times when it is needed but not convenient.
We expect the priest to do this. Why should
we not expect the minister of word and sacra-
ment?

As people expecting a funeral service or plan-
ning a wedding maybe it can’'t be at a time
convenient for them but at a time that fits into
the presider's schedule and availability. We
don’'t have this problem because we don't
have that many weddings and funerals. We
do have to adjust our needs or wants with
availability.

Recently Earl, our deacon candidate, wanted
to attend his granddaughter’s confirmation, a
legitimate request. He had a class or day of
recollection at the diocese and | have been
asking for him to come each weekend to one
of the Masses. | will expect this when he is
ordained a deacon. There is no problem with
the request or desire. However, | could not go
to my niece’s First Holy Communion because
| was a priest and | had to work on the week-
end. When my mother died | had to go back to
the parish to celebrate Mass on Mother's Day
and return for the wake at night. We did not
have those liberties when | was young. Even
recently | had a chance to go away on a
weekend but could not find a priest for Mass.
My point is that there is not only a need for
vocations. There is also a need for commit-
ment to ministry and a change in what is ex-
pected and what can be done about it by both
people and the Church.

Egypt.

The time and lessons of preparation were of course nothing like the real thing,
however we were prepared well theoretically if not practically. | don’t think that any-
one is ever prepared thoroughly. The Year in the Life of a Priest brings many days
and nights to mind. There are many good memories, some that bring tears and
others that bring laughter. And there are always people who are the essence of
these experiences.

FOURTH SUNDAY OF EASTER
“They will not hunger or thirst anymore, nor will the sun or any heat strike them.”
Revelations 7:16

The second reading today from the Book of Revelations speaks of John’s vision of
the afterlife or heaven in the traditional image. Of course there is the sense of per-
fection in this vision. No hunger or thirst suggests that there will be no need to eat
or no need to worry about eating. | always wonder in this image who will grow, col-
lect, prepare and serve the meal. Of course this is taking the image too far. The
idea is satisfaction and contentment.

Taking stewardship literally may also present such contradictions or questions. The
truth is though, who in life supplies the food and drink? Does God give someone
the power to multiply like Jesus, the bread and the fish, or does that also mean that
we should share and that will make the difference? The difficulty of literal versus
symbolical can lead us astray. When | was young, someone said to me not to
waste food, they said that there were people in China starving. | don’t know why it
was China. The current response, in a smart-mouthed way, is to wrap it up and
send it to them. Of course it was symbolic not literal.

“No hunger and no thirst” means that we should share and not let another go with-
out, especially if we have in abundance. We also don’t need sun block for the sec-
ond image to be realized. The protection from deadly rays will not strike but that we
will be protected by one another. What a great image of heaven or the afterlife or
just being protected under the wings of God. We are challenged today to put into
image and action how stewardship can be affected and how we can become a
stewardship parish by sharing as a spiritual way of life.
