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Anyone living within the parish boundaries who would like to become a member of
our Catholic Community or who is interested in learning more about the Catholic
faith should call or email the church office. We will meet with you at your conven-
ience where you will learn about our parish and the opportunities we offer. Those
joining the parish are encouraged to celebrate their welcome and registration at a
weekend Mass.

Please notify the parish office of any chance in phone number, address, email ad-
dress or when leaving the parish.

Parish registration is required for religious education, celebration of sacraments
and certification as a sponsor.

Regular Sunday worship indicates a practicing Catholic, not just parish registration.
An assurance of family practice and raising children in the faith they seek is neces-
sary for the sacraments of initiation and certification of sponsorship.

Baptism : Baptism is celebrated at any weekend Mass. The preparation process
begins during pregnancy and includes an initial pastoral visit with the Pastoral As-
sistant for Evangelization and attendance at one Baptism Preparation Session,
which is offered quarterly. Please call the parish office to register. Parish mem-
bership and active worship is required for two months prior to preparation. No bap-
tisms are celebrated during Lent.

First Eucharist : First Eucharist is celebrated in May, following two years of prepa-
ration. Family participation and regular worship are an integral component.
Confirmation : Confirmation is celebrated in the fall, following three years of
preparation. Active participation and weekly worship are an integral component.
Adult_Confirmation The formation process is held in the parish, followed by a
parish celebration of Adult Confirmation.

Initiation of Adults and Older Children __: This is an extended gradual formation
process for unbaptized or uncatechized adults, or baptized Christians who wish to
enter the Catholic Church or for unbaptized or uncatechized school-aged children.
Interested persons may begin the process at any time, please contact the parish
office for more information.

First Reconciliation : First Reconciliation is celebrated in Advent of the second
grade. Parent participation and regular worship is required.

Matrimony : Couples wishing to be married at St. John’s are required to make
arrangements one year in advance. Four sessions with the Pastor and Pre-Cana
or Engaged Encounter take place during this year. Parish registration and active
worship are required.

Anointing of the Sick : Anyone who is seriously ill or unable to come to church for
a length of time should contact the parish office so someone may visit and bring
the sacraments.

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A YEAR IN THE LIFE OF A PRIEST

Leviticus

| had no sooner written last week’s column
and sent it off to press when | received
word that one of my classmates Father
William Gardner from the Diocese of Tren-
ton was sick. He died in two days of pan-
creatic cancer. | could not go to his funeral
on Saturday because | had First Commun-
ion at the same time as the Mass of Chris-
tian Burial. | went down on Friday evening
to Toms River and concelebrated the Mass
of Jesus Christ, the High Priest. | knew
some of his family. His sister and brother-
in-law are from Blessed Sacrament Parish
in Trenton where | was first stationed. |
also ran into a high school classmate,
Theresa Durski, who is the secretary at St. Joe’s.
My first Mass, really the second since you co-consecrate at your ordination. That
was even before the practice of con-celebration became a part of our tradition. The
Mass had to be before noon since you weren't allowed to offer Mass after the noon
hour. The First Mass and first blessing of the newly ordained priest had a great
impact in the life of the faithful as well as the life of the individual who was or-
dained. It was truly humbling as people asked for your first blessing, kissed your
hands and knelt down at your feet. How many first blessings can you give unless
you understand it as the first blessing that you give this individual? Like a wedding
there are many preparations and many bills. Everyone gets all dressed up, you
have a reception, there are invitations, Benediction for those whom you couldn’t
invite to the reception and coffee and cake afterwards. Like a wedding it all goes
by so fast you are caught up in a whirlwind. The choir prepared special music even
though the associate advised me not to tell them what | wanted because the pastor
might not approve. And then there was the continuation at home because you
couldn’t have liquor at the reception in the church basement. There was also no
dancing. Several years ago | heard of a priest who had dancing at his reception. It
seems appropriate now. He even wore a white tux. That seems to be a little bit
overboard but there is nothing immoral with that. | would object if he wore a veil,
however. The celebration goes on for days with multiple “first Masses,” again a
contradiction in words.
One of the things that stands out, besides the spiritual, at my first Mass was Com-
munion. | thought that it would be neat to have homemade wine. | was really into
the symbolism of what that meant. | asked an Italian fellow whom | had met when |
was at St. Joseph’s Parish in East Millstone who made his own wine and | asked
him he would make what he called Dego-red. Now in the seminary we practice with
an empty cup. So when we drink the wine we just pretend to gulp it down. | was
not a great wine drinker or any mixed drink for that matter. | had a large cup and
thank God | did not fill it up but again symbolically | wanted it to represent our all
drinking from it. At Communion | drank it all down and then held on for dear life. |
began to turn in circles and had to hang on to the altar. Thank God | had my back

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PONDERING PAUSES

As | continue pondering over that Task
Force on the priesthood | am struck by
number 5 in the survey — “Another reality
that many priests experience is the lin-
gering effects of the clergy sexual abuse
crisis of 2002 and the Dallas Charter.
How has this affected your priestly life
and ministry?”

Truly this situation has had an effect on
ministry in the church but there are far
more widespread effects on ministry in
the past fifty years and more. Some may
say that the whole Vatican Il Council has
caused more turmoil to ministry. The
number of priests and religious who left
the church in the sixties and after, the
liberal approach to matters religious, the
introduction of the vernacular, the drop-
ping of religious habits, collegiality, con-
sensus, dialogue, etc. On the contrary |
believe it is because we did not heed the
program and process of the Council that
has caused our major problems. As |
read Hans Kung's Open Letter to the
Bishops of the World | find that resonat-
ing with my observations.

When | was first ordained | use to sing a
paraphrase of that song from Camelot,
“Where are the simple joys of priest-
hood?” With the convening of Vatican Il
in the first year of priesthood | began to
think that there was hope. As | have
lived on in my years of priesthood | have
begun to sing another song from Came-
lot, “Don't let it be forgot, that once there
was a spot, for one brief shining moment
that was known as Camelot.” | am not
sure what the time lines or parameters
where but it never reached its zenith. |
think it was Paul VI's squashing of the
Birth Control Commission or the turn-
about of not following the suggestions
about the celebrating of the Sacrament
of Reconciliation. That also may be
linked with the clergy abuse crisis. Not
so much what was done but of what was
not done that made sense in the
“aggiornamento” of John XXl —
“opening up the windows.”

We witness more and more of this slip-

ping back on old ways, denying the spirit
and tone of Vatican Il and in a way not
following the belief that the Holy Spirit
works with the bishops gathered in
Council. There is a certain fear in going
forward because the changes in the
church coincided with the cultural revolu-
tions of the 20" century. We pulled back
because there was a fear that it would
get out of hand. That seems to be a part
of Joseph Ratzinger, a periti (Latin ex-
perta) at the Council when he decided to
leave his teaching position at Tubingen,
Germany in the 60’s. | don'’t think that the
implications were grasped about what
the Theologians were saying in the docu-
ments that were drafted and approved.
Some say that the bishops behind the
iron curtain understood the document on
religious freedom meant freedom to
practice their religion in communist coun-
tries and not the right of Protestants “to
be wrong.” | am not giving a scholarly
presentation but more the word on the
street.
| think that one of the most profound
difficulties in the 48 years of ministry for
me was the reaction of people to Paul
VI's dismissal of the report that his com-
mission made on birth control. Not only
did people leave the church many just
ignored what the church had to say. Not
only because of what the church said but
the non acceptance of the process and
not listening to the commission.
The priest’s sexual scandal is only the tip
of the iceberg about abuse of children in
our culture but also the problems in the
church which it is symbolic of. It sure
separates those of faith from those who
go along for the ride. What one believes
and how one believes is the sign of en-
during faith. As my mother once said to
my cousin who had problems with the
church, “Gladys that is my church
(parish) and no priest is going to drive
me from it. They will come and go but |
will remain.” She had something that
could not be shaken by anyone’s sins,
beliefs or misdemeanors. She had faith.
She would be challenging but she would
not be put off by a priest with human
faults nor judge all priests that way, nor
make it hard to minister to her. | still have
a lot to learn from her. | am not so con-
vinced.

to the people (the position in those days). That was powerful wine, on an empty
stomach (remember you had to fast from midnight).

Maybe that prepared me for two future incidents in my life as a priest. One was in
Franklin Park, NJ at St. Augustine’s. It was New years Day and we had Mass in
the auditorium that had been rented out the previous night for a New Year's Eve
party. | could smell liquor. | was disturbed at the pastor, Jack Reilly, so | started to
blame him in my mind for having to rent out the space. They | switched to the peo-
ple whom | felt still had liquor on their breaths from the night before. All of this dis-
appeared when | drank the precious blood. It was not precious blood it was Scotch.
The altar boy went into the pastor’s office where the wine was kept in the refrigera-
tor and the other associate handed him what he thought was the wine but it was
Cutty Sark. The pastor had been at the party and he kept his private stash in his
office and refilled his glass during the night. | indeed smelled liquor but it was not
on the floor or on breaths it was right in the chalice. It would have been a different
story if | liked Scotch.

The other story was after communion was being distributed under both species,
bread and wine. It was a wedding, on a Sunday in Port Reading. Since | felt that
many would be going to communion | used half a bottle of wine. Only a few went to
communion using the wine. | consumed it without thinking as was the custom.
When | left the altar | was spinning. | had to go over to a friend’s, the De Paolos’
house for coffee and bread before | could drive to the reception. Two other inci-
dents in my first year of priesthood come to mind. | was given a very dry Chablis
one early morning and my lips reacted in that scrunched up way. In my first parish,
Blessed sacrament in Trenton, the pastor used a wine called Angelica. | believe it
is one of the strongest wines on the market. | had to get used to it but | had also
learned my lesson from my First Mass. | still had a lot to learn. On All Souls Day a
priest said three Masses usually one right after another. In 1962 that was a rare
privilege. Even though | used only a little wine | didn’t realize what drinking a little
wine three times in a row could do to someone who was not much of a drinker. My
mother taught me how to drink and so | was used to these sweet drinks. Later in
life my mother was drinking rusty nails. | was upset that she had not updated me
on her advancement. | was still drinking apricot sours.

There are spiritual things about a First Mass that | will write about but for the mo-
ment | wanted to share these human experiences that also make up a day in The
Year of the Priest. Wine that is consecrated does not lose it's wine properties (or
technically accidents).

They also assure us that the good will be
rewarded and the bad punished. It is a long time to wait and won’'t we be mad
when we find out that they have been forgiven? Longed for revenge is not the an-
swer to settle things in the hereafter. If we don’t learn how to handle now we will
have an eternity of discontent.

The bishops give us another image. What is to come will be in continuity with the
present life. If we don't learn it here we will have to learn it later. Maybe that is what
purgatory is all about. We need to foster it now. “The Lord has set his people free
and they should not be burdened as the Entrance Psalm and first reading tell us.
Now stewardship is our spiritual way of life. It teaches us not only how to live on
earth it sets the model for what life in eternity shall be. The difference between
heaven and hell is that both places are set with a great meal. Peoples’ arms are
bent and so they cannot feed themselves. In heaven they learn how to feed one
another. In hell they just throw the food over their shoulders.

To be prepared for the future of living we need to practice stewardship now so that
we can live in heaven.
