Regular Sunday worship indicates a practicing Catholic, not just parish registration.  
An assurance of family practice and raising children in the faith they seek is neces-
sary for the sacraments of initiation and certification of sponsorship. 
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Baptism : Baptism is celebrated at any weekend Mass.  The preparation process 
begins during pregnancy and includes an initial pastoral visit with the Pastoral As-
sistant for Evangelization and attendance at one Baptism Preparation Session, 
which is offered quarterly.  Please call the parish office to register.  Parish mem-
bership and active worship is required for two months prior to preparation.  No bap-
tisms are celebrated during Lent. 
First Eucharist :  First Eucharist is celebrated in May, following two years of prepa-
ration.  Family participation and regular worship are an integral component. 
Confirmation :  Confirmation is celebrated in the fall, following three years of 
preparation.  Active participation and weekly worship are an integral component. 
Adult Confirmation :  The formation process is held in the parish, followed by a 
parish celebration of Adult Confirmation. 
Initiation of Adults and Older Children :  This is an extended gradual formation 
process for  unbaptized or uncatechized adults, or baptized Christians who wish to 
enter the Catholic Church or for unbaptized or uncatechized school-aged children.  
Interested persons may begin the process at any time, please contact the parish 
office for more information. 
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First Reconciliation : First Reconciliation is celebrated in Advent of the second 
grade.  Parent participation and regular worship is required. 
Matrimony :  Couples wishing to be married at St. John’s are required to make 
arrangements one year in advance.  Four sessions with the Pastor and Pre-Cana 
or Engaged Encounter take place during this year.  Parish registration and active 
worship are required. 
Anointing of the Sick :  Anyone who is seriously ill or unable to come to church for 
a length of time should contact the parish office so someone may visit and bring 
the sacraments. 
Holy Orders :  If you are interested in learning more about the priesthood or reli-
gious life, contact the Vocations Office of the Diocese of Metuchen at 732-562-
1990 ext.

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101 QUESTIONS AND AN-
SWERS ABOUT DEACONS  

These questions have been taken 
from Deacon Bill Ditewig’s book enti-
tled, “101 Questions and Answers 
about Deacons” and have been pro-
vided by Deacon Sam Constantino, 
Director, Officer of the Diaconate for 
the Diocese of Metuchen. 
 
Question #12 — If the wife of a dea-
con dies, may the deacon get mar-
ried again? 
 
A.  Canon law normally prohibits any 
cleric from getting married.  Notice 
that canon law does allow married 
men to be ordained to the permanent 
diaconate; but normally, once or-
dained, a man cannot marry.   This 
means that if a deacon’s wife dies, the 
normal course is for the deacon to 
remain celibate.  Under certain condi-
tions, a deacon’s bishop may petition 
the Holy See for a dispensation from 
canon law so that the deacon might 
marry again, but this is an exceptional 
situation and not the norm.

I left you at the altar of my First Mass last 
week and promised to address the spiritual 
dimensions of this occasion. The occasion 
is a great joy for the parish, the family and 
the individual. I was the second priest from 
Our Lady of Victories. Father Herbert Stab 
had been ordained in 1959. I was not pre-
sent at his First Mass or ordination be-
cause we were still in the seminary and not 
permitted to go home until school closed in 
June. I remember one of the parishioners, 
Stanton Hoover, who was my uncle’s 
brother, saying that it was a shame and 
maybe even embarrassing not to have a 
priestly vocation from the parish. Of course 

that was said long before I or Herb even went to the seminary, but it had stuck in 
my mind. So you can see the impact an ordination and a First Mass had on the 
community especially ours since we were the first. At the time there was also an-
other man in the seminary, the recently diseased Father Joseph Mokrzycki. 
For me it was an awesome experience. There was a whole lot more mystery or 
mystic around it in 1962 than there is today. The sense of unworthiness was over 
emphasized and kept one in fear and trembling at such an experience. To stand in 
awe and wonder put the reverence of God in great perspective. There was great 
emphasis on the priest’s hands that were anointed. It was the custom to kiss the 
hands of a priest. This alone was a humbling experience. The two fingers that 
touch the host were even more sacred. When Father Isaac Jogues the French Jes-
uit missionary to the Iroquois in New York had his fingers cut off. They even knew 
they were sacred and that you could not say Mass without a dispensation if you did 
not have those two fingers. 
It took days, weeks and months to process this awesome mystery but gradually 
you get used to it and have to get down to work. They didn’t give you much time off 
before your first assignment. However you often come back to the wonder of it all. 
There is this instantaneous affirmation that has nothing to do with who you are but 
what you are, a priest. There was a struggle in this as well because eventually you 
realize it is not you but who you are and you are separated from your true self and 
the self image that is entrusted upon you. You can go either way. You can get a 
big head and forget who you are or you can struggle to take care of yourself as an 
individual. This is a great spiritual struggle that follows you all the days in the life of 
a priest. Among the Irish and other nationals if you leave, even just the seminary, 
you are seen as a “spoilt priest.” If you abandon priesthood you are always seen 
as a priest but one who left. It is something akin to be a divorced person, a failed 
person. If someone was a former priest and you didn’t want others to know, those 
on the in would speak out of the side of your mouth “sacerdos” which is the Latin 
for priest. Thank God this has passed. 
A dream come true, a goal accomplished, a relationship with Jesus were the fulfill-
ment of a lot of studying, planning and preparing. For me it was a partnership. I 

A YEAR IN THE LIFE OF A PRIEST  PONDERING PAUSES 
Many priests say that the Catholic popu-
lation they serve is increasingly multicul-
tural. Have you noticed this trend in your 
ministry? How is your ministry affected 
by this? What gifts does multicultural 
diversity bring to your ministry? What are 
the greatest challenges in dealing with a 
multicultural population? What is the 
best pastoral response to the increasing 
diversity of Catholics? 
 
The above questions were the last 
posed at the Task Force on priesthood 
that I attended several weeks ago. 
America has always been the melting 
pot of diversity with many immigrants 
coming from various nations. The usual 
response was for people to go to the 
territorial church where they did not un-
derstand the language. Most early set-
tlers had to learn the language. In our 
diocese of Metuchen it was not until 
1892 that the first Polish Church was 
established in Perth Amboy. That was 
the first ethnic parish in what is now our 
diocese. I was recently at St. Mary’s 
(Our Lady of Ostrabrama), South River 
for my aunts’ funeral. I had to go back on 
Monday morning to bury her ashes and 
so decided to stop at the Rectory and 
look through the Sacramental Books. I 
discovered my grandparent’s marriage 
record and that they were married on 
August 20, 1906. My grandmother was 
the youngest of 4 girls to come from 
Poland. She and her younger brother 
came over together. When my grand-
mother married she was only 15 and my 
grandfather was already 25. 
I could not find her sisters’ marriage re-
cords and so I am wondering if they got 
married before St. Mary’s was estab-
lished or were they married in Poland. 
The national parishes began to be es-
tablished after St. Mary’s and St. Stanis-
laus Kostka in Sayreville was estab-
lished in 1914. 
There were not many national or ethnic 
parishes outside of the cities and so they 
went to territorial parishes. Of course the 
Mass was in Latin so it didn’t matter

would be serving Gods’ people but never alone. I was indeed an “alter Christus,” 
another Christ. I had fallen in love with God in high school and now I was at his 
service of love, like Christ, “greater love than this no one has than to lay down their 
life for a friend.” I wasn’t sure how that would be accomplished but I had high 
hopes and I didn’t feel that it depended on me. We worked together, Jesus (God) 
and I. There were no delusions, no exaggerated expectations. In those days also 
ministry was mostly still seen as sacramental. You perform or celebrated the sac-
rament and God did the work. A priest was just an instrument and he had to hone 
himself with God’s help to be a fitting instrument. It didn’t seem that difficult even if 
there were challenges and I have shared some of those challenges with you. 
There were many things I was still indeed naive about and would have to learn fast 
but at the beginning I had no idea what they would be. This was the beginning of 
years in the life of the priest. “And it is yours O priest of Christ.” (Lacordiere) 
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ministerial understanding. Many priests 
came over after the immigrants to minis-
ter to them. In fact St. John Neumann 
came over from Bohemia, modern day 
Czech Republic, to minister to the Ger-
man speaking settlers. 
Today many priests learn Spanish to 
minister to the large Spanish speaking 
population but they come from various 
countries and it is not enough to know 
the language. You have a diversity of 
customs and saints feasts and celebra-
tions to minister to the diverse Spanish 
speaking. Our long standing national 
parishes are dwindling because there 
are not that many immigrants from these 
counties as in the past. Most parishes 
are diversified. For instance, Our Lady of 
Mt. Carmel in Woodbridge was Hungar-
ian. (That would be an interesting history 
to study.) Today there are two parishes 
in one building. Father Bill Smith for St. 
Anthony’s, Port Reading ministers to the 
Hungarians and a Korean priest, Father 
Hong-Tae Bede Kim ministers to the 
Koreans under a parish title of Our Lady 
of Korea. The Slovak parish in Perth 
Amboy, Holy Trinity has a dual congre-
gation of Slovaks and Spanish. The pas-
tor is Polish and knows Spanish because 
he was a missionary to South America. 
Diversity in the same parish can be very 
advantageous and depends on the peo-
ple and how they operate together. St. 
Matthias in Somerset is a very diversified 
parish and ministers to Afro-Americans, 
Filipinos, and Indians. They work well at 
the yearly carnival supplying all different 
ethnic dishes but each having special 
groups within the parish. 
These multi-lingual and multi-cultural 
parishes are more challenging than eth-
nic parishes. Priests are brought in at 
times to address their special needs but 
one parish cannot easily address all of 
these differences. This is a different chal-
lenge today. At the same time there has 
to be the gradually melding of these di-
versities especially as children become 
American. But this is not any different 
than the challenge of years ago. How 
does a parish become one with so many 
diversities? There have been some that 
have become very successful and it 
takes special leadership to achieve this.
