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Anyone living within the parish boundaries who would like to become a member of 
our Catholic Community or who is interested in learning more about the Catholic 
faith should call or email the church office. We will meet with you at your conven-
ience where you will learn about our parish and the opportunities we offer. Those 
joining the parish are encouraged to celebrate their welcome and registration at a 
weekend Mass. 
Please notify the parish office of any chance in phone number, address, email ad-
dress or when leaving the parish. 
Parish registration is required for religious education, celebration of sacraments 
and certification as a sponsor. 
Regular Sunday worship indicates a practicing Catholic, not just parish registration.  
An assurance of family practice and raising children in the faith they seek is neces-
sary for the sacraments of initiation and certification of sponsorship. 
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Baptism : Baptism is celebrated at any weekend Mass.  The preparation process 
begins during pregnancy and includes an initial pastoral visit with the Pastoral As-
sistant for Evangelization and attendance at one Baptism Preparation Session, 
which is offered quarterly.  Please call the parish office to register.  Parish mem-
bership and active worship is required for two months prior to preparation.  No bap-
tisms are celebrated during Lent. 
First Eucharist :  First Eucharist is celebrated in May, following two years of prepa-
ration.  Family participation and regular worship are an integral component. 
Confirmation :  Confirmation is celebrated in the fall, following three years of 
preparation.  Active participation and weekly worship are an integral component. 
Adult Confirmation :  The formation process is held in the parish, followed by a 
parish celebration of Adult Confirmation. 
Initiation of Adults and Older Children :  This is an extended gradual formation 
process for  unbaptized or uncatechized adults, or baptized Christians who wish to 
enter the Catholic Church or for unbaptized or uncatechized school-aged children.  
Interested persons may begin the process at any time, please contact the parish 
office for more information. 
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First Reconciliation : First Reconciliation is celebrated in Advent of the second 
grade.  Parent participation and regular worship is required. 
Matrimony :  Couples wishing to be married at St. John’s are required to make 
arrangements one year in advance.  Four sessions with the Pastor and Pre-Cana 
or Engaged Encounter take place during this year.  Parish registration and active 
worship are required. 
Anointing of the Sick :  Anyone who is seriously ill or unable to come to church for 
a length of time should contact the parish office so someone may visit and bring 
the sacraments. 
Holy Orders :  If you are interested in learning more about the priesthood or reli-
gious life, contact the Vocations Office of the Diocese of Metuchen at 732-562-

101 QUESTIONS AND AN-
SWERS ABOUT DEACONS  

These questions have been taken 
from Deacon Bill Ditewig’s book enti-
tled, “101 Questions and Answers 
about Deacons” and have been pro-
vided by Deacon Sam Constantino, 
Director, Officer of the Diaconate for 
the Diocese of Metuchen. 
 
Question #11 — Since the bishop 
has priests, why does he need dea-
cons? 
A.  The bishop needs both priests and 
deacons, because their ministries are 
different.  As was said before, dea-
cons are not ordained simply to help 
priests or to fill in where there are 
shortages of priests.  Therefore, even 
though deacons may at times exercise 
some of the same ministries as 
priests, they still remain their own 
unique set of ministries as well, and 
the bishop needs both in his pastoral 
care of the diocese.  Even more fun-
damental, the deacon is a sign of 
Christ the Servant within the commu-
nity, just as a priest is a sign of Christ 
the High Priest.  Cardinal Walter 
Kasper has written that priests and 
deacons are like “the two arms of the 
bishop.”

The First Assignment: Going to parishes during the 5 sum-
mers of my studies somewhat prepared me for parish life 
and it didn’t. It prepared me for the differences and not 
knowing what to expect but not for the reality that summer 
ended after six weeks but not in the parish. 
My first assignment was to Blessed Sacrament Parish in the 
western section of Trenton. The pastor was Father J. Arthur 
Hayes, a native of New Brunswick. There were things we 

had in common and many more that we did not. We were both from Middlesex 
County, knew what a stoop was, we both parted our names in the middle and we 
could swap stories of people we mutually knew. On the other hand he was the age 
I am now and for all intents and purposes was retired. He said that his associates 
were the legs of the parish and he was the brains. He had many stories of those 
who had served in the parish under him and who did not last long. He was a great 
storyteller and held nothing back. There was also another curate, senior curate, 
Father Deutsch. The pastor offered a theory, that he supposedly did not follow but 
which he did, which was that when you had two curates you had to keep them 
against each other so that they would not gang up on the pastor. He was good at 
that. 
My first failure was that I did not go and sit with him in the evening and watch TV. 
The other curate did not inform me of this. In my summer assignments I had two 
pastors who did not come out of their rooms nor invite me into them. One of those 
pastors even ate in his room while I ate alone downstairs. In other parishes the 
whole house was open and so there were no private rooms except for sleeping. I 
therefore thought the pastor’s room was out of bounds unless you were invited. I 
was taken to be a snob until I was informed that the pastor expected me to come 
into his room. Now that I was a captive guest, the other curate had the opportunity 
to run around. I babysat or became the listener. We had many conversations and I 
listened to many stories, so much so that I after was able to supply him with the 
facts that he could not remember. I remember one Sunday evening watching Bo-
nanza. I fell asleep, so did he, but I didn’t know it until he informed me of the fact. I 
sure felt good that I had not missed the conversation. Another time we were watch-
ing some program that was God awful. It didn’t make any sense and at the end 
where the explanation came the train went by a block away, blew its whistle and 
drowned out the line from the show that brought everything together. I never 
learned what it was because J. Arthur didn’t hear it either. He may indeed have 
fallen asleep. 
There was not privacy. We each had a bedroom and no sitting room. The pastor 
had a bedroom and sitting room and a porch where we prepared the bank deposit 
on Mondays, all three of us, another ritual. My room was at the top of the steps and 
I had to keep the door open except when asleep. I had a picture on my wall of a 
priest that I had admired in the seminary. He was an old man, Father Saupain, 
from France. He was so old that he had been a teacher in the seminary when J. 
Arthur was a student. J. Arthur did not like him and so he made fun of the priest 
and the picture I had of him. 
There were two hospitals that we were responsible for, Trenton State, a psychiatric 

A YEAR IN THE LIFE OF A PRIEST  PONDERING PAUSES 
I recently had the opportunity of viewing 
a film I missed in the theatres, “The 
Imaginarium of Doctor Parnassus.” It is a 
fantasy trip that lingers between reality 
and fantasy through the realm of the 
imagination. It is also somewhat of a 
mirror of the life of one of the star’s, 
Heath Ledger who died or committed 
suicide during its filming. “Ledger’s role 
was recast with Johnny Depp, Jude Law, 
and Colin Farrell portraying transforma-
tions of Ledger’s character Tony as he 
travels through a dream world. 
“The film follows the leader of a traveling 
theater troupe who, having made a deal 
with the Devil, takes audience members 
through a magical mirror to explore their 
imaginations.” When the screenwriter 
Charles McKeown was approached with 
the basic concept of the film by the di-
rector Terry Gilliam he “thought of the 
central character of Parnassus ‘as a 
semi-eastern medicine man evolved’, 
and in retrospect he further said that the 
script’s sensibilities, ‘it is about the 
theme of imagination, and the impor-
tance of imagination, to how you live and 
how you think and so on. And that’s very 
much a Terry theme. . . I like the theme 
of storytelling being the thing that sus-
tains the universe.’” 
I like to reflect on some of the images of 
this film in the next couple of weeks. 
First, this image of “the theme of story-
telling being the thing that sustains the 
universe.” The film opens in an eastern 
monastery where there are monks telling 
the stories. The world is sustained by 
their telling of stories. The Devil – Mr. 
Nick (Tom Waits) enters and causes the 
stories to stop and the floating monks 
come toppling down. 
This is a great image of what keeps the 
world going round and part of the whole 
meaning of contemplation is to keep the 
stories going. Have you ever asked 
yourself what the purpose of stories is all 
about? Whether they are true, real, and 
factual or fantasy - stories are important. 
“Once upon a time” grabs our attention, 
a story is coming and we are alert. It

might be the story of your life or your 
imagination or a combination of both. It 
may be a mixture of truth and dreams. 
The result of an eye witness, the mem-
ory of someone who was not there but 
heard about the events or maybe it is in 
the form of a documentary. Is not story 
the basis of our life? We live the story, 
we create the story and we retell the 
story time and again. 
I recently saw the musical “The Burnt 
Part Boys” and stayed afterwards for the 
dialogue with the book, lyric and music 
writers. It was truly amazing to hear 
about the journey of this story which is 
being presented at Playwrights Horizons/
Manstage Theatre on 42nd St. The work 
is still in the adaptation stage of 
changes, additions, drop outs and even 
the dropping of an intermission. (A coal 
mining town in Rural West Virginia, 
1962, The coming-of-age tale about two 
brothers, Jake and Pete Twitchell. Their 
father was one of a dozen miners killed 
in a mining disaster ten years earlier. 
The portion of the mine where the men 
lost their lives was closed down and the 
site burned to the ground, hence it has 
earned the local nick-name The Burnt 
Part. Jake and Pete are therefore Burnt 
Part Boys, two of the group of children 
left fatherless by the disaster.) 
My story within the story bears out my 
point and leads me into the development 
of this musical. The long journey of this 
production and the continued develop-
ment of it bear out how stories sustain 
the world. The production is the brain-
child of the lyric and music writers who 
do not bring it to form until they are 
joined by the female book writer whom 
they credit for its present production. 
Just the story about its development is 
priceless enough. 
The telling of stories and the sustaining 
of life is the ground of The Imaginarium 
of Doctor Parnassus and the ground of 
our very being. The above illustration 
bears this out. What causes the collapse 
of this world? - the ceasing of storytel-
ling. The devil is cast as the destroyer. 
We then enter into similar stories of sell-
ing your soul to the devil whether it is 
“Damn Yankees” of “Faust”, the story is 
the same. Let’s play with these themes. I 
think they are worth Pondering in our 
Pauses.  

hospital and Mercer, a city hospital. We also had the State Home for Girls where 
we said Mass every Sunday and went when called. The curates alternated days for 
on and off duty to be on call at the hospital. However if you were the only one 
around you went on the call. I remember that the other curate liked cars and so 
wanted to drive my new car. It was no problem for me. He had a group of young 
teenage boys that he hung out with. One night he asked me if I had anything to do. 
I was not on duty. I thought that he was going to ask me to go some place. Of 
course that was wishful thinking because one of us had to be there. There were no 
cell phones in that day, or beepers that I knew of. Of course without thinking I said 
that I didn’t. He said, “Then would you take the calls I want to go to the movies with 
the boys.” I’m surprised that he didn’t ask if he could use my car. We were off to a 
bad start. He had been in charge of the altar boys before I got there but the pastor 
felt the younger curate should do that and so his disappointment was taken out on 
me. He taught once a week in the 8th grade and I in the 7th. I soon discovered that 
the previous curate. Ernie Siska, had his boys and George had his. Ernie’s boys 
tried to align themselves with me. I was friendly but smart enough not to get caught 
in this crossfire. 
Oh yes! You can see the beginning of the song that I sang in those days. “Where 
are the simple joys of priesthood” paraphrasing the song from Camelot. These 
were the beginning days in THE YEAR OF A PRIEST.

“One miracle of Pentecost was that, despite their diversity, each 
listener heard God’s word in his or her own language. The meaning of stew-

ardship is that, by sharing the gifts poured out on us by the Holy Spirit, we will be 
empowered to meet the needs of our brothers and sisters, whatever they may be.” 
 
The gifts of the Holy Spirit – wisdom, understanding, right judgment, courage, 
knowledge, reverence and wonder & awe – are given to the community to be 
shared. We all have various gifts as the song “We Are Many Parts’ indicates – “We 
are many parts, we are all one body, and the gifts we have we are given to share. 
May the Spirit of love make us one in deed; one, the love that we share, one, our 
hope in despair, one, the cross that we bear.” 
The feast of Pentecost is truly the feast of Stewardship par excellence. We cannot 
speak of the Holy Spirit without imagining the sharing of gifts. The Holy Spirit 
brings us together. The image of fire which is a symbol of the Holy Spirit and Pen-
tecost - the tongues of fire that came on the Apostles – unites us. Fire lights our 
way, warms and comforts us, moves us to action and gathers us in spirit around a 
camp fire or bonfire like family, team and school spirit. 
The flame of a candle, though shared, does not diminish the source but increases 
the light. The sharing in stewardship does not diminish us but increases our unity. 
Another image of Pentecost is breath or wind. We cannot see it but we can feel it 
and see the results of its presence. We breathe life into our bodies to live as when 
we give mouth to mouth resuscitation. This vital sharing of what is common to all 
brings us to life and continues its fullness in our sharing. Stewardship follows the 
same imagery.
