Regular Sunday worship indicates a practicing Catholic, not just parish registration.  
An assurance of family practice and raising children in the faith they seek is neces-
sary for the sacraments of initiation and certification of sponsorship. 
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Baptism : Baptism is celebrated at any weekend Mass.  The preparation process 
begins during pregnancy and includes an initial pastoral visit with the Pastoral As-
sistant for Evangelization and attendance at one Baptism Preparation Session, 
which is offered quarterly.  Please call the parish office to register.  Parish mem-
bership and active worship is required for two months prior to preparation.  No bap-
tisms are celebrated during Lent. 
First Eucharist :  First Eucharist is celebrated in May, following two years of prepa-
ration.  Family participation and regular worship are an integral component. 
Confirmation :  Confirmation is celebrated in the fall, following three years of 
preparation.  Active participation and weekly worship are an integral component. 
Adult Confirmation :  The formation process is held in the parish, followed by a 
parish celebration of Adult Confirmation. 
Initiation of Adults and Older Children :  This is an extended gradual formation 
process for  unbaptized or uncatechized adults, or baptized Christians who wish to 
enter the Catholic Church or for unbaptized or uncatechized school-aged children.  
Interested persons may begin the process at any time, please contact the parish 
office for more information. 
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First Reconciliation : First Reconciliation is celebrated in Advent of the second 
grade.  Parent participation and regular worship is required. 
Matrimony :  Couples wishing to be married at St. John’s are required to make 
arrangements one year in advance.  Four sessions with the Pastor and Pre-Cana 
or Engaged Encounter take place during this year.  Parish registration and active 
worship are required. 
Anointing of the Sick :  Anyone who is seriously ill or unable to come to church for 
a length of time should contact the parish office so someone may visit and bring 
the sacraments. 
Holy Orders :  If you are interested in learning more about the priesthood or reli-
gious life, contact the Vocations Office of the Diocese of Metuchen at 732-562-

Each of you prepare, separately, a long list of all those things about your beloved 
that bother you - the annoying habits, the idiosyncrasies, the inconsistencies, great 
and small - that drive you nuts.  Agree to be as honest and complete as possi-
ble.  Take enough time (a week, if necessary) to do a thorough job.  Include every-
thing: from sloppiness to micromanaging, from thoughtlessness to tardiness, from 
burps to tears. 
Then, sit down together and exchange lists.  Steel yourself to read it as objectively 
as possible: discuss specific items open-mindedly to be sure you understand; and, 
if you can so in a non-defensive way, talk about the realistic feasibility of changing 
or eliminating individual irritations.

As I have mentioned earlier, Blessed Sacrament Parish 
in Trenton had three institutions to minister. There were 
three priests but the pastor was all but retried. He was in 
his early 70s but acted as if he were 80. He said Mass 
and gave orders as well as managed the finances. He 
still was the boss and you jumped when he spoke. You 
know it was still the old church even though Vatican II 
opened in 1962, the year of my ordination. 
Two of my greatest fears were sick people and dead peo-

ple. I was in the ideal place to get rid of those fears. I’ve told stories about those 
incidents. Though Mercer Hospital was not that big we did not make regular visita-
tions. We went when we were called. We therefore anointed people, were called 
into the operating room and emergency rooms where often we encountered people 
who had died and their families. We had no training in compassionate response to 
those who had lost someone. It was learning on the job. I often hope that I did not 
cause any more grief than they were originally feeling. I wish that I knew then what 
I would later learn in pastoral counseling. We also took communion when called 
and went to be with people when requested. Today hospital ministry is an entirely 
different thing. I don’t believe that we could have done what is expected today with 
all the other obligations that we had. We were often met with the request not to tell 
the patient that we were anointing them. In those days the “Last Rites” meant sure 
death. They put off calling the priest, until the last possible minute. On one occa-
sion after I said that I would say some prayers for the sick man and finished, he 
said to me, “Did you anoint me Father?” Of course I did not lie. He was so grateful. 
He was not afraid and he was now at peace. 
We also had the Trenton State Hospital in our parish boundaries. It is only a frac-
tion of the size today that it was in the earlier 60’s. They were mostly mental pa-
tients but there were buildings for Mental TB patients and the Vroom building for 
the criminally insane, which I have written about before. We said Mass once a 
month there, went in for confessions at the time of the Ember days and heard con-
fessions. We said Mass on the other three Sundays in the main building for those 
patients that were ambulatory. Whenever people or their families wanted to talk to 
a priest we also went up. Most emergency calls for “Last Rites,” Anointing of the 
Sick today, seem to come in the early hours of the morning. Father Hayes said it 
was because those who work with the mentally sick get like them and acted funny. 
My sleep was interrupted many times both from the State Hospital and Mercer 
Hospital. Since there were many buildings at the State Hospital and many floors as 
well as the Emergency Room at Mercer we could be called several times, one right 
after the other. You would get back, get in bed and the phone would ring again. 
I have told this story in homilies but it captures the crazy circumstances of this min-
istry. Father Hayes had no love for the phone. He would argue with the recorded 
messages that began to creep in to the phone service. As a result there was only 
one line into the rectory. If the phone was for someone else you had to place the 
phone down, search out the recipient and then return to put the phone back on the 
hook, which did not always happen. This sad incident happened one night. There 
was a call in the middle of the night and so the hospital could not get through to us. 

A YEAR IN THE LIFE OF A PRIEST  PONDERING PAUSES 
May and June are the months of ordination - 
ordinations to the priesthood and to the dea-
conate. This year we had two priests or-
dained for the diocese of Metuchen. One is a 
later vocation, a man from the Philippines, 
who was in the Navy and also worked in the 
regular world. He is Rev. Juan S. Salonga. 
The other priest was ordained for the Oratory, 
a group of diocesan priest who live in commu-
nity at St. Peter’s Parish in New Brunswick. 
He is Rev. Jeffrey M. Calia. If you want to 
know more about them go on line to the 
“Catholic Spirit,” our diocesan newspaper. 
As they were being ordained I couldn’t’ get 
out of my head the statement by Pope John 
Paul II that when a man is ordained an onto-
logical difference occurs. 
My friend, Fr. Chet Carina, said to me that he 
was crying. It is his 25th anniversary of ordi-
nation this year. You can easily see our differ-
ences. But don’t be deceived. He is more 
heady and philosophical than I. 
We also had a transitional deacon ordained 
for the diocese. He is Martin Espinoza. He will 
be ordained a priest next year. It was an-
nounced recently that we have 14 seminari-
ans. They gave credit to Father Randy 
Vaschon, pastor of IC in Annandale and vo-
cation director. My first thought response was 
that I thought that God was responsible for 
vocations. If Fr. Randy didn’t get any voca-
tions he would be replaced. We get ourselves 
stuck between a rock and a hard place when 
we start this diametrical speaking. We need 
to be careful in saying what we believe and 
the carrying out of that belief. More on that 
later. 
We also have 29 men being ordained on 
Saturday, June 12 to the permanent deacon-
ate. Earl Roberts will be one of them. That will 
take place at Sacred Heart Church in South 
Plainfield. It has the longest aisle of any 
church in the diocese and probably fits more 
people than any other place. We also had 
word last month that one of our former parish-
ioners, Brendan Buckler was ordained a tran-
sitional deacon last Saturday, June 5 for the 
diocese of Raleigh, North Carolina. 
Speaking to Father Šimo today on SKYPE he 
said they will only have one ordination this 
year but they expect 12 will finish their studies 
next year and be ordained. I guess they just 
have an off year. But I think that their num-
bers have declined since the end of Commu-
nism. 
There are many factors to the subject of vo-
cations. As I mentioned above does the voca-

tion come from God or the circumstances that 
we find ourselves in? Let’s start with the sup-
position that God does the calling. Then why 
doesn’t he call more and why don’t those 
called finish their calling? Well, can we cover 
this with the statement that “man proposes but 
God disposes?” I prefer to turn that statement 
around – “God proposes and we dispose.” Of 
course that man refers to men and women or 
otherwise only men get blamed. For me that 
takes care of all those circuitous statements 
that we get into to explain the difficulties. God 
does not always get what God wants. We 
have to always factor in free will. But that is 
the way we believe that God created so he 
has to be happy with free will and not what he 
wants or proposes. You can’t be unhappy in 
heaven can you? If so do you want to go 
there? What is different with how things are 
on earth? The real question is, “How can 
everybody be happy at the same time?” There 
lies a difficult dilemma. Of course we have 
only earth thought and experience to direct 
us. 
So applied to vocations – God calls, or lets 
presume that God does. How do we know this 
is true or a true call? In Biblical times they did 
it by lot. There is the story about the choice of 
Matthias to replace Judas. There is the legend 
about Joseph’s vessel sprouting a lily and 
thus he is the chosen spouse of Mary. He 
usually carries a lily in old images or is that for 
his purity? Our usual way of making this deci-
sion is by what we call discernment. A person 
discerns whether they have a vocation or not. 
What if a woman discerns that she has a 
vocation? There is no room for that in our 
present religious culture. Is this God’s pro-
posal or is it at the mercy of human’s dis-
posal? Or is God strapped by our narrow 
mindedness? 
After the initial discernment there are the 
mentors and professors who help the process 
along. Are they infallible? I know many men 
who were rejected by dioceses or religious 
orders and then were ordained by other bish-
ops. They make good priests while some not 
rejected don’t live up to the call. What about 
the deacon candidate who was dropped in his 
last years of preparation with four years of 
discernment? 
The process is not easy and is determined by 
more than God. We don’t always do what God 
desires either. The moral is that we should not 
be smug or simplistic about vocations. We 
stand back in awe and wonder that God is still 
able to work with us. We need to give our 
prayers and cooperation to these men who 
are being ordained so that they will see and 
appreciate the call that has led them to this 
place. We offer them our prayers and support 
as they begin their ministries. 

They called the convent. Of course the nuns were not about to get dressed and go 
to the rectory (God forbid someone saw a nun coming out of the rectory at that 
hour). So they called a high school boy in the parish, Paul Galayda. He did not 
want to ring the bell and so crawled in through a window. He did not want to disturb 
the other priest for he was one of his boys so he went to the intercom and called 
me. Yes, the rectory had been renovated and the pastor had conceded to an inter-
com but still with one line. Paul called my room. In the middle of the night I woke to 
the calling of my name. I thought this was the end. I thought that God was calling 
me home for judgment. I finally woke sufficiently to answer the intercom and get 
dressed for the sick call. 
I frequently did not take off my pajamas, just put my pants overtop and snapped a 
collar with a black front over the tops and put on a jacket. I remember walking 
down the corridor of the hospital once and noticing my pajamas sticking out. What 
a sight that must have been, a priest half asleep walking down the hall in his paja-
mas. I am sure that the family didn’t notice, they were so preoccupied that they did 
not even care. I am not sure about the nurses though. One woman, who I later got 
to know, her mother got better and was a housekeeper in my home parish, told me 
that my presence in the middle of the night brought such peace. Just the presence 
of a priest, didn’t matter who, could do that for people. That’s a horse of a different 
color today. How sad! 
Those are some reflections about the Nights in the Year of the Priest.

“Like David in today’s first reading, we sin when we begin to feel entitled and act as 
if what we have is ours by right, when we forget that everything we have is an un-
merited gift from God. But God is gracious and forgiving – even when we use His 
gifts wrongly or squander them thoughtlessly – if, like David, we confess our guilt 
and ask His pardon.” 
 
What a great area in which to learn stewardship – the stewardship of forgiveness! 
This reflects the petition in the Our Father, “forgive us our trespasses as we forgive 
those who trespass against us.” 
The great temptations of our time are “entitlement and “self absorption.”  David is 
typical of this centuries before Christ or as they say today BCE – before the com-
mon era or if you prefer, before the Christian era. David, the simple shepherd from 
Bethlehem has let the blessings of God go to his head. He forgets that they have 
been gifts from God. And as we know all gifts from God are given to be shared, not 
horded for oneself or thinking that they are ours by right, title or status in life. Na-
than calls David to the reality and he receives his comeuppance. He realizes his 
sin and asks for forgiveness, “I have sinned against the Lord.” “Nathan answered 
David: ‘The Lord on his part has forgiven your sin: you shall not die.’ 
The stewardship of forgiveness is probably one of the easiest applications of for-
giveness. It comes home to us and knocks us over the head. We should be as 
lucky as David to have a Nathan in our lives. May we share our blessings and not 
get caught up in entitlement and self absorption.
