Those 
joining the parish are encouraged to celebrate their welcome and registration at a 
weekend Mass. 
Please notify the parish office of any change in phone number, address, email ad-
dress or when leaving the parish. 
Parish registration is required for religious education, celebration of sacraments 
and certification as a sponsor. 
Regular Sunday worship indicates a practicing Catholic, not just parish registration.  
An assurance of family practice and raising children in the faith they seek is neces-
sary for the sacraments of initiation and certification of sponsorship. 
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Baptism : Baptism is celebrated at any weekend Mass.  The preparation process 
begins during pregnancy and includes an initial pastoral visit with the Pastoral As-
sistant for Connxions and attendance at one Baptism Preparation Session, which 
is offered quarterly.  Please call the parish office to register.  Parish membership 
and active worship is required for two months prior to preparation.  No baptisms 
are celebrated during Lent. 
First Eucharist :  First Eucharist is celebrated in May, following two years of prepa-
ration.  Family participation and regular worship are an integral component. 
Confirmation :  Confirmation is celebrated in the fall, following three years of 
preparation.  Active participation and weekly worship are an integral component. 
Adult Confirmation :  The formation process is held in the parish, followed by a 
parish celebration of Adult Confirmation. 
Initiation of Adults and Older Children :  This is an extended gradual formation 
process for  unbaptized or uncatechized adults, or baptized Christians who wish to 
enter the Catholic Church or for unbaptized or uncatechized school-aged children.  
Interested persons may begin the process at any time, please contact the parish 
office for more information. 
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First Reconciliation : First Reconciliation is celebrated in Advent of the second 
grade.  Parent participation and regular worship is required. 
Matrimony :  Couples wishing to be married at St. John’s are required to make 
arrangements one year in advance.  Four sessions with the Pastor and Pre-Cana 
or Engaged Encounter take place during this year.  Parish registration and active 
worship are required. 
Anointing of the Sick :  Anyone who is seriously ill or unable to come to church for 
a length of time should contact the parish office so someone may visit and bring 
the sacraments. 
Holy Orders :  If you are interested in learning more about the priesthood or reli-
gious life, contact the Vocations Office of the Diocese of Metuchen at 732-562-

RESPONSORIAL PSALM: 5:30 MASS  
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A DREAM IS FULFILLED  

Earl Robert’s dream has been fulfilled after much studying, traveling back and 
forth from the Poconos to the diocese to St. E’s. Studying for the deaconate after 
being away from studies for so long is not an easy process even if it is worth it all. 
There are a lot of things surrounding the studies that are not readily seen but play 
an important part of the process. 
CONGRATULATIONS EARL!  As we mention in the Catholic Spirit, WE WEL-
COME AND SUPPORT YOUR MINISTRY AMONG US.  
As the ordination invitation says you are ordained TO THE MINISTRY OF THE 
WORD OF THE LITURGY AND OF CHARITY.  You will continue your work among 
us and the Church recognizes this with ordination adding to your ritual responsibili-
ties. 
“Deacons are ordained ministers who share the sacrament of Holy Orders with 
priests and bishops. The men will be able to baptize members into the Church, 
assist the priest at Mass, proclaim the Gospel and preach homilies, witness at mar-
riages, preside at funerals vigils and graveside committal services, and give bless-
ings.” Though many people not ordained have taken some of these roles on by 
virtue of the changes of Vatican II they were originally reserved to the ordained. In 
fact some of the minor orders leading to the deaconate have been dropped for that 
very reason: Porter – who was ordained to open and lock the church no longer 
exists, even before Vatican II other people opened and closed and cleaned the 
church. Acolyte, a minor order still bestowed on men only, is also performed by lay 
people even for centuries. Acolytes are altar servers, take care of the altar and are 
sacristans. 
The deacon has an ordained status and recognition by the church, both as institu-
tion and people. That is why some people don’t see why women shouldn’t be or-
dained deacons. (The controversy will continue.) 
The Bishop in speaking to the deacons said that their first obligation is to their fam-
ily and the second to their work and lastly to the Church. He also made some refer-
ences to the wives. “You now have two wives – the church and your spouse, and 
both will vie for your attention.” 
We welcome Earl into our parish community and are thus reminded of our retired 
deacon, Tom Gilheany, who has give so much service to St. John’s and the 
church. We thank you both for keeping the ancient rite of the deaconate present in 
our midst and serving God’s people.  We will celebrate with Earl at a 10:30 Mass 
this summer to be announced after checking with Ear l’s wife Denise’s sched-
ule. After Mass we will gather for a reception unde r the tent.”

During World War II, Nazi forces occupied Denmark - but while they occupied the 
country, in no way did they control it. 
When the Nazis ordered Jews in Denmark to wear a yellow star, King Christian, 
according to one account, said that if Danish Jews would have to wear a yellow 
star, then he would wear one, as well, and would consider it a badge of 
honor.   The yellow star was never introduced in Denmark. 
The Nazis then directed the Danish government to establish a ghetto for the 
Jews.  Again King Christian refused; if there were to be such a ghetto, then he and 
his family would move from his palace to be with the Jews. 
The Nazis banned the flying of the Danish flag - but the king continued to fly the 
colors at the palace.  The Nazis said that if the flag was raised, a German soldier 
would take it down.  King Christian replied that a Danish soldier would raise it 
again.  But the Nazis threatened to shoot that soldier.  The King stared them 
down:  "I will be that Danish soldier." 
The Nazis then devised a secret plan to arrest all Danish Jews on October 1, 1943 
(the Jewish New Year).  Four cargo ships were waiting to take the Jews to concen-
tration camps in one mass deportation.  But King Christian's government discov-
ered the plan and alerted the Danish citizenry.  All over Denmark, resistance 
groups sprang into action, helping Jewish families get to seaside villages where 
they could be smuggled across the two-mile channel to safety in Swe-
den.  Churches organized to rescue Jews and preserve Torahs and other syna-
gogue treasures.  When money was needed to help a Jewish family escape, all a 
Danish citizen needed to do was go to any bank and ask the teller for 5,000 or 
10,000 kroner, quietly state the reason for the money, and the money would be 
promptly handed over, no questions asked (there is no record of any Danish citizen 
taking advantage of the money for personal gain).  Every strata of Danish society - 
clergy, doctors, shop owners, farmers, fishermen, teachers and civil servants - all 
worked to protect Denmark's Jewish community. 
Through such nonviolent efforts, seven thousand Danish Jews were saved - just 
about the nation's entire Jewish population.  When the Jews returned to Denmark 
at the end of the war, they discovered that their homes, pets, gardens and per-
sonal belongings had been cared for by neighbors. 
Adolf Eichmann, the architect of the Nazi's "final solution," admitted that "the action 
against the Jews of Denmark had been a failure."

In today's Gospel, Jesus demands a clear, unhesitating, unambiguous and total 
commitment from those who want to be his disciples.

Our baptisms are sacraments we live 
every day of our lives; the Eucharist we receive at this table makes us the body 
and blood of Christ for our broken, hungry world.  To be authentic, faithful disciples 
of Jesus, we cannot look back with regrets or doubts or second-guessing but keep 
our "hand to the plow" and realize the harvest of God's compassion and justice in 
our own piece of the vineyard.

My first year in the priesthood was rather traumatic. I had to get 
used to living where I worked. One day off a week is not quite 
enough to deal with your own growth and development and deal 
with all the issues that arise in rectory situations. A new ordained 
is highly idealized. I had no intention of changing the world or 
people. I did hope to have some impact on people’s lives and 

minister to their needs sacramentally. I am not sure if I had the deeper meaning of 
ministry firm in my youthful mind. I am not sure if I realized all the implications of 
ministry or how that affected other priests and their ministries. I thought we had all 
the same good intentions and would work together for the good of others. 
That first summer a young boy was drowned. The family lived in the projects and 
the parents were from Poland. The undertaker called and asked for a “Mass of the 
Angels.” My pastor, Father Hayes, hit high “C”. He did not believe in that “Mass of 
the Angels.” If a child died then they had no sin and there was no need of a Mass. 
That is if you see the Mass as a means of helping a sinner get to heaven. It had 
implications of good theology but not good ministry. This caused many of the 
neighbors to be upset, they came to the defense of the family and so we got a few 
dozen phone calls. It was the topic of discussion at table and I thought the other 
curate was taking care of it since it was not assigned to me. (I learned early on not 
to tread on other priest’s territory – we weren’t all working with the same ideals.) I 
learned that he was not involved so I went to see the family on my own. 
They were a lovely, simple family torn apart by the death of their child but also dis-
turbed at the neighbors who wanted to lynch the pastor. I did my best at listening 
and I thought explaining the pastor’s view point. I did not say he was right or 
wrong. I just wanted to help them understand and comfort and console them. 
I left feeling I had made some headway. But apparently the father wanted to apolo-
gize to the pastor for what people were saying. That night the pastor and I were 
sitting on the front porch of the rectory (the other curate was already about his 
“father business” whatever that was – I did the sitting). The father of the child came 
up on the front porch. What followed was absolutely horrendous for all of us. The 
pastor did not understand the man’s broken English and felt he was there to mur-
der him. I was in the middle and of course got blamed for the whole incident. I am 
not sure how that scene ended nor what we did for the family and the burial. I think 
that I had a service at the funeral parlor but I can’t be sure. I may have called my 
classmate Casey Ladzinski who was stationed at St. Hedwig’s. 
The pastor was all over me. What did I want to do? Get him murdered? I could not 
get the pastor to understand either the father of the child nor me. It was a disaster. 
I just could not understand why we did not do something for this family. Of course 
they were not registered members nor going to our church even though they lived 
in the parish boundaries. I think the pastor may have felt that they should have 
gone to the Polish church, St. Hedwig’s which was a mile or two away. This of 
course laid the foundation for what would happen in the fall of the year. 
The Second Vatican Council opened in the fall of 1962. The bishop of Trenton, 
Bishop Ahr was in Rome, as were all the other bishops who could make it. I am not 
sure what the provoking incident was now but again I was in some difficulty of mis-
understanding. The pastor called me into his room and asked me if I wanted to 

A YEAR IN THE LIFE OF A PRIEST  PONDERING PAUSES 
BAPTISM is a recurring theme in the 
church. Every once in awhile we need 
to reflect on the meaning of the sacra-
ment and not misuse it. 
In the bulletin, page 2, you will read 
the following: “Baptism is celebrated at 
any weekend Mass. The preparation 
process begins during pregnancy and 
includes an initial pastoral visit with 
the Pastoral Assistant for Connxions 
and attendance at one Baptism Prepa-
ration Session which is offered quar-
terly. Please call the parish office to 
register. Parish membership and ac-
tive worship is required for two months 
prior to preparation. No baptisms are 
celebrated during Lent.” 
Baptism is the first sacrament of initia-
tion; the other two are First Eucharist 
and Confirmation. Baptism was initially 
celebrated only with adults in the early 
Church. Around the 4th and 5th cen-
tury, St Augustine started talking 
about infant baptism since his idea 
was that sex was sinful: we are con-
ceived and born in sin. The doctrine of 
original sin became predominate as 
did the theological opinion of Limbo. 
The celebration of baptism began to 
change from a rite of initiation into the 
Church community to the removal of 
original sin. Infant baptism as soon as 
possible after birth was encouraged 
and baptism was also recommended 
in the womb if there was danger of 
death. The rite of baptism of children 
was an adapted version of adult bap-
tism. 
With the reform of the rite after Vati-
can II the sacrament was geared to 
children and involved the parents as a 
part of the rite. The emphasis was put 
on entering the Church community 
and receiving the support of that com-
munity in the journey of faith. Most 
recently the theological opinion on 
Limbo was dropped. Limbo was cre-
ated to solve a theological dilemma. If

you must be baptized to go to heaven 
and you can’t go to hell if you have not 
committed any sin, what happens to a 
child not baptized? The idea of Limbo 
was created to deal with this problem. 
Limbo was always a vague conundrum 
that caught the imagination of people 
and stuck for centuries. 
We now are dealing with the reality 
that as a child begins their faith jour-
ney within the church. The human con-
dition of the world necessitates that a 
child is in need of a community, a fam-
ily of faith. As we do not birth children 
and leave them on their own but bring 
them into a family of support neither 
do we give birth to a child and not 
bring them to the family of faith to 
guide them on their faith journey. Bap-
tism is about FAITH! COMMUNITY! 
“What do you ask for your child?” is 
the first question asked after ascertain-
ing the child’s name at Baptism. 
The answer is not to have a ceremony 
where all the family can gather and 
bring gifts for the child. In one memo-
rable baptism the parents were asked 
if there would be anyone to bring the 
gifts to the altar (that is at the offer-
tory). The family responded that they 
would bring the gifts to the house. 
Their mind was not on faith but on gifts 
for the child. 
The rite states: “What do you ask of 
God’s Church for your child (using the 
name of the child).” The response is 
given by the parents: “Baptism.” Other 
words may be used such as, “faith or 
the grace of Christ or entrance into the 
Church or eternal life.” The priest then 
addresses the parents: “You have 
asked to have your child baptized. In 
doing so you are accepting the re-
sponsibilities of training him/her in the 
practice of the faith. It will be your duty 
to bring  him/her up to keep God’s 
commandments as Christ taught us, 
by loving God and our neighbor. Do 
you clearly understand what you are 
undertaking? (to be continued)  

leave the parish. “When the bishop comes home from Rome I will see to it.” At this 
point even though there were difficulties I did not want to leave. I did not want to 
fail, get a reputation for being a difficult curate, or depart without a complete under-
standing of what I was doing wrong. I stated this fact. I did not want any reputation. 
He was the man that had said, “If you get the reputation for getting up at six you 
can sleep to noon.” I was not transferred and indeed we became working friends in 
as much as Father Hayes allowed that. During the second year, when he discov-
ered what the other curate was doing, he said, “You know we can only have one 
playboy in the parish at a time.” In my mind I said, “When is it my turn?” Where are 
the simple joys of priesthood?

“In today’s second reading, St. Paul provides a wonderful one-sentence summary 
of Christian stewardship: Out of love, place yourselves at one another’s service.” 
 
I like this translation; however this is not what the reading you will hear this week-
end says. Rather the translation that is used in the reading is, “Serve one another 
through love.” The New Jerusalem translation says “be servants to one another in 
love.” The New Revised Standard Version uses the word “slave” for servant. 
Though the passage is not speaking about stewardship the quote, out of context, 
can be well used about stewardship. 
“Out of love, place yourselves at one another’s service,” captures a nuance that is 
lost in the proclaimed translation. “Out of love: – what a captivating way of putting 
it! We should always live “out of love.” It seems different than “be servants to one 
another in love” or better than be slaves to one another. 
Is this not the motivation of stewardship – to act, share, and respond to one an-
other “out of love” - not out of command or demand – not from force or fear – not 
because we will be rewarded or punished – not because we are fulfilling the law – 
but “out of love?” Good stewards share “out of love.” Wouldn’t you like people to 
share with you, “out of love?”
