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Anyone living within the parish boundaries who would like to become a member of
our Catholic Community or who is interested in learning more about the Catholic
faith should call or email the church office. We will meet with you at your conven-
ience where you will learn about our parish and the opportunities we offer. Those
joining the parish are encouraged to celebrate their welcome and registration at a
weekend Mass.

Please notify the parish office of any change in phone number, address, email ad-
dress or when leaving the parish.

Parish registration is required for religious education, celebration of sacraments
and certification as a sponsor.

Regular Sunday worship indicates a practicing Catholic, not just parish registration.
An assurance of family practice and raising children in the faith they seek is neces-
sary for the sacraments of initiation and certification of sponsorship.

Baptism : Baptism is celebrated at any weekend Mass. The preparation process
begins during pregnancy and includes an initial pastoral visit with the Pastoral As-
sistant for Connxions and attendance at one Baptism Preparation Session, which
is offered quarterly. Please call the parish office to register. Parish membership
and active worship is required for two months prior to preparation. No baptisms
are celebrated during Lent.

First Eucharist : First Eucharist is celebrated in May, following two years of prepa-
ration. Family participation and regular worship are an integral component.
Confirmation : Confirmation is celebrated in the fall, following three years of
preparation. Active participation and weekly worship are an integral component.
Adult_Confirmation The formation process is held in the parish, followed by a
parish celebration of Adult Confirmation.

Initiation of Adults and Older Children __: This is an extended gradual formation
process for unbaptized or uncatechized adults, or baptized Christians who wish to
enter the Catholic Church or for unbaptized or uncatechized school-aged children.
Interested persons may begin the process at any time, please contact the parish
office for more information.

First Reconciliation : First Reconciliation is celebrated in Advent of the second
grade. Parent participation and regular worship is required.

Matrimony : Couples wishing to be married at St. John’s are required to make
arrangements one year in advance. Four sessions with the Pastor and Pre-Cana
or Engaged Encounter take place during this year. Parish registration and active
worship are required.

Anointing of the Sick : Anyone who is seriously ill or unable to come to church for
a length of time should contact the parish office so someone may visit and bring
the sacraments.

Holy Orders : If you are interested in learning more about the priesthood or reli-
gious life, contact the Vocations Office of the Diocese of Metuchen at 732-562-
1990 ext.

Story: The knock
7
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It is one of the most difficult jobs in the world: to be the Army officer or the police
officer who must knock on someone's door and tell them that a husband or wife, a
son or daughter, has died.

In one Oregon town, he holds both jobs: he is a policeman and a soldier. Too
many times he has had to knock on a family's door to deliver bad news. As such,
he has become a student of doors and how to approach them: You never
bang. Women first look to see who is there before opening the door; men just
open it; children never open the door. If he is wearing his Army uniform, people
know immediately why he is there; when he is on duty as a policeman, he could be
there for any number of reasons. In discharging his duties, he must be prepared to
deal with grief, anger and shock that sometimes results in medical distress. He
says of his work:

"l try to visit in late morning. | stay as long as necessary. | have been in some
houses for hours. Sometimes | have waited with a person all afternoon until his or
her spouse comes home from work. You mostly listen.

"People tell stories. Often their first reaction, after the initial shock and grief, is to
tell stories. They have to get their feelings out. | have heard thousands of these
stories. Friends tell me | should write them down, but | say they are a private mat-
ter, that it wouldn't be right. | also convey information about counseling, funeral
arrangements, and legal matters. Most people aren't ready to discuss the de-
tails. They are too stunned. But they do want to discuss the facts of the death.

"It is a difficult job and it wears you down. | try to do it with as much dignity as pos-
sible . . . The hardest messages to deliver are about the deaths of children. There
is nothing | can say - other than the facts - to a mother or a father in that situa-
tion. So | don't try. | have often thought that what | am doing is a communal act,
that it represents the town itself, standing there on the porch. | stand straight,
speak clearly, and wear the full uniform . . .

"l take as much time as is needed. When | am absolutely sure the initial shock has
lessened and the person is safe to be alone in the house, | express my condo-
lences and prepare to leave. At the door, before | put on my hat, | usually add that
| will keep the deceased in my prayers. | make it clear that | am saying this as a
private citizen, not as a soldier or a policeman. In my experience, saying that and
meaning it matters a lot. Generally, | stop at the church on the way back and say
the rosary. It's become a form of closure for me, a way to hand over the pain.”

Like the seventy-two in today's Gospel, Jesus appoints
every disciple of every time and place to go before him to be his agents of compas-
sion, reconciliation and hope to this needy world.

A YEAR IN THE LIFE OF A PRIEST

Leviticus

About a year and a half after coming to Blessed Sacrament the
situation deteriorated to a point that | felt that it was affecting the
parish. The associate became more difficult and began to deride
me in front of people, making sarcastic statements in front of oth-
ers even the altar boys. | could put up with his snide remarks in
private, writing notes in the Sick Call Book because my signature
went over the line, hiring a secretary in the summer so that | did not have to be on
duty when | was off duty. He was hardly civil with me. He was deteriorating and in
fact he had a nervous breakdown by the end of my second year at the parish for
which he of course blamed me.
It was time to go to the bishop. | did not feel that the parishioners should have to
put up with that so | was going to ask to be transferred. As a young priest, 27 years
old and ordained under two years this was a bold jump. | was not asking to have
him removed or for the bishop to solve the difficulty but to remove me so that the
situation would not continue. To my surprise when | saw the bishop he said, ‘I
have had problems with him before. You are staying and | will move him.” | was
floored and did not expect this reaction. In those days the answer we gave to the
bishop’s question at ordination, “Do you promise obedience to me and my succes-
sors?” was taken seriously but in a whole different approach than today. The “l do”
was as strong as the “I do” of the wedding ceremony.
Today there is more of a dialogue involved. Many years ago now when the men to
be ordained were practicing for the ceremony, one older man who have been in
religious life went up to the MC for that part of the ceremony, he asked, “Is this
dialogical obedience?” Of course the MC mentioned it to the bishop who then for
four years afterwards spoke about obedience at the ordination ceremony - until |
wrote him and asked if there was anything else beside obedience that was impor-
tant to the priesthood.
| asked for a copy of his talk so that | could study it. He never sent it and he de-
fined what obedience was for him. He was the voice of God and what he communi-
cated to his priests was what God wanted us to do. Since | didn’t agree with him |
did understand what he meant and that was enough for me. | would just work
around it. He was not the voice of God. | think that was also a changing point for
him as well. Once | knew what he meant | could work around that.
The other curate was transferred and the new curate came to Blessed Sacrament.
He was ordained a few years and was a down to earth, kind and decent man and
good priest. We did not become fast friends but we were able to work together very
well. During this year his mother and my father died. The pastor gave him a rough
time and tried to align with me so that he had one on his side and we did not gang
up on him. It did not work. Matthew Costello and | had a good year and got along
well. He left the priesthood after that year however.
A story to illustrate the pastor’s intention to not have the curates gang up on him
that is not my personal experienced but conveyed to me by Father Hayes. There
was this pastor at Sacred Heart Church in Trenton who locked the door of the rec-
tory after 9:00 p.m. The curates did not have keys. So one night the curates called
the pastor and got him to go over to the Hall after 9:00 p.m. They then went down
and locked the door. When he came knocking on the door they called from the

“Do you clearly understand what you
are undertaking?”

That all important question before the
actual baptism is filled with loads of
responsibility. Parents should stop and
think before they say “l do.”

What are you undertaking? — “the re-
sponsibility of training your child in the
practice of the faith. It will be your duty
to bring your child up to keep God's
commandments as Christ taught us.”

The practice of the faith — we learn
just as much, if not more, by doing.
Let me use an example. We have
twins in the parish that came to church
regularly in the womb. They were bap-
tized and made it to church almost
every weekend after baptism. They
are now five and a half. They know
their prayers, come up to communion
with their parents who participate in
liturgical ministry, and take a cracker.
One day over a year ago one of the
boys came into the sacristy not for a
cracker but asked, “Could | have body
of Christ?” They heard the Eucharistic
minister say “body of Christ” when
their parents received. He was not
prompted but on his own made an
identity that there was a difference.
This was through practice. This is
what “training them in the practice of
the faith is all about.” They could not
have learned this if they did not come
to church.

When children do not know the
church, have not learned that it is a
place where you act differently, whis-
per and not misbehave, how can we
say they are learning to practice the
faith? This is repeated again when it is
time for Communion. They come to
class for two years, prepare for Rec-

onciliation and Eucharist, celebrate
and then they don’t come to church
again. How confusing to the child —
bad psychology — bad pedagogy — bad
training. They would not have been
baptized if that was the intention of the
parents. What is their word — “I do” all
about?

When young people who may have
been on sabbatical for a few years
present their first child for baptism we
are welcoming, accommodating, train-
ing. After two or three years when they
come for baptism for their second child
what should we do? They are not peo-
ple of their word. What does their “I
do” mean?

We require new families to register
and come to church for two months
before celebrating baptism. We expect
some sign of good intention to accom-
pany a second child. Otherwise we are
going through a ceremony that has no
meaning. It becomes an empty rite -
merely a reason for a party.

This beginning of the journey of faith
needs some meaning. It cannot be a
meaningless gesture. It can't be an
occasion to gather the family together
and receive gifts. It should be a cele-
bration of faith of the family, the par-
ents and the gift that they are giving to
their children. What are you really ask-
ing of God’s church for this child that
you present for baptism?

upstairs window and asked who it was. He said his name and they replied that it
could not be the pastor because he was in bed already. There was a lot of scream-
ing and a few off-colored words and then one slipped down and unlocked the door.
You can bet there were transfers in the parish that year and it wasn’t the pastor.

| had a lot of difficulties with J. Arthur that year with Matt because of the way he put
him through boot camp. | didn't feel Matt deserved it. | also didn’t like being the one
who was confided in either. When Matt left the priesthood after that year | was furi-
ous at Father Hayes. | felt that he was directly responsible. In my maturity | feel it
was not just his fault. Matt had a lot going on that | did not know about and his
mother’s death may have given him permission to leave. Those are the days in the
life of a priest that don’t always meet the outside eyes.

If a peaceful person lives
there, your peace will rest on them; but if not, it will return to you.”

“Don’t leave home without it.” This is the advertisement for American Express. In our
culture would Jesus say the same thing as he did in his own? In the Jewish world of
Jesus’ day hospitality was the norm. You could travel without a place to stay or money
to cover your room and food. What do you think Joseph paid for the cave in Bethle-
hem? The cultural situation is quite different from ours.

| was recently talking to Fr. Simo about a national youth day that they had in Bosnia
and Croatia. | asked where all the kids stayed. He said in homes of people. | think the
same happens at World Youth Conferences where the Pope visits. We do have rem-
nants of this form of hospitality. This however is not our usual mode of operation. Like
Jesus’ instructions to his disciples we have here a model of stewardship. We are only
asked to extend it in a broader and spiritual sense — “a spiritual way of life.” It seems to
have been easier in Jesus day but then was it, when all were in the same predicament?
The law of Moses demanded it in the concept of tithing and taking care of the widow,
children and foreigner. But did all follow it exactly?

We need to translate the concept into our own cultural situation but the concept of stew-
ardship is truly a Biblical and Gospel directive. Today's gospel bears this out. How do
we share in a culture that is suspicious and litigious? How do we accomplish a fair
stewardship? How much do we share and with whom? The concept may be wonderful
but the application can be another matter. We are challenged to translate this biblical
gospel model to a working process.
