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Anyone living within the parish boundaries who would like to become a member of
our Catholic Community or who is interested in learning more about the Catholic
faith should call or email the church office.

Those
joining the parish are encouraged to celebrate their welcome and registration at a
weekend Mass.

Please notify the parish office of any change in phone number, address, email ad-
dress or when leaving the parish.

Parish registration is required for religious education, celebration of sacraments
and certification as a sponsor.

Regular Sunday worship indicates a practicing Catholic, not just parish registration.
An assurance of family practice and raising children in the faith they seek is neces-
sary for the sacraments of initiation and certification of sponsorship.

Baptism : Baptism is celebrated at any weekend Mass. The preparation process
begins during pregnancy and includes an initial pastoral visit with the Pastoral As-
sistant for Connxions and attendance at one Baptism Preparation Session, which
is offered quarterly. Please call the parish office to register. Parish membership
and active worship is required for two months prior to preparation. No baptisms
are celebrated during Lent.

First Eucharist : First Eucharist is celebrated in May, following two years of prepa-
ration. Family participation and regular worship are an integral component.
Confirmation : Confirmation is celebrated in the fall, following three years of
preparation. Active participation and weekly worship are an integral component.
Adult_Confirmation The formation process is held in the parish, followed by a
parish celebration of Adult Confirmation.

Initiation of Adults and Older Children __: This is an extended gradual formation
process for unbaptized or uncatechized adults, or baptized Christians who wish to
enter the Catholic Church or for unbaptized or uncatechized school-aged children.
Interested persons may begin the process at any time, please contact the parish
office for more information.

First Reconciliation : First Reconciliation is celebrated in Advent of the second
grade. Parent participation and regular worship is required.

Matrimony : Couples wishing to be married at St. John’s are required to make
arrangements one year in advance. Four sessions with the Pastor and Pre-Cana
or Engaged Encounter take place during this year. Parish registration and active
worship are required.

Anointing of the Sick : Anyone who is seriously ill or unable to come to church for
a length of time should contact the parish office so someone may visit and bring
the sacraments.

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Story: The Good Samaritan at 114th and 88th

The Gospel of the Good Samaritan was lived in real time a few weeks ago in
Queens, New York. But the story did not have the happy ending today's Gospel
has.

Hugo Alfredo Tale-Yax was a 31-year-old immigrant from Guatemala. Finding
work as a day laborer in the current economy has been all but impossible and
Hugo had been without a place to live. Most nights Hugo slept in public parks.

On a Sunday morning in April, Hugo was walking down a street in Queens when
he saw a man and a woman having a loud, violent argument. Hugo crossed the
street to intervene. The man swung around and stabbed Hugo several times in the
stomach. Leaving Hugo in a puddle of blood, the man and woman fled in opposite
directions.

Hugo lay unconscious on the sidewalk for an hour. A surveillance tape showed
dozens of people walking by Hugo and doing nothing to help him. Two people
stopped and discussed the situation; one paused to take a picture. The others
turned to look out of curiosity, then hurried along. Finally, someone bent down to
shake Hugo and saw the blood. Police and emergency medical personnel were
called - but it was too late. Hugo died. Helping a stranger was the last act of a
broken man.

Some passers-by thought he was drunk; several of those who saw Hugo were ille-
gal immigrants themselves and did not want to contact authorities; most knew the
first lesson of surviving in the big city: mind your own business and don't get in-
volved.

But we are the world we live in.

Today's Gospel and the sad story of Hugo Tale-Yax remind us that sometimes we
are the victim and sometimes we are the Samaritan. But, Jesus makes clear that
we are always the neighbor, we are always the brother and sister who must reach
out and help one another. If we claim to be Jesus' disciples, we cannot use the
excuse of preserving our own safety or moral outrage to justify our walking away
like the priest and Levite. The parable of the Good Samaritan calls us to embrace
a vision of faith that sees every man, woman and child - regardless of whatever
labels society has assigned to them - as our "neighbors." Christ calls his disciples
to look beyond what divides us and focus on what unites us; to put aside our own
needs and wants to embrace the needs of others; to see our own wealth as a
means to bring healing and hope into the lives of those who have little. The Good
Samaritan is the prototype of Gospel charity, the embodiment of the Gospel vision
of humanity as a community of everyone - male and female, rich and poor, able
and challenged - sharing the same sacred dignity as sons and daughters of the
God who is Father of all.

A YEAR IN THE LIFE OF A PRIEST

Leviticus

Following up from last week’s reflection and the depar-
ture of Matt Costello we were again blessed with a newly
ordained priest who was in the seminary when | was
there. He was three years behind me, went to St.
Charles College, Catonsville, Maryland for high school
while | was there for two years. He then was a First
Theologian when | was in deacon year. John Wessel
was from Mount Holly where Father Hayes had been
stationed as a pastor. He knew John’s family and in fact
baptized John. Therefore John could do no wrong with J.
Arthur. He did not put him through the usual boot camp. | was really upset since |
was still mourning Matt’'s leaving the priesthood and had felt that the pastor had
something to do with it. Until one day as | was examining my conscience and real-
ized | should rejoice that he did not have to go through that. Just because | and
others had spent the year of rough treatment didn't mean that everyone else
should. John was a good man. When he was transferred from Blessed Sacrament
he was sent to Toms River where he was shot by a Vietnam War Vet as he was
leaving the man’s house after coming to counsel him. We lost a good man and
many years of service that he was not able to give. He was an enthusiastic young
priest.
John was there a year and a half when Father Hayes died.
Father Hayes died in January; | was ordained four and a half years. So | had just
turned 30 years old. | was indeed a young 30 and still felt like a novice in the
priesthood. One of the difficult things that | had to do was vest Father Hayes for his
viewing. | went down to Murphy’s Funeral Home in Trenton with Father Tommy
Ryan, a good friend of the pastor who had been previously stationed at Blessed
Sacrament. | brought the clothes and vestments. Father Ryan however did not
want to have anything to do with the body. I didn’t have to actually dress him but
had to direct the undertaker what to do. This was my first experience and one
which I didn’t look forward to do again.
My classmate Ed Kmiec (now Bishop Kmiec of Buffalo) was Bishop Ahr’'s secre-
tary. | would have presumed that he would ask Ed what my name was since he
had only ordained me four and a half years previously. But after the funeral he said
to me, “Are you the senior curate?” | said yes and then he said, “You will get a let-
ter appointing you administrator.” That's all it was. It wasn’t to be for long but | got
no other instruction nor asked if | could handle it.
One of my first responsibilities was to pay $10,000.00 to Cathedral High School.
Father Hayes had been having an ongoing fight with the principal Sister Charitas
and had not paid the tuition for four months. | felt that it should be paid, which I did.
When the new pastor was appointed | had to prepare a financial report for the
month that | was administrator. The first thing that | was asked was what the
$10,000.00 was spent on. They knew | spent it before | gave them the report. |
guess they had access to the bank records. The new pastor was Father Eugene
Davis. He was a great guy, a Giants fan, who didn’'t want any guitar Masses. When
the Giants lost you didn’t go near him. He was depressed and snapped at you, but
soon returned to a normal gentlemanly encounter. But other than that he was a

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PONDERING PAUSES

The next couple of months we will be
pondering the future design of St. John's
in reference to administration and what
we can afford to continue, drop or re-
place at St. John’s. Our fiscal year
ended on June 30 and we have already
begun to look at our budget for the com-
ing 2010 — 2011 fiscal year. Our first
observation is that we have declined in
ordinary weekly income by 10 to 12 per-
cent. We will also be dropping families
from the census that we have not heard
from over the past two years. Again this
year there were about 30 boxes of enve-
lopes that were not picked up when we
started the new year of boxed envelopes
in May.
If you are keeping track of the numbers
of families on the Stewardship page you
can see that we are down to 316 fami-
lies. There are only 124 students regis-
tered for Religious Education for the
2010-2011 school year. Though there is
also a decline in enroliment in the public
schools of the area we have noted that
there are only 5 students eligible for kin-
dergarten. Our other classes have be-
tween 17 to 20 students per grade. This
has been a gradual decline over the
years but for the past few years we have
had only one class per grade in our Sun-
day Program. Overall there are about
half the number of students in the pro-
gram.
It hit me with the numbers for next year
that when we had this number of stu-
dents and parishioners our staff was
considerably smaller and on part time
basis. This will play a part of our reflec-
tions and planning.
Earl has also noticed a decline in contri-
butions and involvement in our Social
Ministry programs. Part of this may be
due to the financial crisis but also in the
decline of numbers at Mass. At the 8:00
a.m. Mass we have dropped Eucharistic
Ministers to three having only two sta-
tions for the cup. There were only about
35 people at the 8:00 a.m. Mass this
past weekend. And there were only 50

people at the 5:30 p.m. Mass on Satur-
day evening. We again only had need for
three Eucharistic ministers. Yes, it was a
holiday weekend, but it is not just about
people being away. | often see people in
town but do not see them at Mass.
These are the observations | make when
I go out for breakfast on Sunday morn-
ings or shop at the A&P on Saturday
evenings.

The other observations that | have made
are the large decline of children who
participate in the Children’s Liturgy of the
Word, even though this is a necessary
part of our catechetical program. Again
this is due to the lack of presence at wor-
ship of those who are in the religious
formation program. One of the ways that
you can watch these numbers is by the
weekly report of the collections and the
number of identifiable contributors in
each year. This past week they were
relatively close but the phenomenon of
less has been going on for a few years.
These following figures are not exactly
accurate nor are they true figures be-
cause some of our people don't give
every week; some do every other week
and some monthly. In the past three
years we have also added direct deposit
giving. | have tried to take this all in con-
sideration. In the past three years
(including this July 4™) there have been
about 100 families at Mass on the first
week of July. In 2007 there were about
142 families. This rose from the 97 in
2006. But in 2005 and 2004 there were
over 200 families on this first weekend.
Though these figures are not specific
they do show the trend if | use the same
calculations.

| have always stated that | will not preach
about money. | will do whatever | can
with the donations that you make. As we
have grown we have added to staff and
their pay. With the decline we will be
drawing back using what we have to
spend from contributions. At the same
time prices go up as do salaries. These
are just a few things that we will be pon-
dering over the summer months as we
plan our forward strategy.

whole lot different from J. Arthur.

In June of that year | was transferred to Our Lady of Mt. Virgin in Middlesex. | had
been at Blessed Sacrament for five years and they usually transferred the adminis-
trator once a pastor was appointed.

There were many experiences at Blessed Sacrament. It was a good assignment
and | weathered the difficulties and learned a lot. It was during my time there that
my father died. He was 54 and my mother would turn 48 a month after his death.
Since | was the oldest of two a lot of the responsibilities fell on me. It was a relief
two years later when my mother remarried. She could not live without a man even
though she was spunky and self-sufficient. With a man she functioned well but she
needed a man by her side. That would prove true almost 25 years later when she
died only two and half months after my step-father died.

Thus | lived through the vicissitudes of life, learned and grew in the early days and
years of being a priest.

“The good Samaritan was as also a good steward, giving his time and his treasure to
meet his neighbor's need. At the end of this familiar story, Jesus urges his hearers —
and us — to go and do the same!”

We know how serious missing Mass on Sundays and holydays of obligation were in the
pre-Vatican Il church. Yet | remember the nuns telling the story that if you were on your
way to church on a Sunday for the last Mass (which had to be started no later than
noon) and you came across someone in need what would you do? The good Samaritan
is just one of those examples. We were told that even though you would miss Mass (a
mortal sin if you missed that would send you to hell) you nevertheless should stop and
help the injured man/woman. Charity exceeded the obligation of Sunday Mass atten-
dance. That and disobeying your parent if one asked you to steal something were real
eye openers for a young kid.

I mention this because it sheds light on this week’s gospel and the importance of stew-
ardship which we usually only saw as an obligation of charity and social ministry. Stop-
ping to help someone even at the jeopardy of the loss of your immortal soul says a lot
about what we now see as stewardship — sharing time and treasure to help another.
We may not see this in this perspective.

Today we may not stop for other reasons — fear of being mugged — being taken advan-
tage of — to hinder you from getting to where you should be. We have become skepti-
cal. Maybe this is also why we don’t see stewardship in its full array of colors.

Time is our most precious commodity. In fact at times we would rather give money
(treasure) than time. Stewardship then may be sound in theory but impractical in prac-
tice. This is where stewardship becomes more than a concept and so makes it a
“spiritual way of life.” Stewardship demands decisions, hardships and personal choices.
It is not just a spiritual warm nosegay that makes people feel good. Gospel stewardship
is demanding and indeed exceeds charity. It is matter of justice.
