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Anyone living within the parish boundaries who would like to become a member of
our Catholic Community or who is interested in learning more about the Catholic
faith should call or email the church office. We will meet with you at your conven-
ience where you will learn about our parish and the opportunities we offer. Those
joining the parish are encouraged to celebrate their welcome and registration at a
weekend Mass.

Please notify the parish office of any change in phone number, address, email ad-
dress or when leaving the parish.

Parish registration is required for religious education, celebration of sacraments
and certification as a sponsor.

Regular Sunday worship indicates a practicing Catholic, not just parish registration.
An assurance of family practice and raising children in the faith they seek is neces-
sary for the sacraments of initiation and certification of sponsorship.

Baptism : Baptism is celebrated at any weekend Mass. The preparation process
begins during pregnancy and includes an initial pastoral visit with the Pastoral As-
sistant for Connxions and attendance at one Baptism Preparation Session, which
is offered quarterly. Please call the parish office to register. Parish membership
and active worship is required for two months prior to preparation. No baptisms
are celebrated during Lent.

First Eucharist : First Eucharist is celebrated in May, following two years of prepa-
ration. Family participation and regular worship are an integral component.
Confirmation : Confirmation is celebrated in the fall, following three years of
preparation. Active participation and weekly worship are an integral component.
Adult_Confirmation The formation process is held in the parish, followed by a
parish celebration of Adult Confirmation.

Initiation of Adults and Older Children __: This is an extended gradual formation
process for unbaptized or uncatechized adults, or baptized Christians who wish to
enter the Catholic Church or for unbaptized or uncatechized school-aged children.
Interested persons may begin the process at any time, please contact the parish
office for more information.

First Reconciliation : First Reconciliation is celebrated in Advent of the second
grade. Parent participation and regular worship is required.

Matrimony : Couples wishing to be married at St. John’s are required to make
arrangements one year in advance. Four sessions with the Pastor and Pre-Cana
or Engaged Encounter take place during this year. Parish registration and active
worship are required.

Anointing of the Sick : Anyone who is seriously ill or unable to come to church for
a length of time should contact the parish office so someone may visit and bring
the sacraments.

Focus: The importance of hospitality to strangers

When we are entertaining guests we are entertaining God

Scripture : "Martha, Martha, you are anxious and worried about many
things. There is need of only one thing. Mary has chosen the better
part and it will not be taken from her."

Luke 10: 38-42

Reflection: How do you show hospitality to strangers? Have you had an experi-
ence of hospitality from someone you didn't know? Have you experi-
enced anxiousness or worry in cases of hospitality?

Story: Martha in charge

An ancient custom of hospitality in England holds that when a sovereign comes to
your house, for the time the king and queen are there, the house is no longer yours
but theirs. They are your hosts under your roof.

That may be hard for us to understand but it illustrates the point of this Gospel,
understood by Mary, that their hospitality was little compared to what Jesus had to
give them. The Marthas of this world find it difficult to be receivers. It is said that it
is more blessed to give than to receive, but it is infinitely more difficult to receive
than it is to give. It makes one beholden to the giver, it cuts away autonomy, and it
makes one, in some sense, dependent.

Try to give someone something and they will insist on returning something to you,
not because they like you but because they want things to be even, they don't want
to be obligated. Giving is power; receiving implies need and weakness. We give,
you and |, not necessarily because we are generous but because it gives us
power.

The Marthas of the world are so busy doing good and necessary things, so occu-
pied in the giving, that they do not have time to realize how frequently and deeply
they themselves stand in need.

The story of Martha and Mary is a parable about the blessings of both giving and of
receiving, of realizing that others have much to give us and that we are blessed in
their generosity. The "better part" that Jesus speaks of is the humility to receive,
with gratitude and grace, the peace and healing that Jesus extends to us in oth-
ers. Martha may be a model of hospitality - but Mary mirrors the Christ-like gener-
osity of being able to receive, to surrender her own need to be in control, to put
aside the work in which we often find our identity in order to be the "guest" of Christ
the "host."

A YEAR IN THE LIFE OF A PRIEST

NUMBERS

The Book of Numbers in the Bible is the fourth book and deals
with the numbering of the people at Sinai. It also covers the
journey from Sinai to Moab and the transactions in the plain of
Moab before crossing the Jordan River. The book deals with
the murmuring of the people at the hardships on the way and
subsequent exile in the wilderness for 40 years.
| have chosen to divide my journey to and in the priesthood
with the names of the first five books of the Bible (The Torah). As | begin the 6"
year of priesthood | turn to the book of Numbers for the title - a time of murmuring,
planning, reflecting and eventually the decision to remain a priest.
I did not look forward to my second assignment. It was not the parish, the people,
the location or any of the things that one would think. It was the pastor. | already
knew Joe Fibner from my summer as a seminarian in Barnegat NJ. That summer
has stories of its own that could take up several pages. This one will illustrate what
the man was like and why | had apprehension of going to Our Lady of Mt. Virgin in
Middlesex, NJ. While | was in Barnegat, my parents came to visit me one Sunday.
| was eating dinner with Fr. Fibner, not the pastor but the curate, and his sister who
had prepared the meal. My parents came to the door and knocked or rang. | went
to answer. As | was standing on the inside front porch, Fr, Fibner came out, told
them they would have to wait there because | was not finished eating. My father
who was a good and hospitable man later asked me what Fr. Joe’s problem was.
He said, I didn’t want anything to eat but he could have asked us in for a beer after
driving all that way. They were my parents, for God’s sake, not strangers. Fr. Fib-
ner was a short man and bald. My father said, “What is his problem? Is he upset
because he has to squat to get through doors?” That statement never made sense
to me and | never asked him to explain.
Father Fibner was a fabricator par excellence. In other words | could never believe
what he said. There was a hospital in the parish, a small one but nevertheless
someone always had to be on call. Of course that was me. He didn't take a day
unless | was off. There was also another priest in residence but neither of them
had a car. One of them was in residence and did little more than say Mass. When
he left a priest from Ireland who was driven out of Nigeria came to help out. He
was a grand little man who had a great sense of humor and helped me survive. |
don’t remember them doing anything more than saying Mass.
| think the classic story was Christmas, 1967. Every once in a while on a Sunday at
about 4 or 5 in the afternoon Fr. Joe would come up to my room on the third floor. |
wasn't allowed to use the suite on the second floor because that was where his
bedroom, office and sitting room were. | would be too close so both of us priests
had a room on the third floor. | finally asked if |1 could know ahead of time what
Sundays | would have off after Masses. So he said | could have ever other one off.
That suited me fine. Of course there were no meals on Sunday. So in 1967 Christ-
mas fell on a Monday. Therefore Sunday was Christmas Eve. In 1967 the first
Mass for Christmas was midnight. So it was my Sunday off. | accepted an invita-
tion in the parish for the traditional Polish Christmas Eve meal. He announced on
Sunday that we would have a meal at the rectory. | informed him that | had made
other plans and so | went to dinner at the home of the parishioner. Their name was
Crivello but the mother was Polish. Fr. Fibner was not too pleased with that.

How did the crisis of priest shortage
come about in the first place?

Some blame Vatican Il (which they
blame for everything). The Church has
gotten too lax; we have lost our sense
of sacrifice; we don’t demand enough
discipline.

Some blame “secularism.” Our young
people are just too materialistic, too
selfish, to “secular” to make the sacri-
fices necessary to embrace the priest-
hood or religious life. Secularism has
become the scapegoat for all the
Church’s ills (kind of like “socialism”
has become the favorite whipping boy
in politics). In fact, the Pope recently
set up an office in Rome to deal spe-
cifically with the question of secular-
ism, especially in Europe, where
church attendance is practically non-
existent in many places.

The trouble with these approaches is
that they tend to put all the blame on
outside forces, on the “world.” But in-
stead of blaming the outside world,
maybe the Church needs to look in-
side itself and ask: What have we
done to bring about this state of af-
fairs? Maybe through this crisis the
Holy Spirit is trying to tell us some-
thing.

In the Vatican Il document The Pas-
toral Constitution on the Church in the
Modern World the bishops are urged
to read the “signs of the times.” (84)
Perhaps these signs are telling us that
it is no longer necessary to insist that
all priests be celibate males, that the
priesthood need not be limited only to
unmarried males who are willing to
remain unmarried for the rest of their
lives. (To say the least this approach
severely hampers the work of the Holy

Spirit by shrinking the pool of available
candidates practically to zero.)

Perhaps the Holy Spirit is telling us
that the Church is no longer “relevant”
in many peoples’ lives, especially
young people. Perhaps a Church
forged in the Middle Ages simply has
no appeal for young people in the 21st
century.

Whatever the reasons for this crisis,
the more immediate question is: What
do we do about it?

When that question comes up, the
“answer” too often is simply: pray. “Ask
the master of the harvest to send la-
borers for his harvest.”

The trouble with relying on prayer
alone is that it tends to put all the
blame on God; it implies that God is
not sending enough vocations to the
church. What does that say about our
image of God or God'’s concern for the
Church?

| would submit that it is not a question
of God not sending enough vocations.
There are, in fact, plenty of vocations.
It is like another parable that Jesus
taught, about the man who went into
the marketplace to find workers for his
vineyard. Several times during the day
he went back and recruited more.
There were plenty of workers avail-
able; but they were ineffective until
someone called them. Likewise, God
has provided plenty of vocations for
the Church. The problem is that we
have refused to call many of them,
namely those who are married and
those who are women. (to be contin-
ued).

The next day was Christmas, not my day off. So | presumed that | had to remain
because of the hospital. He was not going out; he had a dinner planned for his
friends and family at the rectory. He did not invite me to the dinner nor give me
permission to leave. | had a ham sandwich in my room. There was a refrigerator on
the third floor. My mother was furious. My father was already deceased but she
remembered him from that trip to Barnegat. | vowed that night that would never
happen again. He was a mean and spiteful man.

Another interesting story was when | was called to the home of a family where the
mother was a nurse and came frequently to daily Mass. Her son had tried to get
into the Peace Corp. He was a graduate from Rutgers. He became depressed
when he was refused and took a shot gun to his head and blew his brains all over
the room. | think that is still the worst anointing | have ever witnessed. | did what |
had to do and left quickly without looking around too much. When | arrived back at
the rectory | was late for dinner. Well, | got reprimanded even when | told him what
had happened. We were having hotdogs and beans for dinner. He kept it up until |
excused myself, told him he made me sick and | went to my room. | could no
longer sit at that table.

| described my year in the parish that seemed like ten, as living in a Nazi concen-
tration camp. Father Joe was German and Polish, like me. He was stationed in
Polish parishes where the pastors were like commandants and always gave the
curate a hard time to keep him in line. | remember a story about two Irish priests
who were stationed together. | tell this because it wasn't a nationality trait but a
cultural phenomenon. The pastor was almost blind. One day he said to the curate,
“It's a nice day.” The curate replied, “You blind bat, it's raining out.” They continued
to have difficulties. One day the curate brought a gun to the table and laid it down
and announced if the pastor continued with his harassment he would use it. | don’t
think he lasted the year. You can see why Numbers is a good title for this section
of the YEAR OF THE PRIEST

Today's readings speak of hospitality, Abraham, who cheerfully did for his guests
all that desert hospitality required, was rewarded with his heart’'s desire — a son.
Martha also busied herself with all the details of hospitality, but grudgingly and with
complaint. Am | a cheerful or a grudging giver?

How do | give? Am | a cheerful steward or a begrudging giver? In any case the
giving is done. It reminds me of the conundrum — if | kill someone accidently or
purposely, the person is still dead. It has only to do with my intention. Or the other
parable that Jesus used about the two sons. One said he would go work in the field
and did not. The other said he would not go but went. “Which of the two did what
his father wanted?” (Matt. 21- 28-32)

Intentionality and action can be opposing or complimentary. We can easily see
action but we cannot always know intentionality. If we give out of justice or charity
it looks the same. We don’'t know what is at the heart of the matter. The giving
does not look any different but the intention affects the individual. Abraham shares
because of desert hospitality and because he is sincerely motivated to be hospita-
ble, but his wife Sara grumbles, she laughs but she conceives nevertheless. Mar-
tha complains that she is doing all the work but she is still hospitable and wants
some help.

As stewards we can give because that is the Biblical principle and gospel value in
justice. As stewards we can give because that is was is expected by law. Which
steward does what the Father wants and Jesus says will be a sign that you are my
disciple?

A more serious question is where does that money come from? Should we take
money that is given without good intention, a desire to be welcomed or liked, or
that was stolen or achieved by extortion? What is true stewardship?
