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Anyone living within the parish boundaries who would like to become a member of
our Catholic Community or who is interested in learning more about the Catholic
faith should call or email the church office. We will meet with you at your conven-
ience where you will learn about our parish and the opportunities we offer. Those
joining the parish are encouraged to celebrate their welcome and registration at a
weekend Mass.

Please notify the parish office of any change in phone number, address, email ad-
dress or when leaving the parish.

Parish registration is required for religious education, celebration of sacraments
and certification as a sponsor.

Regular Sunday worship indicates a practicing Catholic, not just parish registration.
An assurance of family practice and raising children in the faith they seek is neces-
sary for the sacraments of initiation and certification of sponsorship.

Baptism : Baptism is celebrated at any weekend Mass. The preparation process
begins during pregnancy and includes an initial pastoral visit with the Pastoral As-
sistant for Connxions and attendance at one Baptism Preparation Session, which
is offered quarterly. Please call the parish office to register. Parish membership
and active worship is required for two months prior to preparation. No baptisms
are celebrated during Lent.

First Eucharist : First Eucharist is celebrated in May, following two years of prepa-
ration. Family participation and regular worship are an integral component.
Confirmation : Confirmation is celebrated in the fall, following three years of
preparation. Active participation and weekly worship are an integral component.
Adult_Confirmation The formation process is held in the parish, followed by a
parish celebration of Adult Confirmation.

Initiation of Adults and Older Children __: This is an extended gradual formation
process for unbaptized or uncatechized adults, or baptized Christians who wish to
enter the Catholic Church or for unbaptized or uncatechized school-aged children.
Interested persons may begin the process at any time, please contact the parish
office for more information.

First Reconciliation : First Reconciliation is celebrated in Advent of the second
grade. Parent participation and regular worship is required.

Matrimony : Couples wishing to be married at St. John’s are required to make
arrangements one year in advance. Four sessions with the Pastor and Pre-Cana
or Engaged Encounter take place during this year. Parish registration and active
worship are required.

Anointing of the Sick : Anyone who is seriously ill or unable to come to church for
a length of time should contact the parish office so someone may visit and bring
the sacraments.

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CHURCH IN CHINA

China turned Communist in 1949. Almost immediately, the new Communist gov-
ernment started putting pressure on the Roman Catholic Church. In 1951
Archbishop Riberi was expelled from China. In 1953 the government formed the
Three Autonomies Movement and subsequently created a state controlled Chinese
Catholic Patriotic Association. Those priests and faithful who became members
were allowed to practice a form of state controlled religion and the Roman Catholic
Church became illegal and was forced underground. In 1960 Bishop Ignatius Kung
was arrested and imprisoned for more than 30 years. At his trial he stated, “I am a
Catholic bishop. If | leave the Holy Father, not only would | not be a Bishop, | would
not even be a Catholic. You can cut off my head, but you can never take away my
duty.” From that time until now tens of thousands of practicing Catholics have been
imprisoned or just disappeared. The government to this day recognizes only those
pastors who openly declare their independence from the Holy See.

In 1987 Bishop Kung was released and was sent out of the country to live with his
son in Stamford, Connecticut. The Holy Father had elevated him to Cardinal, in
pectore, in 1979 but it was kept a secret; not even his own family knew. On May
29, 1991 the Pope announced to the world that Bishop Kung was in fact a Cardinal
since 1979 and in a moving ceremony in 1991, Cardinal Kung left his wheelchair,
threw aside his cane and walked up the steps to kneel at the foot of the Pontiff.
Visibly touched, the Holy Father lifted him up, gave him his cardinal’s hat, then
stood patiently as Cardinal Kung returned to his wheelchair to the sounds of an
unprecedented seven-minute standing ovation. Cardinal Kung died in 2000.

The things we take for granted: Holy Mass, catechism classes, baptisms and other
rites and services are still carried on underground mostly in private homes in
China. The penalty for simply attending can range from exorbitant fines and confis-
cation of property to imprisonment, physical tortures and labor camp interment.
Every one of the known 35 underground bishops of the Roman Catholic Church is
either in jail, under house arrest, under strict surveillance or in hiding. On January
4 this year, three underground priests in Xuenhaua disappeared.

China is not the only place in the world where Catholic clergy, religious and laity
are suffering for simply trying to practice their faith. There are three things that all
Catholics can do to help: the first is to pray for God’s grace-filled support of these
people daily. Secondly, take advantage of the freedom we have and exercise our
right to attend Mass and receive the sacraments. Finally, practice Faithfull Citizen-
ship at home.

Story: ‘There’s no safe mines...’

This past April, an explosion in the Upper Big Branch Mine in Montcoal, West Vir-
ginia, killed 29 miners. The accident again raises questions about the safety of
mining technology and the adequacy of government regulation to protect those
who work in this very dangerous profession.

But, in an interview with CBS News, a veteran miner said it's useless to point the
finger at anyone for these accidents.

"There's no safe mines. | don't care where you go. You're not gonna find a safe
mine. They could do whatever they want - make all the laws. When a man goes
[into a mine], he knows that could be it . . . You stick your head between two rocks
to make a living, you know you're taking a chance. These [29] guys . . . they died
for a cause. Every time you turn your lights on at home . . . you should think about
them guys."

There are no safe mines, there are no easy paths. Life - life that is worth living -- is
filled with risks and difficult passages, "narrow gates" through which we have to
pass - and there is no easy way to negotiate our way through them. The "narrow
gate" of the Gospel is the honest confrontation of who we are, the realization of our
littleness before God, the understanding that we are nothing more or less than
brothers and sisters to every other human being. The "narrow gate" that Jesus
speaks of is the demanding way of limitless love, unconditional forgiveness, self-
less sacrifice; it can only be entered by letting go of our fears, our control, our
pride, our self-absorption. But Jesus promises that anyone willing to struggle
through the "narrow gate" will be welcomed into the eternal dwelling place of his
Father.

A YEAR IN THE LIFE OF A PRIEST

NUMBERS

There were a lot of opportunities for creativity at St. A’s. |
don’t know if it was my age, the tenor of the times, the
youth of the parish, the young age of families or the free-
dom that the pastor gave me. | remember even decorat-
ing a Christmas Tree in purple and pink. An adult educa-
tion group of women with whom | discussed Richard

McBrien’s book, “Church: The Continuing Quest,” gave

me an afghan that one of the participants knitted — yes, it

was purple and pink.

There was a man in the parish who was an artist and
worked for IBM. He also taught religious education and one Advent asked if we
could do a project. He arranged wooden coke cartons on their side and stacked
them like a tree. On the very top we put my unique Holy Family and from the bot-
tom to the top put all of the stories from the Old Testament. It was our own type of
Jesse Tree. Each class had to contribute some objects to illustrate that particular
story from Adam and Eve to Jonah and John the Baptizer. Then he took slides of
each section, | wrote a script and we went into New York to record it and worked
on putting script and slides together. It was a really early power point but then it
was just a slide show. We worked into the wee hours of one morning to get it to-
gether to present to the whole religious education students. We were beat but it
was worth it. | even used part of it for the Easter Vigil and of course this made the
vigil much longer than usual to the chagrin of the pastor. | called it my swan song. |
was moved that June upon my request, even though he was in contact with a
friend who was supposed to do it. | went right to the Personnel Director, Father Joe
Procaccini, for reasons | will relate later.

We did a lot of unique youth ministry during these years. There had developed
phenomenon called “Long Sundays.” We came together on Sunday afternoons
and did various activities centered around a theme. | remember one Palm Sunday
rolling out brown butcher paper and having all the young people drawing images of
that historic day. There was a lot of work and a lot of challenges to come up with
ideas and activities. We would bring in different priests to present them. | remem-
ber going to one at St. Matthew’s in Edison. Father Joe Curry, now a monsignor
and pastor of Immaculate Conception Parish in Spotswood and in charge of minis-
try to priests in our diocese was part of that youth group. The priest, Father O’Brien
who asked me was not there. | was on my own. | had rented a film that cost
$25.00, spent time preparing, purchasing art materials and creating activities for a
Sunday afternoon. He gave me $20.00, not enough to even cover the cost of the
film. Nevertheless it was a good afternoon and worth the cost of time, talent and
treasure.

One night at St. A’'s | was asleep in my small bedroom which was surrounded by
bushes. The other priest, Father Roger LaBonte from Haiti got locked out of the
rectory. There was no key to the residence. If you were the last one in you locked
the door from the garage which was an old bathroom door lock. You know one of
those that you struggled to get into a groove you could not see. We usually left it
open. The pastor locked it this night. Roger would come back from his day off in
the early hours of the morning. He couldn’t open the door and get in and so he
came tapping on my window: “Billll, Billll, he called. He woke me out of a deep

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PONDERING PAUSES

One of the telling signs of change in a par-
ish is the number of baptisms and conse-
quently the number in religious education.
When there are not many new families and
not many children in the new families we
have one of those blue light specials at K-
Mart. They are signs of something ominous
happening.

The following figures will not be exact be-
cause some children do not start school
when they are of age but this will give you
a telling sign anyway though not numerical
exact. The upcoming kindergarten class
would have been baptized in 2005. That
year we had 16 baptisms. Three of these
families seem to have been visiting or just
stopping by for baptism; 4 have moved out
of the parish or changed parishes; 6 we
have not heard from since baptism or only
when the second child was baptized but
still are not a part of the community but to
my knowledge they live in the area; That
leaves 3 eligible of which 2 are opting not
to go to Religious Ed. Kindergarten which
is not unusual. And so we have one for
Kindergarten and a possible.

In 2004 there were 13 baptisms (this would
be our present 1st graders): 6 have either
moved or changed parishes; 2 we have not
heard from since the last baptism; 5 are
eligible for registration. There are 13 regis-
tered, some must have moved into the
area.

In 2003 we had 27 baptisms (our upcoming
2nd grade — Eucharist class). There are 13
registered for this class and 3 who go to
parochial school who will prepare for the
sacrament with this class. Ten have either
moved or changed parishes; 13 are regis-
tered and one has not responded.

Around 2000 we had around 300 in our
religious education classes. This year we
have 129, that is about half of the number.
Tewksbury Township has gone from 4 to 3
kindergarten classes. Lebanon Township
has also dropped a kindergarten class. We
need to look at the future of this area as
well as the makeup of St. John’s.

There is another indicator of this change in
the Children’s Liturgy of the Word which is

part and parcel of our religious education
program. The numbers of children have
declined. Some just don’t come to Mass
but also there are fewer children. It almost
seems like the Pied Piper of Hamburg has
lead them away. What does this say about
St. John’s and how do we plan for our fu-
ture? For the present one of the factors is
about cost. We are at the lowest number of
classrooms being rented twice a month at
Valley View School. The present tuition
does not meet these costs as well as the
supplies and teaching material that is used
for the running of this program. Some of
these costs do not change with the size of
the grade. We have one classroom for
each class. We do not factor in the cost of
running our own building for the Saturday
program, Confirmation or Eucharist prepa-
ration even though some of these families
do not contribute to the support of the par-
ish.

As we plan our Budget for 2010 and 2011
all of these factors play a part in our delib-
erations. We are down from 10 to 15 per-
cent of weekly contributions. Some giving
families have moved, no longer go to
church or have changed parishes. Others
have not been going to church and so have
not been contributing since their children
were baptized. That is the case with some
who are going elsewhere. Others only give
when they go to church but do not go on a
regular basis. This has to be factored into
our projection of what we can expect in our
ordinary income that we need to run the
parish.

On a positive note we have been able to
meet our bills, mortgage payments and
planning for the future by a small percent-
age of our families. The raising of
$93,000.00 dollars with fund raising is phe-
nomenal for us, especially with the
$62,000.00 that was recently raised by the
Auction Dinner Dance. Accolades to those
who make this possible and enable us to
keep our heads above the water.

As we gather observations we will make
judgments and proceed with actions that
will enable us to keep St. John’s a parish of
choice where community and working to-
gether will make what we cannot do as
individuals achievable in community.

sleep only to find a Haitian face at the window. After that | told him he could come
through the door that was in my room, the old front door of the house. | never
locked it. He did one night and | woke to see someone passing through my room.
One night he woke me up, telling me that someone wanted to see me. | went out to
meet this young man who made up some excuse for being there. The next day |
found out that Roger had woken in the night to see the man going through the
pockets of his pants. | was upset that he didn’t tell me that the young man was a
robber.

Roger would usually go to sleep early sometimes around 8:00. He would get up at
3:00 and begin his day studying. He spent a lot of time on his English and prepar-
ing homilies. He was truly industrious. | began to wake up around that time every
morning. | would go to the kitchen, have some milk and cookies and go back to
bed. I could never figure out why this was happening. One morning | looked in the
eye level oven and there was a chicken cooking. When | found out what Roger
was doing, after asking him the next day, | discovered what my morning ritual was
due to.

Thank God | was young and didn’t have a bad heart then because there were a lot
of surprises in the Year of the Priest with Roger LaBonte.
