Regular Sunday worship indicates a practicing Catholic, not just parish registration.  
An assurance of family practice and raising children in the faith they seek is neces-
sary for the sacraments of initiation and certification of sponsorship. 
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Baptism : Baptism is celebrated at any weekend Mass.  The preparation process 
begins during pregnancy and includes an initial pastoral visit with the Pastoral As-
sistant for Connxions and attendance at one Baptism Preparation Session, which 
is offered quarterly.  Please call the parish office to register.  Parish membership 
and active worship is required for two months prior to preparation.  No baptisms 
are celebrated during Lent. 
First Eucharist :  First Eucharist is celebrated in May, following two years of prepa-
ration.  Family participation and regular worship are an integral component. 
Confirmation :  Confirmation is celebrated in the fall, following three years of 
preparation.  Active participation and weekly worship are an integral component. 
Adult Confirmation :  The formation process is held in the parish, followed by a 
parish celebration of Adult Confirmation. 
Initiation of Adults and Older Children :  This is an extended gradual formation 
process for  unbaptized or uncatechized adults, or baptized Christians who wish to 
enter the Catholic Church or for unbaptized or uncatechized school-aged children.  
Interested persons may begin the process at any time, please contact the parish 
office for more information. 
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First Reconciliation : First Reconciliation is celebrated in Advent of the second 
grade.  Parent participation and regular worship is required. 
Matrimony :  Couples wishing to be married at St. John’s are required to make 
arrangements one year in advance.  Four sessions with the Pastor and Pre-Cana 
or Engaged Encounter take place during this year.  Parish registration and active 
worship are required. 
Anointing of the Sick :  Anyone who is seriously ill or unable to come to church for 
a length of time should contact the parish office so someone may visit and bring 
the sacraments. 
Holy Orders :  If you are interested in learning more about the priesthood or reli-
gious life, contact the Vocations Office of the Diocese of Metuchen at 732-562-

· Since men are social by nature they are meant to live with others and to work 
for one another's welfare. A well-ordered human society requires that men 
recognize and observe their mutual rights and duties. It also demands that 
each contribute generously to the establishment of a civic order in which rights 
and duties are more sincerely and effectively acknowledged and fulfilled. It is 
not enough, for example, to acknowledge and respect every man's right to the 
means of subsistence if we do not strive to the best of our ability for a sufficient 
supply of what is necessary for his sustenance. 

· It is in keeping with their dignity as persons that human beings should take an 
active part in government. 

· This statement of St. Augustine seems to be very apt in this regard: "What are 
kingdoms without justice but large bands of robbers." 

· If we turn our attention to the economic sphere it is clear that man has a right 
by the natural law not only to an opportunity to work, but also to go about his 
work without coercion.  

· Indeed since the whole reason for the existence of civil authorities is the reali-
zation of the common good, it is clearly necessary that, in pursuing this objec-
tive, they should respect its essential elements, and at the same time conform 
their laws to the circumstances of the day. 

· The dignity of the human person involves the right to take an active part in 
public affairs and to contribute one's part to the common good of the citizens. 
For, as Our Predecessor of happy memory, Pius XII, pointed out: "The human 
individual, far from being an object and, as it were, a merely passive element 
in the social order, is in fact, must be and must continue to be, its subject, its 
foundation and its end." 

· Furthermore--and this must be specially emphasized--the worker has a right to 
a wage determined according to criterions of justice, and sufficient, therefore, 
in proportion to the available resources, to give workers and their families a

standard of living in keeping with the dignity of the human person. 

· Since women are becoming ever more conscious of their human dignity, they 
will not tolerate being treated as mere material instruments, but demand rights 
befitting a human person both in domestic and in public life. 

· It is clearly laid down that the paramount task assigned to government officials 
is that of recognizing, respecting, reconciling, protecting and promoting the 
rights and duties of citizens. 

· Once again we exhort our people to take an active part in public life, and to 
contribute towards the attainment of the common good of the entire human 
family as well as to that of their own country. They should endeavor, therefore, 
in the light of the Faith and with the strength of love, to ensure that the various 
institutions--whether economic, social, cultural or political in purpose -- should 
be such as not to create obstacles, but rather to facilitate or render less ardu-
ous people's perfectioning of themselves both in the natural order as well as in 
the supernatural. 

· The government should make similarly effective efforts to see that those who 
are able to work can find employment in keeping with their aptitudes, and that 
each worker receives a wage in keeping with the laws of justice and equity. It 
should be equally the concern of civil authorities to ensure that workers be 
allowed their proper responsibility in the work undertaken in industrial organi-
zation, and to facilitate the establishment of intermediate groups which will 
make social life richer and more effective. 

With this encyclical published April 11, 1963 Pope John XXIII outlines a foundation 
on which world peace in the modern world could be possible. It has been more 
than forty-seven years since this document was published and we have made little 
if any progress towards world peace because our institutions are extensions of 
ourselves, and we have not been successful viewing and responding to each other 
with Christ’s love. We have seen what a difference a few years can make. It is still 
possible to begin to interact with others in love and take an active role in shaping 
our local, state and federal governments. Who knows in the next decade we could 
make a profound difference in how the world operates.

Story:  ‘Thinking in Pictures’  
Temple Grandin was diagnosed with autism when she was a child.  The doctor 
who officially diagnosed her, following the protocol of the time, recommended that 
she be institutionalized.  But her mother would not hear of it.  Despite the dire diag-
nosis, Temple's mother and a few far-sighted teachers recognized in her a young 
woman of exceptional talents and abilities and helped Temple unlock them.  
Most comfortable around animals, Temple grew up to become a sought-after ani-
mal behaviorist and livestock consultant. 
Temple Grandin tells her story in her best-selling books, her autobiography Think-
ing in Pictures: My Life With Autism,  and her memoir Emergence.  Her extraor-
dinary life is also the subject the award-winning HBO film Temple Grandin. 
What is so different about Temple Grandin's story is the fact that she is successful 
not despite her handicap but because of it.  She credits autism for her achieve-
ments, arguing that she would never have been so attuned to animal sensibilities 
or the fine points of agricultural engineering without the distinctive vision and hy-
persensitivity that marks her autism.  Temple grew up largely oblivious to emotions 
like humor and sorrow - but she had a camera-like brain that enabled her to take a 
permanent mental snapshot of anything she saw.  She could also find and interpret 
patterns and designs within that snapshot.   
Animals are sensory thinkers, thinking in pictures, smells and sounds.  They don't 
think in terms of language - and neither does Temple Grandin.  Her unparalleled 
vision enabled her to see the world from the perspective of the animals in her care; 
as a result, she was able to design humane stockyards, ranches and slaughter-
houses. 
Overcoming the fears and sensitivities of her condition, Temple Grandin has revo-
lutionized cattle farming in the United States - and is a model of hope for parents 
and teachers of autistic children. 
Through the lens of her own autism, Temple Grandin has brought startling insight 
into two worlds - but she did so not by overcoming the "cross" of autism but by em-
bracing it and learning from it. We tend to think of the crosses we bear as disor-
ders, complications, disappointments - even people! - we are forced to endure; our 
crosses demand so much time and energy from us; most days we would like to lay 
our crosses aside and never pick them up again.  But our real crosses - be it a 
chronic illness, lesson plans, a soup kettle, a talent to serve, an ability to listen - 
can be sources of hope, of joy, of discovery, of life, of resurrection for ourselves 
and others.  Christ calls those who would be his disciples to imitate his spirit of 
humble generosity and compassion by picking up those crosses for the sake of 
others who are stumbling under heavier crosses than ours.  The faith we embrace 
in baptism is the unfailing hope that we can transform whatever crosses we carry 
in our lives into instruments of resurrection.                                                   Connections, August 2010

St. Anthony’s Parish in Port Reading was the place 
in my last summer assignment as a seminarian that 
I earned a silver dollar. The dog could play the piano 
but they couldn’t teach the dog to speak (bark that is 
for a treat). This is one of those times when an edu-
cation helped me out. I knew of Pavlov’s theory. If 
you rang a bell each time you fed the dog, the dog 
began to salivate every time the bell was rung even 
if the dog was not fed. I knew the dog would bark if 
you went to hit the housekeeper. So I would pretend 
to hit Betty, the housekeeper, say “speak” and then 

give the dog a treat. I did this until he barked when I said speak and I did not have 
to pretend to hit her. 
I was made Amboy Area CYO Director when I was sent to Port Reading. I had one 
small room in the rectory and no office. So I asked Fr. Milos for an office. I had it 
figured out that I could partition off part of the hall in the basement of the church. 
He did not like that idea and offered me a building which housed the parish library 
which was next to the rec. hall. Of course the librarian didn’t like it much but few 
people came to use the library. It was not really a parish library but a regular library 
that Fr. Milos formed when there was no library in town. With the help of the CYO 
we cleared out the books and had a book sale. I used the shelves to serve as a 
divider and made 2 rooms, an office and sitting room. I built a closet and discov-
ered in my measurements that a 2 X 4 was not really that size. I had to use a piece 
of molding to cover my mistake. I bought a couch that opened into a bed (which I 
still have in my present office,) and purchased a little refrigerator (which is now in 
the Seton Room). I had heard that the previous associate had been locked out of 
the rectory. That was not going to happen to me. 
It was here in the front part that I held the Amboy Area CYO meetings and at times 
some CYO meetings for the parish. I did not succeed well with the Parish CYO. 
They didn’t take to me. They were more interested in sports than in the whole CYO 
program. St. Joseph’s parish in Carteret was more active with the Amboy Area 
CYO than were the parish youth. We painted, papered, got a copy machine and 
set up for business. I never was locked out of the rectory. 
There were not many duties in the parish so I had to create ministries. We started 
a Pre-Cana conference. It was at this that I learned all the forms of contraception. 
The couple who gave the sex talk procured all the forms of birth control. She was a 
nurse and so had easy access to the devices. I had never seen an IUD and made 
up my mind that if I were a woman I would not want that stuck in me. At 35 I was 
still naïve in regards to these matters. It was a real eye opener. After our first set of 
gatherings we had a wine and cheese party. The couples loosened up so much 
that I decided we should start with wine and cheese the next time. It didn’t work. 
They were still uptight thinking that we were trying to poison them like Jimmy 
Jones. The team was made up of some of the greatest couples that I had worked 
with. 
One of the CYO girls who had just graduated from grammar school the year of my 
arrival became a good friend and helper who has remained a good friend even 
until now, Dorothy Waddleton.  

A YEAR IN THE LIFE OF A PRIEST  PONDERING PAUSES 
HOLY WORK 

Cleaning the Statue of Liberty hardly 
requires a Purple Heart and yet the 
man who did so was the recipient of 
this medal for bravery as a Marine in 
Vietnam. Upon arrival back in the 
States, almost immediately he began 
his work at the Statue of Liberty. 
 
The statue is 101 feet from the sandal 
to the torch and Charles DeLeo 
climbed it every day, cleaning the 
statue’s insides and replacing all the 
light bulbs. It felt like the statue had a 
“holy spirit,” DeLeo said and he came 
to look upon it as his church. 
 
After climbing into the torch, he 
opened a hatch and emerged to a 
worldview few people ever see. This is 
where he prayed. “I pray for all na-
tions, not just for the U.S. – for all na-
tions that want freedom.” The only 
thing worse than war is slavery, so he 
prays for all nations to be free. He 
does not pray only for Americans but 
for all people because the statue has 
expanded his view. “I believe my heart 
and her heart are entwined,” he says 
in Douglas Martin’s 1989 New York 
Times article about him. 
 
DeLeo has transformed his work into a 
prayer. On Labor Day we might ask 
ourselves if our own labors bring a 
“freeing” spirit to people or if we hold 
others in bondage by our refusal to 
forgive, by our prejudices and biases 
toward those who are different. One 
goal of coming to church on Labor 
Day weekend is so all work can be 
seen as holy work. All labor can be-
come holy if approached as a labor of 
love. 
 
Jesus suggests that one must come to 
him abandoning all preconceived no-
tions about loyalty and heredity. It

“Jesus tells the crowd that only those who renounce all of their possessions can be 
His disciples. Is He truly asking us to give up everything?  Perhaps instead He is 
trying to help us see that everything we think we own is really a gift from God. 
Good stewards know that and strive to use those gifts accountably.” 
 
I always marvel at the story of Karol Wojtyla leaving Poland with $10.00 in his 
pocket. Only the future Pope John Paul II could accomplish such a venture be-
cause he would be taken care of on arrival in Rome. He didn’t need a return ticket 
or money to spend while he stayed in Rome. Renouncing all possessions knowing 
that you will be taken care of is not much of a sacrifice. In fact it implies that it 
takes away the worry about how one will take care of themselves. The vow of pov-
erty has a component of ease rather than sacrifice. Not to own anything, nor hav-
ing to pay bills or worry about where your next meal is coming from is really free-
ing. 
 
This is not stewardship. Renouncing possessions is not stewardship. Living stew-
ardship as a spiritual way of life is truly much harder than renouncing possessions. 
How to share our blessings or first to see our blessings is challenging because at 
the same time you have to plan for your future lest when you are without, someone 
else doesn’t practice stewardship. This requires faith, this requires a deep belief, 
this requires a deep spiritual way of living.
