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Anyone living within the parish boundaries who would like to become a member of 
our Catholic Community or who is interested in learning more about the Catholic 
faith should call or email the church office. We will meet with you at your conven-
ience where you will learn about our parish and the opportunities we offer. Those 
joining the parish are encouraged to celebrate their welcome and registration at a 
weekend Mass. 
Please notify the parish office of any change in phone number, address, email ad-
dress or when leaving the parish. 
Parish registration is required for religious education, celebration of sacraments 
and certification as a sponsor. 
Regular Sunday worship indicates a practicing Catholic, not just parish registration.  
An assurance of family practice and raising children in the faith they seek is neces-
sary for the sacraments of initiation and certification of sponsorship. 
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Baptism : Baptism is celebrated at any weekend Mass.  The preparation process 
begins during pregnancy and includes an initial pastoral visit with the Pastoral As-
sistant for Connxions and attendance at one Baptism Preparation Session, which 
is offered quarterly.  Please call the parish office to register.  Parish membership 
and active worship is required for two months prior to preparation.  No baptisms 
are celebrated during Lent. 
First Eucharist :  First Eucharist is celebrated in May, following two years of prepa-
ration.  Family participation and regular worship are an integral component. 
Confirmation :  Confirmation is celebrated in the fall, following three years of 
preparation.  Active participation and weekly worship are an integral component. 
Adult Confirmation :  The formation process is held in the parish, followed by a 
parish celebration of Adult Confirmation. 
Initiation of Adults and Older Children :  This is an extended gradual formation 
process for  unbaptized or uncatechized adults, or baptized Christians who wish to 
enter the Catholic Church or for unbaptized or uncatechized school-aged children.  
Interested persons may begin the process at any time, please contact the parish 
office for more information. 
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First Reconciliation : First Reconciliation is celebrated in Advent of the second 
grade.  Parent participation and regular worship is required. 
Matrimony :  Couples wishing to be married at St. John’s are required to make 
arrangements one year in advance.  Four sessions with the Pastor and Pre-Cana 
or Engaged Encounter take place during this year.  Parish registration and active 
worship are required. 
Anointing of the Sick :  Anyone who is seriously ill or unable to come to church for 
a length of time should contact the parish office so someone may visit and bring 
the sacraments. 
Holy Orders :  If you are interested in learning more about the priesthood or reli-
gious life, contact the Vocations Office of the Diocese of Metuchen at 732-562-

THE OPPORTUNITY  
SCHOLARSHIP ACT  

Catholic schools continue to provide an 
important educational option in New Jer-
sey, and they are a needed resource for 
the mission of the church to educate stu-
dents of all economic incomes. S-1872/A-
2810 (known as the Opportunity Scholar-
ship Act) offers opportunities for parents 
who might be unable to send their children 
to a Catholic school or another nonpublic 
school in New Jersey.  In a series of ques-
tions and answers, the New Jersey Catho-
lic Conference offers a response to misin-
formation that has been promulgated in 
many public forums. 
 
Q. Do nonpublic schools accept classified 
students?  
A. Yes, nonpublic schools accept classi-
fied students. 
 
Unfortunately, these nonpublic school 
students do not receive the same level of 
state and federal aid given to public school 
students.  In last year’s budget, special 
education for public school students was 
funded at a level of over $700M in State 
aid.  This is in addition to the millions of 
dollars in additional federal aid or local aid 
given to public school students.   
On the other hand, nonpublic school stu-
dents, when they are classified, receive an 
ISP (Individualized Service Plan) rather 
than an IEP (Individualized Education 
Plan). The IEP indicates all the needs that 
the public school student has and the ser-
vices to be received using a combination 
of state, federal, and local dollars.  The 
ISP is more restrictive in scope, indicating 
only services which will be provided to the 
nonpublic school student through the lim-
ited state and federal dollars, regardless of 
the child’s needs.  In other words, the IEP 
reflects what special education services 
students need, while the ISP provides 
fewer services. 
Nonpublic school parents are willing to 
trade limited services for their classified 
children in return for the greater rewards of 
attending a nonpublic school of their 
choice.  Nonpublic school administrators 
are more than willing to accept classified 
children; however, with those children 
should come the same state and federal 
dollars available to public schools, espe-
cially since it would still result in a lower 
overall cost to the taxpayers in total educa-
tion dollars expended.

First Sunday in Advent 

Scripture : “Stay awake!  For you do not know on which day your Lord will  
 come.” 

 Matthew 24: 37-44  
Story:  Here if you need me 
 

Kate Braestrup is a chaplain with the Maine Warden Service, the men and women 
who conduct search-and-rescue missions in the deep woods and frozen ponds of 
northern Maine.  As chaplain, Kate has become an expert in waiting:  While war-
dens search, Kate holds families and friends of the lost together with warmhearted 
common sense and modest prayer whether the crisis ends well or ill.  She writes 
about her work and what brought her to it in her book Here If You Need Me.  
There is always hope as the search begins, Kate writes.  As they wait for news, 
families comfort themselves with memories of the missing loved one.  They are 
compelled to tell Kate and the wardens what a beautiful, wonderful parent or child 
or friend they are searching for.  For the wardens, the lost becomes their parent 
and child and friend, as well. 
Before long, families become desperate to do something.  They ache for some 
resolution.  They want — they think they want — the truth.  A father took Kate 
aside, away from his distraught wife, and demanded to know the truth about his 
missing daughter.  What that father wanted to hear, Kate remembers, was not an 
objective assessment of the situation:  “He wants me to tell him, with all the weight 
and authority my presence conveys, that his daughter is not dead.” 
After some time, families accept the reality that time is not on their side.  Kate’s 
role then becomes one of speaking hope — realistic, grounded hope despite the 
family’s agony and despair.  When the news is bad, Kate offers families comfort 
and provides a safe space for them to sort out their grief, anger and confu-
sion.  Then Kate explains the legal and medical protocols and helps them through 
their first difficult decisions. 
And Kate is there for the wardens, as well. It is never just a job for the war-
dens.  Cold weather, rain and sleet, murky water, deep snow are all shaken off as 
these dedicated professionals focus on their mission.  When the search ends tragi-
cally, Kate writes, the wardens “will go home, hold the warm, living bodies of their 
own children, and know all too well the risk they take by loving in such a precarious 
world.” 
And when the news is good, when the lost are found and families are reunited, the 
job of the wardens and their chaplain is the best in the world. 
As Kate Braestrup has learned, waiting is hard and miserable work — but waiting 
is often the beginning of miracles and everyone involved is changed forever. 
 
As Kate Braestrup has learned, waiting is a wise teacher.  The experience of wait-
ing reveals the presence of God in our midst; it enables us to realize what we ap-
preciate, value and cherish; it teaches us how to be present and attentive to family 
and friends; it opens up our vision and spirits to realize the love of God in our 
midst.  In the middle of the busiest season of year, Advent calls us to embrace the 
wisdom of waiting: to slow down and see the goodness of God around us that we 
rush by too quickly to see, to behold Christ in every moment of compassion, for-
giveness and joy we experience in the everyday Advent of our lives.
