About Our Parish 

Baptism: Baptism is celebrated at any weekend Mass.  The preparation process 

begins during pregnancy and includes an initial pastoral visit with the Pastoral As-

sistant for Connxions and attendance at one Baptism Preparation Session, which 

is offered quarterly.  Please call the parish office to register.  Parish membership 

and active worship is required for two months prior to preparation.  No baptisms 

are celebrated during Lent. 

First Eucharist:  First Eucharist is celebrated in May, following two years of prepa-

ration.  Family participation and regular worship are an integral component. 

Confirmation:  Confirmation is celebrated in the fall, following three years of 

preparation.  Active participation and weekly worship are an integral component. 

Adult Confirmation:  The formation process is held in the parish, followed by a 

parish celebration of Adult Confirmation. 

Initiation of Adults and Older Children:  This is an extended gradual formation 

process for  unbaptized or uncatechized adults, or baptized Christians who wish to 

enter the Catholic Church or for unbaptized or uncatechized school-aged children.  

Interested persons may begin the process at any time, please contact the parish 

office for more information. 

First Reconciliation: First Reconciliation is celebrated in Advent of the second 

grade.  Parent participation and regular worship is required. 

Matrimony:  Couples wishing to be married at St. John’s are required to make 

arrangements one year in advance.  Four sessions with the Pastor and Pre-Cana 

or Engaged Encounter take place during this year.  Parish registration and active 

worship are required. 

Anointing of the Sick:  Anyone who is seriously ill or unable to come to church for 

a length of time should contact the parish office so someone may visit and bring 

the sacraments. 

Holy Orders:  If you are interested in learning more about the priesthood or reli-

gious life, contact the Vocations Office of the Diocese of Metuchen at 732-562-

1990 ext.

At the original Town Meeting of November 15 a PowerPoint presentation on Life-

long Catechesis was shown as a starting point for our discussion. You can view 

this on our homepage: www.ccsjn.org. 

The discussion included answers to the four main questions: At St. John’s, how will 

you help people feel welcome and want to participate in Mass?  At St. John’s, how 

will you develop households of faith? At St. John’s how will you bring adults into a 

systematic catechetical experience?

Other suggestions included: starting a women’s group again; having people from 

different ministries visit children’s classes and explain their ministry, having teens 

involved more in Christian action rather than just learning how to be a Christian in 

the classroom which has been an on-going strategy in children’s catechesis.

PONDERING PAUSES 

I have had many pondering pauses 

over the past two months. I have 

slowed down and have had to retrain 

my motor skills. I have had to be pa-

tient with myself. I have had a two 

month Advent. 

During this time I have also been ex-

tremely blessed with many people who 

have been patient with me and entered 

into my space of time and needs. I am 

grateful to HMC and Kessler rehab in 

this process. I was especially moved 

by the nurses. They are the boon of 

the medical profession. They work 12 

hour shifts now and less days but they 

don’t see their work as a job but as a 

vocation. What a difference that 

makes! I was truly impressed by these 

woman (I didn’t have any male 

nurses). The hospital personnel who 

are their supporting staff also do a su-

per job (for the most part), that enables 

them to do their thing. 

It takes a lot of people seen and un-

seen to make your health care happen. 

I am grateful for their ministry. 

Our staff here at home and the people 

of the parish were extremely helpful to 

me and the visiting priests. I think we 

may have begun a new liturgical ac-

tion. I have not observed the 

“Lavabo” (I will wash my hands) here 

at St. John’s. I always thought it was 

an unnecessary ritual when we offered 

Mass at the Presbyterian and Method-

ist churches. I did not renew it when 

we had our own church. The visiting 

priests don’t realize that “when you are 

in Rome you do what the Romans do,” 

so they wanted to wash their hands. Of 

course our people didn’t know what 

they were talking about. Even if they 

had been altar boys they forgot this 

ritual action. So someone brought 

them “Purell.” Now doesn’t that make 

more sense? I use that before I give 

out communion as do many eucharistic 

ministers. Now along with crackers we 

have “Purell.” Put us on the map. 

My brother priests added to their al-

ready busy schedule to help us while I 

was away and recuperating at home.

The 

next scheduled Baptism Prep Program is Friday – March 4 at 7:15 pm. The 

deadline for signing up to attend this program is Friday – February 18. For 

more information or to begin the process please call Rita at the parish office center 

at 832-2513 or use the online form from the parish website – www.ccsjn.org.

Thanks for their abilities and their sup-

port. Sharon needs a month off. (Don’t 

take it, I’m not in shape yet.) 

Many people helped me with personal 

needs while I was in the hospital and 

rehab. Without natural family my parish 

family came to my aid. As I recuperate 

I am kept fed and transported by very 

generous people. Thank you, I am 

eternally grateful. 

I will have many other pondering 

pauses as I heal. The body is wonder-

ful but it needs time to neurologically 

repair. This will be the greatest chal-

lenge to my patience which I do not 

have much of. I also have heightened 

emotional reactions both the good kind 

and the not so good kind. I can tell this 

from watching TV. Of course this isn’t 

the best time of the year for that. They 

say it will take at least six months for 

me to be in a place where I feel 

healed. Of course there are things that 

existed beforehand which will not be 

healed, like my herniated disc. I had 

the problems of a 73-year-old memory 

before and I don’t think that will im-

prove. I will not be able to play the pi-

ano. I couldn’t play it before. 

I thank God for the graces that have 

come my way, especially the grace of 

all of you. “I have never seen God but I 

have come to know her/him through all 

of you.”

Story: Fleeing from Egypt  

 

It has been a rough year.  Dad lost his job a year ago; finding a new one has been 

a full-time occupation.  Mom has taken on a number of part-time jobs while being a 

full-time mother to their two daughters.  The girls have been terrific, helping out in 

whatever ways they can.  Dad was finally offered a position in another city several 

hundred miles away.  They had no choice but to pull up stakes and start over: sell-

ing their old house and finding a new one (while Dad had already gone ahead to 

start with his new company), arranging for schools, packing up and saying good-

bye.  That first night together in their new house, surrounded by their life in packing 

boxes, they sat on the floor and ate Chinese takeout.  And they realized not what 

they had lost but what they had in each other: a home. 

It was a long night.  Little Jack cried and cried with colic.  In shifts, they cradled 

Jack as they walked up and down the hall, rubbing his little back, singing to him 

until he finally fell asleep.  It was early in the morning when they finally put Jack 

down in his crib.  They were exhausted but happy that the most precious thing in 

their lives was peacefully asleep. 

It is a difficult conversation.  There is no easy way to begin that "talk" with your pre-

teen child, that confrontation with a teenage son or daughter about their abuse of 

alcohol or some other substance, that decision regarding an elderly parent's 

care.  The exchange can quickly deteriorate into an angry exchange of recrimina-

tions and accusations, resulting in rejection and estrangement.  Love often re-

quires us to risk that love for the sake of the beloved. 

  

In our lives as spouses and as sons and daughters, financial, physical and emo-

tional circumstances force us to "flee" to our own Egypts.  As is clear from Mat-

thew's Gospel, Mary, Joseph and the Child's struggle as a family was filled with 

heartache, fear, misunderstanding and doubt - but together they created a family of 

love and compassion, of nurture and acceptance.  Within our own families, as well, 

the love of God enables us to make our way through life in all its disappointments 

and complexities.  As we gather as families this Christmas, may we take on again 

the hard work of being family to one another - of creating that safe place of uncon-

ditional love, welcome and forgiveness.

The word nativity when capitalized refers to the birth of Jesus, however 

more and more, regardless of how it is written, the word seems set 

aside to describe that unique event when the “son of man” was born.

“In history’s moment when all was ready, you sent your Son to dwell in time, obedi-

ent to the laws of life in our world” (Alternate Opening Prayer, Feast of the Holy 

Family). 

 

With our concept of God there is no time. God is in the eternal present. So God 

leaves the eternal present to dwell in time being then a part of the “laws of life in 

our world.” In Philippians 2: 6-7 we read “Who, being in the form of God, did not 

count equality with God something to be grasped. But he emptied himself, taking 

the form of a slave, becoming as human beings are.” 

At Christmas it is often the custom that a child is to clean house as it were. Get rid 

of some toys to make room for others. They are about emptying and sharing so 

that the things they have grown out of can be recycled, re-gifted or shared. 

This concept is seen as being aware of others. Though this is admirable it is not 

stewardship. Stewardship would be sharing the new toys that they received. This is 

not only hard for a child to understand it is also hard for adults. Is this not the fact 

why it is so difficult to practice stewardship? 

Toys are blessings as is money. Sometimes it is easier to give money in sharing 

than it is to share Time and Talent. It is a concept worth pondering. God puts aside 

time (the eternal present) to enter into our time, taking the form of a slave (a baby) 

and in need as others are who dwell in time. How do you empty yourself of your 

time to be present in someone else’s time? Now here is another concept worth 

pondering. Look at stewardship from this angle.
